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SHORT EXPLANATION OF NUMERICS

What is so important about the Numeric New Testament? The perfect divine
inspiration of the original Scriptures are scientifically obtainable through numerics. Let
me tell you a little of the awesome story. Ivan Panin was forced to leave Russia during the
Bolshevik Revolution and come to the United States. He became a Harvard Scholar,
professor, and mathematician, who once tutored Albert Einstein. His training, devotion to
Christ and the Scriptures well-equipped him for his future work. Here he found his life’s
work in scientifically proving the divine inspiration of Scriptures. For fifty years, Dr. Panin
devoted twelve to eighteen hours a day to this work. The basis for his revelation, which
he called numerics, was the ancient Hebrew Old Testament and Greek New Testament
Scriptures. The Hebrews and Greeks used their letters also for their numbers. In other
words, the whole Bible was actually written in numbers also. What Dr. Panin discovered
is that when he used the numbers, the 66 books of the Bible showed a pattern of numbers
and divisibility that no other writing had. He diligently researched other Hebrew and
Greek writings and found no pattern. This included the apocryphal books added in the
Catholic and other early Protestant Bibles, including the original King James Version
before its many revisions.

| have read Dr. Panin’s works for many years and am totally impressed that God
ordained him to bring us back to the original text. Below is a small sample of his volumes
of work from a pamphlet titled Astounding New Discoveries © 1941 by a disciple of his,
Karl G. Sabiers, M.A. The number seven is by far the most common number used in the
surface text of the Bible, used in Revelation alone more than fifty times, but it is also
common beneath the surface of the whole Bible.

In GENESIS CHAPTER ONE, VERSE ONE we read, “In the beginning God created the
heavens and the earth.”

FEATURE ONE
The number of Hebrew words in this verse is exactly seven.

FEATURE TWO
The number of letters in the seven words is exactly twenty-eight, or four sevens.

FEATURE THREE
The first three of these seven Hebrew words contain the subject and predicate of the
sentence. These three words are translated—"“In the beginning God created.” The
number of letters in these first three Hebrew words is exactly fourteen, or two sevens.
The last four of these seven words contain the object of the sentence. These four words
are translated—"the heavens and the earth.” The number of letters in these last four
Hebrew words is fourteen, or two sevens.



FEATURE FOUR
These last four Hebrew words consist of two objects. The first is “the heavens,” and the
second is “and the earth.” The number of letters in the first object is exactly seven. The
number of letters in the second object is seven.

FEATURE FIVE
The three leading words in this verse of seven words are God—the subject —and heavens
and earth—the objects. The number of letters in these three Hebrew words is exactly
fourteen, or two sevens. The number of letters in the other four words of the verse is
fourteen, or two sevens.

FEATURE SIX
The shortest word is in the middle. The number of letters in this word and the word to its
left is exactly seven.

FEATURE SEVEN
The number of letters in the middle word and the word to its right is exactly seven.

These are only a few examples of the many amazing numeric facts, which have
been discovered in the structure of this first verse of only seven Hebrew words. Literally
dozens of other phenomenal numeric features strangely underlie the structure of this
verse.

Thus, according to the law of chances, for twenty-four features to occur in a
passage accidentally, there is only one chance in 191,581,231,380,566,414,401—-only
one chance in one-hundred-ninety-one quintillion, five-hundred-eighty-one quadrillion,
two-hundred-thirty-one trillion, three-hundred-eighty-billion, five-hundred sixty-six million,
four-hundred-fourteen-thousand, four-hundred-one. (The nomenclature herein used is
the American, not the British.)

Many brief Bible passages have as many as seventy or one hundred or more
amazing numeric features in the very structure of their text. If there is only one chance in
quintillions that twenty-four features could occur together accidentally, what would the
chance be for seventy features to occur together accidentally?

When there is only one chance in thousands for something to happen accidentally,
it is already considered highly improbable that it will occur at all. When there is only one
chance in hundreds of thousands, it is considered practically impossible. But here there
is one chance in not only millions, but billions, and trillions, and quadrillions, and
quintillions, that merely twenty-four features could occur together in a passage
accidentally.

If that is not enough to convince any sane man, there are patterns of eight, eleven,
thirteen, seventeen, nineteen, twenty-three, thirty-seven, forty-three, etc., on top of the
sevens throughout the Word. Larger patterns connect book to book, Old Testament to
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New Testament and show the correct order of the books. What all this proves is that one
divine, brilliant mind wrote the Bible rather than thirty-three simple men, with relatively no
schooling, who lived in different countries over a span of 1,600 years. If men wrote the
Bible, they would have all had to live at the same time and place and all been
mathematical geniuses. Then they would have each had to write their book last with the
knowledge of the numeric pattern in all the other books. Men have tried to write a simple
numeric text with very few features and failed miserably.

The Hebrews had extremely stringent rules for the scribes to follow in copying the ancient
manuscripts. God did this through them in order to preserve this pattern of perfection in
the Scriptures that we might have the “God-breathed” Word of God. If a Greek or Hebrew
letter is added, removed, or changed, the pattern breaks in that text. The main problem
today in publishing Bibles is deciding which manuscript to use. It makes common sense
to use only ancient manuscripts, which were close to the original with less likelihood of
human mistake. Using a copy of a copy of a copy, etc. makes no sense, and yet, because
of prejudices or lack of availability of ancient manuscripts, some have published Bibles
from these. Needless to say, the ancient manuscripts proved to be much more numeric.
What God has done through numerics is to give us a method by which we can find out
which manuscript is right and where each one is right or wrong. Then of course Ivan used
only the numeric texts for an original copy. Numerics has made searching multiple
translations obsolete. It also makes it possible to find out which translation is the most
accurate. In comparing the Bibles up through the early 1900s, Dr. Panin rated the
American Revised Version in English, now called the American Standard Version
(starbible.com), to be the most accurate. However, his Numeric New Testament exceeds
that because there are no disputed references of slight differences in ancient manuscripts
since Numerics proves every text to the letter.

Publisher’s Note: The reader will notice a few rare occasions where verses are skipped. This is in keeping
with Dr. Panin’s original work. Over time, men have added verses that do not have a numeric pattern
and are not a part of the original Greek.

Important Note: Dr. lvan Panin’s original work has not been changed except for a few
typographical errors and a few select words where the spelling was modernized and
standardized. This upgraded only the spelling and did not change the numeric Greek
pattern behind it. Since few know the value of the numeric blank spaces sometimes found
between chapters and verses, which are explained in Paper I, they have been left out in
favor of readability, easier typesetting, and lower printing costs. These can be found in the
original NENT. A very few Notes were left out because they had already been
incorporated into the text of the Second Edition making them unnecessary. Dr. Panin's
numeric materials may be found on our website at UnleavenedBreadMinistries.orqg.

PREFACE

THIS edition is a Revision of the English New Testament based on the Greek text as
established by BIBLE NUMERICS.

2. The method of settling the text by means of NUMERICS is expounded in the
Introduction, which is to form the Second Part of this edition, as well as in numerous
monographs by the writer printed elsewhere. The standard used for comparison was: for
the Greek, the Revision by Westcott & Hort; and, for the English, the American Revised
Version. (Editor's note: Now called the American Standard Version and so elsewhere.)
In spite of the onslaught thereon by Dean Burgon, Westcott & Hort (with the exception of
some spellings, and of all but two of their fifteen double-bracketed passages stamped by
them as ‘Interpolations’) present a text which on the whole approaches the autographs
nearer than any extant copy of the New Testament. So that, humanly speaking, but for
the twenty-eight years’ faithful toil of these two lovers of Holy Writ, with their excellent
clearing of the ground for him, the writer could have hardly furnished at last an
indisputable New Testament text.

3. The chief aim of this edition, next to that of furnishing a pure text, is to place, as
far as possible, the English reader on the same footing with the Greek. This already
implies a standard of translation rather different from those commonly accepted, if indeed
each translator is not usually a law unto himself. But BIBLE NUMERICS having
demonstrated that in the Bible not only the books and their words as well as their order,
but the very syllables also and letters, are dealt out by measure as well as weight, new
standards are thus set up for the translator: he not being free any longer to avail himself of
paraphrase, interpretation, or even of the elsewhere so desirable idiomatics, which latter
are here specially quite sure to mislead. Here the translator’s business is first of all to
transcribe not what the Divine Author might have said had He written in English, but what
He does say in Greek. Accordingly, two problems are at once to be met: How to present
the Greek New Testament to the English reader faithfully; and, How to present
nevertheless the English so that it shall read not as a foreign but as a native work, not as
a translation but as an original work.

4. Subject to the consideration that the meeting of the second problem must always
be subordinated to the first, the Authorized Version on the whole leaves only little to be
desired with its manner of solution. And any version that does not take it as a basis at
once rules itself out of court as incompetent to deal with the problem at hand: the one
sound rule being that the Authorized Version be never departed from unless purity of text
and faithfulness of rendering demand it. And here the Revised Version is head and
shoulders above its competitors, silly (and there is at least one silly one by an entire
company, with wisdom enough, however, to withhold their names), or pretentious, but
ever inadequate. The work of the Revisers has some grievous faults, since no one can
handle the Book other than lamely who is not convinced to his very bones that the Bible is
God-breathed, inspired in its every letter. This the Revisers as a body did not believe: two
of its noblest members deeming it even needful to go out of their way to speak in print
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against Verbal Inspiration. But after all is said this still remains: (a) It is still incomparably
superior to any other version the writer knows of. (b) Its defects are mere surface defects,
disfiguring particles of dust as it were (at times alas! far from odoriferous), which a goodly
brushing by skilled hands would readily remove. (c) After nigh thirty years of abuse and
neglect it is still the fittest version for public reading, specially if most of its notes are
permitted to fade away in the light shed upon them by Bible Numerics.

5. But any version of Scripture, however excellent otherwise, must still fail to render
the WORD OF GOD faithfully if it neglect, as all versions have hitherto done, certain
details carefully attended to in the present revision.

The definite article 0, the, is in the Greek permitted where the English refuses it.
Thus the Greek says, Abraham begat the Isaac. But the rendering Abraham begat Isaac,
is not a true account of the matter, since the very next word, Isaac begat the Jacob, has
not the article. lItis fair neither to Author nor to reader, not to apprize the reader that of the
two Isaacs side by side one has the article, and the other has not. Unfair to the Author,
since Matthew (not to say the Holy Spirit Himself), like any serious writer, may be
presumed to have had a reason for such marked distinction. Unfair to the reader, since
he has a right to know that in the original a bell as it were is rung to attract his attention:
Here, forsooth, give heed, reader, Article here, no article there: a distinction, and it is for
thee to find wherein it is.

6. As such cases of the article occur oft on every page, with hardly a paragraph
without it, it became imperative to give systematic heed to this distinction. Accordingly the
expedient of a colon (:) before a word was adopted as indicating that the article absent in
English before that word is present in the Greek. A classic example of this is furnished by
the very first two New Testament pages, on almost every line, while a vital example is
found in the first verse of the Gospel of John.

7. Akin to this is the frequent unwarranted and even unnecessary use of the article,
even by the Revisers, when not in the Greek. In this revision, where rigorous police duty
has been kept up against all manner of intruders, special care is given to the English
article not found in the Greek. Every article admitted into the present revision was made
to give strict account of itself; and if in the absence of a Greek passport it claimed
admission on the score of the English need thereof, it was made to don an Italic garb, that
none be misled as to its status. Thus the very first line in the New Testament, with only
eight words, has foisted upon it, even by the Revisers, as many as four interlopers of the
article. The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham,
and all this without warning to the reader. The exact Author says a book, not the book.
There is another book, or roll, or Genealogy of the Lord in the New Testament. ‘Son of
David’ is in the New Testament an official designation of the Christ. Of its fifteen
occurrences, fourteen apply to the Lord, Joseph being also thus addressed by the angel
for reasons quite obvious. Only thrice has this expression the article. No reason can be
given for so needlessly wiping out a distinction kept up in the original.



8. Accordingly, in this Revision the article wanting in the original is inserted only
when demanded by the English, and then it appears only in Italic. Examples are frequent:
before Lord, Holy Spirit, &c., beginning with Matthew 1:18, 20. The same method is
applied to the copula is, are, of which the Greek is more sparing than the English; to the
expletive thing after This, these, &c. An instructive example for the copula is furnished by
the Beatitudes in Matthew 5:3-11, where the first eight Blesseds are not followed by are,
while the ninth is. This distinction is wiped out by even the Revisers.

9. The Greek for thing is rpayua. But it never is part of the English Everything, All
things, Anything, for which the adjective alone suffices in the Greek. Now it so happens
that in at least two passages, Hebrews 10:1 and 11:1 sheer honesty drove the Revisers to
put one things in Italics, owing to the fact that the second stands for the real thing, Trpaypa.
But the reader is entitled to the same honesty elsewhere. How softly one must tread here
in the presence of the WORD OF GOD is readily seen from the fact that the Revisers
stumbled at the very first occurrence of Tmpayua, Matthew 18:19, in rendering TTavtog
TTpAypaTtog anything, not even any thing, as if the word were ! This slip, not to say
blunder, is the more remarkable since only two or three lines before 6ca is twice rendered
by them whatsoever things: thus needlessly substituting first paper for specie, and then
debasing real gold into paper, and all this without the least warning to the reader.

10. “AvBpwTTog Av means There was a man, as well as A man was; dvBpwTTog v
ékel thus means, A man was there; and, There was a man there: one there thus being real
coin, the other being only a sort of paper currency. The but too frequent occurrence of
these illegitimate theres necessitated their being italicized, where they could not be
eliminated, to save the reader needless confusion. Other cases of Italics will readily
explain themselves.

All English words, therefore, which have no corresponding word in the Greek are
given here in Italics.

11. Eiyi means | am. But €yw eiyi, unless translated, It is | that am, is most
conveniently rendered also | am. The emphasis which thus attaches to the additional
presence of the personal pronouns with the verb is thus wholly lost. The Revisers only
rarely heed these numerous cases. Here the following expedient is adopted: The
emphatic pronouns are given in small capitals; thus Aéyeig is, thou sayest; but oU Aéyeig is,
THOU sayest. This expedient does not apply to the first person singular, where
accordingly the emphasis is designated by a note. For the first example of such emphasis
see Matthew 1:21, HE. For a vital example of emphasis outside the verb pronouns see
the Beatitudes, Matthew 5:3-10, where the THEIRS, THEY, warn the reader that the
blessings need be expected by none other.

12. The same person has in the Greek at times not only two different names (like
Judas, Thaddeus; Silas, Sylvanus; Prisca, Priscilla, &c.), but the same name has also at
times different spellings: Maria, Mariam; Raab, Rachab, &c. In this edition these
differences are everywhere retained. For a classic example of the importance of such
variations see the cases of Hesrom, Aram, Aminadab, Salmon, and Boes, in Matthew’s
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Genealogy, which become in Luke Hesron, Arnei, Admein, Sala, Boos: changes without
which many features would be wholly lost from the numeric schemes now pervading not
only each genealogy separately, but the two when combined into one.

The variation of Matthew’s lema in 27:46 from Mark’s lama in 15:34 gives a similar
account of itself; and the same is true of cases like James and Jacob, which are only
different forms of the same name.

13. Proper names are transliterated from the Greek as nearly as possible,
whenever this could be done without pedantry. But as in the Greek the sounds e and o
have each two distinct letters, €, n, 0, w, the long vowel in such names is designated by €&,
0, but only at the first occurrence of the name. For examples see the first two pages of the
New Testament.

When a name is already naturalized in the English tongue, it is given in its English
equivalent. But at its first occurrence the Greek is given in a note. In this manner the
reader is reminded that though ‘Abraham’ correctly represents the Hebrew in the Old
Testament, only ‘Abraam’ correctly represents the Greek in the New. In like manner, the
names lakwp and ‘TakwPog are only the declinable and indeclinable forms of the one
name Jacob. But the declinable form has become naturalized in the English James. It is
only proper that the reader be not left in ignorance of the identity of ‘Jacob’ and ‘James’.

Where, however, the name has not become naturalized in English, it is
transliterated to the nearest English. Hence ‘Phares’, ‘Zara’, rather than Perez, Zerah, &c.

Masculines in ag, ng, &c., like Zaxapiag, Mavaoong, are best uniformly rendered
Zachariah, Manasseh. As to Hebrew names beginning with lota, regard must be had to
the Hebrew letter it represents. If Yod, its equivalent is J; so that lepeyiag is Jeremiah, but
lwBRAd is not Jobed, neither must it be Obed, but lobed.

14. In Matthew’s Gospel, 1:6, Solomon is begotten ¢k 1) ToU Oupiou, of her of
Uriah. The Authorized and Revised versions render it ‘of her that had been the wife of
Uriah’, justly italicizing what is not in the original. Alford and the Baptist version (which the
writer regrets to say is not as ‘improved’ as it deems itself to be) retain the phrase without
italicizing. The Douai version italicizes only ‘the wife’. Now it is true that when Bathsheba
was married to David, Uriah was already dead, and she thus only had been Uriah’s wife.
But the Greek tells nothing of this her history. All it tells is that she was Uriah’s dame; but
whether wife, daughter, or sister, is here at least left indefinite. Now it is a sound canon of
translation, specially of God’s Book, not to mix interpretation with translation. One
translator boldly describes the unnamed mother of Solomon as Uriah’s—widow, thus
adding to SCRIPTURE, and also wholly missing the eloquence of a most effective bit of
Scripture silence. For a reason for keeping Bathsheba in the background, whether as
wife, or mother, is to emphasize all the more the terrible sin against URIAH. The offspring
of Thamar, the Spirit is almost heard to say here, is bad enough; but her sin was at least
not voluntary. Rahab’s is worse, she being harlot by profession. But David’'s—the
blackness of his sin can be made dark enough only by shutting off all from it, and
concentrating the whole luridness on the one name URIAH. And it is into such scenes of
sin that the Holy One descended from His glory for the sake of sinful man. . .. Butif inis
thrust the officious widow, or even wife, corresponding distraction is made from the here
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all-important Uriah, and forthwith havoc is made of one of the finest Scripture parables
thus acted out by its very silence.

For the same reason the petoikeoia BafuAwvog of Matthew 1:11, 12, 17, rendered
by the Revisers Removal to Babylon, is a permissible interpretation, but not the right
translation. As it stands, the phrase ‘the Babylon Removal’, apart from signifying the
removal of Babylon itself (which, however, it cannot mean here) may also mean only the
removal caused by Babylon. That this city, or even province, was the sole place of
deportation may be, but is not necessarily the meaning here. The rendering ‘the Babylon
Removal’ leaves the English exactly where the Greek leaves it.

So dangerous a thing it is to meddle ever so slightly with the words of—GOD.
Uzzah at the Ark is still a warning.

15. In this revision, therefore, what is indefinite in the Greek is left indefinite in
English, specially when punctuation is involved. In a few such cases punctuation was
even withheld altogether, leaving the reader free to interpret for himself. Help needed
here, if any, is given in a note.

A striking illustration of the need of safety from even well-meaning Uzzahs is found
in Acts 12:25: BapvaBag B¢ kai Zaulog utréoTpeyav €ig lepovoaAnu TTANPWOAVTEG TV
dlakoviav. Now Barnabas and Saul returned to Jerusalem having fulfilled the ministration.
The Uzzahs forthwith cry out, This must not be: the return must be from Jerusalem, which
is true enough. The Revisers accordingly give it thus. The usually keen-eyed Alford joins
them here, with goodly floundering thereover in his notes. And even Westcott & Hort for
once lose here their wonted poise, and give from in the margin, though not as a strict
alternative, its attestation being rather slender. But a comma after utréoTpeyav gives not
only the true meaning, but relieves the passage of all difficulty: Now Barnabas and Paul
returned, Jerusalemward having fulfilled the ministration. Unto (gig) Jerusalem was not
the return, but the ministration: this thought that their ministration is unto Jerusalem, the
mother church, dominating this labor of love in more than one passage.

This meaning of direction toward in €ig is so fundamental that it wholly does away
with the notion coming into vogue, that €ig into is often interchangeable with €v, in. In
profane papyri, with their writing in everyday speech—perhaps, but not in accurate Holy
Writ.  TMioTig €i¢ Inoouv (see specially Acts 24:24) is indeed Faith in Jesus, but
contemplated only as Trust [put] into Jesus, faith Jesusward, eyes ever toward Him. So
that £didaokev €ic ouvaywyrv cannot mean merely He taught in the synagogue, but He
taught [having come] into the synagogue, the thought of having got there being as
prominent as the fact of the teaching itself or its place.

16. Great care, therefore, is here taken with the rendering of prepositions. Thus
Aéyel auTw is He tells him, in everyday speech, the English with its working clothes on; He
says to him, in somewhat literary speech, the English in promenading dress; but He saith
to him is the Sunday attire of the noble Authorized version; but never He saith unto him.
For this there is the regular Tpdg autév quite frequently. This distinction is often wiped
out even by the Revisers, who at times even confuse: rendering TTpog to, and the bare
dative unto. In this revision these and other distinctions are carefully kept up, the only
exception being the Lord’s formula Aéyw upiv, which the writer did not feel free to degrade
from the noble, | say unto you, to the plebeian, | say to you.

17. Of similar distinctions the following need be only pointed out:

(a) 'EBvn, nations, the Revisers often render Gentiles, for which éBvikoi does
already excellent service. No good reason can be given for thus confusing things that
differ.

(b) OxAog is a crowd, it is TTABo¢g that is a multitude The Revisers seldom
distinguish here, even though in Acts 21:35-36 these two terms are placed almost side by
side to warn the reader that distinguished they were meant to be.

(c) Both ide and idou can be correctly rendered either lo, or behold, provided each
is given uniformly only one of the two renderings. The Revisers have not heeded here
their own protest against the one sin of the Authorized Version of multiplying confusion in
such cases. In this revision idou is uniformly lo, and id¢, behold.

(d) The phrase Jesus of Nazareth, literally thus, occurs only thrice in the New
Testament: Matthew 21:11; Mark 1:9; Acts 10:38. The other eighteen cases are divided
thus: In six it is Jesus the Nazarene; in twelve the Nazorean.

These distinctions have been kept to.

18. Thus in general this principle has been closely held to: Every Greek word has
been uniformly rendered by the same English word, whenever practicable; and, Every
English word is made to stand for only one Greek word if possible. In his desire, however,
to depart from the Revisers as little as possible, the writer was content, but only for the
present, to retain not a few of their inconsistencies here as elsewhere; specially in the
case of &8¢, where an almost uniform rendering of and is particularly unfortunate. Kai is
nearly always safely and; but the Protean &€, never safely ignored, needs for its proper
treatment the apostolic equipment of Matthew 10:16. For an illustration see the
Genealogy of Matthew, where the writer felt constrained to render it some forty times by
the unusual in turn in order to do at all justice to this most-abused particle.

19. The numerous cases like atmokpiBeig €itrev, having answered he said, the
Revisers, to avoid such frequent awkwardness, wisely render He answered and said:
thus incurring two inaccuracies, an interloping and, and obliterating the participial form.
The second is unavoidable, but the first is easily avoidable by italicizing. This has
accordingly been done here; and the reader is thus apprized that an Italic and between
two verbs designates the first as a participle, as well as its own status as a foreigner.

20. Aiwviog can be safely rendered eternal, but its noun in €ig TOv aiwva cannot be
rendered unto eternity or forever; since eternity, like excellent, admits of no comparison
(hence only Excellent Theophilus, or Felix, and not most excellent). Hence the aiwv
phrases are rendered literally, with their comparative degrees: unto the age, the age of
the age (only once, Hebrews 1:8), the age of the ages (only once, Ephesians 3:21), the
ages of the ages. These four distinct phrases surely designate four divisions in eternity,
but not four kinds of eternities.

21. The writer considers neither himself, nor any single scholar, competent to make
a translation worthy of the Book of God. This demands not only a company of Christian
folk (and none who approach God other than in the blood of Jesus have right to that name,
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maugre the melancholy scene enacted by the Revisers at Westminster) but of a devout,
praying, yea, fasting company. And any attempt by any one man to put forth in these
days a new English translation of Holy Writ is only, in sorrow be it said, a piece of other
than pertinence. The Revised Version even is not itself an original translation, any more
than the Authorized: both only carry on a work begun centuries ago and by some of
Christ's own, and continued through the centuries by the like with tears and amidst
blood. . . . Not lightly, therefore, does the present writer approach here the task of adding
if even only his little to the labors of the goodly fellowship thus gone before him, each to
his reward. For the Bible, like the great God Himself, is not to be approached with chatter
and clatter and bustle, a la modern ‘Introductions’, Bible Dictionaries, or Cyclopedias
Biblical; but with contrite spirit, bruised heart, and prostrate form; but above all with shoes
off the feet, rather than shod with the boots of modern ‘criticism’ (euphemism for
guessage mostly) of patent leather, and high heeled, and—creaking at that.
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PREFACE TO THE SECOND EDITION

THE three sevens of years that have passed since the preceding Preface was written
have more than confirmed the principles laid down therein for the translation of what is
now established to its every letter as the very Book of the Living God. The
inexhaustiveness of the numeric wonders displayed in the volume of Revelation,
paralleled only by its Palmoni’s other volume of Nature, is only a new commentary of His
own estimate thereof in Isaiah 66:2, ‘“To this man will | look: to the one poor and contrite in
spirit, and TREMBLING at my Word.” Every item therein, howe’er trifling to the eye of
mere man, dealt out as it is by the Divine Artificer with the same weight and measure
recently discovered in the new stellar atomic world with its electrons, neutrons, nuclei,
and the rest, imposes upon the translator an entirely new standard: wholly different from
those hitherto followed in the merely mundane doings of men. In very deed the BOOK
has now become one not merely to be read, but searched; not merely studied, but
meditated therein day and night.

The translator of such a Book can ill afford to forget even for a moment the word of
Him, who is its pervading theme from Genesis to Revelation: ‘Every idle word men shall
speak they shall give account thereof in the day of Judgment; for by thy words thou shalt
be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.’ If this is the warning against the
word spoke, how much more against the word writ! The reader, therefore, need not be
stumbled by the relentlessness in this translation against every dispensable word,
syllable, letter. Any translation is at best a mere photograph: the likeness is there, but
neither life nor even color. No process of translation can indeed add the color of the
original, but every translation can and must avoid at least its distortion, which no change
in the divine thought by either adding or taking away can avoid.

19 And he saith to them, Come after me, and | will make
you fishers of men. 20 And THEY straightway left their :nets, and followed
him. 21 And going on thence, he saw two other brethren, James the son
of :Zebedee, and John his :brother, in the boat with Zebedee their :father,
mending their :nets; and he called them. 22 And THEY straightway left the
boat and their :father, and followed him. 23 And he went about in
all :Galilee, teaching in their :synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the
kingdom, and healing every sickness and every infirmity among the people.

29 And if thy :right :eye
stumbleth thee, pluck it out, and cast from thee: for it is profitable for thee
that one of thy :members perish, and not thy whole :body be cast into
geenna. 30 And if thy right :hand stumbleth thee, cut it off, and cast from
thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy :members perish, and not thy
whole :body go into geenna. 31 It was said also, Whoso shall put away
his :wife, let him give her a bill of divorce: 32 But | say unto you, that every
one that putteth away his :wife, save for the cause of fornication, maketh her
an adulteress: and whoso shall marry one put away committeth adultery.
33 Again, ye have heard that it was said to them of eld, Thou shalt not
forswear, but shalt perform to the Lord thine :0aths: 34 but | say unto you,
Swear not at all; neither by the heaven, for it is :God’s throne; 35 nor by the
earth, for it is the footstool of his :feet; nor toward Jerusalem, for it is the
great King's city. 36 Neither shalt thou swear by thy :head, for thou canst
not make one hair white or black. 37 But let your :word be, Yea, yea; Nay,
nay: and whatsoever is more than these is of the evil one. 38 Ye have
heard that is was said, Eye for eye, and tooth for tooth: 39 but | say unto you,
Resist not him that is evil: but whoever smiteth thee on thy right :cheek, turn
to him the other also. 40 And to him that would go to law with thee, and take
thy :coat, leave thy :cloak also. 41 And whosoever shall compel thee for one
mile, go with him two. 42 To him that asketh thee give, and from him that
would borrow of thee turn not away. 43 Ye have heard that it was said,
Thou shalt love thy :neighbor, and hate thine :enemy: 44 but | say unto you,
Love your :enemies, and pray for them that persecute you; 45 that ye may
become sons of your :Father who is in the heavens; because he maketh
his :sun to rise on the evil and good, and sendeth rain on just and unjust.

46 For if ye love them that love you, what reward have ye? do not even the
publicans the same? 47 And if ye greet your :brethren only, what do ye

be perfect, as your :heavenly :Father is perfect.

Chapter 6

1 But take heed ye do not your :righteousness before :men, to be

seen of them: else ye have no reward with your :Father who is in the
heavens. 2 When therefore thou doest alms, sound not a trumpet
before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that
they may have glory of :men. Amen | say unto you, They have their
full :reward. 3 But when THOU doest alms, let not thy :left hand know what
thy :right doeth: 4 that thine :alms be in :secret: and thy :Father who seeth
in :secret shall recompense thee. 5 And when ye pray, ye shall not be
as the hypocrites: for they love to stand and pray in the synagogues and in
the corners of the streets, that they be seen of :men. Amen | say unto you,
They have their full :reward. 6 But when THOU prayest, enter into thine
inner :chamber, and having shut thy :door, pray to thy :Father who is
in :secret, and thy :Father who seeth in :secret shall recompense thee.
7 But in praying use not vain repetitions, as the Gentiles: for they think that
they shall be surely heard for their much :speaking. 8 Be not therefore like
unto them: for :God your :Father knoweth what things ye have need of,
before ye :ask him. 9 Pray YE therefore thus:

Our Father who art in the heavens,

Hallowed be thy :name.

10 Thy :kingdom come.

Thy :will be done,

As in heaven, so on earth.

11 Our :daily :bread

Give us this day.

12 And forgive us our :debts,

As we also have forgiven our :debtors.

13 And bring us not into temptation,

But deliver us from the evil one.

14 For if ye forgive :men their :trespasses, your :heavenly :Father will also
forgive you. 15 But if ye forgive not :men their :trespasses, neither will
your :Father forgive your :trespasses. 16 And when ye fast, become not
as the hypocrites sad faced: for they disfigure their :faces, that they be seen
of :men to fast. Amen | say unto you, They have their full reward. 17 But
when THoU fastest, anoint thy :head, and wash thy :face; 18 that thou be not
seen of :men to fast, but of thy :Father who is in :secret: and thy :Father,
who seeth in :secret, shall recompense thee.
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19 Treasure not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth

consumes and rust, and where thieves dig through and steal. 20 But
treasure up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust
consumes, and where thieves do not dig through nor steal: 21 for where
thy :treasure is, there will thy :heart be also. 22 The lamp of the body is the
eye: if therefore thine :eye be single, thy whole :body shall be of light. 23 But
if thine :eye be evil, thy whole :body shall be of darkness. If therefore the
light :in thee is darkness, how great the darkness! 24 No one can serve two
lords: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or he will hold to the
one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.
25 Therefore | say unto you, Be not anxious for your :soul, what ye shall eat,
or what ye shall drink; not yet for your :body, what ye shall put on. Is not the
soul more than the food, and the body than the raiment? 26 Behold the
birds of the heaven, that they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into
barns; and your :heavenly :Father feedeth them. Are not ye of much more
value than they? 27 And which of you by being anxious can add one cubit
unto his :age? 28 And why are ye anxious concerning raiment? Learn from
the lilies of the field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin: 29 yet
| say unto you, that even Solomon in all his :glory was not arrayed like one
of these. 30 But if :God doth so clothe the grass of the field, which today is,
and tomorrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye
of little faith? 31 Be not therefore anxious, saying, What shall we eat? or,
What shall we drink? or, Wherewith shall we be clothed? 32 For after all
these do the nations seek; for your :heavenly :Father knoweth that ye need
all these. 33 But seek ye first his :kingdom, and :righteousness; and all
these things shall be added to you. 34 Be not therefore anxious for the
morrow: for the morrow will be anxious for itself. Sufficient to the day is the
evil thereof.

Chapter 7

1 Judge not, that ye be not judged. 2 For with what judgment ye
judge, ye shall be judged: and with what measure ye measure, it shall be
measured to you. 3 And why beholdest thou the mote that is in the eye of
thy :brother; but considerest not the beam that is in thine :eye? 4 Or how
wilt thou say to thy :brother, Let me cast out the mote out of thine :eye; and
lo, the beam is in thine :eye? 5 Hypocrite, cast out first the beam out of
thine :eye; and then shalt thou see clearly to cast out the mote out of the eye
of thy :brother. 6 Give not what is :holy to the dogs, neither cast your :pearls
before the swine, lest haply they shall trample them under their feet, and
should turn and rend you. 7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye
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shall find; knock, and it shall be opened to you: 8 for every one that asketh
receiveth; and who seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it is being
opened. 9 Or what man of you, who, if his :son shall ask him for a loaf, will
give him a stone; 10 or also if he shall ask for a fish, will give him a serpent?
11 If ye therefore, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your :children,
how much more shall your :Father who is in the heavens give good things to
them that ask him? 12 All things therefore whatsoever ye would that :men
should do to you, thus do ye also to them: for this is the law and the
prophets.

13 Enter ye by the narrow gate: for wide and spacious is the way that

leadeth unto the destruction, and many are they that enter thereby.
14 Because narrow the gate, and straitened the way that leadeth unto the
life, and few are they that find it. 15 Beware of the false prophets, who
come unto you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly are ravening wolves. 16 By
their :fruits ye shall know them. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of
thistles? 17 Thus every good tree bringeth forth good fruits; but the corrupt
tree bringeth forth evil fruits. 18 A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruits,
neither can a corrupt tree bring forth good fruits. 19 Every tree that bringeth
not forth good fruit is cut down, and cast into fire. 20 Surely then by
their :fruits ye shall know them. 21 Not every one that saith to me, Lord,
Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of the heavens; but who doeth the will of
my :Father who is in the heavens. 22 Many will say to me in that :day, Lord,
Lord, did we not prophesy in thy :name, and in thy :name cast out demons,
and in thy :name do many mighty works? 23 And then will | profess to them
[that] | never knew you: depart from me, ye that work :lawlessness.

24 Every one therefore who heareth these my words, and doeth them,
shall be likened to a wise man, who built his :house upon the rock: 25 and
the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat
upon that :house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon the rock. 26 And
every one that heareth these my words, and doeth them not, shall be
likened to a foolish man, who built his :house upon the sand: 27 and the rain
descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and smote upon
that :house; and it fell: and great was its :fall.

28 And it came to pass, when :Jesus ended these :words, the crowds
were astonished at his :teaching: 29 for he was teaching them as having
authority, and not as their :scribes.

Chapter 8

1 And when he was come down from the mountain, great crowds
followed him. 2 And lo, a leper came to him and worshipped him, saying,
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Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst cleanse me. 3 And he stretched forth his :hand,
and touched him, saying, | will; be cleansed. And straightway his :leprosy
was cleansed. 4 And :Jesus saith to him, See thou tell no one; but go, show
thyself to the priest, and offer the gift that MOsés commanded, for a witness
to them. 5 And when he was entered into Capernaum, a centurion
came to him, beseeching him 6 and saying, Lord, my :boy lieth in the house
a paralytic, grievously tormented. 7 He saith to him, | will come and heal
him. 8 And the centurion answered and said, Lord, | am not fit that thou
shouldest come under MY :roof: but only say the word, and my :boy shall be
healed. 9 For | also am a man set under authority, having under myself
soldiers: and | say to this one, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and
he cometh; and to my :bondman, Do this, and he doeth it. 10 And
when :Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Amen |
say unto you, With no one in :Israel have | found so great faith. 11 And | say
unto you, that many shall come from east and west, and shall sit down with
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of the heavens: 12 but the
sons of the kingdom shall be cast out into the outer :darkness: THERE shall
be the weeping and the gnashing of the teeth. 13 And :Jesus said to the
centurion, Go; as thou hast believed, so be it to thee. And the boy was
healed in that :hour. 14 And when :Jesus was come into the house of
Peter, he saw his wife’s :mother lying sick and in a fever. 15 And he touched
her :hand, and the fever left her; and she arose, and ministered to him.
16 And when even was come, they brought to him many demoniacs: and he
cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all that were ill: 17 that it might be
fulfilled which was spoken through Isaiah the prophet, saying, Himself took
our :infirmities, and bare the sicknesses.

18 And seeing a crowd about him :Jesus commanded to depart unto
the other side. 19 And one scribe came to him and said, Teacher, | will
follow thee whithersoever thou goest. 20 And :Jesus saith to him, The foxes
have holes, and the birds of the heaven have nests; but the Son of :man
hath not where to lay his :head. 21 And another of the disciples said to him,
Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my :father. 22 But :Jesus saith to him,
Follow me; and leave the dead to bury their own :dead. 23 And when he
was entered into a boat, his :disciples followed him. 24 And lo, a great
tempest arose in the sea, so that the boat was covered with the waves: but
he was asleep. 25 And they came to him, and awoke him, saying, Save,
Lord; we perish. 26 And he saith to them, Why are ye fearful, O ye of little
faith? Then he arose, and rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a
great calm. 27 And the men marvelled, saying, What manner of man is this,
that even the winds and the sea obey him? 28 And when he was come
to the other side into the country of the Gadarenes, two demoniacs met him,
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coming forth out of the tombs, exceeding fierce, so that no one could pass
by that :way. 29 And lo, they cried out, saying, What have we to do with thee,
Son of :God? art thou come hither to torment us before the season? 30 Now
far from them was a herd of many swine feeding. 31 And the demons
besought him, saying, If thou cast us out, send us into the herd of :swine.
32 And he said to them, Go. And they came out, and went into the swine:
and lo, the whole herd rushed down the steep into the sea, and they died in
the waters. 33 And they that fed them fled, and went away into the city, and
told everything, and what befell the demoniacs. 34 And lo, all the city came
out to meet :Jesus: and when they saw him, they besought him that he
would depart from their :borders.

Chapter 9

1 And he entered into a boat, and crossed over, and came into his
own :city. 2 And lo, they brought to him a paralytic, lying on a bed:
and :Jesus seeing their :faith said to the paralytic, Be of good cheer, child;
thy :sins are forgiven. 3 And lo, certain of the scribes said within themselves,
This man blasphemeth. 4 And :Jesus knowing their :thoughts said,
Wherefore think ye evil in your :hearts? 5 For which is easier, to say,
Thy :sins are forgiven; or to say, Arise, and walk? 6 But that ye may know
that the Son of :man hath authority on the earth to forgive sins (then saith he
to the paralytic), Arise, and take up thy :bed, and go to thy :house. 7 And he
arose, and went away to his :house. 8 But when the crowds saw it, they
were afraid, and glorified the God who had given such authority to :men.

9 And :Jesus passing by thence saw a man, called Matthew, sitting at
the toll: and he saith to him, Follow me. And he arose, and followed him.
10 And it came to pass, as he sat at meat in the house, [and] lo, many
publicans and sinners came and sat down with :Jesus and his :disciples.
11 And the Pharisees seeing it said to his :disciples, Why eateth
your :Teacher with :publicans and sinners? 12 But he heard it, and said,
The healthy have no need of a physician, but the sick. 13 But go and learn
what is, | desire mercy, and not sacrifice: for | came not to call the righteous,
but sinners. 14 Then come to him the disciples of John, saying, Why do
we and the Pharisees fast, but thy :disciples fast not? 15 And :Jesus said to
them, Can the sons of the bridechamber mourn, as long as the bridegroom
is with them? but days will come, when the bridegroom shall be taken away
from them, and then will they fast. 16 And no one putteth a piece of
undressed cloth upon an old garment; for its patch taketh from the garment,
and a worse rent is made. 17 Neither do men put new wine into old
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wine-skins: else the skins burst, and the wine is spilled, and the skins perish:
but they put new wine into fresh wine-skins, and both are preserved.

18 While he spake these things to them, lo, one ruler came and
worshipped him, saying [that] My :daughter is even now deceased: but,
come and lay thy :hand upon her, and she shall live. 19 And :Jesus arose,
and followed, also his :disciples. 20 And lo, a woman, who had an issue of
blood twelve years, came behind him, and touched the border of
his :garment: 21 for she said within herself, If | but touch his :garment, | shall
be made whole. 22 But :Jesus turning and seeing her said, Be of good
cheer, daughter; thy :faith hath made thee whole. And the woman became
whole from that :hour. 23 And when :Jesus came into the ruler’s :house,
and saw the flute-players, and the crowd making a tumult, 24 he said, Give
place; for the damsel is not dead, but sleepeth. And they laughed him to
scorn. 25 But when the crowd was put forth, he went in, and took her by the
hand; and the damsel arose. 26 And the fame hereof went forth into all
that :land. 27 And as :Jesus passed by thence, two blind men followed,
crying out, and saying, Have mercy on us, David’'s Son. 28 And when he
was come into the house, the blind came to him: and :Jesus saith to them,
Believe ye that | am able to do this? They say to him, Yea, Lord. 29 Then
touched he their :eyes, saying, According to your :faith be it to you. 30 And
their :eyes were opened. And :Jesus strictly charged them, saying, See that
no one know it. 31 But they went forth, and spread abroad his fame in all
that :land. 32 And as they came forth, lo, they brought to him a dumb
demoniac. 33 And when the demon was cast out, the dumb spake: and the
crowds marvelled, saying, It was never so seen in :lsrael. 34 But the
Pharisees said, By the prince of the demons casteth he out the demons.

35 And :Jesus went about all the cities and the villages, teaching in
their :synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing
every sickness and every infirmity. 36 But seeing the crowds, he was
moved with pity for them, because they were distressed and scattered, as if
sheep having no shepherd. 37 Then saith he to his :disciples, The harvest
indeed is plenteous, but the laborers are few. 38 Pray therefore the Lord of
the harvest, that he send forth laborers into his :harvest.

Chapter 10
1 And he called to him his twelve :disciples, and gave them authority over
unclean spirits, so as to cast them out, and to heal every sickness and every

infirmity. 2 Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: The first,
Simon, :called Peter, and Andrew his :brother; and James the son
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of :Zebedee, and John his :brother; 3 Philip, and Batholomew; Thomas, and
Matthew the publican; James the son of :Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; 4 Simon
the Cananaean, and Judas :Iscariot, who also delivered him up.

5 These :twelve :Jesus sent forth, and charged them, saying,

Go not into the way of the nations, and enter not into a city of
Samaritans: 6 but go rather to the :lost :sheep of the house of Israel. 7 And
as ye go, preach, saying [that] The kingdom of the heavens is at hand.

8 Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, cast out demons: freely ye
received, freely give. 9 Get no gold, nor silver, nor brass in your :purses;

10 no wallet for your journey, neither two coats, nor shoes, nor staff: for the
laborer is worthy of his :food. 11 And into whatever city or village ye enter,
search out who in it is worthy; and there abide till ye go forth. 12 And as ye
enter into the house, greetit. 13 And if the house be worthy, let your :peace
come upon it: but if it be not worthy, let your :peace return to you. 14 And
whoso receive you not, nor hear your :words, as ye go forth out of the house
or that :city, shake off the dust of your :feet. 15 Amen | say unto you, It shall
be more tolerable for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah on judgment day
than for that city. 16 Lo, | send you forth as sheep amidst wolves:
become therefore wise as the serpents, and harmless as the doves. 17 But
beware of :men: for they will deliver you up to councils, and in
their :synagogues they will scourge you; 18 yea before governors and kings
shall ye be brought for my sake, for a witness to them and to the nations.

19 But when they deliver you up, be not anxious how or what ye shall speak:
for it shall be given you in that :hour what ye shall speak. 20 For it is not ye
that speak, but the Spirit of your :Father that speaketh in you. 21 And
brother shall deliver up brother unto death, and a father his child: and
children shall rise up against parents, and put them to death. 22 And ye
shall be hated of all for my :name’s sake: but who endureth to the end, the
same shall be saved. 23 But when they persecute you in this :city, flee into
the other: for Amen | say unto you, Ye shall in no wise go through the cities
of :Israel, till the Son of :man become. 24 A disciple is not above the teacher,
nor a bondman above his :lord. 25 Enough for the disciple that he become
as his :teacher, and the bondman as his :lord. If they have called the
house-master Beelzebul, how much rather them of his household! 26 Fear
not therefore them: for nothing is covered, that shall not be revealed, and
hid, that shall not be known. 27 What | tell you in the darkness, speak in the
light: and what ye hear in the ear, proclaim upon the housetops. 28 And fear
not them that kill the body, but cannot kill the soul: but rather fear him who
can destroy both soul and body in geenna. 29 Are not two sparrows sold for
a penny? and not one of them shall fall to the ground without your :Father:
30 but of you, the very hairs of the head are all numbered. 31 Fear not
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therefore; ye are of more value than many sparrows. 32 Every one
therefore who shall confess in me before :men, in him will | also confess
before my :Father who is in the heavens. 33 But whosoever shall deny me
before :men, him will | also deny before my :Father who is in the heavens.
34 Think not that | came to bring peace on the earth: | came not to bring
peace, but a sword. 35 For | came to set a man at variance against
his :father, and a daughter against her :mother, and a bride against
her :mother in law: 36 and the man’s foes are they of his household.

37 Who loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and who
loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 38 And who
taketh not his :cross and followeth after me, is not worthy of me. 39 Who
findeth his :life shall lose it; and who loseth his :life for my sake shall find it.
40 Who receiveth you receiveth me, and who receiveth me receiveth him
that sent me. 41 Who receiveth a prophet unto a prophet’s name shall
receive a prophet’s reward; and who receiveth a righteous man unto a
righteous man’s name shall receive a righteous man’s reward. 42 And
whoso shall give to drink to one of these :little ones a cup of cold water only,
unto a disciple’s name, Amen | say unto you, he shall in no wise lose
his :reward.

Chapter 11

1 And it came to pass, when :Jesus had finished commanding his
twelve :disciples, he departed thence to teach and preach in their :cities.

2 Now when :John heard in the prison the works of the Christ, he sent
by his disciples, 3 and said to him, Art thou the coming one, or look we for
another? 4 And :Jesus answered and said to them, Go and report to John
what things ye hear and see: 5 the blind look up, and the lame walk, lepers
are cleansed, and the deaf hear, and the dead are raised and the poor are
given the Gospel. 6 And blessed is he, whoso shall not stumble in me.
7 And as these went away :Jesus began to say to the crowds concerning
John, What went ye out into the wilderness to behold? a reed shaken by the
wind? 8 But what went ye out to see? a man clothed in soft raiment? Lo,
they who wear soft raiment are in the houses of :kings. 9 But wherefore
went ye out? to see a prophet? Yea, | say unto you, even beyond a prophet.
10 This is he, of whom it is written,

Lo, | send my :messenger before thy face,

Who shall prepare thy :way before thee.

11 Amen | say unto you, Among them born of women no greater hath arisen
than John the Baptist: yet the lesser in the kingdom of the heavens is
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greater than he. 12 And from the days of John the Baptist until now the
kingdom of the heavens suffereth violence, and men of violence take it by
force. 13 For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. 14 And if
ye are willing to receive him, HE is the Elijah about to come. 15 Who hath
ears, let him hear. 16 But whereunto shall | liken this :generation? It is like
children sitting in the markets, who calling unto their fellows 17 say,

We piped to you, and ye did not dance;

We wailed, and ye did not mourn.
18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, He hath a
demon. 19 The Son of :man came eating and drinking, and they say, Lo,
gluttonous man, and winebibber, friend of publicans and sinners!
And :wisdom was justified by her :works. 20 Then began he to upbraid
the cities in which most of his powers were done, because they repented
not. 21 Woe to thee, Chorazein! woe to thee Béthsaida! for if the
powers :done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have
repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes. 22 Howbeit | say unto you, it
shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon on judgment day than for you.
23 And thou, Capernaum, shalt be exalted unto heaven? thou shalt go down
unto Hades: because if the powers :done in thee had been done in Sodom,
it would have remained until :today. 24 Howbeit | say unto you, that it shall
be more tolerable for Sodom land on judgment day, than for thee.

25 At that :season :Jesus answered and said, | thank thee, Father,
Lord of :heaven and :earth, that thou didst hide these things from the wise
and understanding, and didst reveal them unto babes: 26 yea, :Father, for
thus it was well-pleasing in thy sight. 27 All things have been delivered to
me by my :Father: and no one knoweth the Son, save the Father; neither
doth any know the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son
willeth to reveal him. 28 Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy
laden, and | will give you rest. 29 Take my :yoke upon you, and learn of me;
for  am meek and lowly in :heart: and ye shall find rest to your :souls. 30 For
my :yoke is easy, and my :burden light.

Chapter 12

1 At that :season :Jesus went on the sabbaths through the grainfields;
and his :disciples hungered, and began to pluck ears and eat. 2 But the
Pharisees, seeing it, said to him, Lo, thy :disciples do what it is not lawful to
do on a sabbath. 3 But he said to them, Have ye not read what David did,
when he hungered, and they with him; 4 how he entered into the house
of :God, and they ate the :show-loaves, which it was not lawful for him to eat,
neither for those with him, but for the priests alone? 5 Or have ye notread in
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the law, that on the sabbaths the priests in the temple profane the sabbath,
and are guiltless? 6 But | say unto you, that aught greater than the temple is
here. 7 But had ye known what is, | desire mercy, and not sacrifice, ye
would not have condemned the guiltless. 8 For the Son of :man is lord of
the sabbath. 9 And he departed thence, and went into their :synagogue:
10 and lo, a man having a hand withered. And they asked him, saying, If it is
lawful to heal on the sabbaths? that they might accuse him. 11 And he said
to them, What man shall there be of you, that shall have one sheep, and if
this fall into a pit on the sabbath, will he not lay hold on it, and lift it out?

12 How much then is a man of more value than a sheep! So that it is lawful
to do good on the Sabbath. 13 Then saith he to the man, Stretch forth
thy :hand. And he stretched forth; and it was restored whole, as the other.
14 But the Pharisees went out, and took counsel against him, how they
might destroy him. 15 And :Jesus perceiving it withdrew thence: and
many followed him; and he healed all, 16 and charged them that they make
him not known: 17 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken through Isaiah
the prophet, saying,

18 Lo, my :servant whom | have chosen;

My :beloved toward whom my :soul is well pleased:

| will put my :Spirit upon him,

And he shall declare judgment to the nations,

19 He shall not strive, nor cry aloud;

Neither shall any one hear his :voice in the streets.

20 A bruised reed shall he not break,

And smoking flax shall he not quench,

Till he send forth the judgment unto victory.

21 And in his :name shall nations hope.

22 Then they brought to him a demoniac, blind and dumb: and he
healed him, insomuch that the dumb spake and saw. 23 And all the crowds
were amazed, and said, Is this the son of David? 24 But when the
Pharisees heard it, they said, This man doth not cast out :demons but
by :Beelzebul, prince of the demons. 25 And knowing their :thoughts he
said to them, Every kingdom divided against itself is made desolate; and
every city or house divided against itself shall not stand: 26 and if :Satan
casteth out :Satan, he is divided against himself; how then shall
his :kingdom stand? 27 And if | by Beelzebul cast out the demons,
your :sons, by whom do they cast out? therefore shall THEY be your judges.
28 But if | by God’s Spirit cast out the demons, then is the kingdom of :God
come upon you. 29 Or how can one enter into the house of the strong, and
spoil his :goods, except he first bind the strong? and then he will despoil
his :house. 30 Who is not with me is against me; and who gathereth not with
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me scattereth. 31 Therefore | say unto you, Every sin and blasphemy shall
be forgiven unto :men; but the blasphemy against the Spirit shall not be
forgiven. 32 And whoso shall speak a word against the Son of :man, it shall
be forgiven him; but whoso shall speak against the Holy :Spirit, it shall not
be forgiven him, neither in this :age, nor in the one to come. 33 Either
make the tree good, and its :fruit good; or make the tree corrupt, and its :fruit
corrupt: for the tree is known by the fruit. 34 Offspring of vipers, how can ye,
being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh. 35 The good man out of the good treasure bringeth forth
good things: and the evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth euvil
things. 36 And | say unto you, that every idle word that :men shall speak,
they shall give account thereof on judgment day. 37 For by thy :words thou
shalt be justified, and by thy :words thou shalt be condemned.

38 Then certain of the scribes and Pharisees answered him, saying,

Teacher, we would see a sign from thee. 39 But he answered and said to
them, An evil and adulterous generation seeketh a sign; and no sign shall
be given it but the sign of Jonah the prophet: 40 for as Jonah was three days
and three nights in the belly of the whale; so shall the Son of :man be three
days and three nights in the heart of the earth. 41 The Ninevites shall stand
up in the judgment with this :generation, and shall condemn it: for they
repented at the preaching of Jonah; and lo, more than Jonah is here.
42 The queen of the south shall rise up in the judgment with this :generation,
and shall condemn it: for she came from the ends of the earth to hear the
wisdom of Solomon; and lo, more than Solomon is here. 43 But when
the unclean spirit is gone out of the man, he passeth through waterless
places, seeking rest, and findeth it not. 44 Then he saith, | will return into
my :house whence | came out; and he cometh and findeth it empty and
swept and garnished. 45 Then goeth he, and taketh with himself seven
other spirits more evil than himself, and they enter in and dwell there: and
the last state of that :man becometh worse than the first. So shall it be also
to this :evil :generation.

46 While he was yet speaking to the crowds, lo, his :mother and
his :brethren stood without, seeking to speak to him. 47 And one said to him,
Lo, thy :mother and thy :brethren stand without, seeking to speak to thee.
48 But he answered and said to him that told him, Who is my :mother? and
who are my :brethren? 49 And he stretched forth his :hand over his
disciples, and said, Lo, my :mother and my :brethren! 50 For whoever shall
do the will of my :Father who is in the heavens, HE is my brother, and sister,
and mother.
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Chapter 13

1 On that :day went :Jesus out of the house, and sat by the sea.

2 And great crowds were gathered unto him so that he entered into a boat,
and sat; and the whole crowd stood on the beach. 3 And he spake to them
many things in parables, saying, Lo, the sower went forth to sow; 4 and as
he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the birds came and
devoured them: 5 and others fell upon the rocky places, where they had not
much earth: and straightway they sprang up, because they had no depth of
earth: 6 and when the sun was risen, they were scorched; and because they
had no root, withered away. 7 And others fell upon the thorns; and the
thorns came up, and choked them: 8 and others fell upon the good :ground,
and yielded fruit, the one a hundredfold, the one sixty, the one thirty. 9 Who
hath ears, let him hear.

10 And the disciples came, and said to him, Why speakest thou to
them in parables? 11 And he answered and said, [that] To you it is given to
know the mysteries of the kingdom of the heavens, but to them it is not
given. 12 For whoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have
abundance: but whoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even what
he hath. 13 Therefore speak | to them in parables; because seeing they see
not, and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. 14 And to them
is fulfilled the prophecy of Isaiah, which saith,

By hearing ye shall hear, and in no wise understand,;

And seeing ye shall see, and in no wise perceive:

15 For the heart of this :people is waxed gross,

And their :ears are dull of hearing,

And their :eyes they have closed;

Lest haply they should perceive with their eyes,

And hear with their ears,

And understand with their heart, and should turn again,

And | shall heal them.

16 But blessed YOUR :eyes, for they see; and YOUR :ears, for they hear.
17 For Amen | say unto you, that many prophets and righteous men desired
to see what things ye see, and saw not; and to hear what things ye hear,
and heard not. 18 Hear YE therefore the parable of the sower. 19 When
any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth not, the evil
one cometh and snatcheth away what hath been sown in his :heart. This is
he sown by the way side. 20 And he sown upon the rocky places, this is who
heareth the word, and straightway with joy receiveth it; 21 yet hath no root in
himself, but dureth for a while; and when tribulation or persecution ariseth
because of the word, straightway he stumbleth. 22 And he sown among the
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thorns, this is who heareth the word; and the care of the age, and the
deceitfulness of :riches, chokes the word, and he becometh unfruitful.

23 And he sown upon the good ground, this is who heareth the word, and
understandeth it; who verily beareth fruit and bringeth forth, the one a
hundredfold, the one sixty, the one thirty.

24 Another parable set he before them, saying, The kingdom of the
heavens is likened to a man that sowed good seed in his :field: 25 but
while :men slept, his :enemy came and sowed tares also among the grain,
and went away. 26 But when the blade sprang up, and brought forth fruit,
then appeared the tares also. 27 And the bondmen of the householder
came and said to him, Lord, didst thou not sow good seed in thy :field?
whence then hath it tares? 28 And he said to them, A hostile man did this.
And they say to him, Wilt thou then that we go away, and gather them up?
29 But he saith, Nay; lest haply in gathering up the tares, ye root up the grain
with them. 30 Let both grow together till the reaping: and in the season of
the reaping | will say to the reapers, First gather up the tares, and bind them
into bundles to :burn them: but gather the grain into my :barn.

31 Another parable set he before them, saying, The kingdom of the heavens
is like to a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and sowed in his :field:
32 which indeed is a lesser among all the seeds; but when it is grown is
greater than the herbs, and becometh a tree, so that the birds of the heaven

come and lodge in the branches thereof. 33 Another parable spake he
to them; The kingdom of the heavens is like unto leaven, which a woman
took, and hid in three measures of meal, till all was leavened. 34 All

these spake :Jesus in parables to the crowds; and without parable spake he
nothing to them: 35 so that it might be fulfilled which was spoken through the
prophet, saying,

I will open my :mouth in parables;

| will utter things hidden from the foundation.

36 Then he left the crowds, and went into the house: and
his :disciples came to him, saying, Explain to us the parable of the tares of
the field. 37 And he answered and said, Who soweth the good seed is the
Son of :man; 38 and the field is the world; and the good seed, these are the
sons of the kingdom; and the tares are the sons of the evil one; 39 and the
enemy that sowed them is the devil: and the reaping is the consummation of
the age; and the reapers are angels. 40 Just as the tares are gathered up
and burned with fire; thus shall it be in the consummation of the age. 41 The
Son of :man shall send forth his :angels, and they shall gather out of
his :kingdom all the stumbling blocks and them that do :iniquity, 42 and shall
cast them into the furnace of the fire: there shall be the weeping and the
gnashing of the teeth. 43 Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in
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the kingdom of their :Father. Who hath ears, let him hear. 44 The
kingdom of the heavens is like treasure hid in the field; which a man found,
and hid; and in his :joy goeth and selleth whatever he hath, and buyeth
that :field. 45 Again the kingdom of the heavens is like a merchant
seeking goodly pearls. 46 And having found one pearl of great price, went
and sold all he had, and bought it. 47 Again, the kingdom of the
heavens is like a net, cast into the sea, and gathering of every kind: 48 which,
when it was filled, they drew up on the beach; and sat down, and gathered
the good into vessels, but cast away the bad. 49 Thus shall it be in the
consummation of the age: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked
from among the righteous, 50 and shall cast them into the furnace of :fire:
there shall be the weeping and the gnashing of the teeth. 51 Have ye
understood all these? They say to him, Yea. 52 And he said to them,
Therefore every scribe discipled to the kingdom of the heavens is like a man
a householder, who bringeth forth out of his :treasure things new and old.

53 And it came to pass, when :Jesus had finished these parables, he
departed thence. 54 And coming into his :country he taught them in
their :synagogue, so that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this
man this :wisdom, and the powers? 55 Is not this the son of the carpenter?
is not his :mother called Mariam? and his :brethren, James and Joseph, and
Simon, and Judah? 56 And his :sisters, are they not all with us? Whence
then hath this man all these things? 57 And they stumbled in him.
But :Jesus said to them, A prophet is not without honor, save in his :country,
and in his :house. 58 And he did not many mighty works there because of
their :unbelief.

Chapter 14

1 At that :season Herod the tetrarch heard the report about Jesus,

2 and said to his :servants, This is John the Baptist; HE is risen from the
dead; and therefore the powers work in him. 3 For :Herod had laid hold
on :John, and bound him, and put him in prison for the sake of Herodias, the
wife of Philip his :brother. 4 For :John was saying to him, It is not lawful for
thee to have her. 5 And he would have slain him, but feared the crowd,
because they deemed him a prophet. 6 But when :Herod’s birthday came,
the daughter of :Herodias danced in the midst, and pleased :Herod.

7 Whereupon he promised with an oath to give her whatever she should ask.
8 And she, put forward by her :mother, saith, Give me here on a platter the
head of John the Baptist. 9 And the king, grieved for the sake of the oaths,
and of them that sat at meat with him, commanded it to be given; 10 and he
sent and beheaded John in the prison. 11 And his :head was brought on a
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platter, and given to the damsel: and she brought it to her :mother. 12 And
his :disciples came, and took up the corpse, and buried him and went and
told :Jesus. 13 Now when :Jesus heard it, he withdrew thence in a boat,
to a desert place apart: and the crowds heard it, and followed him on foot
from the cities. 14 And he came forth, and saw a great crowd, and he had
compassion on them, and healed their :sick. 15 And when even was come,
the disciples came to him, saying, The place is desert, and the hour is
already past; send the crowds away, that they may go into the villages, and
buy themselves food. 16 But :Jesus said to them, They have no need to go
away; give YE them to eat. 17 And they say to him, We have here but five
loaves, and two fishes. 18 And he said, Bring them hither to me. 19 And he
commanded the crowds to sit down on the grass, took the five loaves and
the two fishes, and looked up to :heaven, blessed and brake, and gave the
loaves to the disciples, and the disciples to the crowds. 20 And all ate, and
were filled: and they took up what remained over of the broken pieces,
twelve baskets full. 21 And they that ate were about five thousand men,
besides women and children. 22 And straightway he constrained the
disciples to enter into a boat, and to go before him unto the other side, till he
should send the crowds away. 23 And having sent the crowds away, he
went up into the mountain apart to pray: and when even was come, he was
there alone. 24 But the boat was now many furlongs distant from the land,
distressed by the waves; for the wind was contrary. 25 And in the fourth
watch of the night he came unto them, walking upon the sea. 26 And the
disciples seeing him walking on the sea were troubled, saying [that] It is a
ghost; and cried out for :fear. 27 But straightway :Jesus spake to them,
saying, Be of good cheer; it is I; be not afraid. 28 And :Peter answered and
said to him, Lord, if it be thou, bid me come unto thee upon the waters.

29 And he said Come. And Peter went down from the boat, and walked
upon the waters and was coming to :Jesus. 30 But seeing the wind, he was
afraid; and as he began to sink, he cried out, saying, Lord, save me. 31 And
straightway :Jesus stretched forth his :hand, and took hold of him, and saith
to him, Thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt? 32 And when they
were gone up into the boat, the wind ceased. 33 And those in the boat
worshipped him, saying, Truly thou art God’s Son. 34 And they crossed
over and came to the land, unto Gennesaret. 35 And when the men of
that :place knew him, they sent into all that :region round about, and brought
to him all the ailing, 36 and besought him that they might only touch the
border of his :garment: and as many as touched were made whole.
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Chapter 15

1 Then come to :Jesus from Jerusalem Pharisees and scribes,
saying, 2 Why do thy :disciples transgress the tradition of the elders? for
they wash not their hands when they eat bread. 3 But he answered and
said to them, Why do YE also transgress the commandment of :God
because of your :tradition? 4 For :God said, Honor thy :father and :mother:
and, Who revileth father or mother, let him die. 5 But YE say, Whoever shall
say to his :father or :mother, That wherewith thou mightest have profited by
me is a gift to God, 6 shall in no wise honor his :father. And ye made void
the law of :God because of your :tradition. 7 Ye hypocrites, well did Isaiah
prophesy of you, saying,

8 This :people honoreth me with their lips;

But their :heart is far from me.

9 But in vain worship they me,

Teaching for doctrines precepts of men.

10 And he called to him the crowd, and said to them, Hear, and understand:
11 Not what cometh into the mouth defileth the man; but what goeth out of
the mouth, this defileth the man. 12 Then come the disciples, and say
to him, Knowest thou that the Pharisees were stumbled, when they heard
the saying? 13 But he answered and said, Every planting which
my :heavenly :Father planted not, shall be rooted up. 14 Leave them, they
are blind guides. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into a pit.
15 And :Peter answered and said to him, Declare to us the parable. 16 And
he said, Are ye also even yet without understanding? 17 Perceive ye not,
that all that goeth into the mouth passeth into the belly, and is cast out into
the draught? 18 But the things which go out of the mouth come forth out of
the heart; and those defile the man. 19 For out of the heart come forth evil
thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witnessings,
blasphemies: 20 these are what defile the man; but to eat with unwashen
hands defileth not the man.

21 And :Jesus went out thence, and withdrew into the parts of Tyre
and Sidon. 22 And, lo, a Canaanite woman came out from those :borders,
and cried, saying, Have mercy on me, Lord, son of David; my :daughter is
grievously vexed with a demon. 23 But he answered her not a word. And
his :disciples came and asked him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth
after us. 24 But he answered and said, | was not sent but unto the
lost :sheep of the house of Israel. 25 But she came and worshipped him,
saying, Lord, help me. 26 And he answered and said, It is not good to take
the bread of the children and cast it to the dogs. 27 But she said, Yea, Lord:
for even the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from the table of
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their :masters. 28 Then :Jesus answered and said to her, O woman, great is
thy :faith: be it done unto thee as thou wilt. And her :daughter was healed
from that :hour.

29 And :Jesus departed thence, and came nigh to the sea of :Galilee;
and went up into the mountain, and sat there. 30 And great crowds came to
him, having with them the maimed, lame, blind, dumb and many others, and
they cast them down at his :feet; and he healed them: 31 so that the crowd
wondered, seeing the dumb speaking, and the lame walking, and the blind
seeing: and they glorified the God of Israel. 32 And :Jesus called unto
him his :disciples, and said, | have compassion on the crowd, because they
continue with me already three days and have nothing to eat: and | would
not send them away fasting, lest haply they faint on the way. 33 And the
disciples say to him, Whence should we have so many loaves in a desert as
to fill so great a crowd? 34 And :Jesus saith to them, How many loaves have
ye? And they said, Seven, and a few small fishes. 35 And he commanded
the crowd to sit on the ground; 36 and took the seven loaves and the fishes;
and gave thanks and brake, and gave to the disciples, and the disciples to
the crowds. 37 And all ate, and were filled: and they took up what remained
over of the broken pieces, seven hampers full. 38 And who ate were four
thousand men, besides women and children. 39 And he sent away the
crowds, and entered into the boat, and came into the borders of Magadan.

Chapter 16

1 And the Pharisees and Sadducees came, and trying him asked him
to show them a sign from :heaven. 2 But he answered and said to them,
When it is evening, ye say, Fair weather: for the heaven is red. 3 And in the
morning, Foul weather today: for the heaven is red and lowering. Ye know
how to discern the face of the heaven; but ye cannot discern the signs of the
seasons. 4 An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and no
sign shall be given it, but the sign of Jonah. And he left them, and departed.
5 And the disciples came to the other side and forgot to take loaves.

6 And :Jesus said to them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees and Sadducees. 7 And they reasoned among themselves,
saying [that], We took no loaves. 8 And :Jesus perceiving it said, Ye of little
faith, why reason ye among yourselves, because ye have no loaves? 9 Do
ye not yet perceive, neither remember the five loaves of the five thousand,
and how many baskets ye took up? 10 Neither the seven loaves of the four
thousand, and how many hampers ye took up? 11 How perceive ye not that
| spake not to you concerning loaves? But beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees and Sadducees. 12 Then understood they that he bade them
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beware not of the leaven of the loaves, but of the teaching of the Pharisees
and Sadducees.

13 Now when :Jesus came into the parts of Caesarea :Philippi, he
asked his :disciples, saying, Who do :men say that the Son of :man is?
14 And they said, Some say John the Baptist; and some, Elijah; and others,
Jeremiah, or one of the prophets. 15 He saith to them, But who say YE that
Il am? 16 And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son
of the living :God. 17 And :Jesus answered and said to him, Blessed art
thou, Simon Bar-Jonah: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it to thee, but
my :Father who is in the heavens. 18 And | also say unto thee, that thou art
Peter, and upon this :rock | will build my :church and the gates of Hades
shall not prevail against it. 19 | will give thee the keys of the kingdom of the
heavens; and whatever thou shalt bind on the earth shall be bound in the
heavens; and whatever thou shalt loose on the earth shall be loosed in the
heavens. 20 Then charged he the disciples that they should tell no one that
he is the Christ.

21 From then on began Jesus Christ to show his :disciples, that he
must go to Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests
and scribes, and be killed, and the third day be raised. 22 And :Peter took
him, and began to rebuke him, saying Mercy on thee, Lord: this shall in
nowise be to thee. 23 But he turned, and said to :Peter, Get behind me,
Satan: thou art a stumbling unto me: for thou mindest not the things of :God,
but the things of :men. 24 Then said :Jesus to his disciples, If any would
come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his :cross, and follow me.
25 For whoso would save his :life shall lose it: and whoso shall lose his :life
for my sake shall find it. 26 For what shall a man be profited, if he shall gain
the whole world, and forfeit his :life? or what shall a man give in exchange
for his :life? 27 For the Son of :man is about to come in the glory of
his :Father with his :angels; and then shall he render unto each according to
his doing. 28 Amen | say unto you [that], There are some of those standing
here, who shall in nowise taste of death, till they see the Son of :man
coming in his :kingdom.

Chapter 17

1 And after six days :Jesus taketh with him :Peter, and James, and
John his :brother, and bringeth them up into a high mountain apart: 2 and he
was transfigured before them; and his :face did shine as the sun, and
his :garments became white as the light. 3 And lo, Moses and Elijah
appeared to them, talking with him. 4 And :Peter answered, and said
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to :Jesus, Lord, it is good for us to be here: if thou wilt, | will make here three
tents; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elijah. 5 While he was
yet speaking, lo, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and lo, a voice out of
the cloud, saying, This is my :Son the beloved in whom | am well pleased,;
hear him. 6 And when the disciples heard it, they fell on their face, and were
sore afraid. 7 And :Jesus came and touched them and said, Arise, and be
not afraid. 8 And lifting up their :eyes, they saw no one, save only Jesus
himself. 9 And as they were coming down from the mountain, :Jesus
commanded them, saying, Tell the vision to no one, until the Son of :man be
raised from the dead. 10 And the disciples asked him, saying, Why then say
the scribes that Elijah must first come? 11 And he answered and said, Elijah
indeed cometh, and shall restore all things: 12 but | say unto you, that an
Elijah is come already, and they knew him not, but did unto him whatever
they would. Thus also is the Son of :man about to suffer of them. 13 Then
understood the disciples that he spake to them of John the Baptist.

14 And when they came to the crowd, a man came unto him, kneeling

to him, and saying, 15 Lord, have mercy on my :son: because he is epileptic,
and fareth badly; for oft he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water. 16 And
| brought him unto thy :disciples, and they could not cure him.
17 And :Jesus answered and said, O faithless generation and perverse, how
long shall I be with you? how long shall | bear with you? bring him here to
me. 18 And :Jesus rebuked him; and the demon went out of him: and the
boy was cured from that :hour. 19 Then came the disciples to :Jesus apart,
and said, Why could not we cast out? 20 And he saith to them, Because of
your :little faith: for Amen | say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of
mustard seed, ye shall say to this :mountain, Remove hence to yonder; and
it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible to you.

22 And while they were assembling in :Galilee, :Jesus said to them,
The Son of :man is about to be delivered up into men’s hands; 23 and they
shall kill him, and the third day he shall be raised up. And they were
exceeding sorry.

24 And when they came to Capernaum, they that received the
half-shekel came to :Peter, and said, Doth not your :teacher pay the
half-shekel? 25 He saith, Yea. And when he came into the house, :Jesus
anticipated him, saying, What thinkest thou, Simon? the kings of the earth,
from whom receive they toll or tribute? from their :sons, or from :strangers?
26 And when he said, From :strangers, :Jesus said to him, Surely then the
sons are free. 27 But, that we stumble them not, go to the sea, and cast a
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hook, and take up the fish that first cometh up; and on opening his :mouth,
thou shalt find a shekel: that take, and give to them for me and thee.

Chapter 18

1 In that :hour came the disciples to :Jesus, saying, Who then is
greater in the kingdom of the heavens? 2 And he called to him a little child,
and set itin their midst, 3 and said, Amen | say unto you, Except ye turn, and
become as the little children, ye shall in no wise enter into the kingdom of
the heavens. 4 Whoever therefore shall humble himself as this little :child,
the same is the greater in the kingdom of the heavens. 5 And whoso shall
receive one such little child in my :name receiveth me: 6 but whoso shall
stumble one of these :little ones believing unto me, it is profitable for him
that a great millstone be hanged about his :neck, and he be sunk in the
depth of the sea. 7 Woe to the world because of the stumblings: for the
stumblings must needs come; but woe to the man through whom the
stumbling cometh! 8 And if thy :hand or thy :foot stumbleth thee cut it off
and cast from thee: it is good for thee to enter into the life maimed or lame,
rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into the eternal :fire.

9 And if thine :eye stumbleth thee, pluck it out, and cast from thee: it is good
for thee to enter into the life one-eyed rather than having two eyes to be cast
into the geenna of :fire. 10 See ye despise not one of these :little ones:
for | say unto you, that their :angels in the heavens see at all times the face
of my :Father who is in the heavens. 12 How think ye? if any man come to
have a hundred sheep, and one of them go astray, will he not leave the
ninety-nine on the mountains, and go and seek that which goeth astray?
13 And if he come to find it, Amen | say unto you that he rejoiceth over it
more than over the ninety-nine which have not gone astray. 14 Thus itis not
a thing willed before my :Father who is in the heavens that one of
these :little ones perish. 15 And if thy :brother sin, go, reprove him
between thee and him alone: if he hear thee, thou hast gained thy :brother.
16 But if he hear not, take with thee one or two more, that at the mouth of
two witnesses or three every word stand. 17 And if he refuse to hear them,
tell the church: and if he refuse to hear the church also, let him be to thee as
the Gentile and the publican. 18 Amen | say unto you, What things
soever ye shall bind on :earth shall be bound in heaven; and what things
soever ye shall loose on :earth shall be loosed in heaven. 19 Again, Amen,
| say unto you, that if two of you shall agree on :earth as touching anything
they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my :Father who is in the heavens.
20 For where two or three are gathered unto my :name, there am | in their
midst.
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21 Then came :Peter and said to him, Lord, how oft shall my :brother
sin against me, and | forgive him? until seven times? 22 :Jesus saith to him,
| say not unto thee, Until seven times; but, Until seventy times and seven.
23 Therefore is the kingdom of the heavens likened unto a man, a king, who
would make a reckoning with his :bondmen. 24 And when he had begun to
reckon, one was brought to him, debtor for ten thousand talents. 25 But
forasmuch as he had not wherewith to pay, the lord commanded him to be
sold, and his :wife, and :children, and all that he had, and payment to be
made. 26 The bondman therefore fell down and worshipped him, saying,
Have patience with me, and | will pay thee all. 27 And the lord of
that :bondman, moved with compassion, released him, and forgave him the
loan. 28 But that :bondman went out, and found one of his :fellow-bondmen
who owed him a hundred shillings: and he laid hold on him, and took him by
the throat, saying, Pay if thou owest aught. 29 His :fellow-bondman
therefore fell down and besought him, saying, Have patience with me, and |
will pay thee. 30 And he would not: but went and cast him into prison, till he
should pay what was due. 31 His :fellow-bondmen therefore saw what was
done and were exceeding sorry, and came and told to their :lord all that was
done. 32 Then his :lord called him to him, and saith to him, Wicked servant,
| forgave thee all that :debt, since thou besoughtest me: 33 shouldest not
thou also have had mercy on thy :fellow-bondman, as | had mercy on thee?
34 And his :lord was wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, till he
should pay all that was due. 35 Thus also shall my :heavenly :Father do to
you, if ye forgive not each his :brother from your :hearts.

Chapter 19

1 And it came to pass when :Jesus had finished these :words, he
departed from :Galilee and came into the borders of :Judaea beyond the
Jordan; 2 and great crowds followed him; and he cured them there.

3 And Pharisees came to him, trying him, and saying, Whether it is
lawful to put away one’s :wife for every cause? 4 And he answered and said,
Have ye not read, that he who created from the beginning made them male
and female, 5 and said, For this cause shall a man leave :father and :mother,
and shall cleave to his :wife; and the two shall become one flesh? 6 So that
they are no more two, but one flesh. What therefore :God hath yoked
together, let not man put asunder. 7 They say to him, Why then did Moses
command to give a bill of divorce, and to put away? 8 He saith to them [that],
Moses for your hardness of :heart suffered you to put away your :wives: but
from the beginning it hath not been thus. 9 And | say unto you [that]
Whosoever shall put away his :wife, except for fornication, and shall marry
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another, committeth adultery. 10 The disciples say to him, If the case of the
man is thus with the woman, it is not expedient to marry. 11 But he said to
them, Not all receive the saying, but they to whom it is given. 12 For there
are eunuchs who were thus born from their mother's womb: and there are
eunuchs who were made eunuchs by :men: and there are eunuchs who
made themselves eunuchs for the kingdom of the heavens’ sake. Who is
able to receive, let him receive it.

13 Then were brought to him little children, that he should lay :hands
on them, and pray: and the disciples rebuked them. 14 But :Jesus said,
Suffer the little children, and forbid them not, to come unto me: for of such is
the kingdom of the heavens. 15 And he laid :hands on them, and departed
thence.

16 And lo, one came to him and said, Teacher, what good thing shall
| do, that | may have eternal life? 17 And he said to him, Why askest thou
me concerning what is the good? One is the :good: but if thou wouldest
enter into the life, keep the commandments. 18 He saith to him, Which?
And :Jesus said, :Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou
shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, 19 Honor thy :father
and :mother; and, Thou shalt love thy :neighbor as thyself. 20 The young
man saith to him, All these have | observed: what lack | yet? 21 :Jesus said
to him, If thou wouldst be perfect, go, sell what thou hast, and give to the
poor, and thou shalt have treasure in the heavens; and come hither, follow
me. 22 But when the young man heard this :saying, he went away sorrowful;
for he was one having great possessions. 23 And :Jesus said to
his :disciples, Amen | say unto you that a rich man shall hardly enter into the
kingdom of the heavens. 24 And again | say unto you, It is easier for a
camel to enter through a needle’s eye, than for a rich man to enter into the
kingdom of :God. 25 And when the disciples heard it, they were astonished
exceedingly, saying, Who then can be saved? 26 And :Jesus looked upon
them and said to them, With men this is impossible; but with :God all things
are possible. 27 Then answered :Peter and said to him, Lo, we have left
all, and followed thee; what then shall we have? 28 And :Jesus said to them,
Amen | say unto you, that ye who have followed me, in the regeneration
when the Son of :man shall sit on a throne of his glory, YE also shall sit upon
twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of :Israel. 29 And every one that
hath left houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or children, or
fields, for my :name’s sake, shall receive manifold, and shall inherit eternal
life. 30 But many first shall be last; and last first.
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Chapter 20

1 For the kingdom of the heavens is like a man, a householder, who went
out with the dawn to hire laborers for his :vineyard. 2 And when he had
agreed with the laborers for a shilling a :day, he sent them into his :vineyard.
3 And he went out about the third hour, and saw others standing in the
market idle; 4 and to those he said, Go YE also into the vineyard, and
whatsoever is right | will give you. And they went away. 5 And again he
went out about the sixth and ninth hour, and did likewise. 6 And about the
eleventh he went out, and found others standing; and saith to them, Why
stand ye here all the day idle? 7 They say to him, Because no one hath
hired us. He saith to them, Go YE also into the vineyard. 8 And when even
was come, the lord of the vineyard saith to his :steward, Call the laborers,
and pay their hire, beginning from the last unto the first. 9 And when those
hired about the eleventh hour came, they received each a shilling. 10 And
when the first came, they supposed that they would receive more; and THEY
also received each a shilling. 11 And when they received it, they murmured
against the householder, 12 saying, These :last have wrought one hour, and
thou hast made them equal to us, who have borne the burden of the day
and the scorching heat. 13 But he answered and said to one of them, Friend,
| do thee no wrong: didst not thou agree with me for a shilling? 14 Take up
what is thine, and go; but to this :last | will to give even as unto thee. 15 Is it
not meet for me to do what | will with :mine? or is thine :eye evil, because |
am good? 16 Thus the last shall be first, and the first last.

17 And as Jesus was about to go up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve
disciples apart, and on the way he said to them, 18 Lo, we go up to
Jerusalem; and the Son of :man shall be delivered to the chief priests and
scribes; and they shall condemn him to death, 19 and shall deliver him to the
nations to :mock, and scourge, and crucify: and the third day he shall rise
again.

20 Then came to him the mother of the sons of Zebedee with
her :sons, worshipping, and asking aught of him. 21 And he said to her,
What wouldest thou? She saith to him, Command that these my :two sons
may sit, one on thy right, and one on thy left, in thy :kingdom. 22 But :Jesus
answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Can ye drink the cup that | am
about to drink? They say to him, We can. 23 He saith to them, My :cup
indeed ye shall drink: but to sit on my right, and on my left, is not mine to
give but for whom it hath been prepared of my :Father. 24 And when the ten
heard it, they were indignant with the two brothers. 25 But :Jesus called
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them to him, and said, Ye know that the rulers of the nations lord it over
them, and their great exercise authority over them. 26 Not thus is it among
you: but who would become great among you shall be your servant; 27 and
who would be first among you shall be your bondman: 28 even as the Son
of :man came not to be served, but to serve, and to give his :life a ransom
for many.

29 And as they were going out from Jericho, a great crowd followed

him. 30 And lo, two blind men sitting by the way side, when they heard that
Jesus was passing by, cried out, saying, Lord, have mercy on us, David’s
Son. 31 And the crowd rebuked them, that they should keep still: but they
cried out the more, saying, Lord, have mercy on us, David’s Son.
32 And :Jesus stopped and called them, and said, WWhat will ye | should do to
you? 33 They say to him, Lord, that our :eyes be opened. 34 And :Jesus,
pitying them, touched their :eyes; and straightway they looked up, and
followed him.

Chapter 21

1 And when they drew nigh to Jerusalem, and came to Bethphage, to
the mount of :Olives, then Jesus sent two disciples, 2 saying to them, Go
into the village that is over against you, and straightway ye shall find an ass
tied, and a colt with her: loose them, and bring to me. 3 And if any one
speak aught to you, ye shall say [that], The Lord hath need of them; and
straightway he will send them. 4 Now this is come to pass, that it might be
fulfilled which was spoken through the prophet, saying,

5 Tell ye the daughter of Zion,

Lo, thy :King cometh to thee,

Gentle, and riding on an ass,

And on a colt, foal of an ass.
6 And the disciples went, and did even as :Jesus appointed them, 7 and
brought the ass, and the colt, and put on them their garments; and he sat on
them. 8 And the most part of the crowd spread their own :garments in the
way; and others were cutting branches from the trees and were spreading
them in the way. 9 And the crowds that went before him, and that followed,
cried, saying

Hosanna to David’s Son:

Blessed he that cometh in the Lord’s name;

Hosanna in the highest.
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10 And when he was come into Jerusalem, all the city was stirred, saying,
Who is this? 11 And the crowds said, This is the prophet, Jesus, the one
from Nazareth of :Galilee.

12 And Jesus entered into the temple, and cast out all that sold and
bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of the money-changers, and
the seats of them that sold the doves; 13 and he saith to them, It is written,
My :house shall be called a house of prayer: but ye make it a den of robbers.
14 And the blind and lame came to him in the temple; and he cured them.
15 But the chief priests seeing the wonders which he did and the
children :crying in the temple and saying, Hosanna to the son of David, were
indignant, 16 and said to him, Hearest thou what these are saying?
And :Jesus saith to them, Yea: did ye never read [that] Out of the mouth of
babes and sucklings thou hast perfected praise? 17 And he left them,
and went forth out of the city to Bethany, and lodged there.

18 Now in the morning as he returned to the city, he hungered.

19 And seeing one fig tree on the way, he came to it, and found nothing
thereon, but leaves only; and he saith to it, Be there no more fruit from thee
unto the age. And immediately the fig tree withered away. 20 And the
disciples seeing it marvelled, saying, How did the fig tree immediately wither
away? 21 And :Jesus answered and said to them, Amen | say unto you, If
ye shall have faith, and doubt not, ye shall not only do what is done to the fig
tree, but even if ye shall say to this mountain, Be taken up and cast into the
sea, it shall be done. 22 And all things whatsoever ye shall ask in :prayer,
believing, ye shall receive.

23 And when he came into the temple, the chief priests came to him
while teaching, and the elders of the people, saying, By what authority doest
thou these things? and who gave thee this :authority? 24 And :Jesus
answered and said to them, | also will ask you one word, which if ye tell me,
| also will tell you by what authority | do these things. 25 The baptism
of :John, whence was it? from heaven or from men? And they reasoned
with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven; he will say to us,
Why then did ye not believe him? 26 But if we shall say, From men; we fear
the crowd; for all hold :John as a prophet. 27 And they answered :Jesus,
and said, We know not. HE also said to them, Neither tell | you by what
authority | do these things. 28 But what think ye? A man had two children;
and he came to the first, and said, Child, go work today in the vineyard.

29 And he answered and said, | go, lord, and went not. 30 And he came to
the second, and said likewise. And he answered and said, | will not, and
went not; but afterward he repented, and went. 31 Which of the two did the
will of the father? They say, The last. :Jesus saith to them, Amen | say unto
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you, that the publicans and the harlots go into the kingdom of :God before
you. 32 For John came unto you in the way of righteousness, and ye
believed him not; but the publicans and the harlots believed him: but ye
seeing it did not even repent afterward unto :believing him. 33 Hear
another parable: There was a man, a householder, who planted a vineyard,
and set a hedge about it, and digged a winepress in it, and built a tower, and
let it out to husbandmen, and went into another country. 34 And when the
season of the fruits drew near, he sent his :bondmen unto the husbandmen,
to receive its :fruits. 35 And the husbandmen took his :bondmen, and beat
one, and killed another, and stoned another. 36 Again, he sent
other :bondmen more than the first: and they did to them likewise. 37 But
afterward he sent unto them his :son, saying, They will reverence my :son.
38 But the husbandmen, seeing the son, said among themselves, This is the
heir; come on, let us kill him, and have his :inheritance. 39 And they took
and cast him forth out of the vineyard, and killed him. 40 When therefore the
lord of the vineyard shall come, what will he do to those :husbandmen?
41 They say to him, He will miserably destroy those miserable men, and will
let out the vineyard to other husbandmen, who shall render him the fruits in
their :seasons. 42 :Jesus saith to them, Did ye never read in the scriptures,

The stone which the builders rejected,

The same was made head of the corner;

This was from the Lord,

And it is marvellous in our eyes?
43 Therefore | say unto you [that], The kingdom of :God shall be taken away
from you, and shall be given to a nation bringing forth its :fruits. 44 And
who falleth on this :stone shall be broken to pieces: but on whomever it shall
fall, it will scatter him as dust. 45 And when the chief priests and the
Pharisees heard his :parables, they perceived that he spake of them.
46 And seeking to lay hold on him, they feared the crowds, because they
deemed him a prophet.

Chapter 22

1 And :Jesus answered and spake again in parables to them, saying,
2 The kingdom of the heavens is likened unto a man, a king, who made a
marriage feast for his :son, 3 and sent forth his bondmen to call those
bidden to the marriage feast: and they would not come. 4 Again he sent
forth other bondmen, saying, Tell them that are bidden, Lo, | have made
ready my :dinner; my :oxen and the fatlings are killed, and all things are
ready: come to the marriage feast. 5 But they made light thereof, and went
away, one to his own :farm, another to his :merchandise; 6 and the rest laid
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hold on his :bondmen, and treated them shamefully, and killed them. 7 But
the king was wroth; and he sent his :armies, and destroyed
those :murderers, and burned their :city. 8 Then saith he to his :bondmen,
The wedding is ready, but those bidden were not worthy. 9 Go therefore
unto the partings of the highways, and as many as ye shall find, bid to the
marriage feast. 10 And those :bondmen went out into the highways, and
gathered all that they found, both bad and good: and the wedding was filled
with guests. 11 But when the king came in to behold the guests, he saw
there a man who had no wedding-garment: 12 and saith to him, Friend, how
camest thou in hither having no wedding-garment? And HE was speechless.
13 Then the king said to the ministers, Bind him hand and foot, and cast him
out into the outer :darkness; there shall be the weeping and the gnashing of
the teeth. 14 For many are called, but few chosen.

15 Then went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they might
ensnare him in talk. 16 And they send him their :disciples, with the
Herodians, saying, Teacher, we know that thou art true, and teachest the
way of :God in truth, and carest for no one: for thou regardest not men’s
persons. 17 Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute
to Caesar, or not? 18 But :Jesus perceived their :wickedness, and said, Why
make ye trial of me, hypocrites? 19 Show me the tribute :money. And they
brought him a shilling. 20 And he saith to them, whose is this :image and
inscription? 21 They say, Cesar's. Then he saith to them, Render
therefore to Caesar the things of Caesar; and to :God the things of God.

22 And when they heard it, they marvelled, and left him, and went away.

23 On that :day Sadducees came to him saying that there is no

resurrection: and they questioned him, 24 saying, Teacher, Moses said, If
one die having no children, his :brother shall marry his :wife, and raise up
seed to his :brother. 25 Now seven brethren were with us: and the first
married and deceased, and having no seed left his :wife to his :brother;
26 likewise the second also, and the third, unto the seven. 27 And after them
all, the woman died. 28 In the resurrection therefore whose wife shall she
be of the seven? for all had her. 29 But :Jesus answered and said to them,
Ye err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of :God. 30 For in the
resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as angels
in :heaven. 31 But about the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read what
was spoken to you by :God, saying, 32 | am the God of Abraham, and the
God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? He is not the God of the dead, but of
the living. 33 And the crowds heard and were astonished at his :teaching.

34 But the Pharisees, when they heard that he had silenced the
Sadducees, gathered together. 35 And one of them, a lawyer, trying him
guestioned: 36 Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?
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37 And he said to him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy :God with all thy heart,
and with all thy :soul, and with all thy mind. 38 This is the great and first
commandment. 39 And a second like it is this, Thou shalt love thy :neighbor
as thyself. 40 On these two commandments hangeth the whole law and the
prophets. 41 Now while the Pharisees were gathered together, :Jesus
guestioned them, 42 saying, What think ye of the Christ? whose son is he?
They say to him, :David’s. 43 He saith to them, How then doth David in
Spirit call him Lord, saying,

44 The Lord said unto my :Lord,

Sit on my right,

Till I put thine :enemies underneath thy :feet?
45 If David then calleth him Lord, how is he his son? 46 And no one could
answer him a word, neither durst any man from that :day question him any
more.

Chapter 23

1 Then spake :Jesus to the crowds and to his :disciples, 2 saying,
The scribes and the Pharisees sit on the seat of Moses: 3 all things
therefore whatever they tell you, do and keep: but do not after their :works;
for they say, and do not. 4 Yea, they bind heavy burdens and lay them on
the :shoulders of men; but themselves will not to move them with
their :finger. 5 But all their :works they do to be seen of :men: for they
broaden their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments, 6 and
love the chief place at the feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,
7 and the salutations in the markets, and to be called of :men, Rabbei. 8 But
be not ye called Rabbei: for one is your :teacher, and all ye are brethren.
9 And call no one your father on the earth: for one is your :Father, the
heavenly one. 10 Neither be called masters: for one is your master, the
Christ. 11 But the greater among you shall be your minister. 12 And
whoever shall exalt himself shall be humbled; and whoever shall humble
himself shall be exalted. 14 But woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! because ye shut the kingdom of the heavens before :men: for YE
enter not in, neither suffer ye those entering in to go in. 15 Woe to you,
scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass :sea and :land to make
one proselyte; and when he is become one, ye make him twofold more a
son of geenna than you. 16 Woe to you, blind guides, that say, Whoso shall
swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whoso shall swear by the gold of the
temple, he is debtor. 17 Fools and blind: for which is greater, the gold, or the
temple that hath sanctified the gold? 18 And, Whoso shall swear by the altar,
it is nothing; but whoso shall swear by the gift :upon it, he is debtor. 19 Blind!
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for which is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the gift? 20 Who
therefore sweareth by the altar, sweareth by it, and by all the things thereon.
21 And who sweareth by the temple, sweareth by it, and by him that dwelleth
therein. 22 And who sweareth by the heaven, sweareth by the throne
of :God, and by the one sitting thereon. 23 Woe to you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye tithe :mint and :anise and :cummin, and
have left the weightier matters of the law: :;judgment and :mercy, and :faith;
but these ye ought to have done, and not to have left those. 24 Blind guides,
straining out the gnat, and swallowing the camel! 25 Woe to you, scribes
and Pharisees, hyprocrites! because ye cleanse the outside of the cup and
of the platter, but within they are full from extortion and excess. 26 Blind
Pharisee, cleanse first the inside of the cup and of the platter, that
its :outside become clean also. 27 Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! for ye are like whited sepulchres, which outwardly appear
beautiful, but inwardly are full of dead men’s bones, and of all uncleanness.
28 Thus ye also outwardly appear righteous unto :men, but inwardly are full
of hypocrisy and lawlessness. 29 Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! because ye build the sepulchres of the prophets, and garnish
the tombs of the righteous, 30 and say, If we had been in the days of
our :fathers, we should not have been partakers with them in the blood of
the prophets. 31 So that ye witness to yourselves, that ye are sons of them
that slew the prophets. 32 Fill YE also up then the measure of your :fathers.
33 Serpents, offspring of vipers, how shall ye escape the judgment
of :.geenna? 34 Therefore, lo, | send unto you prophets, and wise men, and
scribes: some of them shall ye kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye
scourge in your :synagogues, and persecute from city to city: 35 that upon
you might come all the righteous blood shed on the earth, from the blood of
Abel the righteous unto the blood of Zachariah son of Barachiah, whom ye
slew between the sanctuary and the altar. 36 Amen | say unto you, All these
things shall come upon this :race. 37 Jerusalem, Jerusalem, that killeth
the prophets, and stoneth those sent unto her! how oft would | have
gathered thy :children together, even as a hen gathereth her :chicks under
the wings, and ye would not! 38 Lo, your :house is left unto you. 39 For | say
unto you, Ye shall in no wise see me henceforth, till ye shall say,
Blessed who cometh in the Lord’s name.

Chapter 24
1 And :Jesus went out from the temple, and was going on; and

his :disciples came to him to show him the buildings of the temple. 2 But he
answered and said to them, See ye not all these things? Amen | say unto
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you, In no wise shall one stone be left here upon another, that shall not be
thrown down.

3 And as he was sitting on the mount of :Olives, the disciples came to
him privately, saying, Tell us when these things shall be? and what the sign
of thy :presence and consummation of the age? 4 And :Jesus answered
and said to them, Take heed that no one lead you astray. 5 For many shall
come in my :name, saying, | am the Christ; and shall deceive many. 6 And
ye shall hear of wars and rumors of wars; see ye be not troubled: for it must
come to pass; but the end is not yet. 7 For nation shall rise against nation,
and kingdom against kingdom; and famines shall be and earthquakes in
diverse places. 8 But all these are the beginning of travails. 9 Then shall
they deliver you up unto tribulation, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated
of all the nations for my :name’s sake. 10 And then shall many stumble and
shall deliver up one another, and shall hate one another. 11 And many false
prophets shall arise, and shall deceive many. 12 And because the
lawlessness shall be multiplied, the love of the many shall wax cold. 13 But
who endureth unto the end, the same shall be saved. 14 And this :gospel of
the kingdom shall be preached in the whole inhabited earth for a witness
unto all the nations; and then shall the end come. 15 When therefore ye see
the abomination of :desolation, which was spoken of through Daniel the
prophet, standing in a holy place (let him that readeth understand), 16 then
let them in :Judeea flee unto the mountains: 17 let the one on the housetop
not go down to take out the things in his :house: 18 and let the one in the
field not return back to take his :cloak. 19 But woe to those with child and to
those giving suck in those :days! 20 And pray that your :flight be not in
winter, neither on a sabbath: 21 for then shall be great tribulation, such as
hath not been from the world’s beginning until :now, no, nor ever shall be.
22 And except those :days had been shortened, no flesh would have been
saved: but for the elect’s sake those :days shall be shortened. 23 Then if
any one say to you, Lo, here is the Christ, or, Here; believe not. 24 For false
Christs shall arise and false prophets, and shall show great signs and
wonders; so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect. 25 Lo, | have told
you before. 26 If therefore they shall say to you, Lo, he is in the wilderness;
go not forth: Lo, in the inner chambers; believe not. 27 For just as the
lightning cometh forth from the east, and is seen even unto the west; so
shall be the presence of the Son of :man. 28 Wheresoever the carcase is,
there will the eagles be gathered. 29 But straightway after the tribulation of
those :days the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her :light,
and the stars shall fall from the heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall
be shaken: 30 and then shall appear the sign of the Son of :man in heaven:
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and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and shall see the Son
of :man coming on the clouds of the heaven with power and great glory.

31 And he shall send forth his :angels with a great trumpet, and they shall
gather together his :elect from the four winds, from the heavens’ ends unto
their :ends. 32 Now from the fig tree learn the parable: when
her :branch is now become tender, and putteth forth the leaves, ye know
that the summer is nigh; 33 thus ye also, when ye see all these things, know
that he is nigh, at the doors. 34 Amen | say unto you, This race shall not
pass away, till all these things come to pass. 35 The heaven and the earth
shall pass away, but my :words shall not pass away. 36 But of that :day and
hour knoweth no one, not even the angels of the heavens, neither the Son,
but the Father only. 37 For just as the days of :Noah, so shall be the
presence of the Son of :man. 38 For as in those :days :before the Flood they
were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, till the day that
Noah entered into the ark, 39 and they knew not until the flood came, and
took all away; so shall be the presence of the Son of :man. 40 Then shall
two be in the field; one is taken along, and one is left: 41 two women grinding
at the mill; one is taken along, and one is left. 42 Watch therefore: for ye
know not what day your :Lord cometh. 43 But know this, that if the
house-master had known what watch the thief was coming, he would have
watched, and would not have suffered his :house to be dug through.

44 Therefore be YE also ready; for in an hour that ye think not the Son
of :man cometh. 45 Who then is the faithful and wise bondman, whom the
lord hath set over his :household, :to give them their food in season?

46 Blessed that :bondman whom his :lord when he cometh shall find so
doing. 47 Amen | say unto you, that he will set him over :all he hath. 48 But
if that evil :bondman shall say in his :heart, My :lord tarrieth; 49 and shall
begin to beat his :fellow-bondmen, and shall eat and drink with the drunken;
50 the lord of that :bondman shall come in a day when he expecteth not, and
in an hour when he knoweth not, 51 and shall severely scourge him, and
appoint his :portion with the hypocrites: there shall be the weeping and the
gnashing of the teeth.

Chapter 25

1 Then shall the kingdom of the heavens be likened to ten virgins,
who took their own :lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom. 2 And
five of them were foolish, and five wise. 3 For the foolish, when they took
their :lamps, took no oil with them: 4 but the wise took oil in the vessels with
their own :lamps. 5 Now while the bridegroom tarried, all were asleep. 6 But
at midnight there was a cry, Lo, the bridegroom! Come forth to meet him.
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7 Then all those :virgins arose, and trimmed their own :lamps. 8 And the
foolish said to the wise, Give us of your :oil; because our :lamps are going
out. 9 But the wise answered, saying, Peradventure there will not be
enough for us and you: go rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.
10 And while they went away to buy, the bridegroom came; and those ready
went in with him to the marriage feast: and the door was shut. 11 And
afterward come also the other virgins, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us. 12 But
he answered and said, Amen | say unto you, | know you not. 13 Watch
therefore, for ye know not the day nor the hour. 14 For itis just as when
a man, going into another country, called his own :bondmen, and delivered
to them his :goods. 15 And to one he gave five talents, to another two, to
another one; to each according to his several :ability; and he went into
another country. 16 Straightway who received the five talents went and
traded with them, and gained other five talents. 17 Likewise he of the two
gained other two. 18 But who received the one went away and dug in the
earth, and hid the money of his :lord. 19 Now after a long time the lord of
those :bondmen cometh, and maketh a reckoning with them. 20 And who
received the five talents came and brought other five talents, saying, Lord,
thou deliveredst to me five talents: see, | have gained other five talents.

21 His :lord said to him, Well done, good and faithful bondman: thou hast
been faithful over few things, | will set thee over many; enter into the joy of
thy :lord. 22 And he also of the two talents came and said, Lord, thou
deliveredst to me two talents: see, | have gained other two talents.

23 His :lord said to him, Well done, good and faithful bondman: thou hast
been faithful over few, | will set thee over many; enter into the joy of thy :lord.
24 And he also that had received the one talent came and said, Lord, | knew
thee that thou art a hard man, reaping where thou didst not sow, and
gathering whence thou didst not scatter; 25 and | was afraid, and went away
and hid thy :talent in the earth: see, thou hast :thine own. 26 But his :lord
answered and said to him: Wicked and slothful bondman, thou knewest that
| reap where | sowed not, and gather whence | scattered not; 27 thou
oughtest therefore to have put my :moneys to the bankers, and at my
coming | should have received back :mine with interest. 28 Take away
therefore the talent from him, and give to him that hath the ten talents.

29 For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall abound: but
from him that hath not, even what he hath shall be taken away. 30 And cast
out the unprofitable bondman into the outer :darkness: there shall be the
weeping and the gnashing of the teeth. 31 But when the Son of :man
shall come in his :glory, and all the angels with him, then shall he sit on the
throne of his glory: 32 and before him shall be gathered all the nations: and
he shall separate them one from another, just as the shepherd separateth
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the sheep from the goats; 33 and he shall set the sheep on his right, but the
goats on the left. 34 Then shall the King say to them on his right, Come, ye
blessed of my :Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the world’s
foundation: 35 for | was hungry, and ye gave me to eat; | was thirsty, and ye
gave me drink; | was a stranger, and ye took me in; 36 naked, and ye
clothed me; | was sick, and ye visited me; | was in prison, and ye came unto
me. 37 Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we
thee hungry, and fed thee? or athirst, and gave thee drink? 38 And when
saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee?

39 And when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? 40 And
the King shall answer and say to them, Amen | say unto you, Inasmuch as
ye did it unto one of these my :brethren, these least, ye did it unto me.

41 Then shall he say also to them on the left, Depart from me, ye cursed,
into the eternal :fire :prepared for the devil and his :angels: 42 for | was
hungry, and ye gave me no meat; and | was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink;
43 | was a stranger, and ye took me not in; naked, and ye clothed me not;
sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. 44 Then shall they also answer,
saying, Lord, when saw we thee hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked,
or sick, or in prison, and did not minister to thee? 45 Then shall he answer
them, saying, Amen | say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not unto one of
these :least, ye did it neither unto me. 46 And these shall go away into
eternal punishment: but the righteous into eternal life.

Chapter 26

1 And it came to pass, when :Jesus finished all these :words, he said
to his :disciples, 2 Ye know that after two days the passover cometh, and
the Son of :man is delivered up to be crucified. 3 Then were gathered
the chief priests, and the elders of the people, to the court of the high
priest :called Caiaphas; 4 and they took counsel together that they might
take :Jesus by subtlety, and kill him. 5 But they said, Not during the feast,
that no tumult arise among the people.

6 Now when :Jesus was in Bethany, in Simon the leper’'s house, 7 a
woman came to him having an alabaster cruse of exceeding precious
ointment, and poured it upon his :head, as he sat at meat. 8 But the
disciples seeing it were indignant, saying, For what is this :waste? 9 For this
should have been sold for much, and given to the poor. 10 But :Jesus
perceiving it said to them, Why trouble ye the woman? for she hath wrought
a good work upon me. 11 For ye have the poor always with yourselves; but
me ye have not always. 12 For in that she poured this :ointment upon
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my :body, she did it to prepare me for :burial. 13 Amen | say unto you,
Wherever this :gospel shall be preached in the whole world, what this
woman hath done shall also be spoken of for a memorial of her.

14 Then one of the twelve, the one called Judas Iscariot, went unto the chief
priests, 15 and said, What are ye willing to give me, and | will deliver him to
you? And they weighed him thirty silver-pieces. 16 And from then on he
sought opportunity to deliver him.

17 Now on the first of the unleavened days the disciples came
to :Jesus, saying, Where wilt thou that we make ready for thee to eat the
passover? 18 And he said, Go into the city to :such a one, and say to him,
The Teacher saith, My season is at hand; | keep the passover at thy house
with my :disciples. 19 And the disciples did as :Jesus appointed them; and
made ready the passover. 20 Now when even was come, he was sitting
at meat with the twelve; 21 and as they were eating, he said, Amen | say
unto you, that one of you shall deliver me up. 22 And they, exceeding
sorrowful, began each to say to him, Is it I, Lord? 23 And he answered and
said, Who dipped the hand with me in the dish, the same shall deliver me up.
24 The Son of :man goeth, even as is written of him: but woe to that :man
through whom the Son of :man is delivered up; good were it for him if
that :man had not been born. 25 And Judas, who delivered him up,
answered and said, Is it I, Rabbei? He saith to him, Thou hast said.

26 And as they were eating, :Jesus took bread, and blessed, and brake it;
and gave to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my :body. 27 And he
took a cup, and gave thanks, and gave to them, saying, All ye drink of it;
28 for this is my :blood of the covenant, :poured out for many unto remission
of sins. 29 But | say unto you, | shall not drink henceforth of this :fruit of the
vine, till that :day when | drink it new with you in my :Father’s :kingdom.
30 And having sung a hymn, they went out into the mount of :Olives.

31 Then saith :Jesus to them, All ye shall stumble in me this :night: for it is
written, | will smite the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be
scattered abroad. 32 But after | am raised up, | will go before you
into :Galilee. 33 But :Peter answered and said to him, If all shall stumble in
thee, | will never stumble. 34 :Jesus said to him, Amen | say unto thee, that
this :night, before the cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. 35 :Peter saith
to him, Even if | must die with thee, | shall in nowise deny thee. Likewise
also said all the disciples.

36 Then cometh :Jesus with them unto an enclosure called
Gethsemane, and saith to the disciples, Sit here, while | go yonder and pray.
37 And he took with him :Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to
be sorrowful and sore troubled. 38 Then saith he to them, My :soul is
exceeding sorrowful, unto death: abide here, and watch with me. 39 And he
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went forward a little, and fell on his face, praying, and saying, My Father, if it
is possible, let this :cup pass from me: nevertheless, not as | will, but as thou
wilt. 40 And he cometh unto the disciples, and findeth them sleeping, and
saith to :Peter, Had ye thus no strength to watch with me one hour?

41 Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is
willing, but the flesh is weak. 42 And again a second time he went away,
and prayed, saying, My Father, if this cannot pass except | drink it, thy :will
be done. 43 And he came again and found them sleeping, for their :eyes
were heavy. 44 And he left them again and went away, and prayed a third
time, saying the same word again. 45 Then cometh he unto the disciples,
and saith to them, Sleep on now, and rest: lo, the hour is at hand, and the
Son of :man is delivered up into the hands of sinners. 46 Arise, let us be
going: lo, he is at hand that delivereth me up. 47 And while he yet spake,
lo, Judas, one of the twelve, came, and with him a great crowd with swords
and staves, from the chief priests and elders of the people. 48 Now who
delivered him up gave them a sign, saying, Whomever | shall kiss, HE it is:
take him. 49 And straightway he came to :Jesus, and said, Hail, Rabbei;
and kissed him much. 50 And :Jesus said to him, Friend, do for what thou
art come. Then they came and laid :hands on :Jesus, and took him. 51 And
lo, one of those with Jesus stretched out his :hand, and drew his :sword,
and smote the bondman of the high priest, and struck off his :ear. 52 Then
saith :Jesus to him, Turn back thy :sword into its :place: for all that take the
sword shall perish by the sword. 53 Or thinkest thou that | cannot beseech
my :Father, and he shall even now send me more than twelve legions of
angels? 54 How then should the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be?
55 In that :hour said :Jesus to the crowds, Are ye come out as against a
robber with swords and staves to seize me? | sat daily in the temple
teaching, and ye took me not. 56 But all this is come, that the scriptures of
the prophets be fulfilled. Then all the disciples left him, and fled.

57 But those who had taken :Jesus led him away to Caiaphas the
high priest, where the scribes and the elders were gathered. 58 But :Peter
followed him from afar unto the court of the high priest, and entered in, and
sat with the officers, to see the end. 59 Now the chief priests and the whole
Sanhedrin were seeking false witness against :Jesus, that they might put
him to death; 60 and they found it not, though many false witnesses came.
But afterward came two, 61 and said, This man said, | can destroy the
temple of :God, and build it in three days. 62 And the high priest stood up,
and said to him, Answerest thou nothing? what witness these against thee?
63 But :Jesus was silent. And the high priest said to him, | adjure thee by the
living :God, that thou tell us whether thou art the Christ, the Son of :God.
64 :Jesus saith to him, Thou hast said: nevertheless | say unto you,
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Henceforth ye shall see the Son of :man sitting at the right of the Power, and
coming on the clouds of :heaven. 65 Then the high priest rent his :garments,
saying, He hath spoken blasphemy: what further need have we of
witnesses? see, now ye have heard the blasphemy: 66 what think ye? They
answered and said, He is worthy of death. 67 Then they spit in his :face and
buffeted him: and some slapped him, 68 saying, Prophesy to us, thou Christ:
who is he that struck thee? 69 Now :Peter was sitting without in the
court: and one maid came to him, saying, Thou also wast with Jesus the
Galileean. 70 But he denied before all, saying, | know not what thou sayest.
71 And when he was gone out into the porch, another saw him, and saith to
those there, This man was with Jesus the Nazorean. 72 And again he
denied with an oath [that], | know not the man. 73 And after a little they that
stood by came and said to :Peter, Truly thou also art one of them; thy very
speech bewrayeth thee. 74 Then began he to curse and to swear [that], |
know not the man. And straightway a cock crew. 75 And :Peter
remembered the word Jesus had said [that], Before the cock crow, thou
shalt deny me thrice. And he went out, and wept bitterly.

Chapter 27

1 Now when morn was come, all the chief priests and the elders of
the people took counsel against :Jesus to put him to death: 2 and they
bound and led him away, and delivered him up to Pilate the governor.

3 Then Judas, who delivered him up, seeing that he was condemned,
repented himself, and brought back the thirty silver-pieces to the chief
priests and elders, 4 saying, | have sinned in that | delivered up righteous
blood. But they said, What is that to us? see thou to it. 5 And he cast down
the silver-pieces into the sanctuary, and withdrew; and he went away and
hanged himself. 6 And the chief priests took the pieces of silver, and said, It
is not lawful to put them into the treasury, since it is the price of blood. 7 And
they took counsel, and bought with them the field of the potter, to
bury :strangers in. 8 Wherefore that :field was called, Field of blood, unto
this day. 9 Then was fulfilled what was spoken through Jeremiah the
prophet, saying, And they took the thirty silver-pieces, the price of him that
was priced, whom they priced on the part of the sons of Israel; 10 and gave
them for the potter’s :field, as the Lord appointed me. 11 Now :Jesus
stood before the governor: and the governor asked him, saying, Art thou the
King of the Jews? And :Jesus said, Thou sayest. 12 And when he was
accused by the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing. 13 Then
saith :Pilate to him, Hearest thou not how many things they witness against
thee? 14 And he gave him no answer, not even to one word: so that the
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governor marvelled greatly. 15 Now at a feast the governor was wont to
release unto the crowd one prisoner, whom they would. 16 And they had
then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. 17 When therefore they were
gathered :Pilate said to them, Whom will ye that | release to
you? :Barabbas, or Jesus the one called Christ? 18 For he knew that for
envy they had delivered him up. 19 And while he was sitting on the
judgment-seat, his :wife sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do with
that :righteous man; for | have suffered many things today in a dream
because of him. 20 Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded the
crowds that they should ask for :Barabbas, and destroy :Jesus. 21 But the
governor answered and said to them, Which of the two will ye that | release
to you? And they said, :Barabbas. 22 :Pilate saith to them, What then shall
| do to Jesus the one called Christ? All say, Let him be crucified. 23 And he
said, Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried out exceedingly, saying,
Let him be crucified. 24 So :Pilate seeing that he prevailed nothing, but
rather that a tumult was arising, took water, and washed his :hands before
the crowd, saying, | am innocent of this :blood, see ye to it. 25 And all the
people answered and said, His :blood be upon us, and upon our :children.
26 Then released he to them :Barabbas; but :Jesus he scourged and
delivered to be crucified.

27 Then the soldiers of the governor took :Jesus into the Praetorium,
and gathered unto him the whole band. 28 And they stripped him and put on
him a scarlet robe. 29 And they platted a crown of thorns and put it on
his :head, and a reed in his :right hand; and they kneeled before him, and
mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! 30 And they spat upon him, and
took the reed and smote him on the head. 31 And when they had mocked
him, they stripped him of the robe, and put on him his :garments, and led
him away to :crucify him. 32 And coming out, they found a man of
Cyrenée, Simon by name: him they compelled to go, that he bear his :cross.
33 And when they came unto a place called Golgotha, that is to say, Place of
a skull, 34 they gave him wine to drink mingled with gall: and having tasted it,
he would not drink. 35 And having crucified him, they parted his :garments
among them, casting a lot; 36 and they sat and watched him there. 37 And
they set up over his :head his :accusation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING
OF THE JEWS. 38 Then are crucified with him two robbers, one on the right
and one on the left. 39 And who passed by railed on him, wagging
their :heads, 40 and saying, Thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it
in three days, save thyself: if thou art :God’s Son, come down from the cross.
41 Likewise also, the chief priests mocking, with the scribes and elders, said,
42 He saved others; himself he cannot save. He is King of Israel; let him
now come down from the cross, and we will believe on him. 43 He trusteth
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on :God; let him deliver him now, if he desireth him: for he said [that] | am
God’s Son. 44 And the robbers also that were crucified with him cast upon
him the same reproach. 45 Now from the sixth hour darkness was over
all the earth until the ninth hour. 46 And about the ninth hour :Jesus cried
with a loud voice, saying, Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthanei? that is, My God, my
God, why didst thou forsake me? 47 And some of them that stood there,
when they heard it, said [that], This man calleth Elijah. 48 And straightway
one of them ran, and took a sponge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a
reed, and gave him to drink. 49 And the rest said, Let be; let us see whether
Elijah cometh to save him. 50 And :Jesus cried again with a loud voice, and
yielded up his :spirit. 51 And lo, the veil of the temple was rent in two from
top to bottom; and the earth shook; and the rocks were rent; 52 and the
tombs were opened; and many bodies of the saints that had fallen asleep
were raised; 53 and coming forth from the tombs after his :resurrection
entered into the holy city and appeared unto many. 54 Now the centurion,
and they that were with him watching :Jesus, when they saw the earthquake,
and the things done, feared exceedingly, saying, Truly this was a Son of
God. 55 And many women were there beholding from afar, who had
followed :Jesus from :Galilee, ministering to him: 56 among whom was
Mariam :Magdaléné, and Mary the mother of :James and Joseph, and the
mother of the sons of Zebedee.

57 And when even was come, a rich man came from Arimatheaea,
Joseph by name, who also himself was a disciple of Jesus: 58 this man went
to :Pilate, and asked for the body of :Jesus. Then :Pilate commanded it to
be given up. 59 And :Joseph took the body, and wrapped it in a clean linen
cloth, 60 and laid it in his own new :tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock:
and he rolled a great stone to the door of the tomb, and departed. 61 And
Mariam :Magdalene was there, and the other Mary, sitting over against the
sepulchre. 62 Now on the morrow, which is the day after the
Preparation, the chief priests and the Pharisees were gathered unto Pilate,
63 saying, Sir, we remember that that :deceiver said while yet alive, After
three days | rise again. 64 Command therefore that the sepulchre be made
secure until the third day, lest haply the disciples come and steal him, and
say to the people, He is risen from the dead: and the last error will be worse
than the first. 65 :Pilate said to them, ye have a guard: go, make it as secure
as ye can. 66 So they went, and made the sepulchre sure, having sealed
the stone, with the guard there.
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Chapter 28

1 Now late in the week, as it began to dawn toward the first of the
week, came Mariam :Magdalene and the other Mary to view the sepulchre.
2 And lo, there was a great earthquake; for the Lord’s angel descended from
heaven, and came and rolled away the stone, and sat upon it. 3 And
his :appearance was as lightning, and his :raiment white as snow: 4 and
for :fear of him the watchers did quake, and became as dead. 5 And the
angel answered and said to the women, Fear not YE; for | know that ye seek
Jesus the crucified one. 6 He is not here; for he is risen, even as he said.
Come, see the place where he lay. 7 And go quickly, and tell his :disciples
that He is risen from the dead; and lo, he goeth before you into :Galilee;
there shall ye see him: lo, | have told you. 8 And they departed quickly from
the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran to report to his :disciples. 9 And lo,
Jesus met them, saying, Hail! And they came and took hold of his :feet, and
worshipped him. 10 Then saith :Jesus to them, Fear not: go, report to
my :brethren that they depart into :Galilee, and there shall they see me.
11 Now while they were going, lo, some of the guard came into the city, and
reported to the chief priests all the things that were come to pass. 12 And
when they were gathered with the elders, and had taken counsel, they gave
enough silver-pieces to the soldiers, 13 saying, Say [that], His :disciples
came by night, and stole him while we slept. 14 And if this come to a hearing
before the governor, we will persuade him, and rid you of care. 15 And THEY
took the money, and did as they were taught: and this :saying was spread
abroad among the Jews, until this very :day. 16 But the eleven disciples
went to :Galilee, unto the mountain where :Jesus had appointed them.

17 And when they saw him, they worshipped him; but some doubted.

18 And :Jesus came to them and spake to them, saying, All authority hath
been given me in heaven and on :earth. 19 Go therefore, and disciple all the
nations, baptizing them into the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit: 20 teaching them to keep all things whatsoever |
commanded you: and lo, | am with you all the days till the consummation of
the age.
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ACCORDING TO MARK
Chapter 1

1 A BEGINNING of the gospel of Jesus Christ.

2 Even as it is written in :Isaiah the prophet:

Lo, | send my :messenger before thy face,

Who shall prepare thy :way;

3 A voice of one crying in the wilderness,

Make ye ready the way of the Lord,

Make his :paths straight,—
4 John came, who was baptizing in the wilderness and preaching a baptism
of repentance unto remission of sins. 5 And all the country of Judaea went
out unto him, and all they of Jerusalem; and were baptized of him in the river
Jordan, confessing their :sins. 6 And :John was clothed with camel’s hair
and a leather girdle about his :loin; and was eating locusts and wild honey.
7 And he preached, saying, After me cometh the one mightier than I, the
latchet of whose :shoes | am not fit to stoop down and unloose. 8 | baptized
you with water; but he shall baptize you with the Holy Spirit.

9 It came to pass in those :days, that Jesus came from Nazareth
of :Galilee, and was baptized of John into the Jordan. 10 And straightway
coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens being rent, and the Spirit as
a dove descending upon him: 11 and a voice came out of the heavens, Thou
art my :beloved :Son, in thee | am well pleased. 12 And straightway the
Spirit driveth him forth into the wilderness. 13 And he was in the wilderness
forty days tempted of :Satan; and he was with the beasts; and the angels
were ministering to him.

14 And after :John was delivered up, :Jesus came into :Galilee,
preaching the gospel of :God, 15 and saying [that], The season is fulfilled,
and the kingdom of :God is at hand: repent ye, and believe in the Gospel.
16 And passing along by the sea of :Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew the
brother of Simon casting a net in the sea; for they were fishers.

17 And :Jesus said to them, Come after me, and | will make you to become
fishers of men. 18 And straightway they left the nets, and followed him.

19 And going on a little, he saw James the son of :Zebedee, and John
his :brother, who also were in the boat mending the nets. 20 And
straightway he called them: and they left their :father Zebedee in the boat
with the hired servants, and went after him.

MARK 1

21 And they go into Capernaum; and straightway on the sabbath he
entered into the synagogue and taught. 22 And they were astonished at
his :teaching: for he was teaching them as having authority, and not as the
scribes. 23 And straightway there was in their :synagogue a man with an
unclean spirit; and he cried out, 24 saying, What have we to do with thee,
Jesus Nazarene? art thou come to destroy us? | know thee who thou art,
the Holy One of :God. 25 And :Jesus rebuked him, saying, Be silent, and
come out of him. 26 And the unclean :spirit, convulsing him and crying with
a loud voice, came out of him. 27 And all were amazed, so that they
guestioned among themselves saying, What is this? a new teaching! with
authority he commandeth even the unclean :spirits, and they obey him.

28 And the report of him went out straightway everywhere into all the region
of :Galilee round about. 29 And straightway, when they were come out
of the synagogue, they came into the house of Simon and Andrew, with
James and John. 30 Now Simon’s :mother-in-law lay in a fever; and
straightway they tell him of her: 31 and he came and took her by the hand,
and raised her up; and the fever left her, and she ministered to them.

32 And at even, when the sun did set, they brought unto him all the ailing
and the demoniacs. 33 And all the city was gathered together at the door.
34 And he healed many ailing with diverse sicknesses, and cast out many
demons; and he suffered not the demons to speak, because they knew him
to be Christ. 35 And in the morning, long before day, he arose and went
out, and went off into a desert place, and was praying there. 36 And Simon
and those with him followed after him; 37 and they found him, and say to him
[that] All are seeking thee. 38 And he saith to them, Let us go elsewhere into
the next towns, that | may preach there also; for to this end came | forth.
39 And he went into their :synagogues throughout all :Galilee, preaching
and casting out the demons.

40 And a leper cometh unto him, beseeching him, and kneeling down,

and saying to him [that] If thou wilt, thou canst cleanse me. 41 And in pity he
stretched forth his :hand, and touched him, and saith to him, | will; be thou
cleansed. 42 And straightway the leprosy departed from him, and he was
cleansed. 43 And he strictly charged him, and straightway sent him out,
44 and saith to him, See thou say nothing to any one: but go show thyself to
the priest, and offer for thy :cleansing the things which Moses commanded,
for a witness to them. 45 But he went out, and began to publish it much, and
to spread abroad the matter, insomuch that he could no more openly enter
into a city, but was without in desert places: and they came unto him from
everywhere.
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Chapter 2

1 And when he entered again into Capernaum after some days, it
was nhoised about that he was in the house. 2 And many were gathered, so
that there was no longer room for them, no, not even :about the door: and
he spake the word to them. 3 And they come, bringing unto him a paralytic,
borne of four. 4 And unable to bring him to him for the crowd, they unroofed
the roof where he was: and when they had broken it up, they let down the
bed whereon the paralytic lay. 5 And :Jesus seeing their :faith saith to the
paralytic, Child, thy :sins are forgiven. 6 But certain of the scribes were
sitting there, and reasoning in their :hearts, 7 Why speaketh this man thus?
he blasphemeth: who can forgive sins but one, :God? 8 And
straightway :Jesus, perceiving in his :spirit that they so reasoned within
themselves, saith to them, Why reason ye these things in your :hearts?
9 Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, Thy :sins are forgiven; or to say,
Arise, and take up thy :bed, and walk? 10 But that ye may know that the Son
of :man hath authority on the earth to forgive sins (he saith to the paralytic),
11 | say unto thee, Arise, take up thy :bed, and go to thy :house. 12 And he
arose, and straightway took up the bed, and went forth before them all; so
that all were amazed, and glorified :God, saying [that] We never saw the
like.

13 And he went forth again by the sea; and all the crowd was coming
unto him, and he was teaching them. 14 And passing by, he saw Levi the
son of :Alpheeus sitting at the toll, and saith to him, Follow me. And he
arose and followed him. 15 And it cometh to pass, that he is sitting at
meat in his :house, and many publicans and sinners were sitting down
with :Jesus and his :disciples: for they were many, and they followed him.
16 And the scribes of the Pharisees, seeing that he was eating with the
sinners and publicans, were saying to his :disciples, How is it that he was
eating and drinking with publicans and sinners? 17 And when :Jesus heard
it, he saith to them [that] The healthy have no need of a healer, but the ailing:
| came not to call the righteous, but sinners. 18 And the disciples
of :John and the Pharisees were fasting: and they come and say to him,
Why do the disciples of :John and the disciples of the Pharisees fast, but
thy :disciples fast not? 19 And :Jesus said to them, Can the sons of the
bride-chamber fast, while the bridegroom is with them? what time they have
the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast. 20 But days will come, when
the bridegroom shall be taken away from them, and then will they fast in
that :day. 21 No one seweth a patch of undressed cloth upon an old
garment: else what should fill it up taketh from it, the new from the old, and a
worse rent is made. 22 And no one putteth fresh wine into old wine-skins;
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else the wine will burst the skins, and the wine is lost, and the skins: but
fresh wine is for new wine-skins.

23 And it came to pass, that he was going on the sabbath[s] through
the grainfields; and his :disciples began, as they went, to pluck the ears.
24 And the Pharisees said to him, See, why do they on the sabbath[s] what
is not lawful? 25 And he saith to them, Did ye never read what David did,
when he had need, and was hungry, he, and those :with him? 26 How he
entered into the house of :God at the time of high priest Abiathar, and ate
the show-:loaves, which it is not lawful to eat save for the priests, and gave
also to them that were with him? 27 And he said to them, The sabbath was
made for :man, and not :man for the sabbath: 28 so that the Son of :man is
lord also of the sabbath.

Chapter 3

1 And he entered again into a synagogue; and a man was there who
had his :hand withered. 2 And they watched him, whether he would heal
him on the sabbath[s]; that they might accuse him. 3 And he saith to the
man that had his :hand withered, Stand forth. 4 And he saith to them, Is it
lawful on the sabbath[s] to do good, or to do evil? to save life, or to kill? But
they were silent. 5 And when he had looked round about on them with
anger, being grieved at the hardening of their :heart, he saith to the man,
Stretch forth thy :hand. And he stretched forth; and his :hand was restored.
6 And the Pharisees went out, and straightway with the Herodians took
counsel against him, how they might destroy him.

7 And :Jesus with his :disciples withdrew unto the sea: and a great
multitude from :Galilee followed; and from :Judaea, 8 and from Jerusalem,
and from :ldumeea, and beyond the Jordan, and about Tyre and Sidon, a
great multitude, hearing what great things he did, came unto him. 9 And he
spake to his disciples, that a little boat wait on him because of the crowd,
lest they throng him: 10 for he had healed many; so that as many as had
scourges pressed upon him that they might touch him. 11 And the
unclean :spirits, whensoever they beheld him, fell down before him, and
cried, saying, Thou art the Son of :God. 12 And he charged them much that
they should not make him manifest. 13 And he goeth up into the
mountain, and calleth unto him whom he himself would; and they went away
unto him. 14 And he appointed twelve whom he also named apostles, that
they be with him, and that he send them forth to preach, 15 and to have
authority to cast out :demons: 16 and he appointed the twelve (and
surnamed :Simon) Peter, 17 and James the son of :Zebedee, and John the
brother of :James (and surnamed them Boanérges, which is, Sons of
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thunder): 18 and Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and
Thomas, and James, the son of :Alphaeus, and Thaddseus and Simon the
Cananeean, 19 and Judas Iscariot, who also delivered him up. And he
cometh into a house. 20 And the crowd cometh together again, so that they
could not even eat bread. 21 And when :his friends heard it, they went out to
lay hold on him: for they said that he is beside himself. 22 And the scribes
that came down from Jerusalem were saying that he hath Beelzebul, and
that by the prince of the demons casteth he out the demons. 23 And he
called them unto him, and said to them in parables, How can Satan cast out
Satan? 24 And if a kingdom be divided against itself, that :kingdom cannot
stand. 25 And if a house be divided against itself, that :house will not be
able to stand. 26 And if :Satan hath risen up against himself, and is divided,
he cannot stand, but hath an end. 27 But no one can enter into the house of
the strong, and spoil his goods, except he first bind the strong, and then he
will spoil his :house. 28 Amen | say unto you, [that] All things shall be
forgiven unto the sons of :men, the sins and the blasphemies wherewith
soever they shall blaspheme: 29 but whoso shall blaspheme against the
Holy :Spirit hath not forgiveness unto the age, but is guilty of an eternal sin:
30 because they were saying, He hath an unclean spirit. 31 And
his :mother and his :brethren come; and, standing without, sent unto him,
calling him. 32 And a crowd was sitting about him; and they say to him, Lo,
thy :mother and thy :brethren without seek for thee. 33 And he answered
them, and saith, Who is my :mother and my :brethren? 34 And looking
round on them that sat round him in a circle, he saith, See, :my mother and
my :brethren! 35 whosoever shall do the will of :God, the same is my brother
and sister and mother.

Chapter 4

1 And again he began to teach by the sea. And a great crowd is
gathered unto him, so that he entered into a boat, and sat in the sea; and all
the crowd were close by the sea on the land. 2 And he taught them many
things in parables, and said to them in his :teaching, 3 Hearken: Lo, the
sower went forth to sow: 4 and it came to pass, as he sowed, some seed fell
by the way side, and the birds came and devoured it. 5 And other fell on the
rocky ground, and where it had not much earth; and straightway it sprang up,
because it had no depth of earth: 6 and when the sun was risen, it was
scorched; and because it had no root, withered away. 7 And other fell
among the thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no
fruit. 8 And others fell into the good :ground, and yielded fruit growing up
and increasing; and brought forth [unto] thirty and [in] sixty and [in] hundred.
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9 And he said, Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. 10 And when he was
alone, they that were about him with the twelve asked of him the parables.
11 And he said to them, To you is given the mystery of the kingdom of :God:
but to those without, :all things are done in parables:

12 that looking they may look, and not see,

and hearing they may hear, and not understand;

lest haply they should turn again, and it be forgiven them.
13 And he saith to them, Know ye not this :parable? and how shall ye know
all the parables? 14 The sower soweth the word. 15 And these are they by
the way side, where the word is sown; and when they should hear,
straightway cometh :Satan, and taketh away the word :sown in them.
16 And these likewise are they sown upon the rocky places, who, when they
should hear the word, straightway receive it with joy; 17 and have no root in
themselves, but endure a while; then when tribulation or persecution ariseth
because of the word, straightway they stumble. 18 And others are they
sown among the thorns; these are they that have heard the word, 19 and the
cares of the age, and the deceitfulness of :riches, and the lusts of :other
things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful. 20 And those
are they that were sown upon the good :ground; such as hear the word, and
receive it, and bear fruit [in] thirty and [in] sixty and [in] hundred. 21 And
he said to them [that], Is the lamp brought to be put under the bushel, or
under the bed, and not to be put on the stand? 22 For nothing is hid, save
that it be manifested; neither was anything made secret, but that it come to
light. 23 If any hath ears to hear, let him hear. 24 And he said to them,
Look to what ye hear: with what measure ye measure it shall be measured
to you; and shall be added to you. 25 For who hath, to him shall be given:
and who hath not, from him shall be taken away even what he hath.
26 And he said, So is the kingdom of :God, as if a man cast :seed upon the
earth; 27 and sleep and rise night and day, and the seed spring up and grow,
himself knoweth not how. 28 The earth beareth fruit of herself; first a blade,
then an ear, then full grain in the ear. 29 But when the fruit is ripe,
straightway he putteth forth the sickle, because the harvest is come.
30 And he said, How shall we liken the kingdom of :God? or in what parable
shall we set it forth? 31 Like a grain of mustard seed, which, when it is sown
upon the earth, though it is a lesser among all the seeds of those on the
earth, 32 yet when it is sown, groweth up, and becometh greater than all the
herbs, and putteth out great branches; so that the birds of the heaven can
lodge under its :shadow.
33 And with many such parables spake he the word to them, as they were
able to hear it; 34 and without parable spake he not to them: but privately to
his private :disciples he expounded all things.
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35 And on that :day, when even was come, he saith to them, Let us
go over unto the other side. 36 And leaving the crowd, they take him with
them, as he was, in the boat. And other boats were with him. 37 And a great
storm of wind ariseth, and the waves beat into the boat, so that the boat was
now filling. 38 And himself was in the stern, asleep on the cushion: and they
rouse him, and say to him, Teacher, carest thou not that we perish? 39 And
he awoke, and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, Quiet, be still. And
the wind ceased, and there was a great calm. 40 And he said to them, Why
are ye fearful? have ye not yet faith? 41 And they feared a great fear, and
said one to another, Who then is this, that both the wind obeys him and the
sea?

Chapter 5

1 And they came to the other side of the sea, into the country of the
Gerasenes. 2 And when he was come out of the boat, straightway there
met him out of the tombs a man with an unclean spirit, 3 who had
his :dwelling in the tombs: and no one could any more bind him, no, not with
a chain; 4 because that he had been often bound with fetters and chains,
and the chains had been rent asunder by him, and the fetters broken in
pieces: and no one had strength to tame him. 5 And always, night and day,
in the tombs and in the mountains, he was crying out, and cutting himself
with stones. 6 And seeing :Jesus from afar, he ran and worshipped him;

7 and crying out with a loud voice, saith, What have | to do with thee, Jesus,
Son of the Most High :God? | adjure thee by :God, torment me not. 8 For he
said to him, Come forth, :unclean :spirit, out of the man. 9 And he asked him,
What is thy name? And he saith to him, My name is Legion; for we are
many. 10 And he besought him much that he would not send them away out
of the country. 11 Now there on the mountain side a great herd of swine was
feeding. 12 And they besought him, saying, Send us into the swine, that we
may enter into them. 13 And he gave them leave. And the unclean :spirits
came out, and entered into the swine: and the herd rushed down the steep
into the sea, about two thousand; and they were drowned in the sea. 14 And
they that fed them fled, and reported it in the city, and in the country. And
they came to see what it was that had come to pass. 15 And they come
unto :Jesus, and behold the demoniac sitting, clothed and in his right mind,
him that had the legion: and they were afraid. 16 And they that saw it
rehearsed to them how it befell the demoniac, and concerning the swine.

17 And they began to beseech him to depart from their :borders. 18 And as
he was entering into the boat, the whilom demoniac besought him that he
might be with him. 19 And he suffered him not, but saith to him, Go to
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thy :house unto thine own and report to them how great things the Lord hath
done for thee, and he had mercy on thee. 20 And he went away, and began
to publish in :Decapolis how great things :Jesus had done for him: and all
marvelled.

21 And when :Jesus had crossed over again in the boat unto the

other side, a great crowd was gathered unto him; and he was by the sea.
22 And one of the synagogue-rulers cometh, Jairus by name; and seeing
him, falleth at his :feet, 23 and beseecheth him much, saying, My
little :daughter is at death’s point: | pray that thou come and lay :hands on
her, that she be made whole, and live. 24 And he went with him; and a great
crowd followed him, and they thronged him. 25 And a women, who had an
issue of blood twelve years, 26 and had suffered many things of many
healers, and had spent :all she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather
grew worse, 27 having heard the things concerning :Jesus, came in the
crowd behind, and touched his :garment. 28 For she said [that], If | touch
but his :garments, | shall be made whole. 29 And straightway the fountain of
her :blood was dried up; and she knew in her :body that she was healed of
the scourge. 30 And straightway :Jesus, perceiving in himself that the
power proceeding from him had gone forth, turned him about in the crowd,
and said, Who touched my :garments? 31 And his :disciples said to him,
Thou seest the crowd thronging thee, and sayest, Who touched me?
32 And he looked round about to see her that had done this. 33 But the
woman fearing and trembling, knowing what had been done to her, came
and fell down before him, and told him the whole truth. 34 And he said to her,
Daughter, thy :faith hath made thee whole; go unto peace, and be whole of
thy :scourge. 35 While he was yet speaking, they come from the
synagogue-ruler’s house, saying [that] Thy :daughter is dead: why troublest
thou the Teacher any further? 36 But :Jesus, overhearing the word spoken,
saith to the synagogue-ruler, Fear not, only believe. 37 And he suffered no
man to follow with him, save :Peter, and James, and John the brother of
James. 38 And they come to the house of the synagogue-ruler; and he
beholdeth a tumult, and many weeping and wailing greatly. 39 And when he
entered in, he saith to them, Why make ye a tumult, and weep? the child is
not dead, but sleepeth. 40 And they laughed him to scorn. But he, having
put all forth, taketh the father of the child and the mother and those with him,
and goeth in where the child was. 41 And taking the child by the hand, he
saith to her, Talitha Koum; which, being interpreted, is Damsel, | say to thee,
Arise. 42 And straightway the damsel rose up, and walked; for she was
twelve years old. And they were amazed straightway with great
amazement. 43 And he charged them much that no one should know this:
and he spake that something be given her to eat.
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Chapter 6

1 And he went out thence; and cometh into his own :country; and
his :disciples follow him. 2 And when Sabbath came, he began to teach in
the synagogue: and the many hearing him were astonished, saying,
Whence hath this man these things? and what the wisdom :given this man,
and what mean :such mighty works wrought by his :hands? 3 Is not this the
carpenter, the son of :Mary, and brother of James, and Joses, and Judas,
and Simon? and are not his :sisters here with us? And they stumbled in him.
4 And :Jesus said to them [that] A prophet is not without honor, save in his
own :country, and among his own :kin, and in his own :house. 5 And he
could there do no mighty work, save that he laid his :hands upon a few sick,
and healed them. 6 And he marvelled because of their :unbelief.

And he went round about the villages teaching. 7 And he calleth to
him the twelve and began to send them forth two by two; and he gave them
authority over the unclean :spirits; 8 and charged them that they take
nothing for the journey, save a staff only; no bread, no wallet, no brass in[to]
the :girdle; 9 but shod with sandals: and, not to put on two coats. 10 And he
said to them, Wherever ye enter into a house, there abide till ye depart
thence. 11 And whatever place receive you not, and they hear you not, as
ye go forth thence, shake off the dust that is under your feet for a witness to
them. 12 And they went out, and preached that men should repent. 13 And
they cast out many demons, and anointed with oil many sick, and cured
them.

14 And :king Herod heard it; for his :name had become known: and
they were saying that John the Baptizer is risen from the dead, and
therefore the powers are working in him. 15 But others said that it is Elijah.
And others said that it is a prophet, as one of the prophets. 16 But :Herod,
when HE heard it, said, John, whom | beheaded, he is risen. 17 For :Herod
himself had sent forth, and laid hold upon :John, and bound him in prison for
the sake of Herodias, the wife of his :brother Philip, because he had married
her. 18 For :John was saying to :Herod [that] It is not lawful for thee to have
the wife of thy :brother. 19 And :Herodias set herself against him, and
wished to kill him; and could not; 20 for :Herod was afraid of :John, knowing
him as a righteous and holy man, and kept him safe. And when he heard
him, he was much perplexed; and heard him gladly. 21 And when a
convenient day was come, when Herod on his :birthday made a supper to
his :lords, and the colonels, and the chief men of :Galilee; 22 and when
his :daughter Herodias came in and danced, she pleased :Herod and his
guests. And the king said to the damsel, Ask me whatever thou wilt, and |
will give thee. 23 And he sware to her, Whatsoever thou shalt ask me, | will
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give thee, unto half of my :kingdom. 24 And she went out, and said to
her :mother, What shall | ask? And she said, The head of John the Baptizer.
25 And she came in straightway with haste unto the king, and requested
saying, | will that thou forthwith give me on a platter the head of John the
Baptist. 26 And though the king was very sorry for the sake of his :oaths and
of the guests, he would not refuse her. 27 And straightway the king sent
forth one of his guard, and commanded to bring his :head: and he went
away and beheaded him in the prison, 28 and brought his :head on a platter,
and gave it to the damsel; and the damsel gave it to her :mother. 29 And
when his :disciples heard it, they came and took up his :corpse, and laid it in
a tomb.

30 And the apostles gather together unto :Jesus; and reported to him
all things, whatsoever they had done, and whatsoever they had taught.
31 And he saith to them, Come YE yourselves apart into a desert place, and
rest a little. For many were :coming and :going, and they had no leisure
even to eat. 32 And they went away in the boat to a desert place apart.
33 And they saw them going, and many knew them, and they ran together
there on foot from all the cities, and outwent them. 34 And he came forth
and saw a great crowd, and had compassion on them, because they were
as sheep not having a shepherd: and he began to teach them many things.
35 And when the day was now far spent, his :disciples came to him, and said
[that] The place is desert, and the day is now far spent; 36 send them away,
that they may go into the country and villages round about, and buy
themselves aught to eat. 37 But he answered and said to them, Give YE
them to eat. And they say to him, Shall we go and buy two hundred
shillings’ worth of loaves, and give them to eat? 38 And he saith to them,
How many loaves have ye? go, see. And when they knew, they say, Five,
and two fishes. 39 And he commanded them that all should sit down by
companies upon the green grass. 40 And they sat down in ranks, by
hundreds, and by fifties. 41 And he took the five loaves and the two fishes,
and looked up to :heaven and blessed, and brake the loaves; and gave to
the disciples to set before them; and the two fishes divided he among all.
42 And all ate, and were filled. 43 And they took up broken pieces, twelve
basketfuls, also of the fishes. 44 And they that ate the loaves were five
thousand men. 45 And straightway he constrained his :disciples to
enter into the boat, and to go before him unto the other side unto Bethsaida,
while he himself sendeth the crowd away. 46 And after he had taken leave
of them, he departed into the mountain to pray. 47 And when even was
come, the boat was in the midst of the sea, and he alone on the land.
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48 And seeing them distressed in the :rowing, for the wind was contrary to
them, about the fourth watch of the night he cometh unto them, walking on
the sea; and he would have passed by them: 49 but they, when they saw
him walking on the sea, supposed that it was a ghost, and cried out; 50 for
all saw him, and were troubled. But he straightway spake with them, and
saith to them, Be of good cheer: itis I; be not afraid. 51 And he went up unto
them into the boat; and the wind ceased: and they were sore amazed in
themselves; 52 for they understood not concerning the loaves, but
their :heart was hardened. 53 And when they had crossed over to the
land they came unto Gennesaret, and moored to the shore. 54 And when
they came out of the boat, straightway the people knew him, 55 and ran
about that whole :region, and began to carry about on their beds the ailing,
wherever they heard he was. 56 And wherever he entered, into villages, or
into cities, or into the country, they laid the sick in the markets, and
besought him that they might touch if but the border of his of his :garment:
and as many as touched him were made whole.

Chapter 7

1 And the Pharisees gather unto him and certain of the scribes, who
had come from Jerusalem, 2 and seen that some of his disciples ate their
loaves with defiled, that is, unwashen, hands. 3 (For the Pharisees, and all
the Jews, except they wash their hands diligently, eat not, holding the
tradition of the elders; 4 and coming from market, except they sprinkle
themselves, they eat not; and many other things there are, which they have
received to hold, washings of cups, and pots, and brasen vessels.) 5 And
the Pharisees and the scribes ask him, Why walk not thy :disciples
according to the tradition of the elders, but eat :bread with defiled hands?
6 But HE said to them, Isaiah well prophesied of you :hypocrites, as it is
written, [that]

This :people honoreth me with their lips,

But their heart is far from me.

7 But in vain worship they me,

Teaching for doctrines commands of men. 8 Leaving the
commandment of :God, ye hold fast the tradition of :men. 9 And he said to
them, Well ye reject the commandment of :God, that ye may keep
your :tradition. 10 For Moses said, Honor thy :father and thy :mother; and,
Who speaketh evil of father or mother, let him end in death: 11 but ye say, If
a man shall say to his :father or :mother, That wherewith thou mightest have
been profited by me is Corban, which is :Given to God; 12 ye no longer
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suffer him to do aught for :father or :mother; 13 making void the word of :God
by your :tradition, which ye have delivered: and many such like ye do.

14 And he called to him the crowd again, and said to them, Hear me all of
you, and understand: 15 there is nothing from without the man, that going
into him can defile him; but the things proceeding out of the man are what
defile the man. 17 And when he entered into the house from the crowd,
his :disciples asked of him the parable. 18 And he saith to them, Are YE so
without understanding also? Perceive ye not, that whatever from without
goeth into the man, it cannot defile him; 19 because it goeth not into
his :heart, but into the belly, and goeth out into the draught? This he said,
making all :meats clean. 20 And he said [that], What proceedeth out of the
man, that defileth the man. 21 For from within, out of the heart of :men,
proceed the evil reasonings, fornications, thefts, murders, adulteries,

22 covetings, wickednesses, guile, lasciviousness, an evil eye, railing, pride,
foolishness: 23 all these evils proceed from within, and defile the man.

24 And from thence he arose, and went away into the borders of Tyre
and Sidon. And he entered into a house, and would have no one know it;
and he could not be hid. 25 But straightway a woman, whose little :daughter
had an unclean spirit, having heard of him, came and fell down at his :feet.
26 Now the woman was a Greek, Syrophoenician by :race. And she asked
him that he cast forth the demon out of her :daughter. 27 And he said to her,
Let thou first the children be filled: for it is not well to take the
children’s :bread and cast it to the dogs. 28 But she answered and saith to
him, Yea, Lord; even the dogs under the table eat of the crumbs of the
children. 29 And he said to her, For this :saying go, the demon is gone out of
thy :daughter. 30 And she went away unto her :house, and found the child
laid upon the bed, and the demon gone out. 31 And again he went out
from the borders of Tyre, and came through Sidon unto the sea of :Galilee,
through the midst of the borders of Decapolis. 32 And they bring to him one
deaf, and with a speech impediment; and they beseech him to lay his :hand
upon him. 33 And he took him aside from the crowd privately, and put
his :fingers into his :ears, and spat, and touched his :tongue; 34 and looking
up to :heaven, he sighed, and saith to him, Ephphatha, that is, Be opened.
35 And his :ears were opened, and the bond of his :tongue was loosed, and
he spake plain. 36 And he charged them that they tell no one: but the more
he charged them, so much the more a great deal THEY published it. 37 And
they were beyond measure astonished, saying, He hath done all things well;
he maketh both deaf to hear, and dumb to speak.
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Chapter 8

1 In those :days, when there was again a great crowd, and they had

nothing to eat, he called unto him the disciples, and saith to them, 2 | pity the
crowd, because they continue with me now three days, and have nothing to
eat: 3 and if | dismiss them fasting to their home, they will faint on the way;
and some of them are from far. 4 And his :disciples answered him [that],
Whence shall one be able to fill these men with loaves here in a desert
place? 5 And he asked them, How many loaves have ye? And they said,
Seven. 6 And he commandeth the crowd to sit down on the ground: and he
took the seven loaves, and having given thanks, he brake, and gave to
his :disciples, to set before them; and they set them before the crowd.
7 And they had a few small fishes: and having blessed them, he bid these
also to be set before them. 8 And they ate, and were filled: and they took up
seven hampers of left-over fragments. 9 And they were about four
thousand: and he dismissed them. 10 And straightway he entered into the
boat with his :disciples, and came into the parts of Dalmanutha.

11 And the Pharisees came forth, and began to question with him,
seeking of him a sign from :heaven, trying him. 12 And he sighed deeply in
his :spirit, and saith, Why seeketh this :generation a sign? Amen | say, no
sign shall be given this :generation. 13 And he left them, and again entering
into the boat departed to the other side. 14 And they forgot to take
loaves; and they had not in the boat with them more than one loaf. 15 And
he charged them, saying, See that ye look out for the leaven of the
Pharisees and the leaven of Herod. 16 And they reasoned one with another,
because they have no loaves. 17 And Jesus perceiving it saith to them,
Why reason ye, because ye have no loaves? do ye not yet perceive, neither
understand? have ye your heart hardened? 18 Having eyes, see ye not?
and having ears, hear ye not? and do ye not remember 19 when | brake the
five loaves among the five thousand, how many baskets full of fragments
took ye up? They say to him, Twelve. 20 When the seven among the four
thousand, how many hamperfuls of broken pieces took ye up? And they
say to him, Seven. 21 And he said to them, Do ye not yet understand?

22 And they come unto Bethsaida. And they bring to him a blind man,
and beseech him to touch him. 23 And he took hold of the blind man by the
hand, and brought him out of the village; and when he had spit on his :eyes,
and laid :hands upon him, he asked him, If thou seest aught? 24 And he
looked up, and said, | see :men; for | behold them as trees, walking.

25 Then again he laid :hands upon his :eyes; and he looked stedfastly, and
was restored, and saw all things clearly. 26 And he sent him away to his
home, saying, Enter not even into the village.
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27 And :Jesus went forth, and his :disciples, into the villages of
Caesarea :Philippi: and on the way he asked his :disciples, saying to them,
Who do :men say that | am? 28 And the told him, saying [that], John the
Baptist; and others, Elijah; others, however, that he was one of the prophets.
29 And HE asked them, But who say ye that | am? :Peter answered and
saith to him, Thou art the Christ. 30 And he charged them that they tell no
man of him. 31 And he began to teach them, that the Son of :man must
suffer many things, and be rejected by the elders, and the chief priests, and
the scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise. 32 And he spake the
saying openly. And :Peter took him, and began to rebuke him. 33 But he
turning about, and seeing his :disciples, rebuked Peter, and saith, Get
behind me, Satan, because thou mindest not the things of :God, but the
things of :men. 34 And he called to him the crowd with his :disciples,
and said to them, If any would come after me, let him deny himself, and take
up his :cross, and follow me. 35 For whoso would save his own :life shall
lose it; and whosoever shall lose his :life for my sake and the gospel’s shall
save it. 36 For what doth it profit a man to gain the whole world, and forfeit
his :life? 37 For what should a man give in exchange for his :life? 38 For
whoso shall be ashamed of me and my :words in this :adulterous and
sinful :generation, the Son of :man also shall be ashamed of him, when he
cometh in the glory of his :Father with the holy :angels.

Chapter 9

1 And he said to them, Amen | say unto you, Some are here of those
standing by, who shall in no wise taste of death, till they see the kingdom
of :God come with power.

2 And after six days :Jesus taketh with him :Peter, and :James, and
John, and bringeth them up into a high mountain apart by themselves: and
he was transfigured before them; 3 and his :garments became glistering,
exceeding white, so as no fuller on :earth can whiten them. 4 And Elijah
appeared to them with Moses: and they were talking with :Jesus.
5 And :Peter answereth and saith to :Jesus, Rabbei, it is good for us to be
here: and let us make three tents; for thee one, and for Moses one, and for
Elijah one. 6 For he knew not what to answer; for they became sore afraid.
7 And a cloud came overshadowing them: and a voice came out of the cloud,
This is my :beloved :Son: hear him. 8 And suddenly looking around they
saw no one any more with themselves, save :Jesus only. 9 And as they
were coming down from the mountain, he charged them that they tell no one
what things they had seen, save when the Son of :man should have risen
from the dead. 10 And they kept the saying, questioning among
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themselves what the rising from the dead is. 11 And they asked him, saying,
Wherefore say the scribes that Elijah must come first? 12 And he said to
them, Elijah indeed cometh first, and restoreth all things: and how is it
written of the Son of :man, that he suffer many things and be set at nought?
13 But | say unto you, that an Elijah is even come, and they have done to
him whatsoever they would, even as it is written of him.

14 And when they came to the disciples, they saw a great crowd
about them, and scribes questioning with them. 15 And straightway the
whole crowd, when they saw him, were greatly amazed, and running to him
saluted him. 16 And he asked them, What question ye with them? 17 And
one of the crowd answered him, Teacher, | brought unto thee my :son, who
hath a dumb spirit; 18 and wheresoever it seizeth him, it dasheth him down:
and he foameth, and grindeth his :teeth, and pineth away: and | spake to
thy :disciples that they cast it out; and they were unable. 19 And he
answereth them and saith, O faithless generation, how long shall | be with
you? how long shall I bear with you? bring him unto me. 20 And they
brought him unto him: and when he saw him, straightway the spirit
convulses him grievously; and he fell on the ground, and wallowed foaming.
21 And he asked his :father, How long time is it since this hath come to him?
And he said, From a child. 22 And oft-times it hath cast him both into fire
and into waters, to destroy him: but If thou canst do aught have pity on us,
and help us. 23 And :Jesus said to him, As to the If thou canst! All things
are possible to him that believeth. 24 Straightway the father of the little child
cried out, and said, | believe; help mine :unbelief. 25 And :Jesus seeing that
a crowd was running together, rebuked the unclean :spirit, saying to him,
Dumb and deaf :spirit, | command thee, come out of him, and come no more
into him. 26 And having cried out, and convulsed him much, he came out:
and the boy became as one dead; so that the many said [that] He is dead.
27 But :Jesus took him by the hand, and raised him up; and he arose.

28 And when he was come into the house, his :disciples asked him privately,
Why could not we cast it out? 29 And he said to them, This :kind can come
out by nothing, save by prayer.

30 And they went forth thence, and passed through :Galilee; and he
would not that any one know it. 31 For he taught his :disciples, and said to
them [that] The Son of :man is delivered up into men’s hands and they shall
kill him; and when killed shall after three days rise again. 32 But they
understood not the saying, and were afraid to ask him.

33 And they came to Capernaum: and when he was in the house he
asked them, What were ye reasoning on the way? 34 But they were silent:
for they had disputed one with another on the way, who was the greater.
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35 And he sat down, and called the twelve, and saith to them, If any would
be first, he shall be last of all, and minister of all. 36 And he took a little child,
and set him in the midst: and taking it in his arms, he said to them, 37 Whoso
receive one of such little :children in my :name, receiveth me: and whoso
receive me, receiveth not me, but him that sent me. 38 :John said to him,
Teacher, we saw one casting out demons in thy :name, and we were
hindering him, because he followed not us. 39 But :Jesus said, Hinder him
not: for there is no one who shall do a mighty work in my :name, and be able
quickly to speak evil of me. 40 For who is not against us is for us. 41 For
whoso shall give you a cup of water to drink, because in name ye are
Christ’'s, Amen | say unto you, that he shall in nowise lose his :reward.

42 And whoso should stumble one of these :little ones that believe, better for
him if a great millstone hang about his :neck, and he were cast into the sea.
43 And if thy :hand cause thee to stumble, cut it off: it is good for thee to
enter into the life maimed, rather than having two :hands to go into :geenna,
into the unquenchable :fire. 45 And if thy :foot cause thee to stumble, cut it
off: it is good for thee to enter into the life halt, rather than having two :feet to
be cast into :geenna. 47 And if thine :eye cause thee to stumble, cast it out:
it is good for thee to enter into the kingdom of :God with one eye, rather than
having two eyes to be cast into geenna; 48 where their :worm dieth not, and
the fire is not quenched. 49 For every one shall be salted with fire. 50 :Salt
is good: but if the salt become saltless, wherewith will ye season it? Have
salt in yourselves, and be at peace one with another.

Chapter 10

1 And he arose thence, and cometh into the borders of :Judaea and

beyond the Jordan: and crowds come together unto him again; and, as he
was wont, he taught them again. 2 And Pharisees came to him, and asked
him, if it is lawful for a man to put away his wife? trying him. 3 And he
answered and said to them, What did Moses command you? 4 And they
said, Moses permitted to write a bill of divorce, and to put away.
5 But :Jesus said to them, For your :hardness of heart he wrote you
this :commandment. 6 But from the beginning of creation, Male and female
made he them. 7 For this cause shall a man leave his :father and :mother;
8 and the two shall become one flesh: so that they are no more two, but one
flesh. 9 What therefore :God hath yoked together, let not man put asunder.
10 And in the house the disciples asked him again of this. 11 And he saith to
them, Whosoever shall put away his :wife, and marry another, committeth
adultery against her: 12 and if she herself shall put away her :husband, and
marry another, she committeth adultery.
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13 And they were bringing to him little children, that he touch them:
and the disciples rebuked them. 14 But when :Jesus saw it, he was
indignant, and said to them, Suffer the little children to come unto me;
hinder them not: for of such is the kingdom of :God. 15 Amen | say unto you,
Whoso shall not receive the kingdom of :God as a little child, shall in no wise
enter therein. 16 And he took them in his arms, and blessed them, laying
his :hands upon them.

17 And as he was going forth into the way, one ran to him, and
kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Teacher, what shall | do to inherit
eternal life? 18 And :Jesus said to him, Why callest thou me good? none is
good save one, :God. 19 Thou knowest the commandments, Kill not,
Commit no adultery, Steal not, Bear no false witness, Defraud not, Honor
thy :father and :mother. 20 And he said to him, Teacher, all these have |
observed from my youth. 21 And :Jesus looking upon him loved him, and
said to him, One thing thou lackest: go, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give
to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.
22 But his countenance fell at the saying, and he went away sorrowful: for
he was one that had great possessions. 23 And :Jesus looked about,
and saith to his :disciples, How hardly shall they that have riches go into the
kingdom of :God! 24 And the disciples were amazed at his :words.
But :Jesus answereth again, and saith to them, Children, how hard is it to
enter into the kingdom of :God! 25 It is easier for a camel to go through a
needle’s eye, than for a rich man to go into the kingdom of :God. 26 And
they were astonished exceedingly, saying unto him, Then who can be
saved? 27 :Jesus looked upon them and saith, Impossible with men, but not
with God: for all things are possible with :God. 28 :Peter began to say to
him, Lo, we have left all, and have followed thee. 29 :Jesus said, Amen | say
unto you, There is no one that hath left house, or brethren, or sisters, or
mother, or father, or children, or fields, for my sake, and for the gospel's
sake, 30 but he shall receive hundredfold now in this :season houses, and
brethren, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and fields, with
persecutions; and in all the age to :come eternal life. 31 But many first shall
be last; and the last first.

32 And they were on the way, going up to Jerusalem; and :Jesus was
going before them: and they were amazed; and they that followed were
afraid. And he took again the twelve, and began to tell them the things to
happen to him, 33 saying, [that] Lo, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son
of :man shall be delivered to the chief priests and the scribes; and they shall
condemn him to death, and shall deliver him to the nations: 34 and they shall
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mock him, and spit upon him, and scourge him, and kill him; and after three
days he shall rise again.

35 And there come near to him James and John, the two sons of
Zebedee, saying to him, Teacher, we would thou shouldest do for us
whatsoever we shall ask thee. 36 And he said to them, What would ye |
should do for you? 37 And they said to him, Grant us to sit, one on thy right,
and one on thy left, in thy :glory. 38 But :Jesus said to them, Ye know not
what ye ask. Can ye drink the cup that | drink? or to be baptized with the
baptism that | am baptized with? 39 And they said to him, We can.
And :Jesus said to them, The cup that | drink ye shall drink; and with the
baptism that | am baptized with shall ye be baptized: 40 but to sit on my right
or on my left is not mine to give, but for whom it hath been prepared. 41 And
when the ten heard it, they began to be indignant concerning James and
John. 42 And :Jesus called them to him, and saith to them, Ye know that
they who are accounted to rule over the nations lord it over them; and
their :great exercise authority over them. 43 But it is not so among you: but
whosoever would become great among you, shall be your minister; 44 and
whosoever would be first among you, shall be bondman of all. 45 For the
Son of :man also came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give
his :life a ransom for many.

46 And they come to Jericho: and as he went out from Jericho, with
his disciples and a great crowd, the son of Timeeus, Bartimaeus, a blind
beggar, was sitting by the way side. 47 And when he heard that it was Jesus
the Nazarene, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, son of David, have
mercy on me. 48 And many rebuked him, that he should hold his peace: but
he cried out the more a great deal, Son of David, have mercy on me.

49 And :Jesus stood still, and said, Call ye him. And they call the blind man,
saying to him, Be of good cheer: rise, he calleth thee. 50 And he, casting
away his :garment, sprang up, and came unto :Jesus. 51 And :Jesus
answered him, and said, What wilt thou that | should do unto thee? And the
blind man said to him, Rabbounei, that | may receive my sight.

52 And :Jesus said to him, Go; thy :faith hath made thee whole. And
straightway he received his sight, and followed him in the way.

Chapter 11

1 And when they draw nigh unto Jerusalem, unto Bethphage and
Bethany, at the mount of :Olives, he sendeth two of his :disciples, 2 and
saith to them, Go into the village that is over against you: and straightway as
ye enter into it, ye shall find a colt tied, whereon no man ever yet sat; loose
him, and bring him. 3 And if any say to you, Why do ye this? say, The Lord
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hath need of him; and straightway he sendeth him back hither. 4 And they
went away, and found a colt tied at a door without in the open street; and
they loose him. 5 And certain of them that stood there said to them, What
do ye, loosing the colt? 6 And they said to them even as :Jesus had said:
and they let them go. 7 And they bring the colt unto :Jesus, and cast on him
their :garments; and he sat upon him. 8 And many spread their :garments
upon the way; and others branches, which they had cut from the fields.

9 And who went before and who followed cried,

Hosanna,;

Blessed who cometh in the Lord’s name.

10 Blessed the coming kingdom of our :father David:

Hosanna in the highest.

11 And he entered into Jerusalem, into the temple; and having looked round
about upon all things, it being now the eventide hour, he went out to
Bethany with the twelve.

12 And on the morrow, when they came out from Bethany, he
hungered. 13 And seeing a fig tree afar off having leaves, he came, if haply
he might find aught thereon: and when he came to it, he found nothing but
leaves; for it was not the season of figs. 14 And he answered and said to it,
No one eat fruit from thee henceforward unto the age. And his :disciples
heard it. 15 And they come to Jerusalem: and he entered into the
temple, and began to cast out them that sold and them that bought in the
temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of
them that sold the doves; 16 and he would not suffer that any one carry a
vessel through the temple. 17 And he taught, and said, Is it not written, [that]
My :house shall be called a house of prayer for all the nations? but YE have
made it a den of robbers. 18 And the chief priests and the scribes heard it,
and sought how they might destroy him: for they feared him, for all the
crowd was astonished at his :teaching. 19 And every evening they went
forth out of the city. 20 And as they passed by early in the morning, they
saw the fig tree withered away from the roots. 21 And :Peter calling to
remembrance saith to him, Rabbei, behold, the fig tree which thou cursedst
is withered. 22 And :Jesus answered and saith to them, Have God’s faith.
23 Amen | say unto you, [that] Whoso shall say to this mountain, Be taken
up and cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his :heart, but shall believe
that what he saith cometh to pass, he shall have it. 24 Therefore | say unto
you, All things whatever ye pray and ask for, believe that ye received them,
and ye shall have them. 25 And whensoever ye stand praying, forgive, if ye
have aught against any one; that your :Father also who is in the heavens
may forgive you your :trespasses.
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27 And they come again to Jerusalem: and as he was walking in the
temple, the chief priests come unto him, and the scribes, and the elders,
28 and said to him, By what authority doest thou these things? or who gave
thee this :authority to do these? 29 And :Jesus said to them, | will ask you
one question, and answer me, and | will tell you by what authority | do these
things. 30 The baptism of :John, was it from heaven, or from men? answer
me. 31 And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From
heaven; he will say, Why then did ye not believe him? 32 But shall we say,
From men? they feared the crowd: for all verily held :John to be a prophet.
33 And they answered :Jesus and say, We know not. And :Jesus saith to
them, Neither tell | you by what authority | do these things.

Chapter 12

1 And he began to speak to them in parables. A man planted a

vineyard, and set a hedge about it, and digged a winepress pit, and built a
tower, and let it out to husbandmen, and went into another country. 2 And at
the season he sent to the husbandmen a bondman that he receive from the
husbandmen of the fruits of the vineyard. 3 And they took him, and beat him,
and sent him away empty. 4 And again he sent unto them another
bondman; and him they wounded in the head, and handled shamefully.
5 And he sent another; and him they killed: and many others; beating some,
and killing some. 6 He had yet one, a beloved son: he sent him last unto
them, saying, [that] They will reverence my son. 7 But those :husbandmen
said among themselves [that], This is the heir; come, let us kill him, and the
inheritance shall be ours. 8 And they took and killed him, and cast him forth
out of the vineyard. 9 What will the lord of the vineyard do? he will come and
destroy the husbandmen, and will give to others the vineyard. 10 Have ye
not read even this :scripture:

A stone which the builders rejected,

The same was made head of the corner;

11 This was from the Lord,

And it is marvellous in our eyes?

12 And they sought to seize him; and they feared the crowd, for they
perceived that he spake the parable against them: and they left him, and
went away.

13 And they send unto him certain of the Pharisees and of the
Herodians, that they might catch him in talk. 14 And when they came they
say to him, Teacher, we know that thou art true, and carest for no one; for
thou regardest not the face of men, but of a truth teachest the way of :God:
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Is it lawful to give tribute unto Caesar, or not? 15 Shall we give, or not give?
But he, knowing their :hypocrisy, said to them, Why do ye try me? bring me
a shilling, that | see it. 16 And they brought it. And he saith to them, Whose
this :image and the inscription? And they said to him, Caesar’s.

17 And :Jesus said, Render to Caesar the things of Caesar, and to :God the
things of :God. And they marvelled greatly at him.

18 And Sadducees come unto him, who say, there is no resurrection;
and they asked him, saying, 19 Teacher, Moses wrote unto us, that, If one’s
brother die, and leave a wife behind, and leave no child, that his :brother
should take his :wife, and raise up seed to his :brother. 20 There were
seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and dying left no seed; 21 and the
second took her, and died, leaving no seed behind; and the third likewise:
22 and the seven left no seed. Last of all the woman also died. 23 In the
resurrection whose wife shall she be of them? for the seven had her to wife.
24 :Jesus said to them, Is it not for this cause that ye err, that ye know not
the scriptures, nor the power of :God? 25 For when they shall rise from the
dead, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage; but are as angels in the
heavens. 26 But about the dead, that they are raised; have ye not read in
the book of Moses, in the passage about the Bush, how :God spake to him,
saying, | am the God of Abraham, and God of Isaac, and God of Jacob?
27 He is not God of the dead, but of the living: ye greatly err.

28 And one of the scribes came, and heard them questioning
together, and knowing that he had answered them well, asked him, What
commandment is first of all? 29 :Jesus answered, The first is, Hear, Israel;
The Lord our :God, the Lord is one: 30 and thou shalt love the Lord thy :God
from all thy heart, and from all thy :soul, and from all thy :mind, and from all
thy :strength. 31 And second is this, Thou shalt love thy :neighbor as thyself.
No other commandment is greater than these. 32 The scribe said to him, Of
a truth, Teacher, thou hast well said that his is one; and there is none other
but he: 33 and to love him from all the heart, and from all the understanding,
and from all the strength, and to love his :neighbor as himself, is much more
than all whole :burnt-offerings and sacrifices. 34 And :Jesus seeing that he
answered discreetly, said to him, Thou art not far from the kingdom of :God.
And no one durst question him any more. 35 And :Jesus answered and
said, as he taught in the temple, How say the scribes that the Christ Is
David’s son? 36 David himself said in the Holy :Spirit,

The Lord said unto my :Lord,

Sit thou on my right,

Till I put thine :enemies underneath thy :feet.

37 David himself calleth him Lord; and whence is he his son? And the great
crowd heard him gladly. 38 And in :his teaching he said, Beware of the
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scribes, who desire to walk in robes, and to have salutations in the markets,
39 and chief seats in the synagogues, and chief places at the feasts: 40 they
that devour :widows’ :houses, and for pretence make long prayers; these
shall receive greater condemnation. 41 And he sat down over against
the treasury, and beheld how the crowd cast brass into the treasury: and
many rich cast in much. 42 And one poor widow came and cast in two mites,
which make a farthing. 43 And he called unto him his :disciples, and said to
them, Amen | say unto you [that] This :poor :widow cast in more than all that
are casting into the treasury:

44 for they all did cast in of their :superfluity; but she of her :want cast in all
that she had, all her :living.

Chapter 13

1 And as he went forth out of the temple, one of his :disciples saith to
him, Teacher, behold, what manner of stones and what manner of buildings!
2 And :Jesus said to him, Seest thou these great :buildings? there shall not
be left here stone upon stone which shall not be thrown down. 3 And as he
sat on the mount of :Olives over against the temple, Peter asked him
privately, and James and John and Andrew: 4 Tell us, when shall these
things be? and what the sign when these are all about to be accomplished?
5 And :Jesus began to say to them, Beware that no one deceive you.

6 Many shall come in my :name, saying [that], | am he; and shall lead many
astray. 7 And when ye shall hear of wars and rumors of wars, be not
troubled: it must come to pass; but the end is not yet. 8 For nation shall rise
against nation, and kingdom against kingdom; earthquakes shall be in
diverse places; famines shall be: these are the beginning of travail. 9 But
look to yourselves: for they shall deliver you up to councils; and in
synagogues shall ye be beaten; and before governors and kings shall ye
stand for my sake, for a witness to them. 10 And the gospel must first be
preached unto all the nations. 11 And when they lead you to judgment, and
deliver you up, be not anxious beforehand what ye shall speak: but
whatever shall be given you in that :hour, that speak; for it is not YE that
speak, but the Holy :Spirit. 12 And brother shall deliver up brother to death,
and a father his child; and children shall rise up against parents, and put
them to death. 13 And ye shall be hated of all for my name’s sake: but who
endureth to the end, the same shall be saved. 14 But when ye see the
abomination of :desolation standing where it ought not (let him that readeth
understand), then let those in :Judaea flee unto the mountains: 15 let him
that is on the housetop not go down, nor enter in, to take anything out of the
house: 16 and let the one in the field not return back to take his cloak. 17 But
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woe to those with child and to those giving suck in those :days! 18 And pray
that it be not in winter. 19 For those :days shall be tribulation, such as there
hath not been the like from the beginning of creation which :God created
until :now, and never shall be. 20 And except the Lord had shortened the
days, no flesh would have been saved; but for the elect's sake, whom he
chose, he shortened the days. 21 And then if any one say to you, See, here
the Christ, see, there, believe not. 22 for false Christs shall arise and false
prophets, and shall show signs and wonders, that they may lead astray, if
possible, the elect. 23 But beware YE: | have told you all things beforehand.
24 But in those :days, after that :tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and
the moon shall not give her :light, 25 and the stars shall be falling from the
heaven, and the powers :in the heavens shall be shaken. 26 And then shall
they see the Son of :man coming in clouds with great power and glory.

27 And then shall he send forth the angels, and shall gather together
his :elect from the four winds, from earth’s end to heaven’s end. 28 Now
from the fig tree learn the parable: when her :branch is now become tender,
and putteth forth the leaves, ye know that :summer is nigh; 29 even so ye
also, when ye see these things coming to pass, know that he is nigh, at the
doors. 30 Amen | say unto you, that, this :race shall in no wise pass away,
until all these things be accomplished. 31 :Heaven and :earth shall pass
away: but my :words shall not pass away. 32 But of that :day or the hour
knoweth no one, nor the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but the Father.

33 Look out, watch: for ye know not when the season is. 34 It is as when a
man, sojourning in another country, having left his :house, and
given :authority to his :bondmen, to each his :work, commanded also the
porter to watch. 35 Be watchful therefore: for ye know not when the lord of
the house cometh, whether at even, or at midnight, or at cockcrowing, or at
morn; 36 lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping. 37 And what | say to
you | say to all, Watch.

Chapter 14

1 Now after two days was the passover and the unleavened bread:
and the chief priests and the scribes sought how to take him with guile, and
kill him: 2 for they said, Not during the feast, lest haply a tumult shall be of
the people.

3 And while he was in Bethany in the house of Simon the leper, as he
sat at meat, a women came having the alabaster cruse of ointment of pure
nard very costly; she brake the alabaster, and poured it over his :head. 4
But there were some that had indignation among themselves, saying, To
what purpose hath this :waste of the ointment been made? 5 For
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this :ointment might have been sold for above three hundred shillings, and
given to the poor. And they murmured against her. 6 But :Jesus said, Let
her alone; why trouble ye her? she hast wrought a good work on me. 7 For
ye have the poor always with you, and whenever ye will ye can do them
always good: but me ye have not always. 8 She hath done what she could;
she hath anointed my :body beforehand for the burying. 9 And amen | say
unto you, Wherever the gospel shall be preached throughout the whole
world, what also this woman hath done shall be spoken of for a memorial of
her. 10 And Judas Iscariot, the one of the twelve, went away unto the
chief priests, that he might deliver him to them. 11 And they, when they
heard it, were glad, and promised to give him silver-pieces. And he sought
how he might conveniently deliver him up.

12 And on the first day of :unleavened bread, when they sacrificed
the passover, his :disciples say to him, Where wilt thou that we go and make
ready that thou eat the passover? 13 And he sendeth two of his :disciples,
and saith to them, Go into the city, and a man shall meet you bearing a
pitcher of water: follow him; 14 and wherever he shall go in, say to the
house-master, The Teacher saith, Where is my :guest-chamber, where |
shall eat the passover with my :disciples? 15 And HE will show you a large
upper room furnished, ready: and there prepare for us. 16 And the disciples
went forth, and came into the city, and found as he had said to them: and
they made ready the passover. 17 And when it was evening he cometh
with the twelve. 18 And as they reclined and were eating, :Jesus said, Amen
| say unto you, [that] One of you shall deliver me up, who eateth with me.
19 They began to be sorrowful, and to say to him one by one, Isit1? 20 And
he said to them, One of the twelve :who dippeth with me in the one dish.
21 Because the Son of :man goeth, even as it is written of him: but woe to
that :man through whom the Son of :man is delivered up! Good were it for
him if that man had not been born. 22 And as they were eating, he took
a loaf, and when he had blessed, he brake it, and gave to them, and said,
Take: this is my :body. 23 And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks,
he gave to them: and all drank of it. 24 And he said to them, This is
my :blood of the covenant, which is shed for many. 25 Amen | say unto you
[that], | shall no more drink of the fruit of the vine, until that :day when | drink
it new in the kingdom of :God. 26 And when they had sung a hymn, they
went out unto the mount of :Olives. 27 And :Jesus saith to them [that] All
ye shall stumble: for it is written, | will smite the shepherd, and the sheep
shall be scattered abroad. 28 But after | am raised up | will go before you
into :Galilee. 29 And Peter said to him, Though all shall stumble, yet not I.
30 And :Jesus saith to him, Amen | say unto thee, that thou today, this :night,
before the cock crow twice, shalt deny me thrice. 31 But he spake
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exceeding vehemently, If | must die with thee, | will in nowise deny thee.
Moreover all spake likewise.

32 And they come unto an enclosure by the name of Gethsemane:

and he saith to his :disciples, Sit here, while | pray. 33 And he taketh with
him :Peter and :James and :John, and began to be greatly amazed, and
sore troubled. 34 And he saith to them, My :soul is exceeding sorrowful
even unto death: abide here, and watch. 35 And he went forward a little,
and fell on the ground, and prayed that, if it was possible, the hour might
pass away from him. 36 And he said, Abba, :Father, all things are possible
to thee; remove this :cup from me: but not what | will, but what thou wilt.
37 And he cometh, and findeth them sleeping, and saith to :Peter, Simon,
sleepest thou? couldest thou not watch one hour? 38 Watch and pray, that
ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.
39 And again he went away, and prayed, saying the same words. 40 And
again he came, and found them sleeping, for their :eyes were very heavy;
and they knew not what to answer him. 41 And he cometh the third time,
and saith to them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: enough; the hour is
come; lo, the Son of :man is delivered up into the hands of :sinners. 42 Arise,
let us be going: lo, he that delivereth me up is at hand. 43 And
straightway, while he yet spake, cometh :Judas, one of the twelve, and with
him a crowd with swords and staves from the chief priests and the scribes
and the elders. 44 Now who delivered him up had given them a token,
saying, Whomever | shall kiss, that is he; take him, and lead him away
safely. 45 And when he was come, straightway he came to him, and saith,
Rabbei, and kissed him much. 46 And they laid :hands on him, and took him.
47 But a certain one of the bystanders drew his :sword, and smote the
bondman of the high priest, and struck off his :ear. 48 And :Jesus answered
and said to them, Are ye come out, as against a robber, with swords and
staves to seize me? 49 | was daily with you in the temple teaching, and ye
took me not: but this is that the scriptures might be fulfilled. 50 And all left
him, and fled. 51 And a certain young man followed with him, having a linen
cloth cast about him, over his naked body: and they lay hold on him; 52 but
he left the linen cloth, and fled naked.

53 And they led :Jesus away unto the high priest: and all the chief
priests and the elders and the scribes come together. 54 And :Peter had
followed him afar off, even within, into the court of the high priest; and he
was sitting with the officers, and warming himself in the light of the fire.

55 Now the chief priests and the whole Sanhedrin were seeking witness
against :Jesus to :put him to death; and found not. 56 For many bare false
witness against him, and their witness agreed not together. 57 And certain
stood up, and bare false withess against him, saying [that] 58 We heard him
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say, [that] | will destroy this :temple :made with hands, and in three days |
will build another made without hands. 59 And not even thus did their
witness agree together. 60 And the high priest stood up in the midst, and
asked :Jesus, saying, Answerest thou nothing? what do these witness
against thee? 61 But he was silent, and answered nothing. Again the high
priest asked him, and saith to him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the
Blessed? 62 And :Jesus said, | am: and ye shall see the Son of :man sitting
at the right hand of the Power, and coming with the clouds of :heaven.

63 And the high priest rent his :clothes, and saith, What further need have
we of witnesses? 64 Ye have heard the blasphemy? what think ye? And
they all condemned him to be worthy of death. 65 And some began to spit
on him, and to cover his :face, and to buffet him, and to say to him,
Prophesy: and the officers received him with blows. 66 And as :Peter
was beneath in the court, there cometh one of the maids of the high priest;
67 and seeing :Peter warming himself, she looked on him, and saith, Thou
also wast with the Nazarene, :Jesus. 68 But he denied, saying, | neither
know, nor understand what thou sayest: and he went out into the fore court.
69 And the maid saw him, and began again to say to the bystanders [that]
This is one of them. 70 But he again denied it. And after a little again the
bystanders said to :Peter, Truly thou are one of them; for thou also are a
Galileean. 71 But he began to curse, and to swear, [that] | know not
this :man of whom ye speak. 72 And straightway a second time the cock
crew. And :Peter remembered the word, how that :Jesus said to him, [that]
Before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. And when he
thought thereon, he wept.

Chapter 15

1 And straightway in the morning the chief priests with the elders and
scribes, and the whole Sanhedrin, held a consultation, and bound :Jesus,
and carried him away, and delivered him up to Pilate. 2 And :Pilate asked
him, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answering him, saith, Thou
sayest. 3 And the chief priests accused him of many things. 4 And :Pilate
again asked him, saying, Answerest thou nothing? See how many things
they accuse thee of. 5 But :Jesus answered nothing more; so that Pilate
marvelled. 6 Now at the feast he would release to them one prisoner, whom
they asked of him. 7 And the one called Barabbas was bound with the
insurgents, men who in the insurrection had committed murder. 8 And the
crowd went up and began to ask him to do as he was wont to do to them.
9 And :Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that | release to you the King of
the Jews? 10 For he perceived that for envy the chief priests had delivered

him up. 11 But the chief priests stirred up the crowd, that he should rather
release :Barabbas to them. 12 And Pilate again answered and said to them,
What then shall I do to him whom ye call the King of the Jews? 13 And they
cried out again, Crucify him. 14 And :Pilate said to them, What evil, pray,
hath he done? But they cried out exceedingly, Crucify him. 15 And :Pilate
wishing to content the crowd, released to them :Barabbas, and
delivered :Jesus, when he had scourged him, to be crucified.

16 And the soldiers led him away within the court, which is the
Praetorium; and they call together the whole band. 17 And they clothe him
with purple, and platting a crown of thorns, they put it on him; 18 and they
began to salute him, Hail, King of the Jews! 19 And they smote his :head
with a reed, and spat upon him, and bowing their knees worshipped him.
20 And when they had mocked him, they took off from him the purple, and
put on him his :garments. And they lead him out to crucify him. 21 And they
compel one passing by, Simon of Cyrene, coming from the country, the
father of Alexander and Rufus, that he might bear his :cross. 22 And they
bring him unto the place Golgotha, which is, being interpreted, Place of a
skull. 23 And they gave him wine mingled with myrrh: but he received it not.
24 And they crucify him, and part his :garments among them, casting lots
upon them, what each should take. 25 And it was the third hour, and they
crucified him. 26 And the inscription of his :accusation was written over, THE
KING OF THE JEWS. 27 And with him they crucify two robbers; one on his
right, and one on his left. 29 And the passers by railed on him, wagging their
heads, and saying, Ha! thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in
three days, 30 save thyself, and come down from the cross. 31 Likewise
also the chief priests mocking him among themselves with the scribes said,
He saved others, himself he cannot save. 32 Let the Christ, the King of
Israel, now come down from the cross, that we might see and believe. And
those crucified with him reproached him. 33 And when the sixth hour
was come, darkness came over the whole earth until the ninth hour. 34 And
at the ninth hour :Jesus cried with a loud voice, Eloi, Eloi, lama
sabachthanei? which is, being interpreted, My :God, my :God, why hast
thou forsaken me? 35 And some of the bystanders, when they heard it, said,
See, he calleth Elijah. 36 And one ran, and filling a sponge with vinegar, put
it on a reed, and gave him to drink, saying, Let be; let us see whether Elijah
cometh to take him down. 37 And :Jesus uttered a loud voice, and expired.
38 And the vell of the sanctuary was rent in two from top to bottom. 39 And
when the centurion, who stood by over against him, saw that he thus
expired, he said, Truly this :man was God’s Son. 40 And there were also
women beholding from afar: among whom were both Mariam :Magdalene,
and Mary the mother of James the little and of Joses, and Salome; 41 who,
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when he was in :Galilee, followed him, and ministered to him; and many
other women that came up with him unto Jerusalem.

42 And when even was now come, since it was the Preparation, that

is, the day before the sabbath, 43 Joseph of Arimathaea came, a councillor
of honorable estate, who also himself was looking for the kingdom of :God;
and he boldly went in unto :Pilate, and asked for the body of :Jesus.
44 And :Pilate marvelled if he were already dead: and calling unto him the
centurion, asked him if he were already dead. 45 And when he learned it of
the centurion, he granted the corpse to :Joseph. 46 And he bought a linen
cloth, and taking him down, wound him in the linen cloth, and laid him in a
tomb which had been hewn out of a rock; and he rolled a stone against the
door of the tomb. 47 And :Mary :Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses
beheld where he was laid.

Chapter 16

1 And when the sabbath was past, :Mary :Magdalene, and Mary the

mother of :James, and Salomé brought spices, that they might come and
anoint him. 2 And very early on the first day of the week, they come to the
tomb when the sun was risen. 3 And they were saying among themselves,
Who shall roll us away the stone from the door of the tomb? 4 and looking
up, they behold that the stone is rolled back: for it was exceeding great.
5 And entering into the tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right,
arrayed in a white robe; and they were amazed. 6 And he saith to them, Be
not amazed: ye seek Jesus, the Nazarene, the crucified one: he is risen; he
is not here: see the place where they laid him! 7 But go, tell his :disciples
and :Peter [that], He goeth before you into :Galilee: there shall ye see him,
as he said to you. 8 And they went out and fled from the tomb; for trembling
and astonishment had come upon them: and they said nothing to any one;
for they were afraid.

9 Now when he was risen early on the first of the week, he appeared
first to Mary :Magdalene, from whom he had cast out seven demons.
10 SHE went and reported to them that had been with him, as they mourned
and wept. 11 And THEY, when they heard that he was alive, and had been
seen of her, disbelieved. 12 And after these things he was manifested in
another form to two of them walking, as they were proceeding into the
country. 13 And THEY went away and reported to the rest: neither believed
they them. 14 And afterward he was manifested to the eleven themselves
as they sat at meat; and he rebuked their :unbelief and hardness of heart,
because they believed not them that had seen him risen from the dead.
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15 And he said to them, Go into all the world, and preach the gospel to the
whole creation. 16 Who hath believed and is baptized shall be saved; but
who hath disbelieved shall be condemned. 17 And these signs shall follow
them that have believed: in my :name shall they cast out demons, speak
with tongues; 18 and in their hands they shall take up serpents, and if they
drink aught deadly, it shall in now wise hurt them; they shall lay hands on
the sick, and they shall recover.

19 So then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken to them, was taken
up into :heaven, and sat down at the right hand of :God. 20 And THEY went
forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and
confirming the word by the signs that followed.
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ACCORDING TO LUKE
Chapter 1

1 FORASMUCH as many have taken in hand to draw up a narrative
concerning the matters which have been established among us, 2 even as
they delivered them to us, who from the beginning were eyewitnesses and
ministers of the word, 3 it seemed good to me also, having traced the course
of all things accurately from above, to write to thee in order, excellent
Theophilus; 4 that thou mightest know the certainty concerning the words
wherein thou wast instructed.

5 There was in the days of Herod, king of :Judaea, a certain priest,
Zacharias by name, of the course of Abijah: and he had a wife of the
daughters of Aaron, and her :name was Elisabeth. 6 And both were
righteous before :God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of
the Lord blameless. 7 And they had no child, because that :Elisabeth was
barren, and both were now advanced in their :days. 8 Now it came to
pass, while he ministered as priest before :God in the order of his :course,
9 according to the custom of the priesthood, his lot was to enter into the
sanctuary of the Lord and burn incense. 10 And the whole multitude of the
people was praying without at the hour of :incense. 11 And there appeared
to him an angel of the Lord standing on the right of the altar of :incense.

12 And Zacharias was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him.

13 But the angel said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias: because
thy :supplication is heard, and thy :wife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son, and
thou shalt call his :name John. 14 And thou shalt have joy and gladness;
and many shall rejoice at his :birth. 15 For he shall be great before the Lord,
and shall drink no wine nor strong drink; and shall be filled with the Holy
Spirit, even from his mother’s :womb. 16 And many of the sons of Israel
shall he turn unto the Lord their :God. 17 And HE shall go before his face in
the spirit and power of Elijah, to turn the fathers’ hearts to the children, and
the disobedient to walk in the wisdom of the just; to make ready for the Lord
a people prepared for him. 18 And Zacharias said to the angel, Whereby
shall I know this? for | am an old man, and my :wife advanced in her :days.
19 And the angel answered and said to him, | am Gabriel, that stand
in :God’s presence; and | was sent to speak unto thee, and bring thee these
good tidings. 20 And lo, thou shalt be silent and unable to speak, until the
day that these things shall come to pass, because thou believedst not
my :words, which shall be fulfilled unto their :season. 21 And the people
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was waiting for :Zacharias, and marvelled while he tarried in the sanctuary.
22 And when he came out, he could not speak to them: and they perceived
that he had seen a vision in the sanctuary: and HE continued making signs
to them, and remained dumb. 23 And it came to pass, when the days of
his :ministration were fulfilled, he departed unto his :house. 24 And after
these :days Elisabeth his :wife conceived; and she hid herself five months,
saying, [that] 25 Thus hath the Lord done to me in the days wherein he
looked upon me, to take away my reproach among men.

26 Now in the sixth :month the angel Gabriel was sent from :God unto
a city of :Galilee, Nazareth by name, 27 unto a virgin betrothed to a man
Joseph by name of David’'s house; and the name of the virgin was Mariam.
28 And he came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou grace-endued, the Lord is
with thee. 29 But she was greatly troubled at the saying, and cast in her
mind what manner of :salutation this might be. 30 And the angel said to her,
Fear not, Mariam: for thou hast found grace with :God. 31 And lo, thou shalt
conceive in thy womb, and bear a Son, and shalt call his :name JESUS.
32 HE shall be great, and shall be called Son of the Most High: and the
Lord :God shall give him the throne of his :father David: 33 and he shall reign
over the house of Jacob unto the ages; and of his :kingdom shall be no end.
34 And Mariam said unto the angel, How shall this be, since | know not a
man? 35 And the angel answered and said to her, The Holy Spirit shall
come upon thee, and the power of the Most High shall overshadow thee:
wherefore also what is begotten shall be called holy, Son of God. 36 And lo,
Elisabeth thy :kinswoman, she also hath conceived a son in her old age;
and this is the sixth month with her that is called barren. 37 Because no
word from :God shall be void of power. 38 And Mariam said, Lo, the
bondmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy :word. And the angel
departed from her. 39 And Mariam arose in these :days and went into
the hill country with haste, into a city of Judah; 40 and entered into the house
of Zacharias and greeted :Elisabeth. 41 And it came to pass,
when :Elisabeth heard the greeting of :Mariam, the babe leaped in
her :womb; and :Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit; 42 and she lifted up
her voice with a loud cry, and said, Blessed thou among women, and
blessed the fruit of thy :womb. 43 And whence is this to me, that the mother
of my :Lord should come unto me? 44 For lo, when the voice of thy :greeting
came into mine :ears, the babe leaped in my :womb for joy. 45 And blessed
she that believed that there shall be a fulfillment of the things spoken to her
from the Lord. 46 And Mariam said,

My :soul doth magnify the Lord,

47 And my :spirit hath rejoiced in :God my :Savior.

48 Because he hath looked upon the low estate of his :bondmaid:
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For lo, from :now on all :generations shall call me blessed.

49 Because the Mighty one hath done to me great things;
And holy is his :name.

50 And his :mercy is unto generations and generations
On them that fear him.

51 He hath showed strength with his arm;

He hath scattered the proud in the imagination of their heart.

52 He hath put down princes from thrones,

And exalted the lowly.

53 The hungry he hath filled with good things;

And the rich he hath sent empty away.

54 He hath given help to Israel his servant,

To remember mercy

55 (As he spake unto our :fathers)

To :Abraham and his :seed unto the age.

56 And Mariam abode with her about three months, and returned to
her :house.

57 Now :Elisabeth’s time was fulfilled that she should be delivered;
and she gave birth to a son. 58 And the neighbors and her :kinsfolk heard
that the Lord had magnified his :mercy toward her; and they rejoiced with
her. 59 And it came to pass on the eighth :day, they came to circumcise the
child; and they would have called him Zacharias, after the name of
his :father. 60 And his :mother answered and said, Not so; but he shall be
called John. 61 And they said unto her [that], There is none of thy :kindred
that is called by this :name. 62 And they made signs to his :father, what he
would have him called. 63 And he asked for a writing tablet, and wrote,
saying, His name is John. And all marvelled. 64 And his :mouth was
opened immediately, and his :tongue, and he spake, blessing :God. 65 And
fear came on all that dwelt round about them: and all these :sayings were
noised abroad throughout all the hill country of Judeea. 66 And all that heard
laid them up in their :heart, saying, What then shall this :child be? For the
Lord’s hand was also with him. 67 And his :father Zacharias was filled
with the Holy Spirit, and prophesied, saying,

68 Blessed the Lord, the God of :Israel,

Because he hath visited and wrought redemption for his :people,
69 And hath raised up a horn of salvation for us

In his servant David’s house.
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70 (As he spake by the mouth of his holy :prophets from the age),
71 Salvation from our enemies, and from the hand of all that hate us;
72 To show mercy toward our :fathers,

And to remember his holy covenant;

73 The oath which he sware unto Abraham our :father,

74 To :grant unto us that we, delivered out of our enemies’ hand,
Should serve him without fear,

75 In holiness and righteousness before him all our :days.

76 Yea and thou, child, shalt be called prophet of the Most High:
For thou shalt go before the Lord to make ready his ways;

77 To :give knowledge of salvation to his :people
In remission of their sins,

78 Because of the bowels of mercy of our God,

Wherein the dayspring from on high shall visit us,

79 To shine upon them that sit in darkness and the shadow of death;
To guide our :feet into the way of peace.

80 And the child grew, and waxed strong in spirit, and was in the
deserts till the day of his showing unto :Israel.

Chapter 2

1 Now it came to pass in those :days, a decree went out from Caesar
Augustus, that all the inhabited earth be enrolled. 2 This was the first
enrolment made when Quirinius was governor of :Syria. 3 And all went to
be enrolled, each to his own :city. 4 And Joseph also went up from :Galilee,
out of the city of Nazareth, into :Judeaea, to David’s city, which is called
Bethlehem, because he was of David’s house and family; 5 to enrol himself
with Mariam, who was betrothed to him, being great with child. 6 And it
came to pass, while they were there, the days were fulfilled that she should
be delivered. 7 And she was delivered of her :firstborn :son; and they
swaddled him and laid him in a manger, because there was no room for
them in the inn. 8 And shepherds were in the same :country abiding in
the field, and keeping watch by :night over their :flock. 9 And the Lord’s
angel stood by them, and the Lord’s glory shone about them: and they were
sore afraid. 10 And the angel said to them, Be not afraid; for lo, | bring you
good tidings of great joy which shall be to the whole people: 11 for this day is
born to you in David’s city a Savior, who is Christ the Lord. 12 And this is a
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sign for you: Ye shall find a child swaddled, and lying in a manger. 13 And
suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host of those
praising :God, and saying,

14 Glory to God in the highest,

And on earth peace among men of good pleasure.

15 And it came to pass, when the angels went away from them into :heaven,
the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem,
and see this :saying that is come to pass, which the Lord hath made known
to us. 16 And they came with haste, and found both :Mariam and :Joseph,
and the babe lying in the manger. 17 And when they saw it, they made
known concerning the saying which was spoken to them about this :child.
18 And all that heard it wondered at the things spoken unto them by the
shepherds. 19 But Mary kept all these :sayings, pondering them in
her :heart. 20 And the shepherds returned, glorifying and praising :God for
all things that they had heard and seen, even as it was spoken unto them.

21 And when eight days were fulfilled for :circumcising him, his name
also was called JEsus, which was so called by the angel before he
was :conceived in the womb.

22 And when the days of their :purification according to the law of
Moses were fulfilled, they brought him up to Jerusalem, to present him to
the Lord 23 (as it is written in the law of the Lord, [that] Every male that
openeth the womb shall be called holy to the Lord), 24 and to :offer a
sacrifice according to what is said in the law of the Lord, A pair of
turtle-doves, or two young pigeons. 25 And lo, a man was in Jerusalem,
Simeon by name; and this :man was righteous and devout, looking for the
consolation of :Israel: and the Holy Spirit was upon him. 26 And it had been
revealed to him by the Holy :Spirit, that he should not see death, before he
had seen the Christ of the Lord. 27 And he came in the Spirit into the temple:
and when the parents :brought in the child Jesus, to :do concerning him
after the custom of the law, 28 HE also received him into his :arms, and
blessed :God, and said,

29 Now lettest thou thy :bondman depart, Master

According to thy :word, in peace;

30 For mine :eyes have seen thy :salvation,

31 Which thou hast prepared before the face of all :peoples;

32 A light for revelation to the nations,

And the glory of thy people Israel.

33 And his :father was marvelling, and his :mother, at the things spoken
concerning him; 34 and Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mariam
his :mother, Lo, this child is set for the falling and the rising of many in :Israel,
and for a sign spoken against; 35 and a sword shall pierce through thine
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own :soul; that thoughts out of many hearts be revealed. 36 And there
was Anna, a prophetess, daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher (SHE
was of great age, having lived with a husband seven years from
her :virginity, 37 and SHE a widow even unto eighty-four years), who
departed not from the temple, worshipping with fastings and supplications
night and day. 38 And coming up at that very hour she gave thanks to :God,
and spake of him to all that were looking for the redemption of Jerusalem.

39 And when they had accomplished all the things according to the
law of the Lord, they returned to :Galilee, to their own city Nazaret.

40 And the child grew, and waxed strong, filled with wisdom: and
God’s grace was upon him.

41 And his :parents went every year to Jerusalem at the feast of the
passover. 42 And when he was twelve years old, they went up after the
custom of the feast; 43 and when they had fulfilled the days, as they
were :returning, the boy Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and his :parents
knew it not; 44 but supposing him to be in the company, they went a day’s
journey, and sought for him among their :kinsfolk and :acquaintances;

45 and not finding him, they returned to Jerusalem, seeking for him. 46 And
it came to pass, after three days they found him in the temple, sitting in the
midst of the teachers, both hearing them, and asking them questions:

47 and all that heard him were amazed at his :understanding and
his :answers. 48 And when they saw him, they were astonished; and
his :mother said unto him, Child, why hast thou thus dealt with us? lo, thy
father and | seek thee sorrowing. 49 And he said unto them, How is it that ye
sought me? knew ye not that | must be about my :Father’s business. 50 And
THEY understood not the saying which he spake to them. 51 And he went
down with them, and came to Nazaret; and was subject to them: and
his :mother kept all the sayings in her :heart. 52 And Jesus advanced
in :wisdom and stature, and in grace with God and men.

Chapter 3

1 Now in the fifteenth year of the government of Tiberius Ceesar,
Pontius Pilate being governor of :Judeea, and Herod being tetrarch
of :Galilee, and his :brother Philip tetrarch of the region of :ltursea and
Trachonitis, and Lysanias tetrarch of :Abeiléng, 2 in the time of high priest
Annas and Caiaphas, the word of God came unto John the son of Zacharias
in the wilderness. 3 And he came into all the region round about the Jordan,
preaching a baptism of repentance unto remission of sins; 4 as it is written in
the book of Isaiah the prophet’s words,

A voice of one crying in the wilderness,
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Prepare the way of the Lord,

Make his :paths straight.

5 Every valley shall be filled,

And every mountain and hill shall be brought low;

And the crooked shall become straight,

And the rough ways smooth;

6 And all flesh shall see the salvation of :God.
7 He said therefore to the crowds that went out to be baptized of him,
Offspring of vipers, who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 8 Bring
forth therefore fruits worthy of :repentance, and begin not to say within
yourselves, We have :Abraham for our father: for | say unto you, that :God
can of these :stones raise up children to :Abraham. 9 And even now the axe
lieth at the root of the trees: every tree therefore that bringeth not forth good
fruitis cut down, and cast into the fire. 10 And the crowds asked him, saying,
What shall we do? 11 And he answered and said to them, Who hath two
coats, let him impart to him that hath none; and who hath food, let him do
likewise. 12 And publicans also came to be baptized, and said unto him,
Teacher, what shall we do? 13 And he said unto them, Exact no more than
what is appointed you. 14 And soldiers also asked him, saying, And what
are WE to do? And he said to them, Extort from none, neither accuse
wrongfully; and be content with your :wages. 15 And as the people was
in expectation, and all were reasoning in their :hearts about :John, whether
haply HE were the Christ; 16 John answered, saying to all, | indeed baptize
you with water; but the one mightier than | cometh the latchet of
whose :shoes | am not fit to unloose: HE shall baptize you in the Holy Spirit
and fire: 17 whose :fan is in his :hand, thoroughly to cleanse
his :threshing-floor, and to gather the grain into his :barn; but the chaff he
will burn up with unquenchable fire. 18 With many other exhortations
therefore preached he good tidings to the people; 19 but :Herod the tetrarch,
being reproved by him for Herodias the wife of his :brother, and for all the
evils which :Herod had done, 20 added this also to them all: he shut
up :John in prison.

21 Now it came to pass, when the whole people was :baptized, that
Jesus also having been baptized, and praying, the heaven was opened,
22 and the Holy :Spirit descended in bodily form, as a dove, upon him, and a
voice came out of heaven, Thou art my :Son the beloved; in thee | am well
pleased. 23 And Jesus himself, when he began, was about thirty years
old, being the son (as was supposed) of Joseph, of :HElei, 24 of :Matthat,
of :Levi, of :Melchei, of :Jannai, of :Joseph, 25 of :Mattathias, of :Amos,
of :Nahum, of :Eslei, of :Naggai, 26 of :Maath, of :Mattathias, of :Semeein,
of :Joséch, of :Joda, 27 of :J6anan, of :Rhésa, of :Zorobabel, of :Salathiél, of
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Neérei, 28 of :Melchei, of :Addei, of :Cdsam, of :Elmadam, of :Er, 29 of :Jesus,
of :Eliezer, of :Joreim, of :Maththat, of :Levi, 30 of :Symeon, of :Judah,
of :Joseph, of :Jonam, of :Eliakeim, 31 of :Melea, of :Menna, of :Mattatha,
of :Natham, of :David, 32 of :Jessai, of :lobéd, of :Boos, of :Sala,
of :Naasson, 33 of :Admein, of :Arnei, of :Hezron, of :Phares, of :Judah,

34 of :Jacob, of :Isaac, of :Abraham, of :Thara, of :Nachor, 35 of :Seruch,
of :Ragau, of :Phalek, of :Eber, of :Sala, 36 of :Cainam, of :Arphaxad,
of :Shém, of :Noah, of :Lamech, 37 of :Mathusalah, of :Enoch, of :Jaret,
of :Maleleél, of :Cainam, 38 of :Enos, of :Séth, of :Adam, of :God.

Chapter 4

1 And Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan, and was

led in the Spirit in the wilderness 2 forty days, being tempted of the devil.
And he ate nothing in those :days: and when they were completed, he
hungered. 3 And the devil said to him, If thou art :God’s Son, say to this
stone that it become bread. 4 And :Jesus answered unto him, It is written
[that] :Man shall not live by bread alone. 5 And he led him up, and showed
him all the kingdoms of the inhabited earth in a moment of time. 6 And the
devil said to him, To thee will | give the whole of this :authority, and the glory
of them, because it hath been delivered to me; and to whomsoever | will, |
give it. 7 If thou therefore wilt worship before me, it shall all be thine.
8 And :Jesus answered and said to him, It is written, Thou shalt worship the
Lord thy God, and him alone shalt thou serve. 9 And he led him to
Jerusalem, and set him on the wing of the temple, and said to him, If thou
art :God’s Son, cast thyself down hence: 10 for it is written [that],

He shall give his :angels charge concerning thee, to guard thee:

11 and [that],

On their hands they shall bear thee up,

Lest haply thou dash thy :foot against a stone.

12 And :Jesus answered and said to him [that], It is said, Thou shalt not
make trial of the Lord thy :God. 13 And when the devil had completed every
temptation, he departed from him until a season.

14 And :Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into :Galilee: and a
fame went out concerning him through the whole region round about.

15 And HE was teaching in their :synagogues, being glorified of all.

16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and he
entered, as his :custom was, into the synagogue on the day of the sabbaths
and stood up to read. 17 And he was handed the scroll of the prophet Isaiah.
And he opened the scroll, and found the place where it was written,

18 The Lord’s Spirit is upon me,
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Because he anointed me to preach good tidings to the poor;

Hath sent me to proclaim release to captives, and sight to the blind,

To set free the bruised,

19 To proclaim the Lord’s acceptable year.

20 And he rolled up the scroll, and gave it back to the attendant, and sat
down: and the eyes of all in the synagogue were fastened on him. 21 And
he began to say unto them [that], Today hath this :scripture been fulfilled in
your :ears. 22 And all bare him witness, and wondered at the words
of :grace :proceeding out of his :mouth: and they said, Is not this Joseph’s
son? 23 And he said unto them, Doubtless ye will say to me this :parable,
Healer, cure thyself: whatever we have heard taking place at Capernaum,
do also here in thine own :country. 24 And he said, Amen | say unto you that
no prophet is acceptable in his own :country. 25 But of a truth | say unto you,
Many widows were in :Israel in the days of Elijah, when the heaven was
shut up three years and six months, as a great famine came over all the
land; 26 and unto none of them was Elijah sent, but only to Sarepta, in the
land of Sidon, unto a woman, a widow. 27 And many lepers were in :Israel
in the time of Elisha the prophet; and none of them was cleansed, but only
Naiman the Syrian. 28 And all in the synagogue were filled with wrath, as
they heard these things; 29 and they rose up, and cast him forth out of the
city, and led him unto the brow of the hill whereon their :city was built, that
they might throw him down headlong. 30 But HE passing through the midst
of them went his way.

31 And he came down to Capernaum, a city of :Galilee. And he was
teaching them on the sabbaths: 32 and they were astonished at
his :teaching; because his :word was with authority. 33 And in the
synagogue was a man, having a spirit of an unclean demon; and he cried
out with a loud voice, 34 Ah! what have we to do with thee, Jesus Nazarene?
camest thou to destroy us? | know thee who thou art, the Holy One of :God.
35 And :Jesus rebuked him, saying, Be silent, and come out of him. And the
demon threw him down in the midst, and came out of him, having done him
no hurt. 36 And amazement came upon all, and they spake together, one
with another, saying, What is this :word, that with authority and power he
commandeth the unclean spirits, and they come out? 37 And a rumor
concerning him went forth into every place of the region round about.

38 And he rose up from the synagogue, and entered into the house of Simon.
And :Simon’s mother-in-law was holden with a great fever; and they
besought him for her. 39 And he stood over her, and rebuked the fever; and
it left her: and immediately she rose and ministered to them. 40 And
when the sun was setting, all that had any weak with diverse sicknesses
brought them unto him; and HE laid :hands on every one of them, and cured
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them. 41 And demons also came out from many, crying out, and saying
[that] Thou art the Son of :God. And rebuking them, he suffered them not to
speak, because they knew he was the Christ. 42 And when it was day,
he came out and went into a desert place: and the crowds sought after him,
and came unto him, and would have stayed him, that he go not from them.
43 But he said unto them [that], | must preach the good tidings of the
kingdom of :God to the other cities also: because for this | was sent.
44 And he was preaching in the synagogues of :Judeea.

Chapter 5

1 Now it came to pass, while the crowd pressed upon him and heard
the word of :God, that HE also was standing by the lake of Gennesaret;

2 and he saw two boats standing by the lake: but the fishermen had gone
out of them, and were washing their nets. 3 And he entered into one of the
boats, which was Simon’s, and asked him to put out a little from the land.
And he sat down and taught the crowds out of the boat. 4 And when he had
ceased speaking, he said unto :Simon, Put out into the deep, and let down
your :nets for a catch. 5 And Simon answered and said, Master, we toiled
all night, and took nothing: but at thy :word | will let down the nets. 6 And
having done this, they inclosed a great multitude of fishes; and their :nets
were breaking; 7 and they beckoned to their partners in the other boat, to
come and help them. And they came, and filled both the boats, so that they
began to sink. 8 But Simon Peter, seeing it, fell down at the knees of Jesus,
saying, Depart from me; for | am a sinful man, Lord. 9 For he was amazed,
and all that were with him, at the catch of the fishes which they had taken;

10 and so were also James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were
associates with :Simon. And Jesus said unto :Simon, Fear not; from :now
on thou shalt catch men. 11 And when they had brought the boats to :land,
they left all, and followed him.

12 And it came to pass, while he was in one of the cities, [and] lo: a
man full of leprosy: and seeing :Jesus, he fell on his face, and besought him,
saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst cleanse me. 13 And he stretched forth
his :hand, and touched him, saying, | will; be cleansed. And straightway the
leprosy departed from him. 14 And HE charged him to tell no one: but go,
and show thyself to the priest, and offer for thy :cleansing, according as
Moses commanded, for a witness to them. 15 But all the more went abroad
the word concerning him: and great crowds came together to hear, and to
be cured of their :infirmities. 16 But HE was withdrawing in the deserts, and

praying.
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17 And it came to pass on one of the days, he himself was [also]
teaching; and Pharisees and doctors of the law were sitting by, who were
come out of every village :of Galilee and Judeea and Jerusalem: and the
Lord’s power was with him to heal. 18 And lo, men bring on a bed a man
that was paralyzed: and they sought to bring him in, and lay him before him.
19 And not finding by what way they might bring him in because of the crowd,
they went up to the housetop, and let him down through the tiles with the
couch into the midst before :Jesus. 20 And seeing their :faith, he said, Man,
thy :sins are forgiven thee. 21 And the scribes and the Pharisees began to
reason, saying, Who is this that speaketh blasphemies? Who can forgive
sins, but :God alone? 22 But :Jesus perceiving their reasonings, answered
and said unto them, What reason ye in your :hearts? 23 What is easier, to
say, Thy :sins are forgiven thee; or to say, Arise and walk? 24 But that ye
may know that the Son of :man hath authority on :earth to forgive sins (he
said to the paralyzed one), | say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy couch,
and go unto thy :house. 25 And immediately he rose before them, and took
up what he lay on, and departed to his :house, glorifying :God. 26 And
amazement took hold on all, and they glorified :God; and they were filled
with fear, saying [that], We have seen strange things today.

27 And after these things he went forth, and beheld a publican, Levi
by name, sitting at the place of toll, and said to him, Follow me. 28 And he
forsook all, and rose up and followed him. 29 And Levi made him a great
feast in his :house: and there was a great crowd of publicans and of others
that were sitting at meat with them. 30 And the Pharisees and their :scribes
murmured saying unto the disciples, Why do ye eat and drink with the
publicans and sinners? 31 And :Jesus answering said unto them, The
healthy have no need of a physician; but the ailing. 32 I am not come to calll
the righteous but sinners to repentance. 33 And they said unto him, The
disciples of John fast often, and make supplications; likewise also those of
the Pharisees; but :thine eat and drink. 34 And :Jesus said unto them, Can
ye make the sons of the bridechamber fast, while the bridegroom is with
them? 35 But the days will come, [and] when the bridegroom shall be taken
away from them, then will they fast in those :days. 36 And he spake also a
parable unto them [that], No one rendeth for a patch from a new garment
and patches it upon an old garment; else he will also rend the new, and the
patch :from the new will not agree with the old. 37 And no one poureth new
wine into old wine-skins; else the new :wine will burst the skins, and itself
will be spilled, and the skins will perish. 38 But new wine must be poured
into fresh wine-skins. 39 No one drinking old wine desireth new; for he saith,
The old is good.
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Chapter 6

1 Now it came to pass that he was on a sabbath going through
grainfields; and his :disciples were plucking the ears, and eating, rubbing
them in their hands. 2 But certain of the Pharisees said, Why do ye what is
not lawful on the sabbath[s]? 3 And :Jesus answered and said unto them,
Have ye not read even this, what David did, when himself hungered, and
those with him; 4 how he entered into the house of :God, and took and ate
the show-loaves, and gave to those with him; which it is not lawful to eat
save for the priests alone? 5 And he said to them, The Son of :man is lord of
the sabbath also. 6 And it came to pass on another sabbath, that he
entered into the synagogue and taught: and a man was there, and
his :right :hand was withered. 7 And the scribes and the Pharisees were
watching him, whether he would cure on the sabbath; that they might find
how to accuse him. 8 But HE knew their :reasonings, and said to the man
that had his :hand withered, Rise, and stand forth in the midst. And he arose
and stood forth. 9 And :Jesus said unto them, | ask you whether it is lawful
on the sabbath to do good, or to do evil? to save life, or to destroy it? 10 And
he looked about on them all, and said to him, Stretch forth thy :hand. And he
did: and his :hand was restored. 11 But THEY were filled with madness; and
were discussing with one another what they might do to :Jesus.

12 And it came to pass in these :days, that he went out into the
mountain to pray; and he continued all night in :prayer to :God. 13 And
when it was day, he called his :disciples; and chose from them twelve,
whom he also named apostles: 14 Simon, whom he also named Peter, and
Andrew his :brother, and James and John, and Philip and Bartholomew, 15
and Matthew and Thomas, and James son of Alphaeus, and Simon the one
called Zealot, 16 and Judas son of James, and Judas Iscarioth, who
became a traitor; 17 and he came down with them, and stood on a level
place, and a great crowd of his disciples, and a great multitude of the people
from all :Judeea and Jerusalem, and the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon, who
came to hear him, and to be healed of their :sicknesses; 18 and those
oppressed by unclean spirits were cured. 19 And the whole crowd were
seeking to touch him, for power came forth from him, and healed all.

20 And HE lifted up his :eyes on his :disciples, and said,

Blessed ye :poor: for yours is the kingdom of :God.

21 Blessed ye that hunger now: for ye shall be filled.

Blessed ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh.

22 Blessed are ye, when :men shall hate you, and when they shall
ostracise you and reproach, and cast out your :name as evil, for the Son
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of :man’s sake. 23 Rejoice in that :day, and leap: for lo, your reward is great
in :heaven; for in the same manner did their :fathers to the prophets.

24 But woe unto you the rich! for ye have your full consolation.

25 Woe unto you that are full now! for ye shall hunger.

Woe, ye that laugh now! for ye shall mourn and weep.

26 Woe, when all :men shall speak well of you! for in the same

manner did their :fathers to the false prophets.

27 But | say unto you that hear, Love your :enemies, do good to those hating
you, 28 bless those cursing you, pray for those reviling you. 29 To the one
smiting thee on the cheek offer also the other; and from the one taking away
thy :cloak withhold not thy :coat also. 30 Give to every one that asketh thee;
and of him that taketh away :thy goods ask not again. 31 And as ye would
that :men should do to you, do to them likewise. 32 And if ye love them that
love you, what thank have ye? for even the sinners love those that love
them. 33 For even if ye do good to them that do good to you, what thank
have ye? even the sinners do the same. 34 And if ye lend to them of whom
ye hope to receive, what thank have ye? even sinners lend to sinners, to
receive the like again. 35 But love your :enemies, and do good, and lend,
never despairing; and your :reward shall be great, and ye shall be sons of
the Most High: for HE is kind toward the unthankful and evil. 36 Be merciful,
even as your :Father is merciful. 37 And judge not, and ye shall in nowise be
judged: and condemn not, and ye shall in nowise be condemned: release,
and ye shall be released: 38 give, and it shall be given to you; good measure,
pressed down, shaken together, running over, shall they give into
your :bosom. For with what measure ye measure it shall be measured to
you again. 39 And he spake also a parable to them, Can the blind guide
the blind? shall not both fall into a pit? 40 A disciple is not above the teacher:
but every one perfected shall be as his :teacher. 41 And why beholdest thou
the mote :in the eye of thy :brother, but considerest not the beam that is in
thine own :eye? 42 How canst thou say to thy :brother, Brother, let me cast
out the mote that is in thine :eye, when thyself beholdest not the beam that
is in thine own :eye? Hypocrite, cast out first the beam out of thine :eye, and
then shalt thou see clearly to cast out the mote that is in the eye of
thy :brother. 43 For there is no good tree that bringeth forth corrupt fruit; nor
again a corrupt tree that bringeth forth good fruit. 44 For each tree is known
by its own :fruit. For of thorns they gather no figs, nor of a bramble bush
pick they grapes. 45 The good man out of the good treasure of the heart
bringeth forth the good; and the evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth
forth the evil: for out of the abundance of the heart his :mouth speaketh.
46 And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which | say?
47 Every one :coming unto me, and hearing my :words, and doing them, |
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will show you whom he is like: 48 he is like a man building a house, who dug
and went deep, and laid a foundation upon the rock: and when a flood arose,
the river brake against that :house, and could not shake it: because it had
been well builded. 49 But who heard, and did not, is like a man that built a
house upon the earth without a foundation; against which the river brake,
and straightway it fell in; and the ruin of that :house was great.

Chapter 7

1 After he had ended all his :sayings in the ears of the people, he
entered into Capernaum.

2 And a certain centurion’s bondman who was dear to him, was ill
and at the point of death. 3 And when he heard concerning :Jesus, he sent
unto him elders of the Jews, asking him that he come and save
his :bondman. 4 And they, when they came unto :Jesus, besought him
earnestly, saying, [that] He is worthy that thou shouldest do this for him; 5
for he loveth our :nation, and himself built us the synagogue. 6 And :Jesus
went with them. And when he was now not far from the house, the
centurion sent friends to him, saying to him, Lord, trouble not thyself; for |
am not fit that thou shouldest come under my :roof. 7 wherefore neither
thought I myself worthy to come unto thee: but say [with] a word, and
my :boy shall be healed. 8 For | also am a man set under authority, having
under myself soldiers: and | say to this one, Go, and he goeth; and to
another, Come, and he cometh; and to my :bondman, Do this, and he doeth.
9 And when :Jesus heard these things, he marvelled at him, and turned and
said to the crowd following him, | say unto you, | have found so great faith
not even in :Israel. 10 And they that were sent, on returning to the house,
found the bondman whole. 11 And it came to pass soon afterwards, that
he went to a city called Nain; and his :disciples went with him, and a great
crowd. 12 Now when he drew near to the gate of the city, [and] lo, one dead
was carried out, an only son of his :mother, and she was a widow: and a
large crowd of the city was with her. 13 And the Lord seeing her, pitied her,
and said to her, Weep not. 14 And he came nigh and touched the bier: and
the bearers stopped. And he said, Young man, | say unto thee, Arise.
15 And the one dead sat up, and began to speak. And he gave him to
his :mother. 16 And fear took hold on all: and they glorified :God, saying
[that], A great prophet is arisen among us: and [that] :God hath visited
his :people. 17 And this :word went forth concerning him in the whole of
Judaea, and all the region round about.

18 And his :disciples reported to John of all these things.
19 And :John called to him certain two of his :disciples and sent them to
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the Lord, saying, Art thou who cometh, or look we for another? 20 And
having come unto him the men said, John the Baptist hath sent us unto thee,
saying, Art thou who cometh, or look we for another? 21 In that :hour he
cured many of sicknesses and scourges and evil spirits; and on many blind
he bestowed sight. 22 And he answered and said to them, Go and report to
John what things ye have seen and heard; the blind look up, the lame walk,
lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised, the poor have
good tidings preached to them. 23 And blessed is he, whoever shall not be
stumbled in me. 24 And when the messengers of John were departed,
he began to say unto the crowds concerning John, What went ye out into
the wilderness to behold? a reed shaken by a wind? 25 But what went ye
out to see? a man clothed in soft garments? Lo, the gorgeously apparelled
and delicately living are in the courts of kings. 26 But what went ye out to
see? a prophet? Yea, | say unto you, and much more than a prophet.
27 This is he of whom it is written,

Lo, | send my :messenger before thy face,

Who shall prepare thy :way before thee.
28 | say unto you, Among them born of women none is greater than John:
yet the lesser in the kingdom of :God is greater than he.—29 And all the
people when they heard, and the publicans, justified :God, having been
baptized with the baptism of John. 30 But the Pharisees and the lawyers
rejected for themselves the counsel of :God, not having been baptized of
him.—31 Whereunto then shall | liken the men of this :generation, and
whereunto are they like? 32 They are like the little children sitting in the
market and calling one to another; who say, We piped to you, and ye
danced not; we wailed, and ye wept not. 33 For John the Baptist is come
eating no bread nor drinking wine; and ye say, He hath a demon. 34 The
Son of :man is come eating and drinking; and ye say, Lo, gluttonous man,
and winebibber, friend of publicans and sinners! 35 And justified is :wisdom
of all her :children.

36 And a certain one of the Pharisees asked him that he eat with him.
And he entered into the house of the Pharisee, and sat down to meat. 37
And lo, a woman who was in the city, a sinner; and when she knew that he
was sitting at meat in the house of the Pharisee, she brought an alabaster
cruse of ointment, 38 and standing behind at his :feet, weeping, began to
wet his :feet with her :tears, and wiped them with the hair of her :head, and
kissed his :feet much, and anointed them with the ointment. 39 Now seeing
it, the Pharisee who had bidden him spake within himself, saying, This man,
if he were the prophet, would have perceived who and what manner
of :woman this is that toucheth him, that she is a sinner. 40 And :Jesus
answered and said unto him, Simon, | have somewhat to say to thee. And
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he saith, Teacher, say on. 41 A certain lender had two debtors: the one
owed five hundred shillings, and the other fifty. 42 They not having
wherewith to pay, he forgave them both. Which of them therefore will love
him most? 43 Simon answered and said, He, | suppose, to whom he
forgave the more. And he said to him, Thou hast rightly judged. 44 And
turning unto the woman, he said to :Simon, Seest thou this :woman? |
entered into thy :house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but SHE hath
wetted my :feet with her :tears, and wiped with her :hair. 45 Thou gavest me
no kiss: but SHE, since the time | came in, hath not ceased to kiss much
my :feet. 46 My :head with oil thou didst not anoint: but SHE hath anointed
my :feet with ointment. 47 Wherefore | say unto thee, Forgiven are her sins,
the many; for she loved much: but to whom little is forgiven, he loveth little.
48 And he said to her, Forgiven are thy :sins. 49 And the fellow-guests
began to say within themselves, Who is this that even forgiveth sins?

50 And he said unto the woman, Thy :faith hath saved thee; go unto peace.

Chapter 8

1 And it came to pass soon afterwards HE [also] went about through
city and village, preaching and bringing the gospel of the kingdom of :God,
and with him the twelve, 2 and certain women who had been cured of evil
spirits and infirmities: Mary the one called Magdalene, from whom seven
demons had gone out, 3 and Joanna wife of Chuzas Herod’s steward, and
Susanna, and many others, who were ministering to them of
their :substance. 4 And when a great crowd came together, and they of
every city resorted unto him, he spake by a parable: 5 The sower went forth
to sow his :seed: and as he :sowed, some fell by the way side, and was
trodden under, and the birds of the heaven devoured it. 6 And other fell on
the rock; and growing it withered away, because it :had no moisture. 7 And
other fell amidst the thorns; and the thorns grew with it, and choked it. 8 And
other fell into the good :ground, and grew, and brought forth fruit
hundredfold. As he said these things, he cried, Who hath ears to hear, let
him hear. 9 And his :disciples asked him what this :parable might be. 10
And he said, To you it is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom of :God:
but to the rest in parables; that seeing they may not see, and hearing they
may not understand. 11 Now the parable is this: The seed is the word
of :God. 12 And those by the way side are they that have heard; then
cometh the devil, and taketh away the word from their :heart, that they be
not saved by believing. 13 And those on the rock are they who, when they
have heard, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, who for a
season believe, and in the season of temptation fall away. 14 And what fell
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among the thorns, these are they that have heard, and while going on are
choked with cares and riches and pleasures of this :life, and bring no perfect
fruit. 15 And that in the good ground, these are such as in an honest and
good heart, having heard the word, hold it fast, and bring forth fruit with
patience. 16 And no one when he hath lighted a lamp, covereth it with
a vessel, or putteth under a bed; but putteth on a stand, that those entering
in may see the light. 17 For nothing is hid, that shall not be made manifest;
nor secret, that shall not be known and come to light. 18 Look out, therefore,
how ye hear: for whoso hath, to him shall be given; and whoso hath not,
from him shall be taken away even what he thinketh he hath.

19 And his :mother came unto him and :brethren, and could not come
at him for the crowd. 20 And it was reported to him, Thy :mother and
thy :brethren stand without, wishing to see thee. 21 But he answered and
said unto them, My mother and my brethren are these that hear the word
of :God, and do it.

22 Now it came to pass on one of the days, both HE entered into a
boat, and his disciples; and he said unto them, Let us go over to the other
side of the lake: and they launched forth. 23 But as they were sailing he fell
asleep: and a storm of wind came down on the lake; and they were filling
with water, and were in danger. 24 And they came to him, and awoke him,
saying, Master, master, we perish. And he awoke, and rebuked the wind
and the raging of the water: and they ceased, and there was a calm. 25 And
he said to them, Where is your :faith? And being afraid they marvelled,
saying one to another, Who then is this, that he commandeth even the
winds and the water, and they obey him? 26 And they sailed down to
the country of the Gerasenes, which is over against :Galilee. 27 And when
he was come forth upon the land, a certain man out of the city met him, who
had demons; and for a long time he had worn no clothes, and abode not in
any house, but in the tombs. 28 And seeing :Jesus, he cried out, and fell
down before him, and with a loud voice said, What have | to do with thee,
Jesus, Son of the Most High :God? | beseech thee, torment me not. 29 For
he was commanding the unclean :spirit to come out from the man. For
many times it had seized him: and he was kept under guard, and bound with
chains and fetters; and breaking the bands asunder, was driven of the
demon into the deserts. 30 And :Jesus asked him, What is thy name? And
he said, Legion; because many demons were entered into him. 31 And they
were entreating him that he would not command them to depart into the
abyss. 32 Now a herd of many swine was there, feeding on the mountain:
and they entreated him that he would permit them to enter into those. And
he permitted them. 33 And the demons came out from the man, and
entered into the swine: and the herd rushed down the steep into the lake,
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and were drowned. 34 And they that fed them saw what had come to pass,
and fled, and reported to the city and to the country. 35 And they went out to
see what had come to pass; and they came to :Jesus, and found the man,
from whom the demons were gone out, sitting, clothed and in his right mind,
at the feet of :Jesus: and they were afraid. 36 And who saw it reported to
them how the demoniac was delivered. 37 And the whole multitude of the
country of the Gerasenes round about asked him to depart from them; for
they were holden with great fear: and HE entered into a boat, and returned.
38 But the man from whom the demons were gone out prayed him that he
be with him: but he sent him away, saying, 39 Return to thy :house, and
declare how great things :God hath done for thee. And he went away,
publishing throughout the whole city how great things :Jesus had done for
him.

40 And as :Jesus :returned, the crowd welcomed him; for all were
waiting for him. 41 And lo, a man came, Jairus by name, and this man was
ruler of the synagogue: and he fell down at Jesus’ feet, and besought him to
come into his :house; 42 because he had an only begotten daughter, about
twelve years old, and SHE was dying. But as he :went the crowds thronged
him. 43 And a woman having an issue of blood twelve years, who could be
cured by no one, 44 came on behind, and touched the border of
his :garment: and immediately the issue of her :blood stanched.

45 And :Jesus said, Who is it that touched me? And when all denied, :Peter
said, Master, the crowds press thee and squeeze thee. 46 But :Jesus said,
Some one did touch me; for | perceived that power had gone forth from me.
47 And the woman, seeing that she was not hid, came trembling, and falling
down before him reported in the presence of all the people for what cause
she touched him, and how she was healed immediately. 48 And he said to
her, Daughter, thy :faith hath delivered thee; go unto peace. 49 While he yet
spake, a certain one cometh from the synagogue-ruler’'s house saying [that],
Thy daughter is dead: trouble the Teacher no longer. 50 But :Jesus on
hearing it, answered him, Fear not: only believe, and she shall be delivered.
51 And coming to the house he suffered no one to enter with him, save Peter,
and John, and James, and the father of the child and the mother. 52 And all
were weeping, and bewailing her: but he said, Weep not; for she is not dead,
but sleeping. 53 And they laughed at him, knowing that she was dead.

54 But HE, taking her by the hand, called, saying, :Child, arise. 55 And
her :spirit returned, and she rose immediately: and he commanded that
something be given her to eat. 56 And her :parents were amazed: but he
charged them to tell no one what had been done.
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Chapter 9

1 And he called the twelve together, and gave them power and

authority over all demons, and to cure sicknesses. 2 And he sent them forth
to preach the kingdom of :God, and to heal. 3 And he said unto them, Take
nothing for the journey, neither staff, nor wallet, nor bread, nor silver; neither
have two coats. 4 And into whatever house ye enter, there abide, and
thence go out. 5 And as many as receive you not, when ye go out from
that :city, shake off the dust from your :feet for a withess against them.
6 And they went out, and went throughout the villages, preaching the gospel,
and healing everywhere. 7 Now Herod the tetrarch heard of all that was
done: and he was perplexed, because it was :said by some, that John was
risen from the dead; 8 and by some, that Elijah had appeared; and by others,
that one of the old prophets was risen. 9 And :Herod said, John | beheaded:
but who is this about whom | hear such things? And he was seeking to see
him. 10 And the apostles, when they were returned, declared to him
what things they had done. And he took them, and withdrew apart to a city
called Bethsaida. 11 But the crowds perceiving it followed him: and he
welcomed them, and spake to them of the kingdom of :God, and them that
had need of a cure he healed. 12 And the day began to decline; and the
twelve came, and said to him, Send the crowd away, that they go into the
villages and country round about, and lodge, and find provisions: because
we are here in a desert place. 13 But he said unto them, Give YE them to eat.
And they said, We have no more than five loaves and two fishes; except WE
should go and buy food for all this :people. 14 For they were about five
thousand men. And he said to his :disciples, Seat them in sets of about
fifties. 15 And they did so, and seated them all. 16 And taking the five
loaves and the two fishes, he looked up to :heaven, and blessed them, and
brake; and gave to the disciples to set before the crowd. 17 And all ate and
were filled: and there was taken up what remained over to them of broken
pieces, twelve baskets.

18 And it came to pass, as he :was praying apart, the disciples were
with him: and he asked them, saying, Who do the crowds say that | am?

19 And they answered and said, John the Baptist; but others say, Elijah; and
others, that some prophet of the ancients is risen. 20 And he said to them,
But who say ye that | am? And Peter answered and said, The Christ of :God.
21 But he charged them, and commanded to tell this to no one; 22 saying
[that], The Son of man :must suffer many things, and be rejected of the
elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and the third day be
raised up. 23 And he was saying to all, If any would come after me, let him
deny himself, and take up his :cross daily, and follow me. 24 For whoever
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would save his :life shall lose it; but whoever shall lose his :life for my sake,
the same shall save it. 25 For what is a man profited, if he gain the whole
world, and lose or forfeit his own self? 26 For whoever shall be ashamed of
me and of my :words, of him shall the Son of :man be ashamed, when he
come in his :glory and the Father’s, and of the holy angels. 27 But I tell you
truly, There are some of them that stand here, who shall in no wise taste of
death, till they see the kingdom of :God.

28 And it came to pass about eight days after these :words, he took
with him Peter and John and James, and went up into the mountain to pray.
29 And as he was praying, the fashion of his :countenance was altered, and
his :raiment white, dazzling. 30 And lo, two men talked with him, who were
Moses and Elijah; 31 who appeared in glory, and spake of his decease
which he was about to accomplish at Jerusalem. 32 Now :Peter and those
with him were heavy with sleep: but when fully awake, they saw his :glory,
and the two men that stood with him. 33 And it came to pass, as they
were :parting from him, :Peter said unto :Jesus, Master, it is good for us to
be here: and let us make three tents; one for thee, and one for Moses, and
one for Elijah: not knowing what he said. 34 And while he was saying these
things, a cloud came and was overshadowing them: and they were afraid as
they :entered into the cloud. 35 And a voice came out of the cloud, saying,
This is my :Son, the chosen: hear HIM. 36 And when the voice was
past, :Jesus was found alone. And THEY were silent, and reported to no one
in those :days aught of what they had seen.

37 And it came to pass, on the next day, when they were come down
from the mountain, a great crowd met him. 38 And lo, a man from the crowd
shouted, saying, Teacher, | beseech thee to look upon my :son, because he
is mine only begotten: 39 and lo, a spirit taketh him, and he suddenly crieth
out; and it convulseth him with foam, and it hardly departeth from him,
bruising him sorely. 40 And | besought thy :disciples to cast it out; and they
could not. 41 And :Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse
generation, how long shall | be with you, and bear with you? bring hither
thy :son. 42 And as he was yet a coming, the demon rent and convulsed
him grievously. But :Jesus rebuked the unclean :spirit, and healed the boy,
and gave him back to his :father. 43 And all were astonished at the majesty
of :God.

But while all were marvelling at all the things which he did, he said to
his :disciples, 44 Let these :words sink into your :ears: for the Son of :man
shall be delivered up into men’s hands. 45 But they understood not this
saying, and it was concealed from them, that they should not perceive it;
and they were afraid to ask him about this saying. 46 And a reasoning
arose among them, which of them was the greater. 47 But when :Jesus saw
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the reasoning of their :heart, he took up a little child, and set him by his side,
48 and said to them, Whoso shall receive this little :child in my :name
receiveth me: and whoso shall receive me receiveth him that sent me: for
who is lesser among you all, the same is great. 49 And John answered
and said, Master, we saw some one casting out demons in thy :name; and
we were hindering him, because he followeth not with us. 50 But :Jesus
said unto him, Hinder ye not: for who is not against you is for you.

51 And it came to pass, when the days were being fulfilled that he
should be taken up, he also steadfastly set his :face to :go to Jerusalem,
52 and sent messengers before his face: and they went, and entered into a
village of the Samaritans, to make ready for him. 53 And they did not
receive him, because his face was set toward Jerusalem. 54 And when the
disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt thou that we bid fire
to come down from :heaven, and consume them? 55 But he turned, and
rebuked them. 56 And they went to another village.

57 And as they went on the way, some one said unto him, | will follow
thee whithersoever thou goest. 58 And :Jesus said to him, The foxes have
holes, and the birds of the heaven nests; but the Son of :man hath not
where to lay his :head. 59 And he said unto another, Follow me. But he said,
Suffer me first to go and bury my :father. 60 But he said to him, Leave the
dead to bury their own dead; but thou go, and publish abroad the kingdom
of :God. 61 And another also said, | will follow thee, Lord; but first suffer me
to bid farewell to them that are at my :house. 62 But :Jesus said unto him,
No one, having put his :hand to the plow, and looking :back, is fit for the
kingdom of :God.

Chapter 10

1 Now after these things the Lord appointed seventy others, and sent
them two and two before his face into every city and place, whither he
himself was about to come. 2 And he said unto them, The harvest indeed is
plenteous, but the laborers few: pray therefore the Lord of the harvest, that
he send forth laborers into his :harvest. 3 Go. Lo, | send you forth as lambs
amidst wolves. 4 Carry no purse, no wallet, no shoes; and salute no one on
the way. 5 And into whatever house ye shall enter first say, Peace to
this :house. 6 And if a son of peace be there, your :peace shall rest upon
him: but if not, it shall return upon you. 7 And in the same house remain,
eating and drinking such as they have: for the laborer is worthy of his :hire.
Go not from house to house. 8 And into whatever city ye enter, and they
receive you, eat what are set before you: 9 and cure the sick therein, and
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say to them, The kingdom of :God is come nigh unto you. 10 But into
whatever city ye shall enter, and they receive you not, go out into the streets
thereof and say, 11 Even the dust from your :city, that cleaveth to our :feet,
we wipe off against you: nevertheless know this, that the kingdom of :God is
come nigh. 12 | say unto you, It shall be more tolerable in that :day for
Sodom, than for that :city. 13 Woe to thee, Chorazin! woe to thee,
Bethsaida! for if the mighty :works had been done in Tyre and Sidon, which
were done in you, they would have repented long ago, sitting in sackcloth
and ashes. 14 Nevertheless it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon in
the judgment, than for you. 15 And, Capernaum, shalt THOU be exalted unto
heaven? thou shalt come down unto :Hades. 16 Who heareth you heareth
me; and who rejecteth you rejecteth me; but who rejecteth me rejecteth him
that sent me. 17 Now the seventy returned with joy, saying, Lord, even
the demons are subject to us in thy :name. 18 And he said to them, |
beheld :Satan fallen as lightning from :heaven. 19 Lo, | have given you the
authority to :tread upon serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of
the enemy: and nothing shall in any wise hurt you. 20 Nevertheless in this
rejoice not, that the spirits are subject to you; but rejoice that your :names
are writ in the heavens. 21 In that same :hour he rejoiced in the :Holy
Spirit, and said, | thank thee, Father, Lord of :heaven and :earth, that thou
didst hide these things from the wise and understanding, and didst reveal
them to babes: yea, :Father; for so it was well-pleasing in thy sight. 22 All
things have been delivered to me of my :Father: and no one knoweth who
the Son is, save the Father; and who the Father is, save the Son, and he to
whomsoever the Son willeth to reveal him. 23 And turning unto the disciples,
he said privately, Blessed the eyes which see what things ye see: 24 for |
say unto you, that many prophets and kings desired to see what things ye
see, and saw not; and to hear what things ye hear, and heard not.

25 And lo, a certain lawyer stood up and made trial of him, saying,
Teacher, what shall | do to inherit eternal life? 26 And he said unto him,
What is written in the law? how readest thou? 27 And he answering said,
Thou shalt love the Lord thy :God from thy whole heart, and with thy
whole :soul, and with thy whole :strength, and with thy whole :mind; and
thy :neighbor as thyself. 28 And he said to him, Thou hast answered right:
this do, and thou shalt live. 29 But he, desiring to justify himself, said
unto :Jesus, And who is my neighbor? 30 :Jesus made answer and said, A
certain man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among
robbers, who both stripped him and beat him, and departed, leaving him
half dead. 31 And by chance a certain priest was going down on that :road:
and seeing him, he passed by on the other side. 32 And likewise a Levite
also, coming to the place, and seeing him, passed by on the other side.

LUKE 11

33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was: and
seeing him, had pity, 34 and came to him, and bound up his :wounds,
pouring on oil and wine; and he set him on his own :beast, and brought him
to an inn, and took care of him. 35 And on the morrow he took out two
shillings, and gave to the inn-keeper, and said, Take care of him; and
whatever thou spendest more, |, when | come back again, will repay thee.
36 Which of these :three, thinkest thou, proved neighbor unto him that fell
among the robbers? 37 And he said, He who showed :mercy on him.
And :Jesus said to him, Go, and do THOU likewise.

38 Now as they :went on, HE entered into a certain village: and a
certain woman, Martha by name, received him into the house. 39 And SHE
had a sister called Mariam, who also sat at the feet of the Lord, and heard
his :word. 40 But Martha was distracted with much serving; and she came
up, and said, Lord, dost thou not care that my :sister did leave me to serve
alone? bid her therefore that she help me. 41 But the Lord answered and
said to her, Martha, Martha, thou art anxious and troubled about many
things: 42 but few are needful, or one: for Mariam hath chosen the good part,
which shall not be taken from her.

Chapter 11

1 And it came to pass, as he :was praying in a certain place, that as
he ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, even
as John also taught his :disciples. 2 And he said to them, When ye be
praying, say, Father, Hallowed be thy :name. Thy :kingdom come. 3 Give
us day by day our :daily :bread. 4 And forgive us our :sins; for we ourselves
also forgive every one indebted to us. And bring us not into temptation.
5 And he said unto them, Which of you shall have a friend, and shall go unto
him at midnight, and say to him, Friend, lend me three loaves; 6 since a
friend of mine is come unto me from a journey, and | have nothing to set
before him; 7 and HE from within shall answer and say, Trouble me not: the
door is already shut, and my little children are with me in :bed; | cannot rise
and give thee? 8 | say unto you, Even if he will not rise and give him
because he :is his friend, yet because of his :importunity he will arise and
give him as many as he needeth. 9 And | say unto you, Ask, and it shall be
given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened to you.

10 For every one that asketh receiveth; and who seeketh findeth; and to him
that knocketh it is being opened. 11 And of which of you that is the father
shall the son ask a fish, and he for a fish give him a serpent? 12 Or again
shall ask an egg, will he give him a scorpion? 13 If ye therefore, being euvil,
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know how to give good gifts to your :children, how much more shall the
Father who is from heaven give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?

14 And he was casting out a dumb demon. And it came to pass,
when the demon was gone out, the dumb spake; and the crowds marvelled.
15 But some of them said, By Beelzebul the prince of the demons casteth he
out the demons. 16 And others, trying him, sought of him a sign from
heaven. 17 But HE, knowing their :thoughts, said to them, Every kingdom
divided against itself is made desolate; and a house divided against a house
falleth. 18 And if :Satan also is divided against himself, how shall
his :kingdom stand? because ye say that | cast out demons by Beelzebul.
19 And if | by Beelzebul cast out :demons, by whom do your :sons cast out?
therefore shall THEY be your judges. 20 But if | by God'’s finger cast out the
demons, then is the kingdom of :God come upon you. 21 When the strong
fully armed guardeth his own :court, his :goods are in peace: 22 but when a
stronger than he shall come upon and overcome him, he taketh from him his
whole armor wherein he trusted, and divideth his :spoils. 23 Who is not with
me is against me; and who gathereth not with me scattereth. 24 The
unclean spirit when he is gone out of the man, passeth through waterless
places, seeking rest; and finding none, then he saith, | will turn back unto
my :house whence | came out. 25 And when he comes, he findeth it empty,
swept and garnished. 26 Then goeth he, and taketh along seven other
spirits more evil than himself; and they enter in and dwell there: and the last
state of that :man becometh worse than the first. 27 And it came to pass,
as he said these things, a certain woman out of the crowd lifted up her voice,
and said to him, Blessed the womb that bare thee, and the breasts which
thou didst suck. 28 But HE said, Yea rather, blessed who hear the word
of :God, and keep it.

29 And when the crowds were gathering together, he began to say,
This :generation is an evil generation: it seeketh a sign; and no sign shall be
given it but the sign of Jonah. 30 For even as :Jonah became a sign unto
the Ninevites, so shall also the Son of :man be to this :generation. 31 The
South queen shall rise up in the judgment with the men of this :generation,
and shall condemn them: because she came from the ends of the earth to
hear the wisdom of Solomon; and lo, more than Solomon is here. 32 Men of
Nineveh shall stand up in the judgment with this :generation, and shall
condemn it: because they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and lo, more
than Jonah is here. 33 No one, when he hath lighted a lamp, putteth it in a
cellar, neither under the bushel, but on the stand, that they who enter in may
see the light. 34 The lamp of the body is thine :eye: when thine :eye is single,
thy whole :body also is of light; but when it is evil, thy :body also is of
darkness. 35 Look therefore whether the light :in thee be not darkness. 36 If
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therefore thy whole :body be of light, having no part dark, it shall be wholly
of light, as when the lamp with its bright :shining lighteth thee.

37 Now as he spake, a Pharisee asketh him to breakfast with him:
and he went in, and sat down to meat. 38 And the Pharisee seeing it,
marvelled that he had not first washed before :breakfast. 39 And the Lord
said unto him, Now YE the Pharisees cleanse the outside of the cup and of
the platter; but your inward :part is full of extortion and wickedness.

40 Foolish ones, did not he that made the outside make the inside also?

41 But give for alms the things within; and lo, all things are clean for you.
42 But woe to you the Pharisees! because ye tithe :mint and :rue and every
herb, and pass over :judgment and the love of :God: but these ought ye to
have done, and not to leave those undone. 43 Woe to you :Pharisees! for ye
love the chief seat in the synagogues, and the greetings in the marketplaces.
44 Woe to you! for ye are as the tombs :unseen, and the men that walk over
them know it not. 45 And a certain one of the lawyers answering saith to him,
Teacher, in saying these things thou reproachest us also. 46 And he said,
Woe to you :lawyers also! for ye load :men with burdens unbearable, and ye
yourselves touch not the burdens with one of your :fingers. 47 Woe to you!
for ye build the tombs of the prophets, and your :fathers killed them.

48 Then ye are witnesses and consent unto the works of your :fathers: for
THEY killed them, and ye build their tombs. 49 Therefore also said the
wisdom of :God, | will send unto them prophets and apostles; and some of
them they shall kill and persecute; 50 that the blood of all the prophets,
which was shed from the foundation of the world, be required of
this :generation; 51 from the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zachariah, who
perished between the altar and the house: yea, | say unto you, it shall be
required of this :generation. 52 Woe to you :lawyers! for ye took away the
key of :knowledge: ye entered not in yourselves, and those entering in ye
hindered. 53 And when he was come out thence, the scribes and the
Pharisees began to press upon him vehemently, and to provoke him to
speak of more things: 54 laying wait for him, to catch something out of
his :mouth.

Chapter 12

1 In the mean time, when the myriads of the crowd were gathered,
insomuch that they trod one upon another, he began to say unto
his :disciples first, Beware ye of the leaven of the Pharisees, which is
hypocrisy. 2 But nothing is covered up, that shall not be revealed; and hid,
that shall not be known. 3 Wherefore whatever things ye have said in the
darkness shall be heard in the light; and what ye have spoken in the ear in
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the inner chambers shall be proclaimed on the housetops. 4 And | say unto
you my :friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body, and thereafter have
no more they can do. 5 But | will warn you whom ye shall fear: Fear Him,
who after he hath killed hath authority to cast into geenna; yea, | say unto
you, Fear HIM. 6 Are not five sparrows sold for two pence? and not one of
them is forgotten in :God’s sight. 7 But even the hairs of your :head are all
numbered. Fear not: ye are of more value than many sparrows. 8 And | say
unto you, Every one who shall confess [in] me before :men, [in] him shall the
Son of :man also confess before the angels of :God: 9 but who hath denied
me in :men’s presence shall be denied in the presence of the angels of :God.
10 And every one who shall speak a word against the Son of :man, it shall
be forgiven him: but to him that blasphemeth against the Holy Spirit it shall
not be forgiven. 11 And when they bring you before the synagogues, and
the authorities, and the powers, be not anxious how or what ye shall answer,
or what ye shall say: 12 for the Holy Spirit shall teach you in that very :hour
what ye must say. 13 And one out of the crowd said to him, Teacher, bid
my :brother divide the inheritance with me. 14 But he said to him, Man, who
made me judge or divider over you? 15 And he said unto them, See, and
keep yourselves from all covetousness: because one’s life consisteth not in
the abundance of the things he possesseth. 16 And he spake a parable
unto them, saying, The land of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully: 17
and he reasoned within himself, saying, What shall | do, because | have not
where to store my :fruits? 18 And he said, This will I do: I will pull down
my :barns, and build greater; and there will | store all the grain and
my :goods. 19 And | will say to my :soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up
for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, be merry. 20 But :God said to
him, Foolish one, this :night they require thy soul of thee; and what things
thou hast prepared, whose shall they be? 21 Thus who treasureth up for
himself, and is not rich toward God. 22 And he said unto his :disciples,
Therefore | say unto you, Be not anxious for the soul, what ye shall eat; nor
yet for your :body, what ye shall put on. 23 For the soul is more than the
food, and the body than the raiment. 24 Consider the ravens, that they sow
not, neither reap; which have no store-chamber nor barn; and :God feedeth
them: of how much more value are ye than the birds! 25 And which of you
by being anxious can add a cubit unto the measure of his life? 26 If then ye
cannot do even what is least, why are ye anxious concerning the rest?

27 Consider the lilies, how they grow: they toil not, neither do they spin; yet |
say unto you, Not even Solomon in all his :glory was arrayed like one of
these. 28 But if :God doth so clothe the grass in the field, which today is,
and tomorrow is cast into the oven; how much more you, ye of little faith? 29
And seek not YE what ye shall eat, and what ye shall drink, neither be of
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doubtful mind. 30 For all these do the nations of the world seek after: but
your :Father knoweth that ye have need of these things. 31 Yet seek
his :kingdom, and these shall be added to you. 32 Fear not, little :flock; for it
is your :Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 33 Sell the things
ye have, and give alms; make for yourselves purses which wax not old,
unfailing treasure in the heavens, where no thief draweth near, neither moth
destroyeth. 34 For where your :treasure is, there will your :heart be also.
35 Let your :loins be girded about, and the lamps burning; 36 and be YE like
unto men looking for their lord, when he shall return from the marriage feast;
that, when he cometh and knocketh, they may straightway open to him.

37 Blessed are those :bondmen, whom the lord when he cometh shall find
watching: Amen | say unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them sit
down to meat, and shall come and serve them. 38 And if he shall come in
the second watch, and if in the third, and find them so, blessed are those.
39 But know this, that if the house-master had known in what hour the thief
was coming, he would have watched, and not have left his :house to be dug
through. 40 Be YE also ready: for in an hour ye think not the Son of :man
cometh. 41 And :Peter said, Lord, speakest thou this :parable unto us, or
even unto all? 42 And the Lord said, Who then is the faithful steward, the
wise, whom the lord shall set over his :household, to :give them their portion
of food in season? 43 Blessed that bondman, whom his :lord when he
cometh shall find so doing. 44 Truly | say unto you, that he will set him over
all the things he hath. 45 But if that :bondman shall say in his :heart, My :lord
delayeth his coming; and shall begin to beat the menservants and the
maidservants, and to eat and drink, and to be drunken; 46 the lord of
that :bondman shall come in a day when he expecteth not, and in an hour
when he knoweth not, and shall cut him asunder, and appoint his :portion
with the unfaithful. 47 And that :bondman, who knew the will of his :lord, and
made not ready, nor did according to his :will, shall be beaten with many
stripes; 48 but he that knew not, and did things worthy of stripes, shall be
beaten with few. And to whomever much is given, of him shall much be
required: and to whom they committed much, of him will they ask the more.
49 A fire came | to cast upon the earth; and what do | desire, if it is already
kindled? 50 But | have a baptism to be baptized with; and how am |
straitened till it be accomplished! 51 Think ye that | am come to give peace
in the earth? | tell you, Nay; but rather division: 52 for from :now on five shall
be in one house divided, three against two, and two against three. 53 They
shall be divided, father against son, and son against father; mother against
daughter, and daughter against :mother; mother in law against
her :daughter in law, and daughter in law against :mother in law. 54 And
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he said also to the crowds, When ye see a cloud rising in the west,
straightway ye say [that] A shower cometh, and so it cometh to pass.

55 And when ye see a south wind blowing, ye say [that] There will be a
scorching heat; and it cometh to pass. 56 Hypocrites, ye know how to
interpret the face of the earth and the heaven; but how is it ye know not how
to interpret this :season? 57 And why even of yourselves judge ye not what
is :right? 58 For as thou art going with thine :adversary before a ruler, on the
way give diligence to be quit of him; lest haply he drag thee unto the judge,
and the judge shall deliver thee to the exactor, and the exactor shall cast
thee into prison. 59 | tell thee, Thou shalt in no wise come out thence, till
thou have paid the very last mite.

Chapter 13

1 Now some were present at that very :season reporting to him about

the Galileeans, whose :blood Pilate had mingled with their :sacrifices. 2 And
he answered and said to them, Think ye that these :Galileeans were sinners
above all the Galileeans, because they have suffered these things? 3 | tell
you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all in like manner perish. 4 Or
those :eighteen, upon whom the tower in :Siloam fell, and killed them, think
ye that they were debtors above all the men that inhabit Jerusalem? 5 | tell
you, Nay: but, except ye should repent, ye shall all likewise perish.
6 And he spake this :parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in
his :vineyard; and he came seeking fruit thereon, and found none. 7 And he
said unto the vinedresser, Lo, these three years since | come seeking fruit
on this :fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why doth it also cumber the
ground? 8 And he answering saith to him, Lord, leave it this :year also, till |
shall dig about it, and dung it: 9 and if it bear fruit thenceforth, well; but if not,
thou shalt cut it down.

10 And he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath[s].
11 And lo, a woman having a spirit of infirmity eighteen years; and she was
bowed together, and could in no wise lift herself up. 12 And seeing
her :Jesus called her, and said to her, Woman, thou art loosed from
thine :infirmity. 13 And he laid :hands upon her: and immediately she was
made straight, and glorified :God. 14 And the synagogue-ruler, being
indignant because :Jesus had healed on the sabbath, answered and said to
the crowd [that], Six days are in which men ought to work: in them therefore
come and be healed, and not on the day of the sabbath. 15 But the Lord
answered him, and said, Hypocrites, doth not each of you on the sabbath
loose his :ox or his :ass from the manger, and lead him away to watering?
16 And ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom :Satan
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had bound, lo, eighteen years, to have been loosed from this :bond on the
day of the sabbath? 17 And as he said these things, all his :adversaries
were put to shame: and the whole crowd rejoiced for all the glorious
things :done by him. 18 He said therefore, Unto what is the kingdom
of :God like? and unto what shall I liken it? 19 It is like a grain of mustard
seed, which a man took, and cast into his own garden; and it grew, and
became a tree; and the birds of the heaven lodged in the branches thereof.
20 And again he said, Unto what shall | liken the kingdom of :God? 21 It is
like unto leaven, which a woman took and hid in three measures of meal, till
it was all leavened.

22 And he went on his way through cities and villages, teaching, and
journeying on unto Jerusalem. 23 And a certain one said to him, Lord, are
the saved few? And he said unto them, 24 Strive to enter by the narrow door:
for many, | say unto you, shall seek to enter, and shall not be able 25 when
once the house-master is risen up, and hath shut to the door, and ye begin
to stand without, and to knock at the door, saying, Lord, open to us; and he
shall answer and say to you, | know you not whence ye are; 26 then shall ye
begin to say, We were eating in thy presence and drinking, and thou didst
teach in our :streets; 27 and he shall speak, saying to you, | know not
whence ye are; depart from me, all workers of iniquity. 28 There shall be the
weeping and the gnashing of the teeth, when ye should see Abraham, and
Isaac, and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of :God, and
yourselves cast forth without. 29 And they shall come from east and west,
and from north and south, and shall sit down in the kingdom of :God. 30 And
lo, there are last who shall be first, and there are first who shall be last.
31 In that very :hour certain Pharisees came, saying to him, Get thee out,
and go hence: for Herod wishes to kill thee. 32 And he said to them, Go and
say to that :fox, Lo, | cast out demons and accomplish healings today and
tomorrow, and the third day | am perfected. 33 Nevertheless | must go on
today and tomorrow and the day following: for it cannot be that a prophet
perish out of Jerusalem. 34 Jerusalem, Jerusalem, that killeth the prophets,
and stoneth those sent unto her! how oft would | have gathered thy :children
together, even as a hen gathereth her own brood under her :wings, and ye
would not! 35 Lo, your :house is left unto you; and | say unto you, Ye shall in
nowise see me, until ye shall say, Blessed who cometh in the Lord’s name.

Chapter 14
1 And it came to pass, when he went into the house of a certain of the

rulers of the Pharisees on a sabbath to eat bread, that THEY were watching
him. 2 And lo, a certain man was before him with dropsy. 3 And :Jesus
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answered and spake unto the lawyers and Pharisees, saying, Is it lawful to
heal on the sabbath, or not? 4 But they were silent. And he took him, and
healed him, and let him go. 5 And he said unto them, Which of you shall
have a son or an ox fallen into a well, and will not straightway draw him up
on the sabbath day? 6 And they could not answer again unto these things.
7 And he spake a parable unto those bidden, when he marked how they
chose out the chief seats; saying unto them, 8 When thou art bidden of any
one to a marriage feast, sit not down in the chief seat; lest haply one more
honorable than thou be bidden of him, 9 and he that bade thee and him shall
come and say to thee, Give this man place; and then thou shalt begin with
shame to take the lowest place. 10 But when thou art bidden, go and take
the lowest place; that when he that hath bidden thee cometh, he shall say to
thee, Friend, go up higher: then shalt thou have glory in presence of all that
sit at meat with thee. 11 For every one that exalteth himself shall be
humbled; and who humbleth himself shall be exalted. 12 And he said to
him also that had bidden him, When thou makest a dinner or supper, call not
thy :friends, nor thy :brethren, nor thy :kinsmen, nor rich neighbors; lest
haply they also bid thee again, and recompense be made thee. 13 But
when thou makest a feast, bid the poor, maimed, lame, blind: 14 and thou
shalt be blessed; because they have not wherewith to recompense thee: for
thou shalt be recompensed in the resurrection of the just. 15 And when
one of his :fellow-guests heard these things, he said to him, Blessed
whoever eateth bread in the kingdom of :God. 16 But he said to him, A
certain man was making a great supper; and he bade many: 17 and he sent
forth his :bondman at the supper :hour to say to those bidden, Come; for
things are now ready. 18 And all with one accord began to make excuse.
The first said to him, | have bought a field, and must needs go out and see it:
Pray thee have me excused. 19 And another said, | have bought five yoke
of oxen, and go to prove them: Pray thee have me excused. 20 And another
said, | have married a wife, and therefore | cannot come. 21 And the
bondman came, and told to his :lord these things. Then the house-master
being angry said to his :bondman, Go out quickly into the streets and lanes
of the city, and bring in hither the poor and maimed and blind and lame.
22 And the bondman said, Lord, what thou didst command is come to pass
and yet there is room. 23 And the lord said unto the bondman, Go out into
the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my :house be
filled. 24 For | say unto you, that none of those :men :bidden shall taste of
my :supper.

25 Now great crowds went with him: and he turned, and said unto
them, 26 If any cometh unto me, and hateth not his own :father, and :mother,
and :wife, and :children, and :brethren, and :sisters, yea, and his own :life
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also, he cannot be my disciple. 27 Whoever doth not bear his own :cross,
and come after me, cannot be my disciple. 28 For which of you, desiring to
build a tower, doth not first sit down and count the cost, whether he have
wherewith to complete it? 29 Lest haply, when he hath laid a foundation,
and is not able to finish, all that behold begin to mock him, 30 saying [that],
This :man began to build, and could not finish. 31 Or what king, going to
encounter another king in war, will not sit down first and take counsel
whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him that cometh against him
with twenty thousand? 32 Or else, while the other is yet far off, he sendeth
an ambassage, and asketh for peace. 33 So therefore whoever of you
renounceth not all that he hath, cannot be my disciple. 34 :Salt therefore is
good: but if the salt also have lost savor, wherewith shall it be seasoned?
35 It is fit for neither land nor dunghill: men cast it out. Who hath ears to hear,
let him hear.

Chapter 15

1 Now all the publicans and :sinners were drawing near to him to
hear him. 2 And both the Pharisees and the scribes murmured, saying that,
This man receiveth sinners, and eateth with them. 3 And he spake unto
them this :parable saying, 4 What man of you, having a hundred sheep, and
having lost one of them, leaveth not the ninety-nine in the wilderness, and
go after the lost, until he find it? 5 And on finding it, layeth it on
his :shoulders, rejoicing. 6 And coming into the house, calleth together
his :friends and :neighbors, saying to them, Rejoice with me, for | have
found my :lost :sheep. 7 | say unto you, that thus more joy shall be
in :heaven over one repenting sinner, than over ninety-nine righteous, who
need no repentance. 8 Or what woman having ten sixpences, if she lose
one sixpence, doth not light a lamp, and sweep the house, and seek
diligently until she find it? 9 And having found it, calleth together her :friends
and neighbors, saying, Rejoice with me, for | have found the sixpence which
| had lost. 10 Thus, | say unto you, there is joy before the angels of :God
over one repenting sinner. 11 And he said, A certain man had two sons:
12 and the younger of them said to the father, Father, give me the portion of
the substance that falleth to me. And he divided for them his :living. 13 And
not many days after, the younger son gathered all together and journeyed
into a far country; and there wasted his :substance with riotous living. 14
And when he had spent all, a mighty famine arose in that :country; and HE
began to be in want. 15 And he went and joined himself to one of the
citizens of that :country; and he sent him into his :fields to feed swine. 16
And he would fain have been filled with the husks that the swine did eat: and
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no one gave to him. 17 But coming to himself he said, How many hired
servants of my :father have loaves to spare, and | perish here with hunger!
18 | will arise and go to my :father, and say to him, Father, | have sinned
against :heaven, and in thy sight: 19 | am no more worthy to be called thy
son: make me as one of thy hired :servants. 20 And he arose, and came
unto his own :father. But while he was yet afar off, his :father saw him, and
pitied him, and ran, and fell upon his :neck, and kissed him much. 21 And
the son said to him, Father, | have sinned against :heaven, and in thy sight:
| am no more worthy to be called thy son, make me as one of thy
hired :servants. 22 But the father said to his :bondmen, Bring forth quickly
the best robe, and put it on him; and put a finger-ring into his :hand, and
shoes on his :feet: 23 and bring the fatted :calf, kill it, and let us eat, and
make merry: 24 for this my :son was dead, and is revived; was lost, and is
found. And they began to make merry. 25 Now his :elder :son was in the
field: and as he came near the house, he heard music and dancing. 26 And
he called to him one of the servants, and inquired what these things might
be. 27 And he told him [that], Thy :brother is come; and thy :father hath
killed the fatted :calf, because he hath received him safe and sound. 28 But
he was angry, and would not go in: and his :father came out, and entreated
him. 29 But he answered and said to his :father, Lo, these many years |
slave it for you, and | never transgressed thy commandment; and never a
kid gavest thou me, that | might make merry with my :friends: 30 but when
this thy :son came, who hath devoured thy :living with harlots, thou killedst
for him the fatted calf. 31 And he said to him, Child, THOU art ever with me,
and all :mine are thine. 32 But it was meet to make merry and be glad:
because this thy :brother was dead, and is alive; and was lost, and is found.

Chapter 16

1 And he said also unto the disciples, There was a certain rich man,
who had a steward; and the same was accused to him as wasting
his :goods. 2 And he called him, and said to him, What is this | hear of thee?
render the account of thy :stewardship; for thou canst no longer be steward.
3 And the steward said within himself, What shall | do, seeing that my :lord
taketh away the stewardship from me? To dig | have no strength; to beg |
am ashamed. 4 | am resolved what to do, that, when | am put out of the
stewardship, they may receive me into their own :houses. 5 And calling to
him each one of the debtors of his :lord, he said to the first, How much owest
thou my :lord? 6 And he said, Hundred measures of oil. And he said to him,
Take thy :papers, and sit down and write quickly fifty. 7 Then said he to
another, And how much owest THOU? And he said, Hundred measures of
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grain. He saith to him, Take thy :papers, and write eighty. 8 And the lord
commended the steward of :unrighteousness for doing wisely: for the sons
of this :age are for their :own :generation wiser than the sons of the light.

9 And | say unto you, Make for yourselves friends out of the mammon
of :unrighteousness; that, when it should fail, they may receive you into the
eternal tabernacles. 10 Who is faithful in very little is faithful also in much:
and who is unrighteous in very little is unrighteous also in much. 11 If
therefore ye have not been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will
commit to your trust the true riches? 12 And if ye have not been faithful
in :another’s, who will give you :ours? 13 No domestic can serve two lords:
for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to one,
and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon. 14 And the
Pharisees, being lovers of money, heard all these things; and scoffed at him.
15 And he said to them, YE are they that justify yourselves before :men;
but :God knoweth your :hearts: because what is exalted among men is an
abomination before :God. 16 The law and the prophets were until John:
from that time the gospel of the kingdom of :God is preached, and every one
entereth violently into it. 17 But it is easier for :heaven and :earth to pass
away, than for one tittle of the law to fall. 18 Every one that putteth away
his :wife, and marrieth another, committeth adultery: and who marrieth one
put away from a husband committeth adultery. 19 Now a certain man
was rich, and was clothed in purple and fine linen, making merry every day
in splendor; 20 and a certain poor man, Lazarus by name, was laid at
his :gate, full of sores, 21 and desiring to be fed with what fell from the table
of the rich man; yea, even the dogs came and licked his :sores. 22 And it
came to pass, that the poor man died, and was carried away by the angels
unto the bosom of Abraham: and the rich man also died, and was buried.

23 And in :Hades he lifted up his :eyes, being in torments, and seeth
Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his :bosom. 24 And HE cried and said,
Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he dip the tip
of his :finger in water, and cool my :tongue; for | am in anguish in this :flame.
25 But Abraham said, Child, remember that thou in thy :life receivedst
thy :good things, and Lazarus likewise the evil things: but now here he is
comforted, and thou art in anguish. 26 And with all this, between us and you
a great gulf is fixed so that who would pass from hence unto you be not able,
and that none may cross over thence unto us. 27 And he said, | pray thee
therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to the house of my :father;

28 for | have five brethren; that he testify to them, lest they also come into
this :place of :torment. 29 But Abraham saith, They have Moses and the
prophets; let them hear them. 30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if
one go unto them from the dead, they will repent. 31 And he said to him, If
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they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, if one
rise from the dead.
Chapter 17

1 And he said unto his :disciples, It is impossible but that :stumblings

should come; but woe to him, through whom they come! 2 Well for him if a
millstone were hanged about his :neck, and he were thrown into the sea,
rather than that he should stumble one of these :little ones. 3 Take heed to
yourselves: if thy :brother sin, rebuke him; and if he repent, forgive him.
4 And if he sin against thee seven times in the day, and seven times turn
again to thee, saying, | repent; thou shalt forgive him. 5 And the
apostles said to the Lord, Increase our faith. 6 And the Lord said, If ye have
faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye would say to this :sycamine tree, Be
rooted up, and be planted in the sea; and it would obey you. 7 But who
of you, having a bondman plowing or keeping sheep, who will say unto him,
when he is come in from the field, Come straightway and sit down to meat;
8 but will not rather say to him, Make ready wherewith | may sup, and gird
thyself, and serve me, till | eat and drink; and afterward thou shalt eat and
drink? 9 Doth he thank the bondman because he did the things
commanded? 10 So ye also, when ye shall have done all the things
commanded you, say [that], We are unprofitable bondmen; we have done
what was our duty to do.

11 And it came to pass, on the way to Jerusalem, HE also was
passing through the midst of the borders of Samaria and Galilee. 12 And as
he entered into a certain village, ten men, lepers, met him, who stood up
afar off: 13 and they lifted up their voice, saying, Jesus, Master, have mercy
on us. 14 And seeing them, he said to them, Go and show yourselves to the
priests. And it came to pass, as they went, they were cleansed. 15 And one
of them, seeing that he was healed, turned back, with a loud voice
glorifying :God; 16 and he fell upon his face at his :feet, giving him thanks:
and HE was a Samaritan. 17 And :Jesus answered, and said, Were not the
ten cleansed? but where are the nine? 18 Were none found that returned to
give glory to :God, save this alien? 19 And he said to him, Arise and go:
thy :faith hath made thee whole.

20 And asked by the Pharisees, when the kingdom of :God cometh,
he answered them and said, The kingdom of :God cometh not with
observation: 21 neither shall they say, Lo, here! or, There! for lo, the
kingdom of :God is among you. 22 And he said unto the disciples, Days
will come, when ye shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of :man,
and ye shall not see. 23 And they shall say to you, Lo, there! or Lo, here! go
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not away, nor follow after them: 24 for just as the lightning, when it lighteneth
out of the one part under the heaven, shineth unto the other part under
heaven; so shall the Son of :man be. 25 But first must he suffer many things
and be rejected of this :generation. 26 And as it came to pass in the days of
Noah, thus shall it be also in the days of the Son of :man. 27 They ate, drank,
married, were given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark,
and the flood came, and destroyed all. 28 Likewise even as it came to pass
in the days of Lot; they ate, drank, bought, sold, planted, builded; 29 but on
the day Lot went out from Sodom fire rained and brimstone from heaven,
and destroyed all: 30 after the same manner shall it be on the day the Son
of :man is being revealed. 31 On that :day who shall be on the housetop,
and his :goods in the house, let him not go down to take them away: and let
him in the field likewise not return back. 32 Remember the wife of Lot.

33 Whoever shall seek to gain his :life shall lose it: but whosoever shall lose
his life shall save it alive. 34 | say unto you, On that :night two shall be on
one bed; the one shall be taken along, and the other shall be left. 35 Two
women shall be grinding together; the one shall be taken along, and the
other shall be left. 37 And they in answer say to him, Where, Lord? But he
said to them, Where the body is there will the eagles also be gathered
together.

Chapter 18

1 And he spake a parable to them to the end that they :ought always

to pray, and not to faint; 2 saying, In a certain city was a certain judge, who
feared not :God, and regarded not man: 3 and a widow was in that :city; and
she would be coming unto him, saying, Avenge me of mine :adversary.
4 And he would not for a time: but afterward he said within himself, Though
| fear not :God, nor regard man, 5 yet because this :widow troubleth me, |
will avenge her, lest she wear me out by her continual coming. 6 And the
Lord said, Hear what the judge of :unrighteousness saith. 7 And shall
not :God avenge his :elect, that cry to him day and night, and he
longsuffering over them? 8 | say unto you, that he will avenge them
speedily. Nevertheless, when the Son of :man cometh, shall he really find
the faith on the earth?

9 And he spake also this :parable unto certain who trusted in
themselves that they were righteous, and set the rest at nought: 10 Two
men went up into the temple to pray; one a Pharisee, and the other a
publican. 11 The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, :God, | thank
thee, that | am not as the rest of :men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or
even as this :publican. 12 | fast twice a week, tithe all that | get. 13 But the
publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his :eyes
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unto :heaven, but smote his own :breast, saying, :God, be merciful to me
the sinner. 14 | say to you, This one went down unto his :house justified
rather than that one: because every one that exalteth himself shall be
humbled; but who humbleth himself shall be exalted.

15 And they were bringing to him also their babes, that he touch them:
but the disciples, seeing it, rebuked them. 16 But :Jesus called the[m]
babes unto him, saying, Suffer the little children to come unto me, and
hinder them not: for of such is the kingdom of :God. 17 Amen | say unto you,
Whoso shall not receive the kingdom of :God as a little child, shall in nowise
enter therein.

18 And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Teacher, what shall |
do to inherit eternal life? 19 And :Jesus said to him, Why callest thou me
good? none is good, save one, :God. 20 Thou knowest the commandments,
Do not commit adultery, Kill not, Steal not, Bear no false witness, Honor
thy :father and :mother. 21 And he said, All these have | observed from my
youth. 22 And when :Jesus heard it, he said to him, One thing thou lackest
yet: sell all that thou hast, and distribute to the poor, and thou shalt have
treasure in the heavens, and come, follow me. 23 But when he heard these
things, he became exceeding sorrowful; for he was very rich. 24 And :Jesus
seeing him said, How hardly shall they that have possessions enter into the
kingdom of :God! 25 For it is easier for a camel to enter in through a
needle’s eye, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of :God. 26 And
they that heard it said, And who can be saved? 27 But he said, The things
impossible with men are possible with :God. 28 And :Peter said, Lo, we
have left our :own, and followed thee. 29 And he said to them, Amen | say
unto you that there is none that hath left house, or wife, or brethren, or
parents, or children, for the kingdom of :God’s sake, 30 who shall not
receive manifold more in this :season, and in the age to :come eternal life.

31 And he took to him the twelve, and said to them, Lo, we go up to
Jerusalem, and all the things written through the prophets shall be
accomplished to the Son of :man. 32 For he shall be delivered up to the
nations, and shall be mocked, and shamefully treated, and spit upon: 33 and
they shall scourge and kill him: and the third :day he shall rise again. 34 And
THEY understood none of these things; and this :saying was hid from them,
and they perceived not the things said.

35 And it came to pass, as he :drew nigh unto Jericho, a certain blind
man sat by the way side begging: 36 and hearing a crowd going by, he
inquired what this be. 37 And they reported to him, that :Jesus the
Nazorean passeth by. 38 And he cried, saying, Jesus, David’s son, have
mercy on me. 39 And they that went before rebuked him, that he should
keep still: but he cried out all the more, David’s son, have mercy on me.
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40 And :Jesus stopped, and commanded him to be brought unto him: and
when he approached, he asked him, 41 What wilt thou | should do to thee?
And he said, Lord, that | look up. 42 And :Jesus said to him, Look up:
thy :faith hath made thee whole. 43 And immediately he looked up, and
followed him, glorifying :God: and all the people seeing it gave praise
to :God.

Chapter 19

1 And he entered and was passing through :Jericho. 2 And lo, a man
called by name Zacchaeus; and HE was a chief publican, and moreover rich.
3 And he sought to see :Jesus who he was; and could not for the crowd,
because he was little of :stature. 4 And he ran on :before, and climbed up a
sycomore tree to see him: for he was to pass that way. 5 And as :Jesus
came to the place, he looked up, and said unto him, Zaccheaeus, make haste,
and come down; for today | must abide at thy :house. 6 And he made haste,
and came down, and received him joyfully. 7 And all murmured, when they
saw it, saying, [that] He is gone in to lodge with a sinner [man]. 8 And
Zaccheeus stood, and said unto the Lord, Lo, Lord, the half of my :goods |
give to the poor; and if | have wrongfully exacted aught of any man, | restore
fourfold. 9 And :Jesus said unto him [that], Today is salvation come to
this :house, forasmuch as he also is Abraham’s son. 10 For the Son of :man
came to seek and to save what is lost.

11 And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable,
because he was nigh to Jerusalem, and they supposed that the kingdom
of :God was immediately to appear. 12 He said therefore, A certain
nobleman went into a far country, to receive for himself a kingdom, and to
return. 13 And he called ten of his own bondmen, and gave them ten
pounds, and said unto them, Trade herewith till | come. 14 But his :citizens
hated him, and sent an ambassage after him, saying, We will not that this
man reign over us. 15 And it came to pass, on his return having received the
kingdom, he also ordered these :bondmen, unto whom he had given the
silver, to be called to him, that he might know what they had gained by
trading. 16 And the first came along saying, Lord, thy :pound hath gained
ten pounds more. 17 And he said to him, Well done, good bondman:
because thou wast found faithful in a very little, have authority over ten cities.
18 And the second came, saying, Thy :pound, Lord, hath made five pounds.
19 And he said to this one also, Be thou also over five cities. 20 And the
other came, saying, Lord, lo, thy :pound, which | kept laid up in a napkin:
21 for | feared thee, because thou art an austere man: takest up what thou
layedst not down, and reapest what thou didst not sow. 22 He saith to him,
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Out of thy :mouth will I judge thee, wicked bondman. Thou knewest that |
am an austere man, taking up what I laid not down, and reaping what | did
not sow? 23 then wherefore gavest thou not my silver into a bank, and | at
my coming should have required it with interest? 24 And he said to them
that stood by, Take away from him the pound, and give to him that hath the
ten pounds. 25 And they said to him, Lord, he hath ten pounds. 26 | say
unto you, that to every one that hath shall be given, but from him that hath
not, even what he hath shall be taken away. 27 But these mine :enemies,
that would not have me reign over them, bring hither, and slay them before
me. 28 And on saying these things he went on before, going up to
Jerusalem.

29 And it came to pass, as he approached Bethphage and Bethany,

at the mount that is called Olivet, he sent two of the disciples, 30 saying, Go
into the village over against you; in which as ye enter ye shall find a colt tied,
whereon no man ever yet sat: and loose and bring him. 31 And if any one
ask you, Why loose ye him? thus shall ye say [that], The Lord hath need of
him. 32 And they that were sent went away, and found even as he said to
them. 33 And as they were loosing the colt, its :owners said unto them, Why
loose ye the colt? 34 And they said [that], The Lord hath need of him.
35 And they brought him unto :Jesus: and they threw their garments upon
the colt, and set :Jesus thereon. 36 And as he went, they spread their
own :garments in the way. 37 And as he was now approaching, at the
descent of the mount of :Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began
to rejoice and praise :God with a great voice for all the mighty works which
they had seen; 38 saying,

Blessed the King

That cometh in the Lord’s Name:

Peace in heaven,

And glory in the highest.

39 And some of the Pharisees from the crowd said unto him, Teacher,
rebuke thy :disciples. 40 And he answered and said, | tell you if these shall
be silent, the stones will cry out. 41 And as he approached, he saw the
city and wept over it, 42 saying [that], If thou also hadst known this :day, the
things belonging unto peace! but now they are hid from thine eyes. 43 For
days shall come upon thee, and thine :enemies shall cast up a bank about
thee, and surround thee, and keep thee in on every side, 44 and shall dash
to the ground thee and thy :children within thee; and they shall not leave in
thee stone upon stone; because thou knewest not the season of
thy :visitation. 45 And he entered into the temple, and began to cast out
them that sold, 46 saying to them, It is written, And my :house shall be a
house of prayer: but YE have made it a den of robbers.
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47 And he was teaching :daily in the temple. But the chief priests and
the scribes and the principal men of the people sought to destroy him:
48 and they found nothing they might do; for the people all hung upon him,
listening.

Chapter 20

1 And it came to pass, on one of the days, as he was teaching the
people in the temple, and preaching the gospel, the chief priests and the
scribes with the elders came upon him; 2 and they spake, saying unto him,
Tell us: By what authority doest thou these things? or who is he that gave
thee this authority? 3 And he answered and said unto them, | also will ask
you a word; and tell me: 4 The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or from
men? 5 And they reasoned with themselves, saying [that], If we shall say,
From heaven; he will say, Why did ye not believe him? 6 But if we shall say,
From men; all the people will stone us: for it is persuaded John was a
prophet. 7 And they answered, they knew not whence. 8 And :Jesus said to
them, Neither tell | you by what authority | do these. 9 And he began to
speak unto the people this parable: A man planted a vineyard, and let it out
to husbandmen, and went into another country for a long time[s]. 10 And at
the season he sent unto the husbandmen a bondman, that they should give
him of the fruit of the vineyard: but the husbandmen beat him, and sent him
away empty. 11 And he sent yet another bondman: and him also they beat,
and handled shamefully, and sent away empty. 12 And he sent yet a third:
and him also they wounded, and cast forth. 13 And the lord of the vineyard
said, What shall I do? | will send my beloved :son; mayhap they will
reverence this one. 14 But the husbandmen seeing him, reasoned one with
another, saying, This is the heir; let us kill him, that the inheritance be ours.
15 And they cast him forth out of the vineyard, and killed him. What
therefore will the lord of the vineyard do to them? 16 He will come and
destroy these :husbandmen, and will give the vineyard to others. And on
hearing it, they said, Be it not so! 17 But he looked upon them, and said,
What then is this that is written,

The stone which the builders rejected,

The same was made head of the corner?

18 Every one that falleth on that :stone shall be broken to pieces; but on
whomever it shall fall, it will scatter him as dust. 19 And the scribes and
the chief priests sought to lay :hands on him in that very hour; and they
feared the people: for they perceived that he spake this :parable against
them. 20 And they watched him, and sent forth spies, who feigned
themselves to be righteous, that they might take hold of his speech, so as to
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deliver him up to the rule and the authority of the governor. 21 And they
asked him, saying, Teacher, we know that thou sayest rightly, and teachest,
and acceptest not man’s face, but of a truth teachest the way of :God: 22 Is
it lawful for us to give tribute to Caesar, or not? 23 But he perceived
their :craftiness and said unto them, 24 Show me a shilling. Whose image
and superscription hath it? And they said, Ceesar’'s. 25 And he said unto
them, Then render to Caesar Ceaesar’s things: and to :God, :God’s. 26 And
they were not able to take hold of the saying before the people: and they
marvelled at his :answer, and were silent.

27 And some of the Sadducees came to him (who say there is no
resurrection), 28 and asked him, saying, Teacher, Moses wrote to us, If
one’s brother die, having a wife, and HE be childless, that his :brother should
take the wife, and raise up seed to his :brother. 29 Accordingly there were
seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and died childless; 30 and the
second: 31 and the third took her; and likewise the seven also left no
children, and died. 32 Afterward the woman also died. 33 In the resurrection
therefore whose wife of them shall the woman be? for the seven had her to
wife. 34 And :Jesus said to them, The sons of this :age marry, and are given
in marriage: 35 but those accounted worthy to attain to that :age, and the
resurrection :from the dead, neither marry, nor are married off: 36 for neither
can they die any more: for they are equals of angels; and are God’s sons,
being sons of the resurrection. 37 But that the dead are raised, even Moses
showed, in the Bush passage, when he calleth the Lord the God of
Abraham, and God of Isaac, and God of Jacob. 38 Now he is not God of the
dead, but of the living: for all live to him. 39 And certain of the scribes
answering said, Teacher, thou hast well said. 40 For they durst no more ask
him aught. 41 And he said unto them, How say they that the Christ is
David’'s son? 42 For David himself saith in the book of Psalms,

The Lord said to my :Lord,

Sit on my right,

43 Till | set thine :enemies as a footstool to thy :feet.

44 David therefore calleth him Lord, and how is he his son?

45 And in the hearing of all the people he said to his :disciples,

46 Beware of the scribes, who desire to walk in robes, and love salutations
in the markets, and chief seats in the synagogues, and chief places at the
feasts; 47 who devour the houses of the widows, and for a pretence make
long prayers: these shall receive greater condemnation.
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Chapter 21

1 And he looked up, and saw the rich casting their :gifts into the
treasury. 2 And he saw a certain poor widow casting in thither two mites.

3 And he said, | tell you truly that this :poor :widow cast in more than they all:
4 for all these did of their :superfluity cast in unto the gifts; but sSHE of
her :want cast in all the living that she had.

5 And as some spake of the temple, how it was adorned with goodly
stones and offerings, he said, 6 As for these which ye behold, days will
come, in which there shall not be left here stone upon stone that shall not be
thrown down. 7 And they asked him, saying, Teacher, when therefore shall
these be? and what shall be the sign when these are about to come to pass?
8 And he said, See ye be not led astray: for many shall come in my :name,
saying, | am he; and, The season is near; go ye not after them. 9 And when
ye shall hear of wars and tumults, be not terrified: for these must needs
come to pass first; but the end is not immediately.

10 Then said he to them, Nation shall rise against nation, and
kingdom against kingdom; 11 and great earthquakes shall be, and in diverse
places famines and pestilences; and terrors shall be and great signs from
heaven. 12 But before all these, they shall lay their :hands on you, and
persecute, delivering you up into the synagogues and prisons, you being
brought before kings and governors for my :name’s sake. 13 It shall turn out
to you for a testimony. 14 Settle it therefore in your :hearts, not to meditate
beforehand how to answer: 15 for | will give you a mouth and wisdom, which
all your :adversaries shall not be able to withstand or gainsay. 16 But ye
shall be delivered up even by parents, and brethren, and kinsfolk, and
friends; and some of you shall they put to death. 17 And ye shall be hated of
all because of my name. 18 And not a hair of your :head shall perish. 19 In
your :patience ye shall win your :souls. 20 But when ye should see
Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that her :desolation is nigh.
21 Then let them in :Judeea flee unto the mountains; and let them in the
midst of her depart; and let not them that are in the countries enter therein.
22 For these are days of vengeance, for the fulfilling of all the things written.
23 Woe to the pregnant and the suck-giving in those :days! for great distress
shall be upon the land, and wrath to this :people. 24 And they shall fall by
the sword’s edge, and shall be led captive into all the nations: and
Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the nations until the seasons of the
nations (and they shall be) are fulfilled. 25 And signs shall be in sun and
moon and stars; and upon the earth distress of nations, in perplexity for the
roaring of sea and billow; 26 men fainting for fear, and expectation of the
things coming on the inhabited earth; for the powers of the heavens shall be
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shaken. 27 And then shall they see the Son of :man coming in a cloud with
power and great glory. 28 But when these things begin to come to pass,
look up, and lift up your :heads; because your :redemption draweth nigh.
29 And he spake to them a parable: see the fig tree, and all the trees:
30 when they now shoot forth, ye see it and know of yourselves
that :summer is now nigh. 31 Thus ye also, when ye should see these
things coming to pass, know that the kingdom of :God is nigh. 32 Amen |
say unto you that this :race shall not pass away, till all be accomplished.
33 The heaven and the earth shall pass away: but my :words shall not pass
away. 34 But take heed to yourselves, lest haply your :hearts be
overcharged with surfeiting, and drunkenness, and life’'s cares, and
that :day come upon you suddenly as a snare: 35 for so shall it come upon
all that dwell on the face of all the earth. 36 But watch at every season,
making supplication, that ye may prevail to escape all these things that shall
come to pass, and to stand before the Son of :man.

37 And every :day he was teaching in the temple; and every :night he
went out, and lodged in the mount that is called Olivet. 38 And the whole
people came early in the morning unto him in the temple, to hear him.

Chapter 22

1 Now the feast of :unleavened loaves drew nigh, which is called
Passover. 2 And the chief priests and the scribes sought how they might
slay him; for they feared the people. 3 And Satan entered into Judas,
the one called Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve. 4 And he went
away, and conversed with the chief priests and captains, :how he might
deliver him to them. 5 And they rejoiced, and agreed to give him money.

6 And he consented, and sought opportunity to deliver him to them in the
absence of a crowd.

7 And the day of :unleavened loaves came, when the passover must
be sacrificed. 8 And he sent Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare for us
the passover, that we may eat. 9 And they said to him, Where wilt thou that
we make ready? 10 And he said to them, Lo, when ye are entered into the
city, a man shall meet you bearing a pitcher of water; follow him into the
house whereinto he goeth. 11 And ye shall say unto the house-master, The
Teacher saith to thee, Where is the guest-chamber, where | shall eat the
passover with my :disciples? 12 And HE will show you a large upper room
furnished: there make ready. 13 And they went, and found as he had said to
them: and they prepared the passover. 14 And when the hour was
come, he sat down, and the apostles with him. 15 And he said unto them,
With desire have | desired to eat this :passover with you before | suffer:
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16 for | say unto you, | shall not eat it, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom
of :God. 17 And he received a cup, and when he had given thanks, he said,
Take this, and divide it among yourselves: 18 for | say unto you, | shall not
drink from now on of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of :God come.
19 And he took a loaf, and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave
to them, saying, This is my body :given for you: this do in :remembrance of
me. 20 And the cup in like manner after :supper, saying, This :cup is the
new covenant in my :blood, :shed for you. 21 But lo, the hand of him that
delivereth me up is with me on the table. 22 For the Son of :man indeed
goeth, as is determined: but woe to that :man through whom he is delivered
up! 23 And THEY began to question among themselves, as to which of them
it was that should do this. 24 And a contention also arose among them,
as to which of them was accounted to be greater. 25 And he said to them,
The kings of the nations lord it over them; and who have authority over them
are called Benefactors. 26 Not so ye, however: but the greater among you,
let him become as the younger; and who is chief, as he that serveth. 27 For
who is greater, who sitteth at meat, or who serveth? not who sitteth at meat?
but | am in the midst of you as who serveth. 28 But YE are they that have
continued with me in my :trials; 29 and | appoint unto you, even as
my :Father appointed unto me, a kingdom, 30 that ye may eat and drink at
my :table in my :kingdom, and shall sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes
of :Israel. 31 Simon, Simon, lo, :Satan demanded to have you, to sift you
as :grain: 32 but | made supplication for thee, that thy :faith fail not; and
when once THOU hast turned again, establish thy :brethren. 33 And he said
to him, Lord, with thee | am ready to go both to prison and to death. 34 And
he said, | tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow today, until thou shalt
thrice deny that thou knowest me. 35 And he said to them, When | sent
you forth without purse, and wallet, and shoes, lacked ye aught? And they
said, Naught. 36 And he said to them, But now, who hath a purse, let him
take it, likewise also a wallet; and who hath none, let him sell his :cloak, and
buy a sword. 37 For | say unto you that this which is written must be fulfilled
in me, :And he was reckoned with the lawless: yea, what concerneth me
hath fulfillment. 38 And they said, Lord, lo, here are two swords. And he
said to them, It is enough.

39 And he came out, and went according to his :custom unto the
mount of :Olives; and the disciples also followed him. 40 And when he was
at the place, he said to them, Pray not to enter into temptation. 41 And HE
was parted from them about a stone’s throw; and he knelt and prayed,

42 saying, Father, if thou wilt, remove this :cup from me: nevertheless not
my :will, but :thine, be done. 43 And an angel appeared to him from :heaven,
strengthening him. 44 And being in agony he prayed more earnestly; and
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his :sweat became as if great drops of blood were falling upon the ground.
45 And when he rose from :prayer, he came unto the disciples, and found
them sleeping for :sorrow, 46 and said to them, Why sleep ye? rise and pray
that ye enter not into temptation. 47 While he yet spake, lo, a crowd,
and the one called Judas, one of the twelve, went before them; and he drew
near to :Jesus to kiss him. 48 But Jesus said to him, Judas, deliverest thou
up the Son of :man with a kiss? 49 And when those about him saw what
would follow, they said, Lord, shall we smite with the sword? 50 And a
certain one of them smote the bondman of the high priest, and struck off
his :right :ear. 51 But :Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye thus far. And he
touched his :ear, and healed him. 52 And Jesus said to the chief priests,
and captains of the temple, and elders, that were come against him, Are ye
come out, as against a robber, with swords and staves? 53 When | was
daily with you in the temple, ye stretched not forth :hands against me: but
this is your :hour, and the power of :darkness.

54 And they seized him, and led him away, and led him into the
house of the high priest. But :Peter followed afar off. 55 And when they had
kindled a fire in the midst of the court, and had sat down together, :Peter sat
in the midst of them. 56 And a certain maid seeing him as he was sitting in
the light, and looking steadfastly on him, said, This man also was with him.
57 But he denied, saying, Woman, | know him not. 58 And after a little
another saw him, and said, Thou also art one of them. But :Peter said, Man,
| am not. 59 And after the space of about one hour, a certain other
confidently affirmed, saying, Of a truth this man also was with him; for he
also is a Galileean. 60 But :Peter said, Man, | know not what thou sayest.
And immediately, while he yet spake, a cock crew. 61 And the Lord turned,
and looked upon :Peter. And :Peter remembered the word of the Lord, how
that he said to him [that], Before the cock crow this day thou shalt deny me
thrice. 62 And going [out] outside he wept bitterly. 63 And the men that
held him mocked and beat him. 64 And they blindfolded him, and asked,
saying, Prophesy: who is he that struck thee? 65 And many other things
spake they against him reviling.

66 And when it was day, the eldership of the people were gathered,
both chief priests and scribes; and they led him away to their :Sanhedrin,
saying, 67 If thou art the Christ, tell us. But he said to them, If | tell you, ye
will in no wise believe: 68 and if | ask, ye will in no wise answer. 69 But
from :now on shall the Son of :man be seated at the right hand of the power
of :God. 70 And all said, Art thou then the Son of :God? And he said unto
them, Ye say that | am. 71 And they said, What further need have we of
witness? for we ourselves have heard from his own :mouth.
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Chapter 23

1 And the whole multitude of them rose up, and brought him

before :Pilate. 2 And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this man
perverting our :nation, and forbidding to give tributes to Caesar, and saying
that he himself is Christ a king. 3 And :Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the
King of the Jews? And he answered him and said, THOU sayest.
4 And :Pilate said unto the chief priests and the crowds, | find no fault in
this :man. 5 But they were the more urgent, saying [that], He stirreth up the
people, teaching throughout all :Judeea, and beginning from :Galilee even
unto here. 6 But when Pilate heard it, he asked whether the man is a
Galileean. 7 And when he knew that he was of the jurisdiction of Herod, he
sent him back to Herod, who himself also was at Jerusalem in these :days.
8 Now when Herod saw :Jesus, he was exceeding glad: for he was of a long
time desirous to see him, because he had :heard concerning him; and he
hoped to see some sign done by him. 9 And he questioned him in many
words; but HE answered him nothing. 10 And the chief priests and the
scribes stood, vehemently accusing him. 11 And Herod with his soldiers set
him at nought, and mocked, and arrayed in gorgeous apparel sent him back
to :Pilate. 12 And Herod and Pilate became friends with each other that very
day: for before they were at enmity between themselves. 13 And Pilate
called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people, 14 and said
unto them, Ye brought me this :man, as perverting the people: and lo, I,
having examined him before you, found no fault in this :man touching those
things whereof ye accuse him: 15 no, nor yet Herod: for he sent him back
unto us; and lo, nothing worthy of death hath been done by him. 16 | will
therefore chastise him, and release him. 18 But they cried out all together,
saying, Away with this man, and release to us :Barabbas:—19 who for a
certain insurrection made in the city, and for murder, was cast into :prison.
20 And :Pilate called to them again, desiring to release :Jesus; 21 but they
shouted, saying, Crucify, crucify him. 22 And he said unto them a third time,
Why, what evil hath this man done? | have found no cause of death in him:
| will therefore chastise and release him. 23 But they were urgent with loud
voices, asking that he be crucified. And their :voices prevailed. 24 And
Pilate gave sentence that what they asked be done. 25 And he released
him that for insurrection and murder had been cast into prison, whom they
asked for; but :Jesus he delivered up to their :will.

26 And when they led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon of
Cyrene, coming from the field, and laid on him the cross, to bear it
after :Jesus. 27 And a great multitude of the people followed him, and of
women who bewailed and lamented him. 28 But Jesus turning unto them
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said, Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but weep for yourselves,
and for your :children. 29 For lo, days are coming, in which they shall say,
Blessed the barren, and the wombs that bare not and the breasts that gave
not to suck. 30 Then shall they begin to say to the mountains, Fall on us;
and to the hills, Cover us. 31 For if they do these things in the green tree,
what shall be done in the dry? 32 And two others, malefactors, were also
led with him to be put to death. 33 And when they came unto the place
which is called Skull, there they crucified him, and the malefactors, one on
the right and the other on the left. 34 And Jesus said, Father, forgive them;
for they know not what they do. And parting his :garments among them,
they cast a lot. 35 And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also
scoffed, saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if this is the Christ
of :God, the chosen. 36 And the soldiers also mocked him, coming to him,
offering him vinegar, 37 and saying, If thou art the King of the Jews, save
thyself. 38 And an inscription was also over him, THIS is THE KING OF THE
JEWS. 39 And one of the hanged malefactors railed on him, saying, Art not
thou the Christ? save thyself and us. 40 But the other answered, and
rebuking him said, Dost not even thou fear :God, for thou art in the same
condemnation? 41 And we indeed justly; for we receive due reward of our
deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss. 42 And he said, Jesus,
remember me when thou comest in thy :kingdom. 43 And he said to him,
Amen | say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with me in :Paradise. 44 And it
was now about the sixth hour, and darkness came over the whole earth until
the ninth hour, 45 the sun failing: and the veil of the sanctuary was rent
amidst. 46 And :Jesus cried with a loud voice, and said, Father, into thy
hands | commend my :spirit: and having said this, he breathed his last.

47 And when the centurion saw what was done, he glorified :God, saying,
Certainly this was a righteous :man. 48 And all the crowds that came
together to this :sight, seeing what things were done, returned smiting
their :breasts. 49 And all his :acquaintance, and the women that followed
with him from :Galilee, stood afar off, seeing these things.

50 And lo, a man Joseph by name, who was a councillor, a good man
and righteous 51 (he had not consented to their :counsel and :deed), of
Arimathaea, a city of the Jews, who was looking for the kingdom of :God:
52 this man went to :Pilate, and asked for the body of :Jesus. 53 And he took
it down, and wrapped it in a linen cloth, and laid him in a tomb hewn in stone,
where no one had yet lain. 54 And it was Preparation day, and a sabbath
began to dawn. 55 And the women, who had come with him out of :Galilee,
followed after and beheld the tomb, and how his :body was laid. 56 And they
returned, and prepared spices and ointments.

And on the sabbath they rested according to the commandment.
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Chapter 24

1 But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they came unto the

tomb, bringing the spices which they had prepared. 2 And they found the
stone rolled away from the tomb. 3 And they entered in, and found not the
body of the Lord Jesus. 4 And it came to pass, while they were perplexed
thereabout, [and] lo, two men stood by them in dazzling apparel: 5 and as
they were affrighted and bowed down their :faces unto the earth, they said
unto them, Why seek ye the living one among the dead? 6 He is not here,
but is risen: remember how he spake to you when he was yet in :Galilee,
7 saying that the Son of :man must be delivered up into sinful men’s hands,
and be crucified, and the third day rise again. 8 And they remembered
his :words, 9 and returned from the tomb, and reported all these things to
the eleven, and to all the rest. 10 Now they were Mary :Magdalene, and
Joana, and Mary the mother of James: and the other women with them told
these things unto the apostles. 11 And these :words appeared in their sight
as idle talk; and they disbelieved them. 12 But :Peter arose, and ran
unto the tomb; and stooping over, he seeth the linen cloths by themselves;
and he departed to his home, wondering at what was come to pass.

13 And lo, two of them were going that very day to a village called
Emmaus, which was threescore furlongs from Jerusalem. 14 And THEY
communed with each other of all these things which had happened. 15 And
it came to pass, while they communed and questioned together, that Jesus
himself drew near, and went with them. 16 But their :eyes were holden that
they should not know him. 17 And he said unto them, What :words are
these that ye exchange one with another, as ye walk? And they stood still,
sad-faced. 18 And one Cleopas by name, answering said unto him, Dost
thou alone sojourn in Jerusalem and not know the things :come to pass
therein in these :days? 19 And he said to them, What things? And they said
to him, Those concerning Jesus the Nazarene, who was a [man] prophet,
mighty in deed and word before :God and all the people: 20 and how the
chief priests and our :rulers delivered him unto sentence of death, and
crucified him. 21 But we hoped that he it was who should redeem :lsrael.
Yea and besides all this, it is now the third day since these things came to
pass. 22 Moreover certain women of ours amazed us, having been early at
the tomb; 23 and when they found not his :body, they came, saying, they
had also seen a vision of angels, who say he is alive. 24 And certain of
those with us went to the tomb, and found it thus, just as the women had
said: but him they saw not. 25 And HE said unto them, O foolish, and slow
of :heart to believe in all that the prophets have spoken! 26 Behooved it not
the Christ to suffer these things, and to enter into his :glory? 27 And
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beginning from Moses and from all the prophets, he interpreted to them in
all the scriptures the things concerning himself. 28 And they drew nigh unto
the village, whither they were going: and HE made as though he would go
further. 29 And they urged him, saying, Abide with us; for it is toward
evening, and the day is now far spent. And he went in :to abide with them.
30 And it came to pass, when he had sat down with them to meat, he took
the loaf and blessed; and breaking it he gave to them. 31 And their :eyes
were opened, and they knew him; and HE vanished out of their sight. 32 And
they said one unto another, Was not our :heart burning, while he spake to
us in the way, as he opened to us the scriptures? 33 And they rose up
that very hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and found the eleven collected
together, and those with them, 34 saying [that], The Lord is risen indeed,
and hath appeared to Simon. 35 And THEY rehearsed the happenings on
the way, and how he was known of them in the breaking of the bread.
36 And as they spake these things, he himself stood in their midst, and saith
unto them, Peace to you. 37 But they, terrified and becoming affrighted,
supposed they beheld a spirit. 38 And he said to them, Why are ye troubled?
and wherefore do questionings arise in your :heart? 39 See my :hands and
my :feet, that it is | myself: handle me, and see; because a spirit hath not
flesh and bones, as ye behold me having. 40 And when he had said this, he
showed them his :hands and :feet. 41 And while they still disbelieved for :joy,
and wondered, he said to them, Have ye here aught to eat? 42 And they
gave him a piece of a broiled fish. 43 And he took it, and ate before them.
44 And he said unto them, These are my :words which | spake unto you,
while | was yet with you, that all the things written in the law of Moses, and
the Prophets, and the Psalms, concerning me must be fulfilled. 45 Then
opened he their :mind to understand the scriptures: 46 and he said to them
[that], Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer, and rise from the dead
the third day; 47 and that repentance unto remission of sins be preached in
his :name unto all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 48 Ye are
witnesses of these things. 49 And lo, | send forth the promise of my :Father
upon you: but tarry YE in the city, until ye be clothed with power from on
high.

50 And he led them out until over against Bethany: and he lifted up
his :hands, and blessed them. 51 And it came to pass, while he :blessed
them, he parted from them, and was carried up into :heaven. 52 And THEY
worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy: 53 and were
continually in the temple, blessing :God.
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ACCORDING TO JOHN
Chapter 1

1 IN the beginning the Word was, and the Word was with :God, and the
Word was God. 2 The same was in the beginning with :God. 3 All
things became through him; and without him nothing became that had
become. 4 In him was life; and the life was the light of :men. 5 And the light
shineth in the darkness; and the darkness apprehended it not. 6 There
came to be a man, sent from God, his name was John. 7 The same came
for a witness, that he might witness of the light, that all might believe through
him. 8 HE was not the light, but came that he might witness of the light.
9 The true :light was which coming into the world lighteth every man. 10 He
was in the world, and the world became through him, and the world knew
him not. 11 He came unto his :own possessions, and his :own received him
not. 12 But as many as received him, to them gave he authority to become
children of God, even to them that believe unto his :name: 13 who were
begotten, not of bloods, nor of the will of flesh, nor of man’s will, but of God.
14 And the Word became flesh, and tabernacled among us, and we beheld
his :glory, glory as of an only begotten with a father, full of grace and truth.
15 (John witnesseth of him, and cried, saying,—this was he who said—Who
cometh after me is become before me: for he was first in regard of me.)
16 Because of his :fulness we all received, and grace upon grace.
17 Because the law was given through Moses; the grace and the truth came
to be through Jesus Christ. 18 God no one hath ever seen; an only begotten,
himself God, who is unto the bosom of the Father, HE hath declared him.
19 And this is the witness of :John, when the Jews sent unto him from
Jerusalem priests and Levites to ask him, Who art THOU? 20 And he
confessed and denied not; and he confessed [that], | am not the Christ.
21 And they asked him, What then art thou? Art thou Elijah? And he saith,
| am not. Art THOU the prophet? And he answered, No. 22 They said
therefore to him, Who art thou? that we may give answer to them that sent
us. What sayest thou of thyself? 23 He said, | am a voice of one crying in
the wilderness, Make straight the way of the Lord, as said Isaiah the prophet.
24 And they had been sent from the Pharisees. 25 And they asked him, and
said to him, Why then baptizest thou, if THOU art not the Christ, nor Elijah,
nor the prophet? 26 :John answered them, saying, | baptize in water: in the
midst of you standeth one whom ye know not, 27 who cometh after me, the
latchet of whose shoe | am not worthy to unloose. 28 These things came to
pass in Bethany beyond the Jordan, where :John was baptizing. 29 On
the morrow he seeth :Jesus coming unto him, and saith, See, the lamb
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of :God, that taketh away the sin of the world! 30 This is he of whom | said,
After me cometh a man who is become before me: for he was first in regard
of me. 31 And | knew him not; but that he be manifested to :Israel, for this
came | baptizing in water. 32 And John witnessed, saying [that], | have
beheld the Spirit descending as a dove out of heaven; and he abode upon
him. 33 And | knew him not: but who sent me to baptize in water, HE said to
me, Upon whomsoever thou shalt see the Spirit descending and abiding
upon him, the same is he that baptizeth in the Holy Spirit. 34 And | have
seen, and have witnessed that this is the Son of :God.

35 Again on the morrow John was standing, and two of his disciples;
36 and he looked upon :Jesus as he walked, and saith, See, the Lamb
of :God! 37 And the two :disciples heard him speak and followed :Jesus.
38 And :Jesus turned, and beheld them following, and saith to them, What
seek ye? And they said to him, Rabbei (which is to say, interpreted,
Teacher), where abidest thou? 39 He saith to them, Come, and ye shall see.
They came therefore and saw where he abode; and they abode with him
that :day: the hour was about the tenth. 40 One of the two that heard it from
John and followed him, was Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter. 41 HE
findeth first his :own :brother Simon, and saith to him, We have found the
Messiah (which is, interpreted, Christ). 42 He brought him
unto :Jesus. :Jesus looked at him, and said, Thou art Simon the son of
John: thou shalt be called Cephas (which is, by interpretation, Peter).
43 On the morrow he wished to go forth into :Galilee, and he findeth Philip:
and :Jesus saith to him, Follow me. 44 Now :Philip was from Bethsaida, of
the city of Andrew and Peter. 45 Philip findeth :Nathanael, and saith to him,
We have found him, of whom wrote Moses in the law, and the prophets,
Jesus the one of Nazareth, son of :Joseph. 46 And Nathanael said to him,
Can aught good come out of Nazareth? :Philip saith to him, Come and see.
47 Jesus saw Nathanael coming unto him, and saith of him, See, an Israelite
indeed, in whom is no guile! 48 Nathanael saith to him, Whence knowest
thou me? Jesus answered and said to him, Before Philip called thee, when
thou wast under the fig tree, | saw thee. 49 Nathanael answered him,
Rabbei, THoOu art the Son of :God; THOU art King of :Israel. 50 :Jesus
answered and said to him, Because | said to thee that | saw thee
underneath the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than
these. 51 And he saith to him, Amen, Amen, | say unto you, Ye shall see the
heaven opened, and the angels of :God ascending and descending upon
the Son of :man.
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Chapter 2

1 And the third :day there was a marriage in Cana of :Galilee; and the

mother of :Jesus was there: 2 and :Jesus also was bidden, and
his :disciples, to the marriage. 3 And when the wine failed, the mother
of :Jesus saith unto him, They have no wine. 4 And :Jesus saith to her,
Woman, what have | to do with thee? mine :hour is not yet come.
5 His :mother saith to the servants, Whatever he saith to you, do. 6 Now six
waterpots of stone were set there according to the purifying of the Jews,
containing two or three firkins apiece. 7 Saith :Jesus to them, Fill the
waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he saith to
them, Draw out now, and bear to the feast ruler. And they broughtit. 9 And
when the feast-ruler tasted the water become wine, and knew not whence it
was (but the servants that had drawn the water knew), the feast-ruler calleth
the bridegroom, 10 and saith to him, Every man setteth on the good wine
first; and when they have drunk freely, then the inferior: THoU till now hast
kept the good wine. 11 This beginning of :signs did :Jesus in Cana
of :Galilee, and manifested his :glory; and his disciples believed on him.

12 After this he went down to Capernaum, he, and his :mother, and
the brethren, and his :disciples; and there they abode not many days.

13 And the passover of the Jews was nigh, and :Jesus went up to
Jerusalem. 14 And he found in the temple those that sold oxen and sheep
and doves, and the money changers sitting: 15 and he made a scourge of
cords, and cast all out of the temple, both the sheep and the oxen; and he
poured out the money of the changers, and overthrew their tables; 16 and to
the :dove-sellers he said, Take these hence; make not the house of
my :Father a house of merchandise. 17 His :disciples remembered that it is
written, The zeal for thy :house is devouring me. 18 The Jews therefore
answered and said to him, What sign showest thou us, because thou doest
these things? 19 Jesus answered and said to them, Destroy this :sanctuary,
and in three days | will raise it up. 20 The Jews therefore said, Forty and six
years was this :sanctuary in building, and wilt THOU raise it up in three days?
21 But HE spake of the sanctuary of his :body. 22 When therefore he was
raised from the dead, his :disciples remembered that he said this, and
believed the scripture, and the word which :Jesus had said.

23 Now when he was in :Jerusalem at the passover, during the feast,
many believed unto his :name, beholding his :signs which he did. 24 But
Jesus himself did not trust himself to them, for that he knew all men, 25 and
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because he had no need that any one bear witness concerning :man; for
himself knew what was in :man.

Chapter 3

1 Now there was a man of the Pharisees, Nicodemus his name, a
ruler of the Jews: 2 the same came unto him by night, and said to him,
Rabbei, we know that thou art a teacher come from God; for no one can do
these :signs which thou doest, except :God be with him. 3 Jesus answered
and said to him, Amen, Amen, | say unto thee, Except one be born from
above, he cannot see the kingdom of :God. 4 :Nicodemus saith unto him,
How can a man be born being an old man? can he enter a second time into
the womb of his :mother, and be born? 5 :Jesus answered, Amen, Amen, |
say unto thee, Except one be born of water and Spirit, he cannot enter into
the kingdom of :God. 6 What is born of the flesh is flesh; and what is born of
the Spirit is spirit. 7 Marvel not that | said to thee, Ye must be born from
above. 8 The Spirit breatheth where he willeth, and thou hearest his :voice,
but knowest not whence he cometh, and whither he goeth: so is every
one :born of the Spirit. 9 Nicodemus answered and said to him, How can
these things be? 10 Jesus answered and said to him, Art thou the teacher
of :Israel, and understandest not these things? 11 Amen, Amen, | say unto
thee [that], We speak what we know, and witness what we have seen; and
ye receive not our :witness. 12 If | told you the earthly things and ye believe
not, how shall ye believe if | tell you :heavenly? 13 And no one hath
ascended into the heaven, except he that descended out of the heaven, the
Son of :man. 14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so
must the Son of :man be lifted up; 15 that whosoever believeth have in him
eternal life. 16 For :God so loved the world, that he gave his :only
begotten :Son, that whosoever believeth unto him perish not, but have
eternal life. 17 For :God sent not the Son into the world to judge the world;
but that the world be saved through him. 18 Who believeth unto him is not
judged: who believeth not hath been judged already, because he hath not
believed unto the name of the only begotten Son of :God. 19 And this is the
judgment, that the light is come into the world, and :men loved the darkness
rather than the light; for their :works were evil. 20 For every one that
practiseth evil things hateth the light, and cometh not unto the light, that
his :works be not reproved. 21 But who doeth the truth cometh unto the light,
that his :works be manifested that they have been wrought in God.

22 After these things came :Jesus and his :disciples into the land of
Judaea, and there tarried with them, and baptized. 23 And :John also was
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baptizing in ££non near :Saleim, because many waters were there: and they
came, and were baptized. 24 For John was not yet cast into :prison. 25 A
dispute therefore arose by the disciples of John with a Jew about purifying.
26 And they came unto :John, and said to him, Rabbei: who was with thee
beyond the Jordan, to whom THOU hast witnessed, see, HE baptizeth, and
all come unto him. 27 John answered and said, A man can receive nothing,
except it have been given him from :heaven. 28 YE yourselves bear me
witness, that | said, The Christ | am not, but, that | am sent before him.

29 Who hath the bride is the bridegroom: but the friend of the bridegroom,
that standeth and heareth him, joyeth in joy because of the voice of the
bridegroom: this my :joy therefore is made full. 30 He must increase, but |
must decrease. 31 Who cometh from above is above all: who from the
earth is, from the earth he is and from the earth he speaketh: who cometh
from :heaven is above all. 32 What he hath seen and heard, of this he
witnesseth: and no one receiveth his :witness. 33 Who hath received
his :witness hath set his seal to this, that :God is true. 34 For he whom :God
hath sent speaketh the words of :God: for not by measure giveth he the
Spirit. 35 The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his :hand.
36 Who believeth unto the Son hath eternal life; but who disobeyeth the Son
shall not see life, but the wrath of :God abideth on him.

Chapter 4

1 When therefore the Lord knew that the Pharisees had heard that
Jesus was making and baptizing more disciples than John 2 (although
Jesus himself baptized not, but his :disciples), 3 he left :Judeea, and
departed again into :Galilee. 4 And he had to pass through :Samaria. 5 He
cometh therefore to a city of :Samaria, called Sychar, near the enclosure
that Jacob gave to his :son :Joseph: 6 and :Jacob’s spring was
there. :Jesus therefore, wearied with the journey, was sitting thus by the
spring; the hour was about the sixth. 7 A woman of :Samaria cometh to
draw water: :Jesus saith to her, Give me to drink. 8 For his :disciples were
gone away into the city to buy food. 9 Saith therefore the
Samaritan :woman to him, How askest THOU, being a Jew, drink of me, who
am a Samaritan woman? (For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.)
10 Jesus answered and said to her, If thou knewest the gift of :God, and who
it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of him,
and he would have given thee living water. 11 She saith to him, Sir, thou
hast no pail, and the well is deep: whence then hast thou the living :water?
12 Art thou greater than our :father Jacob, who gave us the well, and drank
thereof himself, and his :sons, and his :cattle? 13 Jesus answered and said
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to her, Every one that drinketh of this :water shall thirst again: 14 but whoso
drinketh of the water that | shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that
| shall give him shall become in him a spring of water leaping up unto eternal
life. 15 The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this :water, that | thirst not,
neither come all the way hither to draw. 16 He saith to her, Go, call
thy :husband, and come hither. 17 The woman answered and said to him, |
have no husband. :Jesus saith to her, Thou saidst well [that] | have no
husband: 18 for thou hast had five husbands, and he whom thou now hast is
not thy husband: this hast thou spoken truly. 19 The woman saith to him, Sir,
| perceive that thou art a prophet. 20 Our :fathers worshipped in
this :mountain; and YE say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought
to worship. 21 :Jesus saith to her, Believe me, woman, that an hour cometh,
when neither in this :mountain, nor in Jerusalem, shall ye worship the
Father. 22 YE worship ye know not what: W worship what we know;
for :salvation is from the Jews. 23 But an hour cometh, and now is, when the
true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth: for even such
the Father seeketh as his :worshippers. 24 :God is Spirit: and who worship
him must worship in spirit and truth. 25 The woman saith to him, | know that
Messiah cometh that is called Christ: when HE is come, he will declare to us
all things. 26 :Jesus saith to her, | that speak to thee am he. 27 And
upon this came his :disciples; and marvelled that he was speaking with a
woman; yet no one said, What seekest thou? or, Why speakest thou with
her? 28 So the woman left her :waterpot, and went away into the city, and
saith to the men, 29 Come, see a man, who told me all things that | did: can
this be the Christ? 30 They went out of the city, and were coming unto him.
31 In the mean while the disciples asked him, saying, Rabbei, eat. 32 But he
said to them, | have meat to eat that YE know not. 33 The disciples therefore
said one to another, Hath any one brought him aught to eat? 34 :Jesus saith
to them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to accomplish
his :work. 35 Say not YE that there are yet four months, and then cometh the
harvest? lo, | say unto you, Lift up your :eyes, and look on the fields, that
they are white unto harvest. 36 Already who reapeth receiveth reward, and
gathereth fruit unto life eternal; that who soweth and who reapeth may
rejoice together. 37 For herein is the saying true that one is who soweth,
and another who reapeth. 38 | sent you to reap that whereon ye have not
labored: others have labored, and ye are entered into their :labor. 39
And from that :city many of the Samaritans believed unto him because of
the word of the woman, who witnessed [that], He told me all things that | did.
40 When therefore the Samaritans came unto him, they asked him to abide
with them: and he abode there two days. 41 And many more believed
because of his :word; 42 and they said to the woman [that], Now we believe,
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not because of thy :speaking: for we have heard for ourselves, and know
that this is truly the Savior of the world.

43 And after the two days he went forth from thence into :Galilee.

44 For Jesus himself testified, that a prophet hath no honor in his
own :country. 45 When therefore he came into :Galilee, the Galileeans
received him, having seen all the things that he did in Jerusalem at the feast:
for they also went unto the feast. 46 He came therefore again
unto :Cana of :Galilee, where he made the water wine. And there was a
certain nobleman, whose :son was sick at Capernaum. 47 This man heard
that Jesus was come out of :Judeea into :Galilee, and he went unto him, and
asked that he come down, and heal his :son; for he was at death’s point.
48 :Jesus therefore said unto him, Except ye see signs and wonders, ye will
in nowise believe. 49 The nobleman saith unto him, Sir, come down ere my
little :child die. 50 :Jesus saith to him, Go, thy :son liveth. The man believed
the word that :Jesus spake to him, and he went away. 51 But as he was
already going down, his :bondmen met him, saying, that his :boy lived.

52 He inquired therefore of them the hour when he began to amend. They
said therefore to him [that], Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left him.
53 The father therefore knew that it was at that :hour in which :Jesus said
unto him, Thy :son liveth: and himself believed, and his whole :house.

54 Now this is again a second sign that :Jesus did coming out of Judeea
into :Galilee.

Chapter 5

1 After these things was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to
Jerusalem.

2 Now there is in :Jerusalem by the sheep gate a pool, the one called
in Hebrew Béthzatha, having five porches. 3 In these lay a multitude of the
sick, blind, halt, withered. 5 And a certain man was there who had been
thirty and eight years in his :infirmity. 6 :Jesus seeing this man lying down,
and knowing that he had been thus already a long time, saith to him,
Wouldest thou be made whole? 7 The sick man answered him, Sir, | have
no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while | am
coming, another steppeth down before me. 8 :Jesus saith to him, Arise,
take up thy :bed, and walk. 9 And straightway the man became whole, and
took up his :bed and walked. Now it was the sabbath on that :day.

10 Said the Jews therefore to the one cured, It is the sabbath, and it is not
lawful for thee to take up the bed. 11 But he answered them, He who made
me whole, the same said to me, Take up thy :bed, and walk. 12 They asked
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him, Who is the man that said to thee, Take up, and walk? 13 But the one
healed knew not who it was; for :Jesus disappeared, a crowd being in the
place. 14 After these things :Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said to
him, Behold, thou art become whole: sin no more, lest aught worse befall
thee. 15 The man went away, and told the Jews that it was Jesus who had
made him whole. 16 And for this the Jews persecuted :Jesus, because he
did these things on a sabbath. 17 But he answered them, My :Father
worketh even until now, and | work. 18 For this therefore the Jews sought
the more to kill him, because he not only brake the sabbath, but also
said :God was his own Father, making himself equal with :God. 19 :Jesus
therefore answered and said to them, Amen, Amen, | say unto you, The Son
can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father doing: for whatever
things HE doeth, these the Son also doeth likewise. 20 For the Father loveth
the Son, and showeth him all things that himself doeth: and greater works
than these will he show him, that YE may marvel. 21 For just as the Father
raiseth the dead and maketh alive, thus the Son also maketh alive whom he
will. 22 For neither doth the Father judge any one, but hath given
all ;judgment to the Son; 23 that all may honor the Son, even as they honor
the Father. Who honoreth not the Son honoreth not the Father that sent him.
24 Amen, Amen, | say unto you [that], Who heareth my :word, and believeth
him that sent me, hath eternal life, and cometh not into judgment, but hath
passed out of :death into :life. 25 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, that an hour
cometh, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of :God,
and who hear shall live. 26 For just as the Father hath life in himself, thus
gave he to the Son also to have life in himself:

27 and he gave him authority to pass judgment, because he is Son of man.
28 Marvel not at this: for the hour cometh, in which all they in the tombs shall
hear his :voice, 29 and shall come forth; who have done the good things,
unto resurrection of life; who have practised the evil things, unto
resurrection of judgment. 30 I can of myself do nothing: as | hear, | judge:
and :my judgment is righteous; because | seek not My :will, but the will of
him that sent me. 31 If I witness of myself, my :witness is not true. 32 It
is another that witnesseth of me; and | know that the witness which he
witnesseth of me is true. 33 Ye have sent unto John, and he hath witnessed
to the truth. 34 But | receive not the witness from man: however, | say these
things, that YE be saved. 35 HE was the burning and shining :lamp; and YE
were willing to rejoice for an hour in his :light. 36 But the witness | have is
greater than :John’s; for the works which the Father hath given me to
accomplish, the very works that | do, withess of me, that the Father hath
sent me. 37 And the Father that sent me, HE hath borne witness of me. Ye
have neither ever heard his voice, nor seen his form. 38 And ye have not

his :word abiding in you: for whom HE sent, him YE believe not. 39 Search
the scriptures, because YE think that in them ye have eternal life; and THEY
are which witness of me; 40 and ye will not to come to me, that ye may have
life. 411 receive not glory from men. 42 But | know you, that ye have not the
love of :God in yourselves. 43 | am come in the name of my :Father, and ye
receive me not: if another shall come in :his own :name, him ye will receive.
44 How can YE believe, receiving glory one of another, and the glory :from
the only God ye seek not? 45 Think not that | will accuse you to the Father:
there is your :accuser, Moses, on whom ye have set your hope. 46 For if ye
believed Moses, ye would believe me; for HE wrote of me. 47 But if ye
believe not HIS writings, how shall ye believe my :words?

Chapter 6

1 After these things :Jesus went away to the other side of the sea
of :Galilee, of :Tiberias. 2 And a great crowd followed him, because they
beheld the signs which he did over the sick. 3 And Jesus went up into the
mountain, and there he sat with his :disciples. 4 Now the passover, the
feast of the Jews, was nigh. 5 :Jesus therefore lifting up his :eyes, and
beholding that a great crowd cometh unto him, saith unto Philip, Whence
are we to buy loaves, that these may eat? 6 And this he said to prove him:
for he himself knew what he would do. 7 Philip answered him, Two hundred
shillings’ worth of loaves suffice not them, that each take a little. 8 One of
his :disciples, Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter, saith to him, 9 A lad is
here, who hath five barley loaves, and two fishes: but what are these among
so many? 10 :Jesus said, Make the men sit down. Now much grass was in
the place. The men therefore sat down, in :number about five thousand.
11 :Jesus therefore took the loaves, and having given thanks, he distributed
to those sitting down; likewise also of the fishes as much as they would.

12 And when they were filled, he saith to his :disciples, Gather up the
fragments remaining over, that nothing be lost. 13 So they gathered up and
filled from the five :barley loaves twelve baskets of fragments, which
remained over to them that had eaten. 14 The men, therefore, seeing
what signs he did, said [that], This is truly the prophet that cometh into the
world. 15 Jesus therefore perceiving that they were about to come and take
him by force, to make him king, withdrew again into the mountain himself
alone. 16 And when evening came, his :disciples went down unto the
sea; 17 and they entered into a boat, and were going over the sea unto
Capernaum. And it was now dark, and :Jesus had not yet come unto them.
18 And the sea was rising with a great wind blowing. 19 When therefore they
had rowed about five and twenty or thirty furlongs, they behold :Jesus
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walking on the sea, and drawing near the boat: and they were afraid. 20 But
he saith to them, It is I; be not afraid. 21 They were willing therefore to
receive him into the boat: and straightway the boat was at the land whither
they were going.

22 On the morrow the crowd that stood on the other side of the sea
saw that no other little boat was there, save one, and that :Jesus entered
not with his disciples into the boat, but that his :disciples went away alone;
23 but boats came from Tiberias near the place where they ate the bread
after the Lord had given thanks. 24 When the crowd therefore saw that
Jesus was not there, neither his :disciples, they themselves got into the little
boats, and came to Capernaum, seeking :Jesus. 25 And when they found
him on the other side of the sea, they said to him, Rabbei, when camest
thou hither? 26 :Jesus answered them and said, Amen, Amen, | say unto
you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw signs, but because ye were eating of
the loaves, and were filled. 27 Work not for the food which perisheth, but for
the food which abideth unto eternal life, which the Son of :man shall give
you: for him the Father, :God, hath sealed. 28 They said therefore unto him,
What must we do, that we may work the works of :God? 29 :Jesus
answered and said to them, This is the work of :God, that ye believe on him
whom HE hath sent. 30 They said therefore to him, What then doest THOU
for a sign, that we may see, and believe thee? what workest thou? 31 Our
fathers ate the manna in the wilderness; even as it is written, He gave them
bread out of :heaven to eat. 32 :Jesus therefore said to them, Amen, Amen,
| say unto you, Not Moses gave you the bread out of :heaven; but
my :Father giveth you the true :bread out of :heaven. 33 For the bread
of :God is he that cometh down out of :heaven, and giveth life to the world.
34 They said therefore unto him, Lord, evermore give us this :bread.
35 :Jesus said to them, | am the bread of :life: who cometh unto me shall in
nowise hunger, and who believeth unto me shall in nowise ever thirst.

36 But | said to you, that both ye have seen me and believe not.

37 Everything that the Father giveth me shall come unto me; and him that
cometh unto me | will in nowise cast out; 38 because | am come down
from :heaven, not to do :my :will, but the will of him that sent me. 39 And this
is the will of him that sent me, that of everything which he hath given me |
should lose nothing, but should raise it up at the last day. 40 For this is the
will of my :Father, that every one that beholdeth the Son, and believeth unto
him, have eternal life; and | will raise him up at the last day. 41 The
Jews therefore murmured concerning him, because he said, | am the bread
which came down out of :heaven. 42 And they said, Is not this Jesus, the
son of Joseph, whose :father and mother we know? how saith he now [that]
| am come down out of :heaven? 43 Jesus answered and said to them,
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Murmur not among yourselves. 44 No one can come unto me, except the
Father that sent me draw him: and | will raise him up in the last day. 45 Itis
written in the prophets, And all shall be taught of God. Every one that hath
heard from the Father, and hath learned, cometh unto me. 46 Not that any
one hath seen the Father, save he that is from :God, HE hath seen the
Father. 47 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, Who believeth hath eternal life.

48 | am the bread of :life. 49 Your :fathers ate the manna in the wilderness,
and died. 50 This is the bread which cometh down out of :heaven, that one
eat thereof, and not die. 51 | am the living :bread which came down out
of :heaven: if any eat of :this :bread, he shall live for ever: yea and the bread
which | will give is my flesh, for the life of the world. 52 The Jews
therefore strove one with another, saying, How can this man give us
his :flesh to eat? 53 :Jesus therefore said to them, Amen, Amen, | say unto
you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of :man and drink his :blood, ye have
not life in yourselves. 54 Who feedeth on my :flesh and drinketh my :blood
hath eternal life; and | will raise him up at the last day. 55 For my :flesh is
true meat, and my :blood is true drink. 56 Who feedeth on my :flesh and
drinketh my :blood abideth in me, and | in him. 57 As the living Father sent
me, and | live because of the Father; so who feeds on me, HE also shall live
because of me. 58 This is the bread which came down out of :heaven: not
as the fathers ate, and died; he that feeds on this :bread shall live for ever.
59 These things said he in a synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.

60 Many therefore of his :disciples, when they heard this, said, This :saying
is hard: who can hear it? 61 But :Jesus knowing in himself that his :disciples
murmured at this said to them, Doth this stumble you? 62 What then if ye
should behold the Son of :man ascending where he was before? 63 Itis the
Spirit that maketh alive; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that | have
spoken to you are spirit, and are life. 64 But there are some of you that
believe not. For :Jesus knew from the beginning who they were that
believed not, and who it was that should deliver him up. 65 And he said, For
this cause have | said to you, that no one can come unto me, except it be
given unto him of the Father.

66 Upon this many of his :disciples went :back, and walked no more with him.
67 :Jesus said therefore to the twelve, Would ye also go away? 68 Simon
Peter answered him, Lord, unto whom shall we go? thou hast the words of
eternal life. 69 And WE have believed and know that THou art the Holy One
of :God. 70 :Jesus answered them, Did not | choose you the twelve, and
one of you is a devil? 71 Now he spake of :Judas son of Simon Iscariot, for
he it was that should deliver him up, one of the twelve.
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Chapter 7

1 And after these things :Jesus walked in :Galilee: for he would not
walk in :Judeea, because the Jews sought to kill him. 2 Now the feast of the
Jews, the feast of tabernacles, was nigh. 3 His :brethren therefore said unto
him, Depart hence, and go into :Judeea, that thy :disciples also shall behold
thy :works which thou doest. 4 For no one doeth aught in secret, and
himself seeketh to be known openly. If thou doest these things, manifest
thyself to the world. 5 For even his :brethren did not believe unto him.
6 :Jesus therefore saith to them, :My :season is not yet come; but
your :season is always ready. 7 The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth,
because | witness of it, that its :works are evil. 8 Go YE up unto the feast: |
go not up yet unto this :feast; because :my :season is not yet fulfilled. 9 And
having said these things to them, he remained in :Galilee. 10 But when
his :brethren were gone up unto the feast, then he himself also went up, not
openly, but as if in secret. 11 The Jews therefore sought him at the feast,
and said, Where is that man? 12 And much murmuring was among the
crowds concerning him: some said [that], He is a good man; but others said,
No, but he leadeth the multitude astray. 13 Yet no one spake openly of him
for the fear of the Jews.

14 But when it was now the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the
temple, and taught. 15 The Jews therefore marvelled, saying, How knoweth
this man letters, not having learned? 16 Jesus therefore answered them,
and said, My :teaching is not mine, but his that sent me. 17 If any willeth to
do his :will, he shall know of the teaching, whether it is of :God, or whether |
speak from myself. 18 Who speaketh from himself seeketh his :own :glory:
but who seeketh the glory of him that sent him, the same is true, and no
unrighteousness is in him. 19 Did not Moses give you the law, and none of
you doeth the law? Why seek ye to kill me? 20 The crowd answered, Thou
hast a demon: who seeketh to kill thee? 21 Jesus answered and said to
them, | did one work, and ye all marvel. 22 Therefore Moses hath given
you :circumcision (not that it is of :Moses but of the fathers); and on a
sabbath ye circumcise a man. 23 If the man receiveth circumcision on a
sabbath, that the law of Moses be not broken; are ye wroth with me,
because | made a man every whit whole on a sabbath? 24 Judge not
according to appearance, but judge :righteous judgment. 25 Some
therefore of them of Jerusalem said, Is not this he whom they seek to kill?
26 And behold, he speaketh openly, and they say nothing to him. Can it be
that the rulers verily know that this is the Christ? 27 But we know this man
whence he is: but when the Christ cometh, no one knoweth whence he is.
28 :Jesus therefore cried, teaching in the temple and saying, Ye both know
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me, and know whence | am; and | am not come of myself, but who sent me
is true, whom ye know not. 29 | know him; because | am from him, and HE
sent me. 30 They sought therefore to take him: and no one laid :hand on
him, because his :hour was not yet come. 31 But of the crowd many
believed unto him and said, When the Christ shall come, will he do more
signs than what this man hath done? 32 The Pharisees heard the crowd
murmuring these things concerning him; and the chief priests and the
Pharisees sent officers to take him. 33 :Jesus therefore said, Yet a little time
am | with you, and | go unto him that sent me. 34 Ye shall seek me, and
shall not find me: and where | am, YE cannot come. 35 The Jews therefore
said among themselves, Whither will this man go that We shall not find him?
will he go unto the Dispersion among the Greeks, and teach the Greeks?
36 What is this :word that he said, Ye shall seek me, and shall not find me;
and where | am, YE cannot come?

37 Now on the last, the great day of the feast, :Jesus stood and cried,
saying, If any thirst, let him come unto me and drink. 38 Who believeth unto
me, as the scripture hath said, out of his :belly shall flow rivers of living water.
39 But this he spake of the Spirit, which they that believed unto him were to
receive: for the Spirit was not yet; because Jesus was not yet glorified.

40 Some of the crowd therefore, when they heard these :words, said that
this is truly the prophet. 41 Others said, This is the Christ. But some said,
What, doth the Christ come out of :Galilee? 42 Did not the scripture say that
the Christ cometh of the seed of David, and from Bethlehem, the village
where David was? 43 A division therefore arose in the crowd because of
him. 44 And some of them would have taken him; but no one laid :hands on
him. 45 The officers therefore came to the chief priests and Pharisees;
and these said to them, Why did ye not bring him? 46 The officers answered,
Never man so spake. 47 The Pharisees therefore answered them, Are ye
also deceived? 48 Hath any of the rulers believed unto him, or of the
Pharisees? 49 But this :crowd that knoweth not the law are accursed.

50 Nicodemus saith to them (he that came unto him before, being one of
them), 51 Doth our :law judge the man, except it first hear from him and
know what he doeth? 52 They answered and said to him, Art THOU also
of :Galilee? Search, and see that out of :Galilee ariseth no prophet.

53 And they went each unto his :house:

Chapter 8

1 but Jesus went unto the mount of :Olives. 2 And early in the morning he
came into the temple, and the whole people came unto him; and he sat
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down, and taught them. 3 And the scribes and the Pharisees bring a
woman taken in sin; and having set her in the midst, 4 they say to him,
Teacher, this :woman hath been taken in adultery, in the very act. 5 Now in
the law Moses commanded us to stone :such: what then sayest THOU?

6 And this they said, trying him, that they might have whereof to accuse him.
But :Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground. 7 But
when they continued asking him, he lifted himself up, and said to them, Who
is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 8 And again he
stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 9 And they, when they heard it,
went out one by one, beginning from the elders: and he was left alone, and
the woman, where she was, in the midst. 10 And :Jesus lifted himself up,
and said to her, Woman, where are they? did no one condemn thee?

11 And she said, No one, Lord. And :Jesus said, Neither do | condemn thee:
go; from now on sin no more.

12 Again therefore :Jesus spake to them, saying, | am the light of the
world: who followeth me shall in no wise walk in the darkness, but shall have
the light of :life. 13 The Pharisees therefore said to him, THOU art withessing
of thyself; thy :witness is not true. 14 Jesus answered and said to them, And
even if | am witnessing of myself, my :witness is true; for | know whence |
came, and whither | go; but YE know not whence | come, or whither | go.
15 YE judge after the flesh; | judge no one. 16 Yea and if |
judge, :my :judgment is true; for I am not alone, but | and the Father that
sent me. 17 Yea and in :your :law it is written, that the witness of two men is
true. 18 | am he that witnesseth of myself, and the Father that sent me
witnesseth of me. 19 They said therefore to him, Where is thy :Father?
Jesus answered, Ye know neither me, nor my :Father: if ye knew me, ye
would know my :Father also. 20 These :words spake he in the treasury,
while teaching in the temple: and no one took him; because his :hour was
not yet come.

21 He said therefore again to them, | go, and ye shall seek me, and
shall die in your :sin: whither | go, YE cannot come. 22 The Jews therefore
said, Will he kill himself, that he saith, Whither | go, YE cannot come?

23 And he said to them, YE are from :beneath; | am from :above: YE are of
this :world; I am not of this :world. 24 | said therefore to you, that ye shall die
in your sins: for except ye believe that | am he, ye shall die in your :sins.

25 They said therefore to him, Who art THOU? :Jesus said unto them, Even
what | also speak to you from the beginning. 26 | have many things to speak
and to judge concerning you: but who sent me is true; and the things | heard
from him, these speak | unto the world. 27 They perceived not that he spake
to them of the Father. 28 :Jesus therefore said, When ye shall lift up the Son
of man, then shall ye know that | am he, and | do nothing of myself, but even
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as the Father taught me, these | speak. 29 And who sent me is with me; he
hath not left me alone; for | do always the things pleasing to him. 30 As he
spake these things, many believed unto him. 31 :Jesus therefore said to
the Jews that had believed him, If YE abide in my :word, ye are truly my
disciples; 32 and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall set you free.

33 They answered unto him, We are Abraham’s seed, and have never yet
been in bondage to any one: how sayest THOU [that] Ye shall become free.
34 :Jesus answered them, Amen, Amen, | say unto you [that], Every one
that doeth :sin is bondman of :sin. 35 And the bondman abideth not in the
house for ever: the son abideth for ever. 36 If therefore the Son shall set you
free, ye shall be free indeed. 37 | know that ye are Abraham’s seed; But ye
seek to kill me, because :my :word hath no place in you. 38 What things |
have seen with the Father | speak: ye also then do what things ye heard
from the father. 39 They answered and said to him, Our :father is
Abraham. :Jesus saith to them, If ye are :Abraham’s children, do the works
of :Abraham. 40 But now ye seek to kill me, a man who have told you the
truth, which | heard from :God: this Abraham did not. 41 YE do the works of
your :father. They said to him, WE were not born of fornication; we have one
Father, :God. 42 :Jesus said to them, If :God were your Father, ye would
love me: for | came forth and am come from :God, for neither have | come of
myself, but HE sent me. 43 Wherefore understand ye not :my :speech?
Because ye cannot hear :my :word. 44 YE are of the father, the devil, and
the lusts of your :father ye will to do. He was a man-slayer from the
beginning, and standeth not in the truth, because no truth is in him. When
he speaketh the lie, he speaketh of his :own: for he is a liar, and the father
thereof. 45 But |, because | say the truth, ye believe me not. 46 Which of
you convicteth me of sin? If | speak truth, why do YE not believe me?

47 Who is of :God heareth the words of :God: for this cause hear YE not,
because ye are not of :God. 48 The Jews answered and said to him, Say
WE not well that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a demon? 49 Jesus
answered, | have not a demon; but | honor my :Father, and YE dishonor me.
50 But | seek not my :glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth.

51 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, If any keep my :word, he shall never see
death. 52 The Jews said to him, Now we know that thou hast a demon.
Abraham died, and the prophets; and THOU sayest, If one keep my :word,
he shall never taste of death. 53 Art THOU greater than our :father Abraham,
who died? and the prophets died: whom makest thou thyself? 54 Jesus
answered, If | glorify myself, my :glory is nothing: it is my :Father that
glorifieth me; of whom YE say, that he is your God; 55 and ye are not
acquainted with him: but | know him; and if | should say, that | know him not,
| shall be like you, a liar: but | know him, and keep his :word. 56 Your :father
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Abraham rejoiced to see :my :day; and he saw and was glad. 57 The Jews
therefore said unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast seen
Abraham? 58 Jesus said to them, Amen, Amen, | say unto you, Before
Abraham became, | am. 59 They took up stones therefore to cast at him:
but Jesus was hidden, and went out of the temple.

Chapter 9

1 And passing by, he saw a man blind from his birth. 2 And
his :disciples asked him, saying, Rabbei, who was sinning, this man, or
his :parents, that he should be born blind? 3 Jesus answered, Neither did
this man sin, nor his :parents: but that the works of :God should be
manifested in him. 4 WE must work the works of him that sent me, while it is
day: night cometh, when no one can work. 5 While | am in the world, | am
Light of the world. 6 When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and
made clay of the spittle, and with the clay anointed his :eyes, 7 and said to
him, Go, wash in the pool of :Siloam (which is interpreted, Sent). He went
away therefore, and washed, and came seeing. 8 The neighbors
therefore, and they that saw him :aforetime, that he was a beggar, said, Is
not this he that sat and begged? 9 Others said [that] It is he: others said, No,
but he is like him. HE said [that], | am he. 10 They told him therefore, How
then were thine :eyes opened? 11 HE answered, The man :called Jesus
made clay, and anointed mine :eyes, and said to me [that], Go to :Sildam,
and wash: | went away therefore, and washed, and received sight. 12 And
they said to him, Where is HE? He saith, | know not. 13 They bring unto
the Pharisees the one aforetime blind. 14 Now it was the sabbath on the
day when :Jesus made the clay, and opened his :eyes. 15 Again therefore
the Pharisees also asked him how he received his sight. And he said to
them, He put clay upon mine :eyes, and | washed, and | see. 16 Some
therefore of the Pharisees said, This :man is not from God, because he
keepeth not the sabbath. But others said, How can [a man] a sinner do
such signs? And there was a division among them. 17 They say therefore
to the blind man again, What sayest THou of him, in that he opened
thine :eyes? And he said [that], He is a prophet. 18 The Jews therefore did
not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and had received sight,
until they called the parents of him that had received sight, 19 and asked
them, saying, Is this your :son, who ye say that he was born blind? how then
seeth he now therefore? 20 His :parents answered and said, We know that
this is our :son, and that he was born blind: 21 but how he now seeth, we
know not; or who opened his :eyes, WE know not: ask him; he is of age; HE
shall speak for himself. 22 These things said his :parents, because they
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feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any should confess
him as Christ, he should be out of the synagogue. 23 Therefore said
his :parents [that], He is of age; ask him. 24 They called, therefore, a
second time the man that was blind, and said to him, Give glory to :God: WE
know that this :man is a sinner. 25 HE therefore answered, Whether he is a
sinner, | know not: one thing I know, that, whereas | was blind, now | see.
26 They said therefore to him, What did he to thee? how opened he
thine :eyes? 27 He answered them, I told you already, and ye did not heatr;
wherefore would ye hear it again? would YE also become his disciples?

28 And they reviled him, and said, Thou art that man’s disciple; but We are
disciples of :Moses. 29 WE know that :God hath spoken to Moses: but as for
this man, we know not whence he is. 30 The man answered and said to
them, Why, herein is the marvel, that YE know not whence he is, and he
opened mine :eyes. 31 We know that :God heareth not sinners: but if any be
worshipper of God, and do his :will, him he heareth. 32 For ages it was
unheard-of that any one opened the eyes of one born blind. 33 If this man
was not from God, he could do nothing. 34 They answered and said to him,
THOU wast altogether born in sins, and dost THoOU teach us? And they cast
him out. 35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and found him and
said, Believest THOU unto the Son of :man? 36 HE answered and said, And
who is he, sir, that | may believe on him? 37 :Jesus said to him, Thou hast
both seen him, and he it is that speaketh with thee. 38 And he said, Lord, |
believe. And he worshipped him. 39 And :Jesus said, For judgment came |
into this :world, that who see not may see; and who see may become blind.
40 Those of the Pharisees who were with him heard these things, and said
to him, Are WE also blind? 41 :Jesus said to them, If ye were blind, ye would
have no sin: but now ye say that, We see: your :sin remaineth.

Chapter 10

1 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, Who entereth not by the door into the
fold of the sheep, but goeth up some other way, the same is a thief and
robber. 2 But who entereth by the door is shepherd of the sheep. 3 To him
the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his :voice: and he calleth his :own
sheep by name, and leadeth them out. 4 When he hath put forth all his :own,
he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his :voice.
5 And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not
the voice of :strangers. 6 This :proverb spake :Jesus to them: but THEY
understood not what things they were which he spake to them. 7 :Jesus
therefore said again, Amen, Amen, | say unto you, | am the door of the
sheep. 8 All that came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep
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did not hear them. 9 | am the door; by me if any enter, he shall be saved,
and shall go in and go out, and find pasture. 10 The thief cometh not, but to
steal, and kill, and destroy: | came that they may have life, and may have
abundance. 11 | am the good :shepherd: the good :shepherd layeth down
his :life for the sheep. 12 Who is a hireling, and not a shepherd, whose own
the sheep are not, beholdeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and
fleeth (and the wolf snatcheth them, and scattereth): 13 because he is a
hireling, and careth not for the sheep. 14 | am the good :shepherd; and |
know :mine, and :mine know me, 15 even as the Father knoweth me, and |
know the Father; and | lay down my :life for the sheep. 16 And other sheep
| have, which are not of this :fold: them also | must bring, and they shall hear
my :voice; and they shall become one flock, one shepherd. 17 For this the
Father loveth me, because I lay down my :life, that | take it again. 18 No one
took it away from me, but | lay it down of myself. | have authority to lay it
down, and have authority to take it again. This :commandment received |
from my :Father. 19 A division arose again among the Jews because of
these :words. 20 And many of them said, He hath a demon, and is mad;
why hear ye him? 21 Others said, These are not the sayings of a demoniac;
can a demon open the eyes of the blind?

22 The feast of dedication was then at :Jerusalem: 23 it was winter;
and :Jesus was walking in the temple in the porch of :Solomon. 24 The
Jews therefore encircled him, and said to him, How long holdest thou
our :soul in suspense? If thou art the Christ, tell us plainly. 25 :Jesus
answered them, | told you, and ye believe not: the works that | do in the
name of my :Father, these witness of me. 26 But YE believe not, because ye
are not of :my :sheep. 27 :My :sheep hear my :voice, and | know them, and
they follow me: 28 and | give them eternal life; and they shall never perish,
and no one shall snatch them out of my :hand. 29 What my :Father hath
given me is greater than all; and no one can snatch out of the hand of the
Father. 30 | and the Father are one. 31 The Jews took up stones again to
stone him. 32 :Jesus answered them, Many good works have | showed you
from the Father; for which work of those do ye stone me? 33 The Jews
answered him, For a good work we stone thee not, but for blasphemy; and
because thou, being man, makest thyself God. 34 :Jesus answered them,
Is it not written in your :law [that], | said, Ye are gods? 35 If HE called them
gods, unto whom the word of :God came (and the scripture cannot be
broken), 36 say YE of him, whom the Father sanctified and sent into the
world [that], Thou blasphemest; because | said | am :God’s Son? 37 If | do
not the works of my :Father, believe me not. 38 But if | do, though ye believe
not me, believe the works: that ye may know and understand that the Father
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is in me, and | in the Father. 39 They sought therefore again to take him:
and he went forth out of their :hand.

40 And he went away again beyond the Jordan into the place where
John was baptizing at the first; and remained there. 41 And many came
unto him, and they said [that], John indeed did no sign: but all things
whatever John spake of this man were true. 42 And many believed unto him
there.

Chapter 11

1 Now a certain man was sick, Lazarus of Bethany, of the village of
Mary and her :sister Martha. 2 And it was Mariam who anointed the Lord
with ointment, and wiped his :feet with her :hair, whose :brother Lazarus
was sick. 3 The sisters therefore sent unto him, saying, Lord, see, he whom
thou lovest is sick. 4 But when :Jesus heard it, he said, This :sickness is not
unto death, but for the glory of :God, that the Son of :God be glorified by it.
5 Now :Jesus loved :Martha, and her :sister, and :Lazarus. 6 When
therefore he heard that he was sick, he then accordingly abode two days in
the place where he was. 7 Thereupon after this he saith to the disciples, Let
us go into :Judeea again. 8 The disciples say to him, Rabbei, the Jews were
but now seeking to stone thee; and goest thou thither again? 9 Jesus
answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If one walk in the day, he
stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this :world. 10 But if one walk in
the night, he stumbleth, because the light is not in him. 11 These things
spake he: and after this he saith to them, Our :friend Lazarus is fallen asleep;
but | go, that | awake him. 12 The disciples therefore said to him, Lord, if he
is fallen asleep, he will recover. 13 Now :Jesus had spoken of his :death:
but THEY thought that he spake of taking :rest in :sleep. 14 Then :Jesus
therefore said to them openly, Lazarus is dead. 15 And | am glad for you
that | was not there, that ye may believe; but let us go unto him. 16 Thomas
therefore, who is called Didymus, said to his :fellow-disciples, Let US also
go, that we may die with him. 17 :Jesus therefore came and found that
he had been in the tomb four days already. 18 Now Bethany was nigh
to :Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off; 19 and many of the Jews had come
to :Martha and Mariam, to console them concerning their brother.
20 :Martha therefore, when she heard that Jesus was coming, met him: but
Mariam still sat in the house. 21 :Martha therefore said unto Jesus, Lord, if
thou hadst been here, my :brother had not died. 22 And now | know that,
whatever thou shalt ask of :God, :God will give thee. 23 :Jesus saith to her,
Thy :brother shall rise again. 24 :Martha saith to him, | know that he shall
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rise again in the resurrection at the last day. 25 :Jesus said to her, | am the
resurrection, and the life: who believeth unto me shall live, even if he die;

26 and every one who liveth and believeth unto me shall nowise die unto the
age. Believest thou this? 27 She saith to him, Yea, Lord: | have believed
that thou art the Christ, the Son of :God, even he that cometh into the world.
28 And when she had said this, she went away, and called Mariam
her :sister secretly saying, The Teacher is here, and calleth thee. 29 And
SHE, when she heard it, arose quickly, and went unto him. 30 (Now :Jesus
was not yet come into the village, but was still in the place where :Martha
met him.) 31 The Jews then who were with her in the house, and consoling
her, when they saw :Mariam that she rose up quickly and went out, followed
her, supposing that she was going unto the tomb to wail there. 32 :Mariam
therefore, when she came where Jesus was, and saw him, fell down at
his :feet, saying to him, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my :brother had not
died. 33 When Jesus therefore saw her wailing, and the Jews also wailing
who came with her, he was indignant in spirit and troubled himself, 34 and
said, Where have ye laid him? They say to him, Lord, come and see.
35 :Jesus wept. 36 The Jews therefore said, See how he loved him! 37 But
some of them said, Could not this man, who opened the eyes of the blind
man, have done so that this man also should not die? 38 Jesus therefore
again indignant within himself cometh to the tomb. Now it was a cave, and
a stone lay against it. 39 :Jesus saith, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the
sister of the dead man, saith to him, Lord, he already stinketh, for he is dead
four days. 40 :Jesus saith to her, Said | not to thee, that if thou believedst,
thou shouldest see the glory of :God? 41 They took away therefore the
stone. And :Jesus lifted up his :eyes, and said, Father, | thank thee that
thou heardest me. 42 And | knew that thou hearest me always: but because
of the crowd that standeth around | said it, that they may believe that thou
didst send me. 43 And when he had thus spoken, he cried with a loud voice,
Lazarus, come forth. 44 The dead man came forth, bound :hand and :foot
with grave-clothes; and his :face was bound about with a napkin. :Jesus
saith to them, Loose him, and let him go. 45 Many therefore of the Jews,
who came unto :Mariam and beheld what he did, believed unto him. 46 But
some of them went away unto the Pharisees, and told them what things
Jesus had done. 47 The chief priests therefore and the Pharisees
gathered a Sanhedrin, and said, What do we? because this :man doeth
many signs. 48 If we let him thus alone, all will believe on him: and the
Romans will come and take away both our :place and :nation. 49 But a
certain one of them, Caiaphas, being high priest of that :year, said to them,
YE know nothing at all, 50 nor consider that it is expedient for you that one
man should die for the people, and the whole nation perish not. 51 Now this
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he said not of himself: but being high priest of that :year, he prophesied that
Jesus should die for the nation; 52 and not for the nation only, but that he
might also gather into one the children of :God that are scattered abroad.
53 From that :day on therefore they took counsel to kill him.

54 :Jesus therefore walked no more openly among the Jews, but
departed thence into the country near the wilderness, into a city called
Ephraim; and there tarried with the disciples. 55 Now the passover of the
Jews was near: and many went up to Jerusalem out of the country before
the passover, to purify themselves. 56 They therefore sought :Jesus, and
spake one with another, as they stood in the temple, What think ye? That
he will not come to the feast? 57 Now the chief priests and the Pharisees
had given orders, that, if any knew where he was, he should show it, that
they might take him.

Chapter 12

1 :Jesus therefore six days before the passover came to Bethany,
where :Lazarus was, whom Jesus raised from the dead. 2 They made him
therefore a supper there: and :Martha served; but :Lazarus was one of them
that sat at meat with him. 3 :Mariam therefore took a pound of ointment of
pure nard, very precious, and anointed the feet of :Jesus, and wiped
his :feet with her :hair: and the house was filled with the odor of the ointment.
4 But :Judas :Iscariot, one of his :disciples, that should deliver him up, saith,
5 Why was not this :ointment sold for three hundred shillings, and given to
the poor? 6 Now this he said, not because he cared for the poor; but
because he was a thief, and having the bag, was carrying its contents.
7 :Jesus therefore said, Suffer her to keep it against the day of my :burying.
8 For the poor ye have always with yourselves; but me ye have not always.
9 The great crowd therefore of the Jews learned that he was there: and they
came, not for :Jesus’ sake only, but that they might see :Lazarus also,
whom he raised from the dead. 10 But the chief priests took counsel to
put :Lazarus also to death; 11 because by reason of him many of the Jews
went away, and believed unto :Jesus.

12 On the morrow the great crowd that came to the feast, on hearing
that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, 13 took the branches of the palm trees,
and went out to meet him, and shouted,

Hosanna:

Blessed who cometh in the Lord’s Name,

Even the King of :Israel.

14 And :Jesus, having found a young ass, sat thereon; even as it is
written,
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15 Fear not, daughter of Zion:

Lo, thy :King cometh,

Sitting on an ass’s colt.
16 These things understood not his :disciples at first: but when Jesus was
glorified, then remembered they that these were written of him, and that
they had done these to him. 17 The crowd therefore that was with him when
he called Lazarus out of the tomb, and raised him from the dead, witnessed.
18 For this cause also the crowd met him, because they heard that he had
done this :sign. 19 The Pharisees therefore said among themselves,
Behold that ye prevail nothing. See, the world is gone after him.

20 Now certain Greeks were among those that went up to worship at
the feast: 21 these therefore came to Philip, who was of Bethsaida
of :Galilee, and asked him, saying, Sir, we would see :Jesus. 22 :Philip
cometh and telleth :Andrew; Andrew cometh, and Philip, and they
tell :Jesus. 23 And :Jesus answereth them, saying, The hour is come, that
the Son of :man should be glorified. 24 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, Except
the grain of the wheat fall into the earth and die, it abideth by itself alone; but
if it die, it beareth much fruit. 25 Who loveth his :soul loseth it; and who
hateth his :soul in this :world shall guard it unto life eternal. 26 If any serve
me, let him follow me; and where | am, there shall also :my :servant be: if
any serve me, him will the Father honor. 27 Now is my :soul troubled; and
what shall | say? Father, save me from this :hour? But for this cause came
| unto this :hour. 28 Father, glorify thy :name. A voice therefore came out
of :heaven: | both have glorified, and will glorify it again. 29 The crowd
therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said that it was thunder: others said,
An angel hath spoken to him. 30 Jesus answered and said, This :voice hath
not come for my sake, but for yours. 31 Now is a judgment of this :world:
now shall the prince of this :world be cast [out] outside. 32 And |, if | be lifted
up from the earth, will draw all unto myself. 33 But this he said, signifying by
what manner of death he should die. 34 The crowd therefore answered him,
WE have heard out of the law that the Christ abideth for ever: and how
sayest THOU, that the Son of :man must be lifted up? Who is this :Son
of :man? 35 :Jesus therefore said to them, Yet a little time is the light among
you. Walk while ye have the light, that darkness apprehend you not: and
who walketh in the darkness knoweth not wither he goeth. 36 While ye have
the light, believe unto the light, that ye may become sons of light. These
things spake Jesus, and he departed and was hidden from them. 37 But
though he had done so many signs before them, yet they believed not unto
him: 38 that the word of Isaiah the prophet be fulfilled, which he spake,

Lord, who hath believed our :report?
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And to whom hath the arm of the Lord been revealed?
39 For this cause they could not believe, because Isaiah said again,

40 He hath blinded their :eyes, and hardened their :heart;

Lest they see with their eyes, and understand at heart and turn,

And | should heal them.
41 These things said Isaiah, because he saw his :glory; and he spake of him.
42 Nevertheless even of the rulers many believed unto him; but because of
the Pharisees they did not confess, lest they should be put out of the
synagogue: 43 for they loved the glory from :men more than the glory
from :God. 44 And Jesus cried and said, Who believeth unto me,
believeth not unto me, but unto him that sent me. 45 And who beholdeth me
beholdeth him that sent me. 46 | am come a light into the world, that
whoever believeth unto me remain not in the darkness. 47 And if any hear
my :sayings, and guard them not, | judge him not: for | came not to judge the
world, but to save the world. 48 Who rejecteth me, and receiveth not
my :sayings, hath one that judgeth him: the word that | spake, the same
shall judge him in the last day. 49 Because | spake not from myself; but the
Father that sent me, HE hath given me commandment, what | should say,
and what | shall speak. 50 And | know that his :commandment is life eternal,
what things therefore | speak, even as the Father hath said to me, thus |
speak.

Chapter 13

1 Now before the feast of the passover, :Jesus knowing that his :hour
was come for him to depart out of this :world unto the Father, having loved
his :own, those in the world, he loved them unto the end. 2 And during
supper (the devil having already put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon’s
son, to deliver him up), 3 knowing that the Father had given all things into
his :hands, and that he came forth from God, and goeth unto :God, 4 he
riseth from :supper, and layeth aside his :garments; and he took a towel,
and girded himself. 5 Then he poureth water into the basin, and began to
wash the feet of the disciples, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he
was girded. 6 He cometh therefore unto Simon Peter. He saith to him, Lord,
dost THOU wash My :feet? 7 Jesus answered and said to him, What | do
THOU knowest not now; but shalt understand hereafter. 8 Peter saith to him,
Thou shalt never wash my :feet. Jesus answered him, If | wash thee not,
thou hast no part with me. 9 Simon Peter saith to him, Lord, not my :feet
only, but also the hands and the head. 10 Jesus saith to him, Who is bathed
needeth not save to wash his :feet, but is wholly clean: and ye are clean, but
not all. 11 For he knew him that was delivering him up; for this cause said he,
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Ye are not all clean. 12 When therefore he had washed their :feet, and
taken his :garments, and reclined again, he said to them, Know ye what |
have done to you? 13 YE call me the Teacher and the Lord: and ye say well;
for | am. 14 If | therefore, the Lord and the Teacher, have washed
YOUR :feet, ye also ought to wash the feet of one another. 15 For | have
given you an example, that ye also should do even as | have done to you.
16 Amen, Amen, | say unto you, A bondman is not greater than his :lord;
neither an apostle greater than he who sent him. 17 If ye know these things,
blessed are ye if ye do them. 18 | speak not of you all: | know the ones |
chose: but that the scripture be fulfiled, Who eateth my :bread lifted up
his :heel against me. 19 From henceforth | tell you before it come to pass,
that, when it is come to pass, ye may believe that | am he. 20 Amen, Amen,
| say unto you, Who receiveth whomever | shall send receiveth me; and who
receiveth me receiveth him that sent me. 21 When Jesus had said
these things he was troubled in the spirit, and witnessed, and said, Amen,
Amen, | say unto you, that one of you shall deliver me up. 22 The disciples
looked at each other, perplexed of whom he spake. 23 One of the disciples,
whom :Jesus loved, was reclining in the bosom of Jesus. 24 Simon Peter
therefore beckoneth to this one, and saith to him, Tell who it is of whom he
speaketh. 25 HE leaning back thus on the breast of :Jesus saith to him, Lord,
who is it? 26 :Jesus therefore answereth, He it is for whom | shall dip the
sop, and give to him. On dipping, therefore, the sop, he taketh and giveth it
to Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot. 27 And after the sop, then
entered :Satan into him. Jesus therefore said to him, What thou doest, do
quickly. 28 Now none of those reclining knew for what he spake this to him.
29 For some thought, since Judas had the bag, that Jesus saith to him, Buy
what things we have need of for the feast; or, that he should give something
to the poor. 30 HE then having received the sop went out straightway: and it
was night.

31 When therefore he went out, Jesus saith, Now was the Son
of :man glorified, and :God was glorified in him; 32 and :God shall glorify him
in himself, and straightway shall he glorify him. 33 Little children, yet a little
| am with you. Ye shall seek me: and as | said to the Jews [that], Whither |
go, YE cannot come; | now say also to you. 34 A new commandment | give
to you, that ye love one another; even as | loved you, that ye also love one
another. 35 By this shall all know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love
one to another. 36 Simon Peter saith to him, Lord, wither goest thou?
Jesus answered, Whither | go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt
follow afterward. 37 :Peter saith to him, Lord, why cannot | follow thee even
now? | will lay down my :life for thee. 38 Jesus answereth, Wilt thou lay
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down thy :life for me? Amen, Amen, | tell thee, The cock shall in nowise
crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.

Chapter 14

1 Let not your :heart be troubled: ye believe unto :God, believe also
unto me. 2 In the house of my Father are many abodes; if not so, | would
have told you; for | am going to prepare you a place. 3 And if | go and
prepare you a place, | come again, and will receive you unto myself; that
where | am, YE be also. 4 And whither | go, ye know the way.

5 Thomas saith to him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; how know we
the way? 6 Jesus saith to him, | am the way, and the truth, and the life: no
one cometh unto the Father, but through me. 7 If ye had known me, ye
would have known my :Father also: henceforth ye know and have seen him.
8 Philip saith to him, Lord, show us the Father, and it sufficeth us. 9 :Jesus
saith to him, Have | been so long time with you, and knowest me not, Philip?
who hath seen me hath seen the Father; how sayest THOU, Show us the
Father? 10 Believest thou not that | am in the Father, and the Father is in
me? the words that | say to you | speak not from myself: but the Father
abiding in me doeth his :works. 11 Believe me that | am in the Father, and
the Father in me: or else believe for the very works’ sake. 12 Amen, Amen,
| say unto you, Who believeth unto me, the works that | do shall HE do also;
and greater than these shall he do; because | go unto the Father. 13 And
whatever ye shall ask in my :name, that will | do, that the Father be glorified
in the Son. 14 If ye shall ask me anything in my :name, that will | do.

15 If ye love me, ye will keep :my :commandments. 16 And | will ask the
Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he be with you for
ever, 17 the Spirit of the truth: whom the world cannot receive; because it
beholdeth him not, neither knoweth: YE know him; for he abideth with you,
andis inyou. 181 will not leave you orphans: | come unto you. 19 Yet a little,
and the world beholdeth me no more; but YE behold me: because I live, YE
shall live also. 20 In that :day YE shall know that | am in my :Father, and YE
in me, and | in you. 21 Who hath my :commandments, and keepeth them,
he it is that loveth me: and who loveth me shall be loved of my :Father, and
| will love him, and will manifest myself to him. 22 Judas (not :Iscariot)
saith to him, Lord, what is come to pass that thou shalt manifest thyself to us,
and not to the world? 23 Jesus answered and said to him, If any love me, he
will keep my :word: and my :Father will love him, and we will come unto him,
and make our abode with him. 24 Who loveth me not keepeth not my :words:
and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's who sent me.
25 These things have | spoken to you, while abiding with you. 26 But the
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Comforter, the Holy :Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, HE shall
teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that | said to you.
27 | leave you peace; my :peace | give to you: not as the world giveth, give |
to you. Let not your :heart be troubled, neither be it fearful. 28 Ye heard
how I said to you, | go, and | come unto you. If ye loved me, ye would have
rejoiced, because | go unto the Father: because the Father is greater than I.
29 And now | have told you before it come to pass, that, when it come to
pass, ye may believe. 30 | will no more speak many words with you, for the
prince of the world cometh: and he hath nothing in me; 31 but that the world
may know that | love the Father, and as the Father gave me commandment,
thus 1 do. Arise, let us go hence.

Chapter 15

1 | am the true :vine, and my :Father is the husbandman. 2 Every
branch in me that beareth not fruit, he taketh it away: and every one that
beareth :fruit, he pruneth it, that it bear more fruit. 3 Already YE are clean
because of the word which | have spoken unto you. 4 Abide in me, and | in
you. Even as the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abide in the vine;
thus neither ye, unless ye abide in me. 51am the vine, ye are the branches:
Who abideth in me, and I in him, the same beareth much fruit: for apart from
me ye can do nothing. 6 Unless one abide in me, he is cast forth as the
branch, and is withered; and they gather them, and cast them into the fire,
and they are burned. 7 If ye abide in me and my :words abide in you, ask
whatever ye will, and it shall be done to you. 8 Herein was my :Father
glorified, that ye bear much fruit, and become my disciples. 9 Even as the
Father hath loved me, | also have loved you: abide ye in :my :love. 10 If ye
keep my :commandments, ye shall abide in my :love; even as | have kept
the commandments of my :Father, and abide in his :love. 11 These things
have | spoken to you, that :my :joy be in you, and your :joy be made full.

12 This is :my :commandment, that ye love one another, even as | have
loved you. 13 Greater love hath no one than this, that a man lay down
his :life for his :friends. 14 YE are my friends, if ye do what | command you.
15 | call you no longer bondmen; for the bondman knoweth not what his :lord
doeth: but you I have called friends; because all things that | heard from
my :Father | have made known to you. 16 Ye did not choose me, but | chose
you, and appointed you, that ye go and bear fruit, and that your :fruit abide:
that whatever ye shall ask of the Father in my :name, he give you.

17 These things | command you, that ye may love one another. 18 If the
world hateth you, ye know that it hath hated me before you. 19 If ye were of
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the world, the world would love its :own: and because ye are not of the world,
but I chose you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.

20 Remember the word that | said to you, A bondman is not greater than
his :lord. If they persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they kept
my :word, they will keep :yours also. 21 But all these things will they do unto
you for my :name’s sake, because they know not him that sent me. 22 If |
had not come and spoken to them, they had not had sin: but now they have
no excuse for their :sin. 23 Who hateth me hateth my :Father also. 24 If |
had not done among them the works which none other did, they had not had
sin: but now have they both seen and hated both me and my :Father. 25 But
this is come to pass, that the word be fulfilled :written in their :law [that],
They hated me without cause. 26 But when the Comforter is come, whom |
will send you from the Father, the Spirit of the truth, who goeth forth from the
Father, HE shall witness of me: 27 and witness YE also, because ye are with
me from the beginning.

Chapter 16

1 These things have | spoken to you, that ye be not stumbled. 2 They
shall put you out of the synagogue: yea, the hour cometh, that whoever
killeth you shall think that he offereth service to :God. 3 And these things
they will do, because they have not known the Father, nor me. 4 But these
have | spoken to you, that when their :hour is come, ye may remember them,
that | told you. And these | said not to you from the beginning, because |
was with you. 5 But now | go unto him that sent me; and none of you asketh
me, Whither goest thou? 6 But because | have spoken these things to
you, :sorrow hath filled your :heart. 7 But I tell you the truth: It is expedient
for you that | go away; for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto
you; but if I go, I will send him unto you. 8 And HE, coming, will convict the
world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment: 9 of sin indeed,
because they believe not unto me; 10 and of righteousness, because | go
unto the Father, and ye behold me no more; 11 and of judgment, because
the prince of this :world hath been judged. 12 | have yet many things to say
to you, but ye cannot bear it now. 13 But when that one comes, the Spirit of
the Truth, he shall guide you into all the truth: for he shall not speak from
himself; but what things soever he heareth, these shall he speak: and he
shall declare to you the things to come. 14 HE shall glorify me: for he shall
take of :mine, and shall declare it to you. 15 All things whatever the Father
hath are mine: therefore said I, that he taketh of :mine, and shall declare it to
you. 16 A little while, and ye behold me no more; and again a little, and
ye shall see me. 17 Some of his :disciples therefore said one unto another,

What is this that he saith to us, A little, and ye behold me not; and again a
little, and ye shall see me: and, Because | go unto the Father? 18 They said
therefore, What is this that he saith, A little? We know not what he saith.
19 Jesus perceived that they wished to ask him, and said to them, Do ye
inquire among yourselves concerning this, that | said, A little, and ye behold
me not, and again a little and ye shall see me? 20 Amen, Amen, | say unto
you that YE shall weep and lament, but the world shall rejoice: YE shall be
sorrowful, but your :sorrow shall be turned into joy. 21 The woman when
she giveth birth hath sorrow, because her :hour is come: but when she
delivereth the child, she remembereth no more the tribulation, for the joy
that a man is born into the world. 22 And YE therefore now have sorrow: but
| will see you again, and your :heart shall rejoice, and your :joy no one shall
take away from you. 23 And in that :day ye shall ask me nothing. Amen,
Amen, | say unto you, If ye shall ask anything of the Father, he will give you
in my :name. 24 Hitherto ye have asked nothing in my :name: ask, and ye
shall receive, that your :joy be fulfilled. 25 These things have | spoken
to you in proverbs: an hour cometh, when | shall no more speak to you in
proverbs, but shall report to you openly of the Father. 26 In that :day ye shall
ask in my :name: and | say not unto you, that | will ask the Father for you;
27 for the Father himself loveth you, because YE have loved me, and have
believed that | came forth from the Father. 28 | came out from the Father,
and am come into the world: again, | leave the world, and go unto the Father.
29 His :disciples say, Behold, now speakest thou plainly, and speakest no
proverb. 30 Now know we that thou knowest all things, and needest not that
any one should ask thee: by this we believe that thou camest forth from God.
31 Jesus answered them, Believe ye now? 32 Lo, an hour cometh, even is
come, that ye shall be scattered, every one to his :own, and shall leave me
alone: and | am not alone, because the Father is with me. 33 These things
have | spoken to you, that in me ye may have peace. In the world ye have
tribulation: but be of good cheer; | have overcome the world.

Chapter 17

1 These things spake Jesus; and lifting up his :eyes to :heaven, he
said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy :Son, that the Son may glorify thee:
2 even as thou gavest him authority over all flesh, that whatever thou hast
given him, to them he should give eternal life. 3 And this is the eternal life, to
know thee the only true God, and whom thou didst send, Jesus Christ. 4 |
glorified thee on :earth, having accomplished the work which thou hast
given me to do. 5 And now glorify THOU me with thyself, Father, with the
glory which | had with thee before the world was. 6 | manifested
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thy :name to the men whom thou gavest me out of the world: thine they
were, and thou gavest them to me; and they have kept thy :word. 7 Now
they know that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are from thee:

8 because the words which thou gavest me | have given to them; and they
received them, and truly knew that | came forth from thee, and they believed
that THOU didst send me. 9 | ask for them: | ask not for the world, but for
those whom thou hast given me; because they are thine: 10 and all
things :mine are thine, and thine mine: and | am glorified in them. 11 And |
am no more in the world, and THEY are in the world, and | come unto thee.
Holy Father, keep them in thy :name, in which thou hast given them to me,
that they be one, even as we are. 12 While | was with them, | kept them in
thy :name in which thou hast given me: and | guarded them, and not one of
them perished, but the son of :perdition; that the scripture be fulfilled. 13 But
now | come unto thee; and these things | speak in the world, that they may
have :my :joy fulfilled in themselves. 14 | have given them thy :word; and the
world hated them, because they are not of the world, even as | am not of the
world. 15 | ask not that thou take them out of the world, but that thou
shouldest keep them out of the evil one. 16 They are not of the world, even
as | am not of the world. 17 Sanctify them in the truth: :thy :word is truth.
18 Even as thou didst send me into the world, | also sent them into the world.
19 And for them | sanctify myself, that THEY also may be sanctified in the
truth. 20 And not for these only do | ask, but for them also that believe
unto me through their :word; 21 that all be one; even as thou, Father, in me,
and | in thee, that THEY also be in us: that the world believe that thou didst
send me. 22 And | have given them the glory which thou hast given me; that
they be one, even as we are one; 23 | in them, and thou in me, that they be
perfected into one; that the world know that thou didst send me, and lovedst
them, even as thou lovedst me. 24 Father, what thou hast given me, | desire
that where | am, they also be with me, that they may behold :my :glory,
which thou hast given me: because thou lovedst me before the world’s
foundation. 25 Righteous Father, the world also knew thee not, but | knew
thee; and these knew that thou didst send me; 26 and | made known to them
thy :name, and will make it known; that the love wherewith thou lovedst me
be in them, and | in them.

Chapter 18
1 These words Jesus spake, and went out with his :disciples over the
Brook of the Cedars where was a garden into which himself went in and

his :disciples. 2 Now Judas, who delivered him up, also knew the place,
because Jesus often resorted thither with his :disciples. 3 :Judas therefore
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having received the band of soldiers, and officers from the chief priests and
from the Pharisees, cometh thither with lanterns and torches and weapons.
4 Jesus therefore, knowing all the things coming upon him, went forth, and
saith to them, Whom seek ye? 5 They answered him, Jesus the Nazorean.
He saith to them, | am he. And Judas also, who delivered him up, was
standing with them. 6 When therefore he said to them | am he, they went
backward, and fell to the ground. 7 Again therefore he asked them, Whom
seek ye? And they said, Jesus the Nazorean. 8 Jesus answered, | told you
that | am he; if therefore ye seek me, let these go, 9 that the word be fulfilled
which he said, [that] Of those whom thou hast given me I lost not one.

10 Simon Peter therefore having a sword drew it, and struck the high
priest’s :bondman, and cut off his :right :ear. Now the bondman’s name was
Malchus. 11 :Jesus therefore said to :Peter, Put the sword into the sheath:
the cup which the Father hath given me, shall | not drink it?

12 The band therefore and the colonel, and the officers of the Jews,

seized :Jesus and bound him, 13 and led him unto Hannas first; for he was
father in law to Caiaphas, who was high priest that :year. 14 Now Caiaphas
was he that gave counsel to the Jews, that it was expedient that one man
die for the people. 15 And Simon Peter followed :Jesus, and so did
another disciple. Now that :disciple was known to the high priest, and
entered with :Jesus into the court of the high priest; 16 but :Peter was
standing at the door without. So the other :disciple, who was known to the
high priest, went out and spake to the doorkeeper, and brought in :Peter.
17 The maid :doorkeeper therefore saith to :Peter, Art thou also of the
disciples of this man? HE saith, | am not. 18 Now the bondmen and the
officers were standing there, having made a fire of charcoal; for it was cold;
and they were warming themselves: and :Peter also was with them,
standing and warming himself. 19 The high priest therefore
asked :Jesus of his :disciples, and of his :teaching. 20 Jesus answered him,
| have spoken openly to the world; | ever taught in synagogue, and in the
temple, where all the Jews come together; and in secret spake | nothing.
21 Why askest thou me? ask them that have heard, what | spake to them:
behold, these know what things | said. 22 And when he had said these
words one of the officers standing by gave :Jesus a blow, saying,
Answerest thou the high priest thus? 23 Jesus answered him, If | have
spoken evil, witness of the evil: but if well, why smitest thou me?
24 :Hannas therefore sent him bound unto Caiaphas the high priest.
25 Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. They said
therefore to him, Art thou also one of his :disciples? HE denied, and said, |
am not. 26 One of the bondmen of the high priest, being a kinsman of him
whose ear Peter cut off, saith, Did not | see thee in the garden with him?

27 Peter therefore denied again: and straightway a cock crew.

28 They lead :Jesus therefore from :Caiaphas into the Preetorium:
and it was early; and themselves entered not into the Praetorium, that they
be not defiled, but might eat the passover. 29 :Pilate therefore went out unto
them, and saith, What accusation bring ye against this :man? 30 They
answered and said to him, If this man were not doing evil, we should not
have delivered him up to thee. 31 Pilate therefore said to them, Take YE him,
and judge him according to your :law. The Jews said to him, It is not lawful
for us to put any one to death: 32 that the word of :Jesus be fulfilled, which
he spake, signifying by what manner of death he should die. 33 :Pilate
therefore entered again into the Praetorium, and called :Jesus, and said to
him, Art thou the King of the Jews? 34 Jesus answered, Sayest THOU this of
thyself, or did others tell thee concerning me? 35 :Pilate answered, Am | a
Jew? :Thy :nation and the chief priests delivered thee to me: what hast thou
done? 36 Jesus answered, :My :kingdom is not of this :world:
if :my :kingdom were of this world, :my :servants would fight, that | be not
delivered to the Jews: but now is :my :kingdom not hence. 37 :Pilate
therefore said to him, Art thou king then? :Jesus answered, Thou sayest
that | am a king. | to this end have been born, and to this end am | come into
the world, that | should witness to the truth. Every one that is of the truth
heareth my :voice. 38 :Pilate saith to him, What is truth? And having
said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith to them, | find no crime
in him. 39 But ye have a custom, that | should release you one at the
passover: will ye therefore that | release you the King of the Jews? 40 They
cried out therefore again, saying, Not this man, but :Barabbas.
Now :Barabbas was a robber.

Chapter 19

1 :Pilate therefore took :Jesus then, and scourged him. 2 And the
soldiers platted a crown of thorns, and put it on his :head, and arrayed him
in a purple garment; 3 and came unto him, and said, Hail, :King of the Jews!
and they gave him blows. 4 And :Pilate went outside again, and saith to
them, Behold, | bring him out to you, that ye may know that | find no crime in
him. 5 :Jesus therefore came outside, wearing the thorny crown and the
purple garment. And Pilate saith to them, Behold, the man! 6 When
therefore the chief priests and the officers saw him, they cried out, saying,
Crucify, crucify him! :Pilate saith to them, Take YE him, and crucify: for | find
no crime in him. 7 The Jews answered him, WE have a law, and according
to the law he ought to die, because he made himself God’s Son.
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8 When :Pilate therefore heard this word, he was the more afraid; 9 and he
entered into the Praetorium again, and saith to :Jesus, Whence art THOU?
But :Jesus gave him no answer. 10 :Pilate therefore saith to him, Speakest
thou not to me? knowest thou not that | have authority to release thee, and
have authority to crucify thee? 11 Jesus answered him, Thou wouldest
have no authority against me, except it were given thee from above:
therefore who delivered me unto thee hath greater sin. 12 Upon this :Pilate
sought to release him: but the Jews cried out, saying, If thou release this
man, thou art not :Caesar’s friend: every one that maketh himself king
speaketh against :Ceaesar. 13 When :Pilate therefore heard these :words, he
brought :Jesus out, and sat down on the judgment-seat at a place called
Pavement, but in Hebrew, Gabbatha. 14 Now it was Preparation of the
passover: it was about the sixth hour. And he saith to the Jews, Behold,
your :King! 15 THEY therefore cried out, Away with him, away with him,
crucify him! Saith :Pilate to them, Shall | crucify your :King? The chief
priests answered, We have no king but Caesar. 16 Then therefore he
delivered him to them to be crucified.

17 They took :Jesus therefore: and he went out, bearing the cross for
himself, unto the place called Place of Skull, which is called in Hebrew
Golgotha: 18 where they crucified him, and with him two others, on either
side one, and :Jesus in the midst. 19 And :Pilate wrote a title also, and put it
on the cross. And it was written, JESUS THE NAZOREAN, THE KING OF THE
JEWS. 20 This :title therefore read many of the Jews, for the place
where :Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew,
Latin, Greek. 21 The chief priests of the Jews therefore said to :Pilate, Write
not, The King of the Jews; but, that HE said, | am King of the Jews. 22 :Pilate
answered, What | have written | have written.

23 The soldiers therefore, when they had crucified :Jesus, took
his :garments and made four parts, to every soldier a part; also the coat:
now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout. 24 They
said therefore one unto another, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose
it shall be: that the scripture be fulfilled,

They parted my :garments among themselves,

And upon my :vesture they cast a lot.

25 These things therefore the soldiers did. But by the cross of :Jesus were
standing his mother, and the sister of his :mother, Mary the wife of :Clopas,
and Mary :Magdalene. 26 When Jesus therefore saw his :mother, and the
disciple standing by whom he loved, he saith to his :mother, Woman, behold,
thy :son! 27 Then saith he to the disciple, Behold, thy :mother! And from
that :hour the disciple took her unto his own home.
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28 After this :Jesus, knowing that all things are now finished, that the
scripture be accomplished, saith, I thirst. 29 A vessel full of vinegar was set
there; so they put a sponge full of the vinegar upon hyssop, and brought it to
his :mouth. 30 When :Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It
Is finished: and he bowed his head and gave up his :spirit. 31 The Jews
therefore, since it was Preparation, that the bodies should not remain on the
cross on the sabbath (for of that :sabbath the day was high), asked :Pilate
that their :legs be broken, and they be taken away. 32 The soldiers
therefore came, and brake the legs of the first, and of the other that was
crucified with him: 33 but when they came to :Jesus, and saw that he was
dead already, they brake not his :legs: 34 but one of the soldiers with a
spear pierced his :side, and straightway blood and water came out. 35 And
who hath seen hath borne witness, and his :witness is true: and HE knoweth
that he saith true, that YE also may believe. 36 For these things came to
pass, that the scripture be fulfilled, Not a bone of him shall be crushed.

37 And again another scripture saith, They shall look to whom they have
pierced.

38 And after these things Joseph of Arimatheea, being a disciple
of :Jesus, but secretly for :fear of the Jews, asked :Pilate that he might take
away the body of :Jesus: and :Pilate gave leave. He came therefore, and
took away his :body. 39 And Nicodemus also came (who at the first came to
him by night) bringing a roll of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pounds.
40 They took therefore the body of :Jesus, and bound it in linen cloths with
the spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury. 41 Now in the place where
he was crucified was a garden; and in the garden a new tomb wherein man
was never yet laid. 42 There then because of the Jews’ Preparation
(because the tomb was near) they laid :Jesus.

Chapter 20

1 Now on the first day of the week cometh Mary :Magdalene early,
while it was yet dark, unto the tomb, and seeth the stone taken away from
the tomb. 2 She runneth therefore, and cometh unto Simon Peter, and unto
the other disciple whom :Jesus loved, and saith to them, They have taken
away the Lord out of the tomb, and we know not where they have laid him.
3 :Peter therefore went forth, and the other disciple, and they went to the
tomb. 4 And the two ran together: and the other disciple outran :Peter, and
came first to the tomb; 5 and stooping down, he seeth the linen cloths lying;
yet went he not in. 6 Simon Peter therefore also cometh, following him, and
went into the tomb; and he beholdeth the linen cloths lying, 7 and the napkin,
that was upon his :head, not lying with the linen cloths, but rolled up into one
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place apart. 8 Then went in therefore the other disciple also, who came first
to the tomb, and he saw, and believed. 9 For as yet they knew not the
scripture, that he must rise again from the dead. 10 So the disciples went
away again unto their own. 11 But Mary was standing without at the
tomb weeping: as therefore she was weeping, she stooped into the tomb;
12 and beholdeth two angels in white sitting, one at the head, and one at the
feet, where the body of :Jesus had lain. 13 And THEY say to her, Woman,
why weepest thou? She saith to them, Because they have taken away
my :Lord, and | know not where they have laid him. 14 When she had thus
said, she turned around, and beholdeth :Jesus standing, and knew not that
it was Jesus. 15 Jesus saith to her, Woman, why weepest thou? whom
seekest thou? SHE, supposing him be the gardener, saith to him, Sir, if thou
hast borne him hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, and | will take him
away. 16 Jesus saith to her, Mariam. SHE turned, and saith to him in
Hebrew, Rabbounei; which is to say, Teacher. 17 Jesus saith to her, Touch
me not; for | am not yet ascended unto the Father: but go unto my :brethren,
and tell them, I ascend unto my :Father and your Father, and my God and
your God. 18 Mariam :Magdalene comes and declares to the disciples [that]
| have seen the Lord, and he had said these things to her.

19 When therefore it was evening on that day, the first of the week,
and when the doors were shut where the disciples were, for :fear of the
Jews, :Jesus came and stood in the midst, and saith to them, Peace to you.
20 And on saying this, he showed them the hands and the side. The
disciples therefore rejoiced when they saw the Lord. 21 :Jesus therefore
said to them again, Peace to you: even as Father hath sent me, | also send
you. 22 And on saying this, he breathed on them, and saith to them,
Receive the Holy Spirit; 23 whoseever :sins ye forgive, they are forgiven
them; whoseever ye retain, they are retained.

24 But Thomas, one of the twelve, :called Didymus, was not with
them when Jesus came. 25 The other disciples therefore said to him, We
have seen the Lord. But he said to them, Except | shall see in his :hands the
print of the nails, and put my :finger into the print of the nails, and put
my :hand into his :side, | will in nowise believe. 26 And after eight days
again his :disciples were within, and Thomas with them. :Jesus cometh, the
doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace to you. 27 Then
saith he to :Thomas, Reach hither thy :finger, and see my :hands; and reach
thy :hand, and put it into my :side: and be not unbelieving, but believing.

28 Thomas answered and said to him, My :Lord and my :God. 29 :Jesus
saith to him, Because thou hast seen me, hast thou believed? blessed they
that have not seen, and have believed.
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30 Many other signs therefore did :Jesus before the disciples, which
are not written in this :book: 31 but these are written, that ye may believe
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of :God; and that believing ye may have life
in his :name.

Chapter 21

1 After these things Jesus manifested himself again to the disciples
at the sea of :Tiberias; and he manifested himself thus. 2 There were
together Simon Peter, and Thomas :called Didymus, and Nathanael :of
Cana in :Galilee, and the sons of :Zebedee, and two other of his :disciples.
3 Simon Peter saith to them, | go a fishing. They say to him, We also come
with thee. They went forth, and entered into the boat; and that :night they
caught nothing. 4 But when day was now breaking, Jesus stood on the
beach: the disciples however knew not that it was Jesus. 5 Jesus therefore
saith to them, Little children, have ye aught to eat? They answered him, No.
6 And he said to them, Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and ye shall
find. They cast therefore, and now they were not able to draw it for
multitude of :fishes. 7 That :disciple therefore whom :Jesus loved saith to
Peter, Itis the Lord. Simon Peter therefore on hearing that it was the Lord,
girt his :coat about him (for he was naked), and threw himself into the sea.
8 But the other disciples came in the little boat (for they were not far from the
land, but about two hundred cubits off), dragging the net of :fishes. 9 As
therefore they got out upon the land, they see a charcoal fire laid, and a little
fish laid thereon, and bread. 10 :Jesus saith to them, Bring of the little fish
which ye have now caught. 11 Simon Peter therefore went up, and drew the
net to :land, full of great fishes, a hundred and fifty-three: and for all there
were so many, the net was not rent. 12 :Jesus saith to them, Come break
your fast. None of the disciples durst inquire of him, Who art thou? knowing
that it was the Lord. 13 Jesus cometh, and taketh the bread, and giveth
them, and the little fish likewise. 14 This is now the third time Jesus was
manifested to the disciples, after he was risen from the dead.

15 When therefore they had breakfasted, :Jesus saith to Simon Peter,
Simon, son of John, lovest thou me more than these? He saith to him, Yea,
Lord; thou knowest that | love thee. He saith unto him, Feed my little lambs.
16 He saith to him again a second time, Simon, son of John, lovest thou me?
He saith to him, Yea, Lord; THOU knowest that | love thee. He saith to him,
Tend my little sheep. 17 He saith to him the third time, Simon, son of John,
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lovest thou me? :Peter was grieved because he said to him the third time,
Lovest thou me? And he said to him, Lord, THOU knowest all things; THOU
knowest that | love thee. Jesus saith to him, Feed my little sheep. 18 Amen,
Amen, | say unto thee, When thou wast younger thou girdedst thyself, and
walkedst whither thou wouldest: but when thou shalt be old, thou shalt
stretch forth thy :hands, and another shall gird thee, and carry thee whither
thou wouldest not. 19 Now this he spake, signifying by what manner of
death he shall glorify :God. And when he had spoken this, he saith to him,
Follow me. 20 :Peter, turning about, seeth the disciple whom :Jesus
loved following; who also leaned back on his :breast at the supper, and said,
Lord, who is he that delivereth thee up? 21 :Peter therefore seeing him saith
to :Jesus, Lord, what about this man? 22 :Jesus saith to him, If | will that he
tarry till | come, what is that to thee? follow THOU me. 23 This :saying
therefore went forth among the brethren, that that :disciple does not die:
yet :Jesus said not to him, that he does not die; but, If | will that he tarry till |
come, what is that to thee?

24 This is the disciple that witnesseth of these things, and wrote
these: and we know that his :witness is true.

25 And many other things also are which :Jesus did, the which if they
be written every one, | suppose that not even the world itself would contain
the books written.
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THE ACTS
Chapter 1

1 THE first treatise | made, Theophilus, concerning all that Jesus began both
to do and teach, 2 until the day in which he was received up, after
commanding through the Holy Spirit the apostles whom he had chosen: 3 to
whom he also presented himself alive after his :suffering by many proofs,
appearing to them for forty days, and speaking the things concerning the
kingdom of :God: 4 and, being assembled with them, he charged them not
to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which ye
heard from me: 5 because John indeed baptized with water; but ye shall be
baptized in the Holy Spirit not many days hence. 6 They therefore,
having come together, asked him, saying, Lord, restorest thou at this :time
the kingdom to :Israel? 7 He said unto them, It is not for you to know times
or seasons, which the Father hath set within his own :authority. 8 But ye
shall receive power, when the Holy Spirit is come upon you: and ye shall be
my witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all :Judeea and Samaria, and unto
the uttermost of the earth. 9 And on saying these things, he was taken up,
they looking on; and a cloud received him out of their :sight. 10 And while
they were looking steadfastly into the heaven as he went, [and] lo, two men
stood by them in white apparel; 11 who also said, Galilee men, why stand ye
looking into the heaven? this :Jesus, who was received up from you into the
heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye beheld him going into the
heaven. 12 Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet,
which is nigh to Jerusalem, a sabbath’s journey off. 13 And when they were
come in, they went up into the upper chamber, where they were abiding:
both Peter and John and James and Andrew, Philip and Thomas,
Bartholomew and Matthew, James son of Alphaeus, and Simon the Zealot,
and Judas son of James. 14 These all with one accord continued
steadfastly in :prayer, with the women, and Mariam the mother of :Jesus,
and with his :brethren.

15 And in these :days Peter stood up in the midst of the brethren, and
said (and there was a crowd of names in the same place, about a hundred
and twenty), 16 [Men] Brethren, it was needful that the Scripture should be
fulfilled, which the Holy :Spirit foretold through David’'s mouth concerning
Judas, who became guide to them that took Jesus. 17 Because he was
numbered among us, and received his lot in this :ministry. 18 (Now this man
obtained a field with the reward of his :iniquity; and falling headlong, he
burst asunder in the midst, and all his :bowels gushed out. 19 And it
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became known to all the dwellers at Jerusalem; so that in their language
that :field was called Hacheldamach, that is, Field of blood.) 20 For it is
written in the book of Psalms,

Let his :habitation become desolate,

And let no one dwell therein:
and,

His :overseership let another take.
21 Of the men therefore that have companied with us all the time that the
Lord Jesus went in and went out among us, 22 beginning from the baptism
of John, unto the day that he was received up from us, of these must one
become a witness with us of his :resurrection. 23 And they put forward two,
Joseph called :Barsabbas, who was surnamed Justus, and Matthias.
24 And they prayed, and said, Thou, Lord, who knowest the hearts of all
men, show of these :two the one whom thou hast chosen, 25 to take the
place in this :ministry and apostleship from which Judas fell away, to go to
his :own :place. 26 And they gave them lots; and the lot fell upon Matthias;
and he was numbered with the eleven apostles.

Chapter 2

1 And when the day of :Pentecost was being fulfilled, all were
together in the one place. 2 And suddenly a sound came from :heaven as of
a mighty wind rushing, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting.
3 And tongues as if of fire being distributed appeared to them; and it sat
upon each of them. 4 And all were filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 5 Now in
Jerusalem were dwelling Jews, devout men, from every nation, those
under :heaven. 6 And when this :voice was heard, the multitude came
together, and were confounded, because each heard them speaking in his
own :language. 7 And they were amazed and marvelled, saying, Behold,
are not all these that speak Galileeans? 8 And how hear we, each in our
own :language wherein we were born? 9 Parthians and Medes and
Elamites, and the dwellers in :Mesopotamia, and Judaea and Cappadocia,
Pontus and :Asia, 10 and Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts
of :Libya :about Cyrene, and :Roman sojourners, both Jews and proselytes,
11 Cretans and Arabians, we hear them speak in our :tongues the mighty
works of :God. 12 And all were amazed, and perplexed, saying one to
another, What meaneth this? 13 But others mocking said [that] They are
filled with new wine. 14 But :Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up
his :voice, and spake forth to them, Ye men of Judaea, and all that dwell at
Jerusalem, be this known to you, and give ear to my :words. 15 For these
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are not drunken, as YE suppose; for it is the third hour of the day; 16 but this
is what hath been spoken through the prophet Joel:

17 And it shall be in the last days, saith :God,

| will pour forth of my :Spirit upon all flesh:

And your :sons and your :daughters shall prophesy,

And your young :men shall see visions,

And your :elders shall dream dreams:

18 Yea and on my :bondmen and on my :bondmaids in those :days

Will I pour forth of my :Spirit; and they shall prophesy.

19 And | will show wonders in :heaven above,

And signs on :earth beneath;

Blood, and fire, and vapor of smoke:

20 The sun shall be turned into darkness,

And the moon into blood,

Before the great and notable day of the Lord come:

21 And it shall be, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord

shall be saved.

22 Men of Israel, hear these :words: Jesus the Nazorean, a man approved
of :God unto you by mighty works and wonders and signs which :God did by
him in your midst, even as yourselves know; 23 him, given up by the
determinate counsel and foreknowledge of :God, ye by the hand of lawless
men did fasten to a cross and slay: 24 whom :God raised up, having loosed
the pangs of :death: because it was not possible that he be holden of it.
25 For David saith as to him,

| beheld the Lord always before my face;

For he is on my right hand, that | be not shaken:

26 Therefore my :heart was glad, and my :tongue rejoiced;

Moreover my :flesh also shall tabernacle in hope:

27 Because thou wilt not leave my :soul unto Hades,

Neither wilt thou give thy :Holy One to see corruption.

28 Thou madest known to me life’s ways;

Thou shalt fill me with gladness from thy :countenance.
29 [Men] Brethren, | may say unto you boldly of the patriarch David, that he
both died and was buried, and his :tomb is with us unto this :day. 30 Being
therefore a prophet, and knowing that :God had sworn with an oath to him,
that of the fruit of his :loins he would set one upon his :throne; 31 he
foreseeing this spake of the resurrection of the Christ, that neither was he
left unto Hades, nor did his :flesh see corruption. 32 This :Jesus did God
raise, whereof we all are witnesses. 33 Being therefore by the right hand
of :God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the
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Holy :Spirit, he hath poured forth this, which YE both see and hear. 34 For
David ascended not into the heavens: but himself saith,
The Lord said to my :Lord, Sit on my right hand,
35 Till I make thine :enemies the footstool of thy :feet.

36 Let all the house of Israel therefore know surely, that :God hath made him
both Lord and Christ, this :Jesus whom ye crucified. 37 Now when they
heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto :Peter and the rest
of the apostles, [Men] Brethren, what shall we do? 38 And Peter said unto
them, Repent and be baptized each of you in the name of Jesus Christ unto
remission of your :sins; and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For
to you is the promise, and to your :children, and to all that are afar off, as
many as the Lord our :God shall call unto him. 40 And with many other
words he testified, and exhorted them, saying, Be saved from
this :crooked :generation. 41 They then that received his :word were
baptized: and in that :day were added about three thousand souls. 42 And
they were continuing steadfastly in the teaching and the fellowship of the
apostles, the breaking of the bread and the prayers. 43 And fear came
upon every soul: and many wonders and signs were done through the
apostles. 44 And all that believed together had all things common; 45 and
they sold their possessions and :goods, and distributed them to all,
according as any man had need. 46 And daily, continuing steadfastly with
one accord in the temple, and breaking bread at home, they partook of their
food with gladness and singleness of heart, 47 praising :God, and having
favor with all the people. And the Lord added together daily those being
saved.

Chapter 3

1 Now Peter and John were going up into the temple at the hour
of :prayer, the ninth. 2 And a certain man that was lame from his mother’s
womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the door of the temple :called
Beautiful :to ask an alms of them that entered into the temple; 3 who seeing
Peter and John about to go into the temple, asked to receive an alms. 4 And
Peter, fastening his eyes upon him, with :John, said, Look on us. 5 And he
gave heed to them, expecting to receive something from them. 6 But Peter
said, Silver and gold have | none; but what | have, that give | thee. In the
name of Jesus Christ the Nazorean, walk. 7 And he took him by the right
hand, and raised him up: and immediately his :feet and :ankle-bones
received strength. 8 And leaping up, he stood, and began to walk; and he
entered with them into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising :God.
9 And all the people saw him walking and praising :God: 10 and they took
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knowledge of him, that it was he that sat for :alms at the Beautiful Gate of
the temple; and they were filled with wonder and amazement at what had
happened to him. 11 And as he held :Peter and :John, all the people ran
together unto them in the porch :called Solomon’s, greatly wondering.

12 And :Peter seeing it, answered unto the people, Men of Israel, why
marvel ye at this? or why fasten ye your eyes on us, as though by special
power or godliness we had made him to walk? 13 The God of Abraham, and
Isaac, and Jacob, the God of our :fathers, hath glorified his servant Jesus;
whom YE delivered up, and denied before Pilate’s face, when HE had
determined to release him. 14 But YE denied the Holy and Righteous One,
and asked for a murderer [man] to be granted you, 15 and killed the Prince
of :life; whom :God raised from the dead; whereof we are witnesses. 16 And
by the faith in his :name hath his :name strengthened this man, whom ye
behold and know: and the faith which is through him hath given him this
perfect :soundness in the presence of you all. 17 And now, brethren, | know
that in ignorance ye did it, even as did also your :rulers. 18 But the things
which :God foreshowed through the mouth of all the prophets, that
his :Christ should suffer, he thus fulfilled. 19 Repent therefore, and turn
again, unto the blotting out of your :sins, that so seasons of refreshing may
come from the Lord’s face; 20 and he send the Christ appointed for you,
Jesus: 21 whom heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all
things, whereof :God spake by the mouth of his :holy prophets that have
been from of old. 22 Moses indeed said [that] A prophet shall the Lord God
raise up unto you from your :brethren, like unto me; to him shall ye hearken
in all things whatsoever he shall speak unto you. 23 And it shall be, that
every soul that shall not hearken to that :prophet, shall be utterly destroyed
from among the people. 24 And all the prophets from Samuel and them that
followed, as many as have spoken, they also told of these :days. 25 YE are
the sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which :God covenanted with
your :fathers, saying unto Abraham, And in thy :seed shall all the families of
the earth be blessed. 26 To you first :God, having raised up his :servant,
sent him to bless you, in turning each away from your :iniquities.

Chapter 4

1 And as they spake unto the people, the chief priests and the captain of the
temple and the Sadducees came upon them, 2 being sore troubled because
they :taught the people, and proclaimed in :Jesus the resurrection :from the
dead. 3 And they laid :hands on them, and put them in ward unto the
morrow: for it was now evening. 4 But many of them that heard the word
believed; and the number of the men came to be about five thousand.
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5 And it came to pass on the morrow, that their :rulers and the elders
and the scribes were gathered in Jerusalem; 6 and Hannas the high priest,
and Caiaphas, and John, and Alexander, and as many as were of the high
priest’s kindred. 7 And when they had set them in the midst, they inquired,
With what power, or with what name, have YE done this? 8 Then Peter,
filled with the Holy Spirit, said unto them, Rulers of the people, and elders,
9 if WE today are examined concerning a good deed to an impotent man,
with what means this man is made whole; 10 be it known to you all, and to all
the people Israel, that in the name of Jesus Christ the Nazorean, whom ye
crucified, whom :God raised from the dead, even in him stands this man
here before you whole. 11 He is the stone :set at nought of you the builders,
which became head of the corner. 12 And the salvation is in none other: for
neither is there any other name under :heaven, that is :given among men,
wherein we must be saved.

13 Now when they beheld the boldness of :Peter and John, and had

apprehended that they were unlearned and ignorant men, they marvelled;
and they took knowledge of them, that they had been with :Jesus. 14 And
seeing the man that was healed standing with them, they had nothing to
gainsay. 15 But when they had commanded them to go aside out of the
Sanhedrin, they conferred among themselves, 16 saying, What shall we do
to these :men? for that indeed a notable sign hath been wrought through
them, is manifest to all that dwell in Jerusalem; and we cannot deny it.
17 But that it spread no further among the people, let us threaten them, to
speak henceforth to no man in this :name. 18 And they called and charged
them not to speak at all nor teach in the name of :Jesus. 19 But :Peter and
John answered and said unto them, Whether it is right in the sight of :God to
hearken to you rather than :God, judge ye: 20 for WE cannot but speak what
things we saw and heard. 21 But they, on further threatening, let them go,
finding nothing :how they might punish them, because of the people; for all
glorified :God for what was done. 22 For the man was more than forty years
old, on whom this :sign of :healing was done. 23 And being let go, they
came to their own, and reported all that the chief priests and the elders had
said unto them. 24 And they, when they heard it, lifted up their voice to :God
with one accord, and said, Master, thou who madest the heaven and the
earth and the sea, and all that in them is: 25 who by the Holy Spirit, through
thy servant our father David’'s mouth, didst say,

Why did nations rage,

And peoples meditate vanities?

26 The kings of the earth arrayed themselves,

And the rulers were gathered together,

Against the Lord, and against his :Christ:
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27 for of a truth in this :city against thy holy :servant Jesus, whom thou didst
anoint, both Herod and Pontius Pilate with nations and peoples of Israel,
were gathered together, 28 to do whatsoever thy :hand and :counsel
foreordained to come to pass. 29 And :now, Lord, look upon
their :threatenings: and grant unto thy :bondmen to speak thy :word with all
boldness, 30 while thou stretchest forth thy :hand to heal; and that signs and
wonders be done through the name of thy holy servant Jesus. 31 And when
they had prayed, the place was shaken wherein they were gathered; and all
were filled with the Holy Spirit and spake the word of :God with boldness.

32 And the multitude of them that believed were of one heart and soul:
and not even one said that aught of his :possessions was his own; but they
had all things common. 33 And with great power gave the apostles their
witness for the resurrection of the Lord Jesus: and great grace was upon
them all. 34 For neither was there any among them that lacked: for as many
as were possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the prices of
the things sold, 35 and laid them at the feet of the apostles: and distribution
was made to each, according as any one had need. 36 And Joseph, who by
the apostles was surnamed Barnabas (which is, being interpreted, Son of
exhortation), a Levite, Cyprian by :race, 37 having a field, sold it, and
brought the money and laid it at the feet of the apostles.

Chapter 5

1 But a certain man, Hananias by name, with Sappheira his :wife,
sold a possession, 2 and withheld part of the price, the wife also aware
thereof, and brought a certain part, and laid it at the feet of the apostles. 3
But :Peter said, Hananias, why hath :Satan filled thy :heart to lie to the
Holy :Spirit, and to withhold part of the price of the land? 4 While it remained,
did it not remain thine? and when sold, was it not in thy :power? How is it
that thou hast conceived this :thing in thy :heart? thou hast not lied to men,
but to :God. 5 And Hananias hearing these :words fell down and breathed
his last: and great fear came upon all that heard it. 6 And the younger men
arose and wrapped him round, and carried out and buried him. 7 And it
was about after three hours’ space, and his :wife, not knowing what was
done, came in. 8 And Peter answered unto her, Tell me whether ye sold the
land for so much. And she said, Yea, for so much. 9 But :Peter said unto
her, How is it that ye have agreed to try the Spirit of the Lord? lo, the feet of
them that have buried thy :husband are at the door, and they shall to carry
thee out. 10 And she fell down immediately at his :feet, and breathed her
last: and the young men came in and found her dead, and they carried her
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out and buried her by her :husband. 11 And great fear came upon the whole
church, and upon all that heard these things.

12 And by the hands of the apostles were many signs and wonders
done among the people: and all were with one accord in the porch of
Solomon. 13 But of the rest durst no one join them: the people, however,
magnified them; 14 and there were the more added believing on the Lord,
multitudes both of men and women: 15 insomuch that they even carried out
the sick into the streets, and laid them on beds and couches, so that, as
Peter came by, at least his :shadow might overshadow some one of them.
16 And the multitude also came together from the cities round about
Jerusalem, bringing the sick, and those oppressed with unclean spirits: who
were all healed.

17 But the high priest rose up, and all those with him (which is the
sect of the Sadducees), and they were filled with zeal, 18 and laid :hands on
the apostles, and put them in public ward. 19 But the Lord’s angel by night
opened the doors of the prison, and brought them out, and said, 20 Go ye,
and stand and speak in the temple to the people all the words of this :Life.
21 And when they heard this, they entered into the temple about :daybreak,
and taught. But the high priest came, and those with him, and called the
Sanhedrin together, and all the senate of the sons of Israel, and sent to the
prison-house to have them brought. 22 But the officers that came found
them not in the prison; and they returned, and reported, 23 saying [that], The
prison-house we found shut in all safety, and the keepers standing at the
doors: but on opening, found no one within. 24 Now when both the captain
of the temple and the chief priests heard these :words, they were perplexed
concerning them whereunto this would come. 25 And one came and
reported [that] Lo, the men whom ye put in the prison are in the temple
standing and teaching the people. 26 Then went the captain with the
officers, and brought them, without violence; for they feared the people, lest
they be stoned. 27 And when they had brought them, they set them before
the Sanhedrin. And the high priest asked them, 28 saying, With a charge we
had charged you not to teach in this :name: and lo, ye have filled :Jerusalem
with your :teaching, and intend to bring the blood of this :man upon us.

29 But Peter and the apostles answered and said, One must obey God
rather than men. 30 The God of our :fathers raised :Jesus, whom YE slew,
hanging him on a tree. 31 Him did :God exalt with his :right hand as Prince
and Savior, to :give repentance to :Israel, and remission of sins. 32 And WE
are witnesses of these :sayings; also the Holy :Spirit, whom :God hath given
to them that obey him. 33 But they, when they heard this, were greatly cut,
and they intended to slay them. 34 But a certain Pharisee stood up in the
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Sanhedrin, Gamaliel by name, a law teacher honored by all the people, and
he commanded to put the men forth a little while. 35 And he said unto them,
Men of Israel, take heed to yourselves as to these :men, what ye are about
to do. 36 For before these :days rose up Theudas, saying he was
somebody; whom a number of men, about four hundred, joined: who was
slain; and all, as many as obeyed him, were dispersed, and came to nought.
37 After this man rose up Judas the Galileean in the days of the enrolment,
and drew away a people after him: HE also perished; and all, as many as
obeyed him, were scattered abroad. 38 And :now | say to you, Desist from
these :men, and let them go (for if this :counsel or this :work be of men, it will
be overthrown: 39 but if it is of God, ye will not be able to overthrow them);
lest haply ye be found fighting God even. 40 And to him they agreed: and
when they had called the apostles unto them, they beat and charged them
not to speak in the name of :Jesus, and dismissed them. 41 They therefore
departed from the presence of the Sanhedrin, rejoicing that they were
counted worthy to suffer dishonor for the Name. 42 And every day, in the
temple and at home, they ceased not to teach and to preach Jesus as the
Christ.

Chapter 6

1 Now in these :days, the disciples multiplying, a murmuring arose of
the Hellenists against the Hebrews, because their :widows were neglected
in the daily :ministration. 2 And the twelve called the multitude of the
disciples to them, and said, It is not pleasing God that we should forsake the
word of :God, and minister to tables. 3 But brethren, look out from among
you seven men of good report, full of the Spirit and wisdom, whom we shall
appoint over this :business. 4 But WE will continue steadfastly in :prayer,
and in the ministry of the word. 5 And the saying pleased the
whole :multitude: and they chose Stephen, a man full of faith and the Holy
Spirit, and Philip, and Prochorus, and Nicandr, and Timon, and Parmenas,
and Nicolaos an Antioch proselyte; 6 whom they set before the apostles:
and when they had prayed, they laid their hands upon them.

7 And the word of :God increased; and the number of the disciples
multiplied in Jerusalem exceedingly; and a great crowd of the priests were
obedient to the faith.

8 And Stephen, full of grace and power, did great wonders and signs
among the people. 9 But certain arose of those of the synagogue :called the
synagogue of the Libertines, and Cyrenians, and Alexandrians, and those
of Cilicia and Asia, disputing with :Stephen. 10 And they could not withstand
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the wisdom and the Spirit by which he spake. 11 Then they suborned men,
who said [that], We have heard him speak blasphemous words against
Moses, and :God. 12 And they stirred up both the people and the elders,
and the scribes, and came upon, seized, and brought him into the
Sanhedrin, 13 and set up false witnesses, who said, This :man ceaseth not
to speak words against this :holy :place, and the law: 14 for we have heard
him say, that this :Jesus the Nazorean shall destroy this :place, and change
the customs which Moses delivered to us. 15 And all that sat in the
Sanhedrin, fastening their eyes on him, saw :his face as if an angel’s face.

Chapter 7

1 And the high priest said, Whether these things are so? 2 And he
said, Men, brethren and fathers, hear: The God of the Glory appeared to
our :father Abraham when in :Mesopotamia, before he dwelt in Haran, 3 and
said unto him, Come out of thy :land, and thy :kindred, and come hither into
the land which | shall show thee. 4 Then came he out of the land of the
Chaldaeans, and dwelt in Haran: and thence, after his :father’'s death God
removed him into this :land, wherein YE now dwell: 5 and he gave him none
inheritance in it, no, not so much as to set his foot on: and he promised to
give it to him in possession, and to his :seed after him, when yet he had no
child. 6 And :God spake thus, that his :seed should be sojourner in a
strange land, and that they should bring it into bondage, and ill treat for four
hundred years. 7 And the nation to which they shall be in bondage will |
judge, said :God: and after these shall they come forth and serve me in
this :place. 8 And he gave him the covenant of circumcision: and so
Abraham begat :Isaac, and circumcised him the eighth :day; and Isaac
begat :Jacob, and Jacob the twelve patriarchs. 9 And the patriarchs,
jealous against :Joseph, sold him into Egypt: and :God was with him, 10 and
delivered him out of all his :tribulations, and gave him grace and wisdom
before Pharaoh king of Egypt; and he made him governor over Egypt and all
his :house. 11 Now a famine came, over all :Egypt and Canaan, and great
tribulation: and our :fathers found no sustenance. 12 But when Jacob heard
there was grain in Egypt, he sent forth our :fathers the first time. 13 And at
the second, Joseph was made known to his :brethren; and Joseph’s :race
became manifest to :Pharaoh. 14 And Joseph sent, and called to him Jacob
his :father, and all his :kindred, seventy-five souls. 15 And Jacob went down
into Egypt; and HE died, and our :fathers; 16 and they were carried over unto
Shechem, and laid in the tomb that Abraham bought for a price in silver of
the sons of Emmor in Shechem. 17 But as the time of the promise drew nigh
which :God vouchsafed to Abraham, the people grew and multiplied in

Egypt, 18 till another king arose over Egypt, who knew not :Joseph. 19 The
same dealt craftily with our :race, and ill-treated our :fathers, as to make
outcasts of their :babes to the end they might not live. 20 At which season
Moses was born, and was fair unto :God; and he was nourished three
months in the house of his :father: 21 and when he was cast out, the
daughter of Pharaoh took him up, and nourished him for her own son.

22 And Moses was instructed in all the wisdom of the Egyptians; and he was
mighty in his words and works. 23 But when he was forty years old, it came
into his :heart to visit his :brethren the sons of Israel. 24 And seeing one
being wronged, he defended him, and avenged the one oppressed, smiting
the Egyptian: 25 and he supposed that his :brethren understood that :God
by his hand was giving them deliverance; but they understood not. 26 And
the day following he appeared to them as they strove, and would have set
them at one again, saying, Men, ye are brethren; why wrong ye one another?
27 But who did his :neighbor wrong thrust him away, saying, Who made
thee ruler and judge over us? 28 Wouldest thou kill me, as thou killedst the
Egyptian yesterday? 29 And Moses fled at this :saying, and became a
sojourner in Midian land, where he begat two sons. 30 And when forty years
were fulfilled, an angel appeared to him in the wilderness of :Mount Sinai, in
a flame of fire in a bush. 31 And when :Moses saw it, he wondered at the
sight: and as he came near to behold, the Lord’s voice came, 32 | am the
God of thy :fathers, the God of Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob. And Moses
became affrighted, and durst not behold. 33 And the Lord said to him,
Loose the shoes from thy :feet: for the place whereon thou standest is holy
ground. 34 Seeing | have seen the affliction of my :people that is in Egypt,
and have heard its :groaning, and | am come down to deliver them: and now
come hither, | will send thee into Egypt. 35 This :Moses whom they refused,
saying, Who made thee ruler and judge? him hath :God sent both as ruler
and redeemer with the hand of the angel that appeared to him in the bush.
36 This man led them forth, having done wonders and signs in :Egypt, and in
the Red sea, and in the wilderness forty years. 37 This is the Moses, who
said to the sons of Israel, A prophet shall :God raise up for you from among
your :brethren, as he raised me up. 38 This is he who was in the church in
the wilderness with the angel of Him who spake to him in :Mount Sinai, and
with our :fathers: who received living oracles to give to you: 39 to whom
our :fathers would not become obedient, but thrust him away, and turned
back in their :hearts unto Egypt, 40 saying to :Aaron, Make us gods that
shall go before us: for this :Moses, who led us forth out of Egypt land, we
know not what is become of him. 41 And they made a calf in those :days,
and brought sacrifice to the idol, and rejoiced in the works of their :hands.
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42 But :God turned, and gave them up to serve the host of :heaven; as it is
written in the book of the prophets,

Did ye offer to me slain beasts and sacrifices

Forty years in the wilderness, O house of Israel?

43 And ye took up the tabernacle of :Moloch,

And the constellation of the god Rompha,

The figures which ye made to worship them:

And | will carry you away beyond Babylon.
44 Our :fathers had the tabernacle of the testimony in the wilderness, even
as he appointed who spake to :Moses, that he should make it according to
the figure that he had seen. 45 Which also our :fathers, in their turn, brought
in with Joshua when they entered on the possession of the nations that God
thrust out before the face of our :fathers, unto the days of David; 46 who
found grace in God’s sight, and asked to find a habitation for the God of
Jacob. 47 But Solomon built him a house. 48 Howbeit the Most High
dwelleth not in houses made with hands; as saith the prophet,

49 The heaven is my throne,

And the earth the footstool of my :feet:

What manner of house will ye build me? saith the Lord:

Or what is the place of my :rest?

50 Did not my :hand make all these things?
51 YE, stiffnecked and uncircumcised in hearts and :ears, always resist the
Holy Spirit: as your :fathers did, so do ye. 52 Which of the prophets did not
your :fathers :persecute? and they killed them that showed before of the
coming of the Righteous One; of whom ye have now become betrayers and
murderers; 53 ye who received the law unto ordinances of angels, and kept
it not. 54 Now when they heard these things, they were cut in
their :hearts, and gnashed their teeth at him. 55 But being full of the Holy
Spirit, he fixed his eyes on the heaven, and saw God'’s glory, and Jesus
standing at :God’s right hand, 56 and he said, Lo, | behold the heavens
opened, and the Son of :man standing at :God’s right hand. 57 But they
cried out with a loud voice, and stopped their :ears, and rushed upon him
with one accord; 58 and cast him out of the city, and stoned him; and the
witnesses laid down their :garments at the feet of a youth :called Saul.
59 And they stoned :Stephen, calling upon the Lord, and saying, Lord Jesus,
receive my :spirit. 60 And he kneeled, and cried with a loud voice, Lord, lay
not this :sin to their charge. And when he had said this, he fell asleep.

Chapter 8

1 And Saul was consenting to his :death.
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And a great persecution arose on that :day against the church :in
Jerusalem; and all were scattered abroad throughout the regions of :Judeea
and Samaria, except the apostles. 2 And devout men buried :Stephen, and
made great lamentation over him. 3 But Saul laid waste the church,
entering into every :house, and dragging men and women committed them
to prison.

4 And those, therefore, scattered abroad went about preaching the
word. 5 But Philip went down to the city of :Samaria, and proclaimed to
them the Christ. 6 And the crowds gave heed with one accord to the things
spoken by :Philip, as they heard them, and saw the signs which he did.

7 For many of those that had unclean spirits that cried with a loud voice,
came out, and many paralyzed and lame were healed. 8 And much joy was
in that :city. 9 But there was a certain man, Simon by name, who
beforetime in the city used sorcery, and amazed the nation of :Samaria,
saying he was some great one: 10 to whom all gave heed, from small to
great, saying, This man is the power of :God which is called Great. 11 And
they gave heed to him, because that of long time he had amazed them with
his :sorceries. 12 But when they believed :Philip preaching good tidings
concerning the kingdom of :God and the name of Jesus Christ, both men
and women were baptized. 13 And :Simon himself also believed: and being
baptized, he continued with :Philip; and beholding signs done and great
miracles, he was amazed.

14 Now when the apostles, those at Jerusalem, heard that :Samaria had
received the word of :God, they sent unto them Peter and John: 15 who,
when they were come down, prayed for them, that they receive the Holy
Spirit: 16 for as yet He was fallen upon none of them: only they had been
baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus. 17 Then laid they their hands on
them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 18 Now when :Simon saw that
through the laying on of the apostles’ :hands the Spirit was given, he
brought them money, 19 saying, Give me also this :power, that on
whomsoever | lay :hands, he receive the Holy Spirit. 20 But Peter said unto
him, Thy :silver perish with thee, because thou hast thought to obtain the gift
of :God with money. 21 Thou hast neither part nor lot in this :word: for
thy :heart is not right before :God. 22 Repent therefore of this
thy :wickedness, and pray the Lord, if perhaps the thought of thy :heart shall
be forgiven thee. 23 For | see that thou art unto the gall of bitterness and
bond of iniquity. 24 And :Simon answered and said, Pray ye for me unto the
Lord, that none of the things YE have spoken come upon me. 25 They
therefore, when they had testified and spoken the word of the Lord, returned
to Jerusalem, and preached the gospel to many villages of the Samaritans.
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26 But an angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go

toward the south unto the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza:
the same is desert. 27 And he arose and went: and lo, a man, an Ethiopian,
a eunuch of great authority under Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, who
was over all her :treasure, who had come to Jerusalem to worship; 28 and
he was returning and sitting in his :chariot, and was reading the prophet
Isaiah. 29 And the Spirit said to :Philip, Go near, and join this :chariot.
30 And :Philip ran to him, and heard him reading Isaiah the prophet, and
said, Then thou understandest what thou readest? 31 And he said, How
can |, except some one shall guide me? And he besought :Philip to come
up and sit with him. 32 Now the passage of the scripture which he was
reading was this,

He was led as a sheep to slaughter;

And as a lamb before his :shearer is dumb,

So he openeth not his :mouth:

33 In his :humiliation his ;judgment was taken away:

His :generation who shall declare?

For his :life is taken from the earth.

34 And the eunuch answered :Philip, and said, | pray thee, of whom
speaketh the prophet this? of himself, or of some other? 35 And :Philip
opened his :mouth, and beginning from this :scripture, preached the gospel
to him, :Jesus. 36 And as they went on the way, they came unto a certain
water; and the eunuch saith, Lo, water; what hindereth me to be baptized?
38 And he commanded to stop the chariot; and both went down into the
water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him. 39 And when they
came up out of the water, the Lord’s Spirit caught away :Philip; and the
eunuch saw him no more, for he went on his :way rejoicing. 40 But Philip
was found at Azotus: and passing through he preached the gospel to all the
cities, till he :came to Caesarea.

Chapter 9

1 But Saul, yet breathing threatening and slaughter against the
disciples of the Lord, went to the high priest, 2 and asked him for letters
to :Damascus unto the synagogues; so that if he found any that were of the
Way, whether men or women, he might bring them bound to Jerusalem.
3 And as he journeyed, it came to pass that he drew nigh to :Damascus: and
suddenly a light out of :heaven shone about him: 4 and he fell upon the
earth, and heard a voice saying to him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me?
5 And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And he said, | am Jesus whom thou
persecutest: 6 but rise, and enter into the city, and it shall be told thee what

thou must do. 7 And the men that journeyed with him stood speechless,
hearing the voice, but beholding no one. 8 And Saul arose from the earth;
and when his :eyes were opened, he saw nothing; and they led him by the
hand, and brought him into Damascus. 9 And he was three days without
sight, and neither ate nor drank.

10 Now a certain disciple was at Damascus, Ananias by name; and
the Lord said unto him in a vision, Ananias. And he said, Lo, here am I, Lord.
11 And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go to the street :called Straight,
and inquire in the house of Judas for a Tarsian, Saul by name: for lo, he
prayeth; 12 and he hath seen in a vision a man Ananias by name, coming in,
and laying :hands on him, that he might receive his sight. 13 But Ananias
answered, Lord, | have heard from many of this :man, how much evil he did
to thy :saints at Jerusalem: 14 and here he hath authority from the chief
priests to bind all that call upon thy :name. 15 But the Lord said unto him,
Go: for HE is a chosen vessel to me, to bear my :name both before the
Gentiles and kings, and the sons of Israel: 16 for | will show him how many
things he must suffer for my :name. 17 And Ananias went away, and went
into the house; and laying :hands on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, Jesus,
who appeared to thee in the way which thou camest, hath sent me, that thou
mayest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Spirit. 18 And
straightway as if scales fell from his :eyes, and he received his sight; and he
arose and was baptized; 19 and he took food and was strengthened.

And he was certain days with the disciples at Damascus. 20 And
straightway in the synagogues he proclaimed :Jesus, that this is the Son
of :God. 21 And all that heard him were amazed, and said, Is not this who in
Jerusalem made havoc of them that called on this :name? and he had come
hither for this, that he might bring them bound before the chief priests.

22 But Saul increased the more in strength, and confounded the Jews that
dwelt at Damascus, proving that this is the Christ.

23 And when many days were fulfilled, the Jews took counsel together to kill
him: 24 but their :plot became known to :Saul. And they also watched the
gates both day and night, so that they might kill him: 25 but his :disciples
took him by night, and let him down through the wall, lowering him in a
basket.

26 And when he was come to Jerusalem, he attempted to join
the disciples: and all were afraid of him, not believing that he was a disciple.
27 But Barnabas took and brought him unto the apostles, and rehearsed to
them how he had seen the Lord in the way, and that he had spoken to him,
and how at Damascus he had done boldly in the name of Jesus. 28 And he
was with them going in and going out at Jerusalem, 29 doing boldly in the
name of the Lord: and he spake and disputed against the Hellenists; but

THEY undertook to kill him. 30 And when the brethren knew it, they brought
him down to Caesarea, and sent him forth to Tarsus.

31 The church therefore throughout all :Judeea and Galilee and
Samaria had peace, being edified; and, walking in the fear of the Lord and
the comfort of the Holy Spirit, was multiplied.

32 And it came to pass, as Peter went throughout all parts, he came
down also to the saints that dwelt at Lydda. 33 And there he found a certain
man named Aneas, who had kept abed eight years; and he was paralyzed.
34 And Peter said to him, Aneas, Jesus Christ healeth thee: arise, and
make thy bed. And straightway he arose. 35 And all that dwelt at Lydda and
in :Sardn saw him, and they turned to the Lord.

36 Now a certain disciple was at Joppa, Tabeitha by name, which by
interpretation is called Dorcas: SHE was full of good works and alms which
she did. 37 And it came to pass in those :days, that she sickened, and died:
and they washed and laid her in an upper chamber. 38 And as Lydda was
nigh unto :Joppa, the disciples, hearing that Peter was there, sent two men
unto him, entreating, Delay not to come on unto us. 39 And Peter arose and
went with them. And when he was come, they brought him into the upper
chamber: and all the widows stood by him weeping, and showing how many
coats and garments :Dorcas made, while she was with them. 40 But :Peter
put all out, and knelt and prayed; and turning to the body said, Tabeitha,
arise. And sHE opened her :eyes; and seeing :Peter sat up. 41 And he gave
her his hand, and raised her up; and calling the saints and :widows,
presented her alive. 42 And it became known throughout all Joppa: and
many believed on the Lord. 43 And it came to pass, that he abode many
days in Joppa with one Simon a tanner.

Chapter 10

1 Now a certain man in Caesarea, Cornelius by name, a centurion of
the band called the Italian 2 (devout and fearing :God with all his :house,
giving much alms to the people, and praying to :God always), 3 saw in a
vision openly, as if about the ninth hour of the day, an angel of :God coming
in unto him, and saying to him, Cornelius. 4 And he, fixing his eyes upon
him, and being affrighted, said, What is it, Lord? And he said to him,
Thy :prayers and thine :alms are gone up for a memorial before :God. 5 And
now send men to Joppa, and fetch one Simon, who is surnamed Peter: 6 HE
lodgeth with one Simon a tanner, whose house is by the sea. 7 And when
the angel that spake to him was departed, he called two of the
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household-servants, and a devout soldier of those waiting on him
continually; 8 and having rehearsed all things to them, he sent them
to :Joppa.

9 Now on the morrow, as they were on their journey, and drew
nigh unto the city, Peter went up upon the housetop to pray, about the sixth
hour: 10 and he became hungry, and desired to taste food: but while they
made ready, he fell into a trance; 11 and he beholdeth the heaven opened,
and a certain vessel descending, as if a great sheet, let down by four
corners upon the earth: 12 wherein were all the fourfooted beasts and
creeping things of the earth and birds of the heaven. 13 And a voice came
unto him, Rise, Peter; kill and eat. 14 But :Peter said, Not so, Lord; for |
have never eaten aught :common and unclean. 15 And a voice came unto
him again the second time, What things :God hath cleansed, make not
THOU common. 16 And this was done thrice: and straightway the vessel
was received up into heaven.

17 Now while :Peter was perplexed in himself what the vision
be which he had seen, lo, the men :sent by :Cornelius, having made inquiry
for the house of Simon, stood before the gate, 18 and called and asked
whether Simon, :surnamed Peter, were lodging there. 19 And while :Peter
thought on the vision, the Spirit said, Lo, two men seek thee. 20 But arise,
and get down, and go with them, nothing doubting: because | have sent
them. 21 And Peter went down unto the men, and said, Lo, | am he whom
ye seek: what is the cause wherefore ye are come? 22 And they said,
Cornelius a centurion, a man righteous and fearing :God, and well reported
of by all the nation of the Jews, was warned by a holy angel to send for thee
into his :house, and to hear words from thee. 23 He therefore called them in
and lodged them. And on the morrow he arose and went forth with
them, and certain of the brethren :from Joppa went with him. 24 And on the
morrow he entered into :Ceesarea. And :Cornelius was awaiting them,
having called together his :kinsmen and near :friends. 25 And when it came
to pass that :Peter entered, :Cornelius met him, and fell down at his :feet,
and worshipped him. 26 But :Peter raised him up, saying, Stand up; | myself
also am a man. 27 And as he talked with him, he went in, and findeth many
come together: 28 and he said unto them, YE know how unlawful it is for [a
man] a Jew to join himself or come unto one of another nation; and yet to
me hath :God shown to call no man common or unclean: 29 wherefore also
| came without gainsaying, when sent for. | ask therefore for what reason ye
sent for me. 30 And :Cornelius said, Four days ago, until this :hour, | was
keeping the ninth hour of prayer in my :house; and lo, a man stood before
me in bright apparel, 31 and saith, Cornelius, thy :prayer is heard, and thine
alms are remembered before :God. 32 Send therefore to Joppa, and call for
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Simon, who is surnamed Peter; HE lodgeth in the house of Simon a tanner,
by the sea. 33 Forthwith therefore | sent unto thee; and THOU hast done well
to come. Now therefore WE are all here present before :God, to hear all
things commanded thee of the Lord. 34 And :Peter opened his :mouth, and
said, Of a truth | apprehend that :God is no respecter of persons: 35 but in
every nation who feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is acceptable to
him. 36 He sent the word unto the sons of Israel, preaching good tidings of
peace by Jesus Christ (he is Lord of all)—37 that saying YE know, which was
published throughout all :Judaea, beginning from :Galilee, after the baptism
which John preached; 38 Jesus :of Nazareth, how :God anointed him with
the Holy Spirit and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all
those oppressed of the devil; for :God was with him. 39 And we are
witnesses of all things which he did both in the country of the Jews, and in
Jerusalem; whom also they slew, hanging him on a tree. 40 HIM :God
raised the third day, and gave him to be made manifest, 41 not to all the
people, but to withesses :chosen before of :God, to us, who ate and drank
with him after he rose from the dead. 42 And he charged us to preach to the
people, and to testify that this is he :ordained of :God as Judge of living and
dead. 43 To him all the prophets witness, that through his :name every one
that believeth unto him receiveth remission of sins. 44 While :Peter yet
spake these :words, the Holy :Spirit fell on all that heard the word. 45 And
they of the circumcision that believed were amazed, who came with :Peter,
because that on the nations also was poured out the gift of the Holy :Spirit.
46 For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify :God. Then
answered Peter, 47 Can anyone forbid the water, that these should not
be :baptized, who have received the Holy :Spirit as well as we? 48 And he
commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then asked
they him to tarry certain days.

Chapter 11

1 Now the apostles and the brethren that were in :Judaea heard that
the nations also had received the word of :God. 2 And when Peter was
come up to Jerusalem, they of the circumcision contended with him,

3 saying, that he went in unto men uncircumcised, and had eaten with them.
4 But Peter began, and expounded to them in order, saying: 5 | was in Joppa
city praying; and in a trance | saw a vision, a certain vessel descending, as
if a great sheet let down from :heaven by four corners; and it came even
unto me: 6 upon which when | had fixed my eyes, | considered, and saw the
fourfooted and the wild beasts of the earth and :creeping things and the
birds of the heaven. 7 And | heard also a voice saying to me, Rise, Peter;
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kill and eat. 8 But | said, Not so, Lord: for nothing common or unclean hath
ever entered into my :mouth. 9 But a voice answered a second time out
of :heaven, What God hath cleansed, make not THOU common. 10 And this
was done thrice: and all were drawn up again into the heaven. 11 And lo,
forthwith three men stood before the house in which we were, sent from
Ceaesarea unto me. 12 And the Spirit told me to go with them, making no
distinction. And these :six brethren also went with me; and we went in into
the man’s :house: 13 and he reported to us how he had seen the angel
standing in his :house, and saying, Send to Joppa, and fetch Simon, whose
surname is Peter; 14 who shall speak unto thee words, whereby THOU shalt
be saved, and all thy :house. 15 And as | :began to speak, the Holy :Spirit
fell on them, even as on us at the beginning. 16 And | remembered the word
of the Lord, how he said, John indeed baptized with water; but YE shall be
baptized in the Holy Spirit. 17 If then :God gave them the like gift as also to
us, who had believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I, that | could
withstand :God? 18 And when they heard these things, they held their
peace, and glorified :God, saying, Then to the nations also hath :God
granted :repentance unto life.

19 Those therefore scattered abroad upon the tribulation that arose

about Stephen travelled as far as Phcenicia, and Cyprus, and Antioch,
speaking the word to none save only to Jews. 20 But some of them were
men of Cyprus and Cyrene, who, coming to Antioch, spake unto the
Hellenists also, preaching the gospel about the Lord Jesus. 21 And the
Lord’s hand was with them: and a great number that believed turned unto
the Lord. 22 And the report concerning them came to the ears of the church
which was in Jerusalem: and they sent forth Barnabas as far as Antioch:
23 who, when he came and saw the grace :of :God, was glad; and he
exhorted all to cleave unto the purpose of their heart in the Lord: 24 because
he was a good man, and full of the Holy Spirit and faith: and a large crowd
was added to the Lord. 25 And he went forth to Tarsus to seek for Saul;
26 and having found him, he brought him to Antioch. And it came to pass,
both that even for a whole year they were gathered together in the church
and taught a large crowd, and that the disciples were called Christians first
in Antioch.

27 Now in these :days prophets came down from Jerusalem to
Antioch. 28 And one of them Agabus by name stood up and signified by the
Spirit that a great famine would be over all the inhabited earth: which came
to pass in the days of Claudius. 29 And the disciples, every one of them
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according to his ability, determined to send relief unto the brethren that
dwelt in :Judeaea: 30 which also they did, sending it unto the elders by the
hand of Barnabas and Saul.

Chapter 12

1 Now about that :season Herod the king put forth his :hands to harm
certain :of the church. 2 And he killed James the brother of John with the
sword. 3 And seeing that it pleased the Jews, he proceeded to seize Peter
also. And those were the days of the unleavened loaves. 4 And when he
had taken him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to four quaternions of
soldiers to guard him; intending after the Passover to bring him forth to the
people. 5 :Peter therefore was kept in the prison: but prayer was made
earnestly of the church unto :God for him. 6 And when :Herod was about to
bring him forth, on that :night :Peter was sleeping between two soldiers,
bound with two chains: and guards before the door kept the prison. 7 And,
lo, the Lord’s angel stood by him, and a light shined in the cell: and he
smote :Peter on the side, and awoke him, saying, Rise up quickly. And
his :chains fell off from his :hands. 8 And the angel said unto him, Gird
thyself, and bind on thy :sandals. And he did so. And he saith unto him,
Cast thy :garment about thee, and follow me. 9 And he went out, and
followed; and he knew not that what was done through the angel was true,
but thought he saw a vision. 10 And when they were past the first and
second guard, they came unto the iron :gate that leadeth into the city; which
opened to them of its own accord: and they went out, and went on through
one street; and straightway the angel departed from him. 11 And
when :Peter was come to himself, he said, Now | know truly, that the Lord
hath sent forth his :angel and delivered me out of Herod’s hand and from all
the expectation of the people of the Jews. 12 And when he had considered,
he came to the house of :Mary the mother of John :surnamed Mark; where
many were gathered together and praying. 13 And when he knocked at the
door of the gate, a maid came to answer, Rhoda by name. 14 And when she
recognized the voice of Peter, she opened not the gate for :joy, but ran in,
and reported that :Peter stood before the gate. 15 And they said unto her,
Thou art mad. But she was confidently affirming it to be so. And they said,
It is his :angel. 16 But :Peter continued knocking: and when they opened,
they saw him, and were amazed. 17 But he, beckoning with the hand to be
silent, rehearsed to them how the Lord had brought him forth out of the
prison. And he said, Report these things to James, and to the brethren.
And he departed, and went to another place. 18 Now when day came, no
small stir was among the soldiers, What HAS become of :Peter! 19 And
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when Herod had sought for him and found him not, he examined the guards,
and commanded that they be led away to death. And he went down
from :Judeea to Caesarea, and tarried there. 20 Now he was highly
displeased with them of Tyre and Sidon: and they came with one accord
unto him, and, having persuaded Blastus the chamberlain of the king, they
asked for peace, because their :country was fed from the royal country.
21 And upon a set day :Herod arrayed himself in royal apparel, and sat on
the throne, and made an oration unto them. 22 And the people shouted,
God’s voice, and not man’s. 23 And immediately the Lord’s angel smote
him, because he gave not :God the glory: and he was eaten of worms, and
he expired. 24 But the word of the Lord grew and multiplied.

25 And Barnabas and Saul returned when they had fulfilled their
ministration Jerusalemward, having taken along John :surnamed Mark.

Chapter 13

1 Now in the church that was at Antioch were prophets and teachers,
both :Barnabas and Symeon :called Niger, and Lucius of Cyrene, and
Manaen foster-brother of Herod the tetrarch, and Saul. 2 And as they
ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy :Spirit said, Separate me
then :Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto | have called them. 3 Then,
having fasted and prayed and laid their hands on them, they sent them
away.

4 THEY therefore, being sent forth by the Holy Spirit, went down to
Selucia; and from thence they sailed to Cyprus. 5 And when they were at
Salamis, they proclaimed the word of :God in the synagogues of the Jews:
and they had also John as attendant.

6 And having gone through the whole island unto Paphos,
they found a certain man, a sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew, whose name
was Bar-Jesus; 7 who was with the proconsul, Sergius Paulus, a man of
understanding. HE called unto him Barnabas and Saul, and sought to hear
the word of :God. 8 But Elymas the sorcerer (for so is his :name interpreted)
withstood them, seeking to turn aside the proconsul from the faith. 9 But
Saul, who is also called Paul, filled with the Holy Spirit, fixed his eyes on him,
10 and said, O, Devil's son, full of all guile and all villainy, enemy of all
righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right :ways of the Lord?
11 And now, lo, the Lord’s hand is upon thee, and thou shalt be blind, not
seeing the sun for a season. And immediately a mist fell on him and
darkness; and he went about seeking some to lead him by the hand.

12 Then the proconsul, when he saw what was done, believed, being
astonished at the teaching of the Lord.
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13 Now those with Paul set sail from :Paphos, and came to Perga
in :Pamphylia: and John departed from them and returned to Jerusalem.
14 But THEY, passing through from :Perga, came to Antioch of :Pisidia; and
going into the synagogue on the sabbath :day, sat down. 15 And after the
reading of the law and the prophets the synagogue-rulers sent unto them,
saying, Men and brethren, if ye have any word of exhortation for the people,
say on. 16 And Paul stood up, and beckoning with the hand said, Men of
Israel, and ye that fear :God, hearken: 17 The God of this :people Israel
chose our :fathers, and exalted the people during their sojourn in Egypt land,
and with a high arm led them forth out of it. 18 And for a time of about forty
years suffered he their manners in the wilderness. 19 When he had
destroyed seven nations in Canaan land, he gave them their :land for an
inheritance for about four hundred and fifty years: 20 and after these things
he gave judges until Samuel the prophet. 21 And afterward they asked for a
king: and :God gave them :Saul son of Kish, a man of the tribe of
Benjamin—forty years. 22 And having removed him, he raised up :David to
be their king; to whom also he witnessed and said, | have found David the
son of :Jesse, a man after my :heart, who shall do all my :will[s]. 23 Of the
seed of this man hath :God according to promise brought to :Israel a Savior,
Jesus; 24 John having first preached before [the face of] his :coming the
baptism of repentance to all the people of Israel. 25 And as John was
fulfilling his :course, he said, What suppose ye that | am? | am not he. But
lo, one cometh after me the shoes of whose :feet | am not worthy to unloose.
26 Men and brethren, sons of Abraham’s race, and those among you that
fear :God, to us is the word of this :salvation sent forth. 27 For who dwell in
Jerusalem, and their :rulers, because they knew HIM not, nor the voices of
the prophets which are read every sabbath, fulfiled them by condemning
him. 28 And though they found no cause of death in him they asked of Pilate
that he be slain. 29 And when they had finished all the things :written of him,
they took him down from the tree, and laid him in a tomb. 30 But :God raised
him from the dead: 31 and he was seen for many days of them that came up
with him from :Galilee to Jerusalem, who are now his witnesses unto the
people. 32 And WE bring you good tidings of the promise made unto the
fathers, 33 that :God hath fulfilled the same unto our :children, in that he
raised up Jesus; as also it is written in the second :psalm, Thou art my Son,
this day have | begotten thee. 34 And that he raised him from the dead, now
no more to return to corruption, he hath spoken thus [that] | will give you the
holy, the sure blessings of David.

35 Because he saith also in another place, Thou wilt not give thy :Holy One
to see corruption. 36 For David, after he had in his own generation served
the counsel of :God, fell asleep, and was laid unto his :fathers, and saw
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corruption: 37 but he whom :God raised up saw no corruption. 38 Be it
known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this man is
proclaimed unto you remission of sins: 39 and by him every one that
believeth is justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by
the law of Moses. 40 Look therefore lest what is spoken in the prophets
come upon you:

41 Behold, ye despisers, and wonder, and vanish away;

For | work a work in your :days,

A work which ye shall in no wise believe, if one rehearse it to you.

42 And as they went out, they besought that these :words be spoken
to them the next sabbath. 43 Now when the synagogue broke up, many of
the Jews and of the devout proselytes followed :Paul and :Barnabas; who,
speaking to them, urged them to continue in the grace of :God. 44 And
the coming sabbath almost the whole city was gathered to hear the word
of :God. 45 But seeing the crowds the Jews were filled with jealousy, and
contradicted the things spoken by Paul, and blasphemed. 46 And :Paul
and :Barnabas spake out boldly, and said, It was necessary that the word
of :God should first be spoken to you. But since ye thrust it from you, and
judge yourselves unworthy of eternal :life, lo, we turn to the nations. 47 For
so hath the Lord commanded us,

| have set thee for a light of nations,

That thou be for salvation unto the uttermost of the earth.
48 And as the nations heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word
of :God: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed. 49 And the
word of the Lord was spread abroad throughout the whole country. 50 But
the Jews urged on the devout :honorable women and the first men of the
city, and stirred up a persecution against :Paul and Barnabas, and cast
them out of their :borders. 51 But THEY shook off the dust of their feet
against them, and came unto Iconium. 52 And the disciples were filled with
joy and the Holy Spirit.

Chapter 14

1 And it came to pass in Iconium that they entered together into the
synagogue of the Jews, and so spake that a great multitude both of Jews
and of Greeks believed. 2 But the Jews that were disobedient stirred up the
souls of the nations, and made them evil affected against the brethren.

3 Long time therefore they tarried there being bold in the Lord, who
witnessed unto the word of his :grace, granting signs and wonders to be
done by their :hands. 4 But the multitude of the city was divided; and some
were with the Jews, and some with the apostles. 5 And when an onset was
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made both of the nations and of the Jews with their :rulers, to treat them
shamefully and stone them, 6 they became aware of it, and fled unto the
cities of :Lycaonia, Lystra and Derbé€, and the region around: 7 and there
they were preaching the gospel. 8 And at Lystra a certain man sat,
impotent in his :feet, a cripple from his mother's womb, who never had
walked. 9 The same heard :Paul speaking: who, fixing his eyes upon him,
and seeing that he had faith to be made whole, 10 said with a loud voice,
Stand upright on thy :feet. And he leaped up and was walking. 11 And the
crowds saw what Paul had done, and they lifted up their :voice, saying in
Lycaonish, The gods are come down unto us in likeness of men. 12 And
they called :Barnabas, Jupiter; and :Paul, Mercury, since he was the
chief :speaker. 13 And the priest of :Jupiter whose temple was before the
city, brought oxen and garlands unto the gates, and would have done
sacrifice with the crowds. 14 But when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul,
heard it, they rent their own :garments, and sprang forth among the crowd,
crying out 15 and saying, Men, why do ye these things? We also are men of
like passions with you, and bring you good tidings, that ye turn from
these :vanities unto a living God, who made the heaven and the earth and
the sea, and all that in them are, 16 who in the generations gone by suffered
all the nations to walk in their :ways. 17 And yet he left not himself without
witness, in doing good and giving you from heaven rains and fruitful
seasons, filling your :hearts with food and gladness. 18 And with these
sayings they scarce restrained the crowds from doing sacrifice to them.

19 But Jews came thither from Antioch and Iconium: and
having persuaded the crowds, and stoned :Paul, they dragged him out of
the city, supposing he was dead. 20 But as the disciples surrounded him, he
rose up, and entered into the city: and on the morrow he went forth
with :Barnabas to Derbé. 21 And when they had preached the gospel to
that :city, and had discipled many, they returned to :Lystra, and to lconium,
and to Antioch, 22 confirming the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to
continue in the faith, and that, Through many tribulations must we enter into
the kingdom of :God. 23 And when they had appointed for them elders in
every church, and had prayed with fastings, they commended them to the
Lord, on whom they had believed. 24 And they passed through :Pisidia, and
came to :Pamphylia. 25 And when they had spoken the word in Perga, they
went down to Attalia; 26 and thence they sailed to Antioch, whence they had
been committed to the grace of :God for the work which they had fulfilled.
27 And when they were come, and had gathered the church, they declared
what things :God had done with them, and that he had opened a door of
faith unto the nations. 28 And they tarried no little time with the disciples.
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Chapter 15

1 And certain men coming down from :Judsea were teaching the

brethren [that], Except ye be circumcised after the custom :of Moses, ye
cannot be saved. 2 And when :Paul and :Barnabas had no small dissension
and questioning with them, they appointed Paul and Barnabas, and certain
other of them, to go up to Jerusalem unto the apostles and elders about
this :question. 3 They therefore, being brought on their way by the
church, passed through both :Phcenicia and Samaria, declaring the
conversion of the nations: and they caused great joy to all the brethren.
4 And when they came to Jerusalem, they were received of the church and
the apostles and the elders, and they rehearsed what things :God had done
with them. 5 But certain of the sect of the Pharisees who believed, rose up
saying, that it is needful to circumcise them, and to charge them to keep the
law of Moses.

6 And the apostles and the elders were gathered together to see
about this :matter. 7 And when there had been much questioning, Peter
rose up, and said unto them, Men and brethren, YE know that a good while
ago :God made choice among you, that by my :mouth the nations should
hear the word of the gospel, and believe. 8 And :God, who knoweth the
heart, bare witness, giving them the Holy Spirit, even as to us; 9 and he
made no distinction between us and them, cleansing their :hearts by :faith.
10 Now therefore why make ye trial of :God, by putting a yoke upon the neck
of the disciples which neither our :fathers nor WE were able to bear? 11 But
we believe we shall be saved through the grace of the Lord Jesus, in like
manner as they. 12 And all the multitude kept silent, and heard Barnabas
and Paul rehearsing what signs and wonders :God had wrought among the
nations through them. 13 And after they kept silent, James answered,
saying, Men and brethren, hearken to me: 14 Symeon hath rehearsed how
first :God visited the nations, to take out a people for his :name. 15 And to
this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written,

16 After these things | will return,

And will build again the tabernacle of David which is fallen;

And | will build again the ruins thereof,

And | will set it up:

17 That the residue of :men may seek after the Lord,

And all the nations upon whom my :name is called [upon them],

18 Saith the Lord, who maketh these things known from the age.

19 Wherefore My judgment is, that we trouble not them that from among the
nations turn to :God; 20 but that we enjoin them, to abstain from the
pollutions of the idols and :fornication and what is strangled and :blood.
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21 For Moses from generations of old hath in every city them that preach
him, being read in the synagogues every sabbath. 22 Then it seemed
good to the apostles and the elders, with the whole church, to choose men
out from them, and send them to Antioch with :Paul and Barnabas:
Judas :called Barsabbas, and Silas, chief men among the brethren: 23 and
they wrote by their hand, The apostles and the elder brethren to the
brethren who are of the nations in :Antioch and Syria and Cilicia, greeting:
24 Forasmuch as we have heard that certain from among us have troubled
you with words, subverting your :souls; to whom we gave no commandment;
25 it seemed good to us, having come to one accord, to choose out men and
send them unto you with our :beloved Barnabas and Paul, 26 men that have
hazarded their :lives for the name of our :Lord Jesus Christ. 27 We have
sent therefore Judas and Silas, who themselves also shall tell you the same
things by word of mouth. 28 For it seemed good to the Holy :Spirit, and to us,
to lay upon you no greater burden than these :necessary things: 29 to
abstain from things sacrificed to idols and from blood, and from things
strangled, and from fornication; from which if ye keep yourselves, ye shall
do well. Fare well.

30 They therefore when dismissed, came down to Antioch; and
having gathered the multitude, delivered the epistle. 31 And when they had
read it, they rejoiced for the consolation. 32 And Judas and Silas, being
themselves also prophets, exhorted and confirmed the brethren with many
words. 33 And after they had spent some time there, they were dismissed in
peace from the brethren unto those that had sent them forth. 35 But
Paul and Barnabas tarried in Antioch, teaching and preaching the gospel of
the word of the Lord, with many others also.

36 And after some days Paul said unto Barnabas, Let us return now
and visit the brethren in every city wherein we proclaimed the word of the
Lord, and see how they fare. 37 And Barnabas was minded to take with
them :John also, :called Mark. 38 But Paul thought not good to take with
them him who withdrew from them from Pamphylia and went not with them
to the work. 39 And a sharp contention arose, so that they parted from one
another, and :Barnabas took :Mark along, and sailed away unto Cyprus:

40 but Paul chose Silas, and went forth, being committed by the brethren to
the grace of the Lord. 41 And he went through :Syria and :Cilicia, confirming
the churches.
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Chapter 16

1 And he came also to Derbe and to Lystra: and lo, a certain disciple
was there, Timothy by name, son of a Jewish woman that believed; but his
father was a Greek. 2 He was well reported of by the brethren at Lystra and
Iconium. 3 Him would :Paul have to go forth with him; and he took and
circumcised him because of the Jews that were in those :parts: for all knew
that his :father was a Greek. 4 And as they were proceeding through the
cities, they delivered them for keeping the decrees :ordained of the apostles
and elders :at Jerusalem. 5 So the churches were strengthened in the
faith, and increased in number dalily.

6 And they went through :Phrygia and the Galatia region, having
been hindered by the Holy Spirit to speak the word in :Asia; 7 and coming
over against :Mysia, they attempted to go into :Bithynia; and the Spirit of
Jesus suffered them not; 8 and passing by :Mysia, they came down to Troas.
9 And a vision appeared to :Paul at night: A certain Macedonian man was
standing and beseeching him, and saying, Come over into Macedonia, and
help us. 10 And when he had seen the vision, straightway we sought to go
forth into Macedonia, concluding that :God had called us to preach the
gospel unto them.

11 Setting sail therefore from Troas, we made a straight course to
Samothrace, and the day following to Neapolis; 12 and thence to Philippi,
which is a city of Macedonia, first of the district, a colony.

And we were in this :city tarrying certain days. 13 And on the
day of the sabbaths we went forth without the gate by a river side, where we
supposed was a prayer-place; and we sat down, and spake to the women
that were come together. 14 And a certain woman Lydia by name, a
purple-seller of Thyateira City, one that worshipped :God, heard us:
whose :heart the Lord opened to give heed to the things spoken by Paul.
15 And when she was baptized, and her :house, she besought us, saying, If
ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my :house, and
abide. And she constrained us. 16 And it came to pass, as we were
going to the prayer-place, that a certain maid having a spirit of divination
met us, who brought her :masters much gain by soothsaying. 17 The same
following after :Paul and us cried out, saying, These :men are bondmen of
the Most High :God, who proclaim to you a way of salvation. 18 And this she
did for many days. But Paul, being sore troubled, turned and said to the
spirit, | charge thee in Jesus Christ's name to come out of her. And it came
out that very hour. 19 But her :masters seeing that the hope of their :gain
was gone, they laid hold on :Paul and :Silas, and dragged them into the
market before the rulers, 20 and when they had brought them to the praetors,
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they said, These :men, being Jews, do trouble our :city greatly, 21 and set
forth customs which it is not lawful for us to receive, or to observe, being
Romans. 22 And the crowd rose up together against them: and the praetors
rent their :garments off them, and commanded to beat them with rods.

23 And when they had laid many stripes on them, they cast them into prison,
charging the jailor to keep them safely: 24 who, having received such a
charge, cast them into the inner prison, and secured their :feet in the stocks.
25 But about :midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns
unto :God, and the prisoners were listening to them; 26 and: suddenly there
was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison-house were
shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened; and every one’s bands
were loosed. 27 And the jailor being roused out of sleep and seeing the
prison :doors open, drew his :sword and was about to kill himself, supposing
that the prisoners had escaped. 28 But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying,
Do thyself no harm: for we are all here. 29 And he called for lights and
sprang in, and, trembling for fear, fell down before :Paul and Silas, 30 and
brought them out and said, Sirs, what must | do to be saved? 31 And they
said, Believe on the Lord Jesus, and THOU shalt be saved and
thy :household. 32 And they spake the word of :God to him, with all those in
his :house. 33 And he took them in that hour of the night, and washed
their :stripes; and was baptized, he and all :his, immediately. 34 And he
brought them up into the house, and set a table before them, and rejoiced
greatly with all his house, having believed in :God. 35 But when it was day,
the praetors sent the rodbearers, saying, Let those :men go. 36 And the
jailor reported the words to :Paul, that The praetors have sent to let you go:
now therefore come forth, and go in peace. 37 But :Paul said unto them,
They have beaten us publicly, uncondemned, men that are Romans, and
have cast us into prison; and now cast us out privily? nay verily; but let them
come themselves and bring us out. 38 And the rodbearers reported
these :words to the praetors: and they feared when they heard that they
were Romans: 39 and they came and besought them; and when they had
brought them out, they asked them to go away from the city. 40 And they
went out of the prison, and went in unto :Lydia’s: and seeing the brethren,
they comforted them, and went forth.

Chapter 17
1 Now when they had passed through :Amphipolis and :Apollonia,
they came to Thessalonica, where was a synagogue of the Jews: 2

and :Paul, as his :custom was, went in unto them, and for three sabbaths
reasoned with them from the scriptures, 3 opening and alleging that it
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behooved the Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead; and that this :Jesus,
whom | proclaim to you, is the Christ. 4 And some of them were persuaded,
and consorted with :Paul and :Silas; and of the devout Greeks a great
multitude, and of the chief women not a few. 5 But the Jews, moved with
jealousy, took unto them certain vile men of the rabble, and gathering a
crowd, set the city on an uproar; and assaulting the house of Jason, they
sought to bring them forth to the people. 6 And when they found them not,
they dragged Jason and certain brethren before the city rulers, crying [that],
These that have turned the world upside down are come hither also;

7 whom Jason hath received: and these all act contrary to the decrees of
Ceesar, saying that there is another king, Jesus. 8 And they troubled the
crowd and the city rulers, when they heard these things. 9 And when they
had taken :security from :Jason and the rest, they let them go. 10 And
the brethren immediately sent away both :Paul and :Silas by night unto
Berea: who when they arrived went into the synagogue of the Jews. 11 Now
these were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the
word with all readiness of mind, examining the scriptures daily, whether
these things were so. 12 Many of them therefore believed; also of the
Greek :honorable women, and of men, not a few. 13 But when the Jews
of :Thessalonica had knowledge that the word of :God was proclaimed
by :Paul at :Berea also, they came thither also, stirring up and troubling the
crowds. 14 And then immediately the brethren sent forth :Paul to go as far
as to the sea: and both :Silas and :Timothy abode there still. 15 But they
that conducted :Paul brought him as far as Athens: and receiving a
commandment unto :Silas and :Timothy that they come unto him with all
speed, they departed.

16 Now while :Paul waited for them at :Athens, his :spirit was
provoked within him as he beheld the city full of idols. 17 So he reasoned in
the synagogue with the Jews and the devout persons, and in the market
every day with them that happened along. 18 And certain also of the
Epicurean and Stoic philosophers encountered him. And some said, What
would this :babbler say? others, He seemeth to be a setter forth of strange
demons: because he preached the gospel of :Jesus and the resurrection.
19 And they took hold of him, and brought him unto the Areopagus, saying,
Can we know what this new :teaching is, which is spoken by thee? 20 For
thou bringest certain strange things to our hearing: we would know
therefore what these things mean. 21 (Now all the Athenians and the
sojourning strangers spent their time in nothing else, but either to tell or to
hear something rather new.) 22 And Paul stood in the midst of the
Areopagus, and said, Men of Athens, in all things | perceive that ye are
rather religious. 23 For as | passed along and observed the objects of your
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worship, | found also an altar with this inscription, To GOD UNKNOWN. What
therefore ye worship in ignorance, this | set forth to you. 24 The God that
made the world and all things therein, he, being Lord of heaven and earth,
dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 25 neither is he served by men’s
hands, as if he needed anything, he himself giving to all life, and breath, and
all :things; 26 and he made of one every nation of men to dwell on all the
face of the earth, having determined their appointed seasons, and the
bounds of their :habitation; 27 that they should seek :God, if haply they
might feel after and find him, though he is not far from each of us: 28 for in
him we live, and move, and have our being, as certain even of your
own :poets have said,
For we are also his offspring.

29 Being then the offspring of :God, we ought not to think the Godhead is
like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and device of man. 30 The
times of :ignorance therefore :God overlooked; but now he declareth
to :men that they should all everywhere repent: 31 inasmuch as he hath
appointed a day in which he will judge the inhabited earth in righteousness
by a man whom he hath ordained: having given assurance unto all, in that
he hath raised him from the dead. 32 Now when they heard of a
resurrection of the dead, some mocked; but others said, We will hear thee
concerning this yet again. 33 Thus :Paul went out from their midst. 34 But
certain men clave to him, and believed: among whom also Dionysius the
Areopagite, and a woman, Damaris by name, and others with them.

Chapter 18

1 After these things he departed from :Athens, and came to Corinth.
2 And he found a certain Jew Aquila by name, Pontian by :race, lately come
from :ltaly, and his wife Priscilla, because Claudius had commanded all the
Jews to depart from :Rome: and he came to them; 3 and because he was of
the same trade, he abode with them, and they wrought; for by their trade
they were tentmakers. 4 And he reasoned in the synagogue every sabbath,
and was persuading both Jews and Greeks. 5 But when both :Silas
and :Timothy came down from :Macedonia, :Paul was constrained by the
word, testifying to the Jews that Jesus was the Christ. 6 And when they
opposed themselves and blasphemed, he shook out his :raiment and said
unto them, Your :blood be upon your :heads: | am clean: henceforth | will go
unto the nations. 7 And he departed thence, and went into the house of a
certain man Titius Justus by name, one that worshipped :God,
whose :house joined hard to the synagogue. 8 And Crispus, the
synagogue-ruler, believed in the Lord with all his :house; and many of the
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Corinthians hearing believed, and were baptized. 9 And the Lord said
to :Paul at night by a vision, Be not afraid, but speak and hold not thy peace:
10 because | am with thee, and no man shall set on thee to harm thee:
because | have much people in this :city. 11 And he dwelt there a year and
six months, teaching the word of :God among them. 12 But when Gallio
was proconsul of :Achaia, the Jews with one accord rose up against :Paul
and brought him before the judgment-seat, 13 saying [that], This man
persuadeth :men to worship :God contrary to the law. 14 But when :Paul
was about to open his :mouth, :Gallio said unto the Jews, If indeed it were
some wrong or a wicked villainy, O ye Jews, reason would that | should bear
with you: 15 but if the questions are about words and names and your
own :law, look to it yourselves; | intend not to be judge of these. 16 And he
drove them from the judgment-seat. 17 And all laid hold on Sosthenés, the
synagogue-ruler, and beat him before the judgment-seat. And Gallio cared
for none of these things.

18 And :Paul, after staying over many days, took leave of the brethren, and
sailed thence for :Syria, and with him Priscilla and Aquila: having shorn
his :head in Cenchreee; for he had a vow. 19 And they came to Ephesus,
and he left those there: but he himself entered into the synagogue, and
reasoned with the Jews. 20 And when they asked him to abide a longer time,
he consented not; 21 but taking leave of them, and saying, | will return again
unto you :God willing, he set sail from :Ephesus. 22 And having landed at
Caesarea, he went up and greeted the Church, and went down to Antioch.
23 And having spent some time there, he departed, and went through the
region of Galatia, and Phrygia, in order, establishing all the disciples.

24 Now a certain Jew Apollos by name an Alexandrian by :race, an
eloquent man, came to Ephesus; and being mighty in the scriptures.
25 This man had been instructed in the way of the Lord; and being fervent
in :Spirit, he spake and taught accurately the things concerning :Jesus,
knowing only the baptism of John: 26 and HE began to be bold in the
synagogue. But when Priscilla and Aquila heard him, they took him unto
them, and expounded unto him the way of :God more accurately. 27 And
when HE was minded to pass over into :Achaia, the brethren encouraged
him, and wrote to the disciples to receive him: and when he was come, he
helped them much that had believed through :grace; 28 for he powerfully
confuted the Jews publicly showing by the scriptures that Jesus was the
Christ.
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Chapter 19

1 And it came to pass, that, while :Apollos was at Corinth, Paul
having passed through the upper regions came to Ephesus, and found
certain disciples: 2 and he said unto them, Whether ye received the Holy
Spirit when ye believed? And they said unto him, Nay, we did not so much
as hear whether there is a Holy Spirit. 3 And he said, Into what then were ye
baptized? And they said, Into the baptism of John. 4 And Paul said, John
baptized a baptism of repentance, saying to the people that they should
believe unto him that should come after him, that is, unto :Jesus. 5 And
when they heard this, they were baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus.
6 And when :Paul had laid :hands upon them, the Holy :Spirit came on them,;
and they spake with tongues, and prophesied. 7 And they were in :all about
twelve men. 8 And he entered into the synagogue, and spake boldly for
three months reasoning and persuading concerning the kingdom of :God.
9 But when some were hardened and disobedient, speaking evil of the Way
before the multitude, he departed from them, and separated the disciples,
reasoning daily in the school of Tyrannus. 10 And this continued for two
years; so that all that dwelt in :Asia heard the word of the Lord, both Jews
and Greeks. 11 And :God wrought :special miracles by the hands of
Paul: 12 so that unto the sick were even carried away from his :body
handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the
evil :spirits went out. 13 But certain also of the strolling Jews, exorcists,
undertook to name over those having the evil :spirits the name of the Lord
Jesus, saying, | adjure you by :Jesus whom Paul preacheth. 14 And seven
sons of one Sceva, a Jew, a chief priest, were doing this. 15 And the
evil :spirit answered and said to them, :Jesus | acknowledge, and :Paul |
know; but who are YE? 16 And the man in whom the evil :spirit was leaped
on them, and mastered both, and prevailed against them, so that they fled
from that :house naked and wounded. 17 And this became known to all,
both Jews and Greeks, that dwelt at :Ephesus; and fear fell upon them all,
and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified. 18 Many also of them that
had believed came, confessing and declaring their :deeds. 19 And not a few
of them that practised arts brought their books together and burned them in
sight of all; and they counted the prices of them, and found it fifty thousand
pieces of silver. 20 Thus mightily the word of the Lord was growing and
prevailing.
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21 Now as these things were being fulfilled, :Paul purposed in the

spirit, when he had passed through :Macedonia and Achaia, to go to
Jerusalem, saying [that], After | have been there, | must also see Rome.
22 And having sent into Macedonia two of them that were ministering to him,
Timothy and Erastus, himself stayed in :Asia for a time. 23 And about
that :season no small stir arose concerning the Way. 24 For a certain
Demétrius by name, a silversmith, who made silver shrines of Dian
